two years.

The still unborn lam b crop of sev­
eral herds by bred ewes in Tom Green 

.un ty  has been contracted fo r a t  the 
ra te  of 10c a pound fo r w ether lam bs 
and 11c fo r ewes.

A steam  dredge, costing $14,000, 
has been moved across the in te rn a ­
tional bridge a t  Brownsville to the 
city  of M atam oros, where it  will be 
used in levee w ork on th e  south bank 
of the Rio Grande.

G overnor M iriam A. Ferguson has 
authorized deficiency of approxim ate­
ly  $60,000 fo r fou r s ta te  teachers col­
leges fo r supplies. The institu tions 
a re  a t  Canyon, Denton, San Marcos 
and Nacogdoches.

Postoffice receip ts in H ouston for 
the m onth of Jan u a ry  am ounted to 
$149,753.18, which is a  12.19 per cent 
increase over the receip ts fo r J a n ­
uary , 1925. F o r th a t  m onth, they  
am ounted to  $133,477.17.

Revenue going to the general reve­
nue fund of the s ta te  in January  
am ounted to $4,833,149.26, Comp­
tro lle r  S. H. T errell reported  F riday  
T his includes receip ts from  tax  col­
lectors and gross receip ts tax .

Because all bids were high, the 
S ta te  Board of Control rejected  bids 
on a  dorm itory, barn  and re f r ig e ra t­
ing building fo r the Abilene State 
H ospital F riday . The s ta te  appro­
p ria ted  $87,500 fo r the building.

In  prepara tion  fo r the increasing 
num ber of conventions which a re  to 
be held in Brownsville, a  special elec­
tion will be held in the n ear fu tu re  or 
a  bond issue fo r building a m unicipa' 
auditorium  capable of sea ting  350C 
persons.

A special election will be held at 
Raymondville F eb ruary  13 in which 
school pa trons will vote on a $50,000 
bond issue w ith which i t  is proposed 
to erect additional buildings to  relieve 
th e  congested condition of the present 
buildings.

A ttorney  G eneral D an Moody F r i­
day approved a $2,005,000 independ­
en t school bond issue fo r H ouston 
This is one of the la rg e s t school bond 
issues on record in Texas. The bonds 
m atu re  seria lly  and will bear 5 per 
cent in terest.

C ontract fo r the construction of the 
Galvez cotton mill p lan t, a  $1,000,000 
proposition, w as aw arded a t  a  m eet­
ing of the board of d irectors a t  Gal­
veston recently. The m ill will have 
13,500 spindles and will be in opera­
tion by the end of the year.

An issue of $45,000 La F e ria  Inde­
pendent School D istric t bonds, b ear­
ing 5 per cent and m atu ring  serially, 
has been approved by the a tto rney  
genera l’s departm ent, and reg istered  
in the com ptroller’s departm ent. La 
F eria  is in Cameron County.

*the Texas suprem e court has 
amended the rules governing s ta te  

j b ar exam inations to allow the g radu ­
a tes of law schools in the s ta te , whose 
g radua tes  a re  entitled  to  be licensed 
w ithout exam ination, to receive 
license, upon filing  w ithin one year, 
p roper certificate  from  the school.

Pirate W ho Became a Ju d g e

IT IS difficult to characterize the 
anomalous career of the pirate 

known as Captain Cohliam of Poole in 
Dorsetshire. Perhaps “cherchez la 
femme" would be one way to do it, 
for back of most of the deviltries of 
this p irate leader appears the sinister 
form of Maria Cobham. one of Jthe 
most notorious of women pirates, and 
certainly the most bloodthirsty. But 
not all of the blame for Cobham's cruel­
ties can he laid to the tigerish Maria. 
He was well drilled in infamy before 
ever he took tier aboard his ship to 
become his partner in crime, and there 
was hut little lie could learn from her.

He had started  young. At the age 
of eighteen lie was a notorious ladies’ 
man and accomplished smuggler. On 
one occasion lie landed a cargo of 10,- 
000 gallons of French brandy at Poole 
a fter successfully evading the king’s 
patrol boats which were attem pting to 
put a stop to the smuggling. A little 
later, however, his boat was captured 
and this so annoyed the young smug­
gler that be bought a cu tter at Bridg 
port, placed an arm am ent of 14 gun
on her and. collecting a choice crew of 
cutthroats, set “out upon account."

His first exploit in piracy was an 
unusually daring and successful one 
Off the Mersey he intercepted a big 
E ast India merchantm an, hoarded her 
and made the crew prisoners. From 
this ship he took more than 40,0(Xi 
pounds; then tie scuttled the ship and 
calmly watched the crew drown. Next 
he put in at Plymouth and it was 
there tha t he mot Maria who was will­
ing enough to accept his Invitation to 
come aboard with him and make a 
living by robbery on the high seas.

By this tim e his fame had spread 
so that the English channel became too 
dangerous for his operations. So he 
sailed across the A tlantic and lay ir 
w ait for ships between Cape Breton 
and Prince Edward isle. He took sev­
eral prizes and invariably disposed of 
the crews in some heartless manner. 
On one occasion he sewed up the un­
fortunate sailors in sacks and ordered 
his villains to toss them overboard.

Eventually Cobham decided to retire 
from piracy, but M aria would have 
none of it, for he had not yet secured 
enough wealth to satisfy her. So he 
reluctantly continued his career until 
he had gathered together n consider­
able fortune. Then he purchased a 
large estate near Havre, and a fter 
one final fling a t the trade settled 
down to a peaceful retirem ent. -He 
not only settled down but became emi­
nently respectable, and to cap the cli­
max of his strange career was made 
a m agistrate and presided a t the coun­
ty courts. When he died a t an ad­
vanced age. he left many descendants 
who, we are  assured by one historian, 
“were moving in the first grade a t 
H avre!”

Most Notorious W om an P irate

W HEN the "damsel M aria” came 
aboard the ship of Captain Cob­

ham, the noted p irate of the English 
channel, there were m urmurs of dis­
content among the crew. But the free­
booters soon quit their grumbling for 
they found th a t Maria was a distinct 
addition to any aggregation of cut­
throats. More than that, she was often 
a friend in need for them. Discipline 
on Captain Cobham’s ship was severe. 
The slightest offense by any member 
of the crew was sufficient to give him 
a taste  of the cat-o’-nine-taiis and Gap- 
tain Cobham was not famous for spar­
ing the rod. But time a fter time, 
M aria used her influence with the cap­
tain to get an offending sailor excused 
for some dereliction or his punishment 
lessened and her popularity grew 
apace.

She won their admiration, too, for 
among a band where cruelty was a 
virtue she dem onstrated unusual cap­
ability for cold-blooded ferocity. On 
one occasion she plunged her own little 
dirk into the heart of a Liverpool cap­
tain whose ship had fallen a victim to 
the pirates and on another it was her 
whim to have a captain and his two 
mates tied up to the windlass, where­
upon she coolly shot them with her 
pistol.

When Captain Cobham wished to re­
tire she urged him on to continue his 
piracies, for she had set her heart upon 
his buying her beautiful Mapieton hall, 
near Boole, where she had visions of 
ruling as a grand lady. At last, how­
ever. the captain had made enough of 
a fortune to satisfy her and she agreed 
to his retirem ent. One final act of 
Maria’s heartlessness preceded their 
retirement. Cobham had captured an 
East India merchantm an and curried 
the crew aboard his ship in irons. 
Maria put poison 4n their food. "The 
dogs are crowding our ship,” >khe told 
the captain. (

A fter Cobham and his Maria had 
bought an estate near Havre and set­
tled down they kept a little  pleasure 
yacht in a private harbor on the es­
ta te . One day he and Maria went out 
on a fishing expedition and came upon 
a brig becalmed near by. Cobham and 
his crew went on board to k s i t  the 
captain of the m erch an tm an H ^ ^ en  
they saw evidences of a rich 
old p irate sp irit surged up 
hearts. Cobham shot the c a ^ ^ ^ H B d  
Maria and his crew quirk lv^^^K a-t! 
of the remainder. A lthoug^^W iham  
settled down to a quiet lif^H nd  he

CITIZENS PAYING
FOR GOOD ROADS

T ransportation is today vital to all 
businesses. The enlarged field of op­
eration most business firms have 
opened up during the last few years 
has brought about radical changes in 
the conduct of trade. Statewide and 
national distribution has taken  the 
place of community and county trade. 
Adequate highway transportation  is 
needed to facilitate widening distribu­
tion. These facts have been deter­
mined by a national survey into high­
way problems conducted by the Amer­
ican Association of S tate Highway Offi­
cials.

Because of th is changed trade  as­
pect the association finds real need 
for continuation of the federal aid 
highway act as it exists today. The act 
has enabled s ta tes to build according 
to a national plan, ra tber than  to a dis­
jointed local building program.

Many interesting facts have been 
brought to light by th is investigation 
of the association. The ordinary com­
modities of everyday trade are cited 
as examples of the influence of high­
way transportation  on trade distribu­
tion. Sugar is produced in a few con­
centrated sections or imported. W ith­
out adequate distribution the price of 
this common commodity would vary 
greatly  over the country. W ith ra il­
roads and improved highways, tran s­
portation has brought about a more 
uniform price level.

The identical situation exists In 
crackers, tobacco, cereal, radiators, 
cans, and the wares of such retailers 
os the five and ten-cent stores. While 
the m anufacturer and general busi­
ness of the makers and sellers of these 
commodities n y y  bo concentrated in 
one locality their business is depend­
ent solely upon their ability to get 
their goods to the buyer with a mini­
mum loss of time and expense.

More and more, the association 
finds, these goods are  being distrib­
uted by motdr truck on tlie highways. 
This is especially true of the move­
ment of goods from centralized w are­
houses to the consumer or retailer. 
Tills movement is growing in direct 
proportion to the increased miles of

Plan Road Along Top of 
Mountains -In Virginia

. A  75-mile highway atong the sum­
mit of the Blue Ridge mdu.btj 
Virginia may be built by the 
government. The proposed high1 
would pass through the. heart- o f the 
new Shenandoah National park and 
would look down upon the most fa­
mous valley in America, Shenandoah, 
“daughter of the stars."

The proposed Shenandoah National 
park  area extends 75 miles along the 
Blue Ridge, beginning at Front Royal, a 
75-mile automobile ride from W ashing­
ton, and ending in Waynesboro.

Engineers of the D epartm ent of the 
In terior in Inspecting the site have 
recommended the proposed highway 
not only as practical, but as furnishing 
an opportunity for one of the most 
beautiful scenic routes in America.

The highway would have an aver­
age altitude of more than 3,200 feet, 
and it would wind around 20 moun­
tain peaks on the top of the Blue 
Ridge, which is almost level.

Engineers found thousands of tons 
of rock suitable for the highway, 
which would greatly  reduce the cost.

The highway would run by a num­
ber of w aterfalls, several of them 
more than 100 feet in height. I t would 
pass through much virgin forest and 
along the edges of precipices from 
which the traveler can gaze for miles 
across the Shenandoah valley. On a 
clear day, it is said, the W ashington 
monument, 75 miles distant, is easily 
discernible from the peak. From the 
mountains can be seen thousands of 
acres of apple orchards and land in 
farm s in the “granary of the Cob 
federacy."

HANS WOLFRAM and Gus Lie- 
benhoclcer had concluded to 
move West. They thought that 
the West would suit them. 

Hans, however, left his family behind 
him and went to spy out the land.

may be more potent than a whole one.

Of course, when Fredn and K atrina 
swore to this s ta te  of facts in the 
divorce court, It was with some men­
tal reservation. But all courts do not 
trouble themselves about the mental 
reservations of litigants, and the con­
sequence was th a t the suits of Wolfram 
vs. Wolfram and Liebenhocker, vs.

W'olfrum ami Liebenhocker vs. Lioben- 
hocker that one M istress Freda Lie­
benhocker field a homestead on the 
northw est quarter of Section Thirty, 
and one M istress K atrina D reer one 
on the southwest quarter, and these 
two excellent women moved out from 
town with their children and other be­
longings and took up their residences 
upon their respective claims as the 
law required. M istress Liebenhocker 
and her three little ones occupied the 
northw est room In the quadruple braise 
and M istress D reer and her two little 
ones the southwest room. They lived 
as good neighbors with each other, and 
with H ans Wolfram and Gus Lieben­
hocker. The two la tte r were thus 
given a good opportunity to see their 
children dully. M istress Liebenhocker 
employed H ans W olfram to fence and 
Improve her claim, while M istress 
D reer followed a like course with ref­
erence to her late husband, and each 
employee a t the end of each month 
was given credit for his wages on the 
alimony due from them to the two 
women.

In proving up on their respective 
claims, H ans Wolfram and Gus Lie­
benhocker deferred making proof until 
such time as M istress Liebenhocker 
and M istress D reer were entitled to 
prove up on theirs, a t which time all 
four became component w itnesses for 
each other In testifying to the “con­
tinuous residence upon and cultivation 
of said land” for a legal period of time.

So all four claim ants and the chil­
dren w ent to town on proof day and 
had the business done up in due and 
legal form. It made it very convenient 
indeed for all, and saved a large 
amount in witness fees. Not long aft­
erw ards quit-claim deeds by which 
Freda Liebenhocker conveyed the 
northw est quarter of Section Thirty 
to Hans Wolfram, and by which Ka­
trina D reer conveyed the southwest 
quarter to Gus Liebenhocker, with all 
their rights, titles and interests, ap­
peared on record at the country seat.

But the crowning act of this little 
w estern by-play did not occur until 
the double wedding shortly afterw’ards 
was held at Section Thirty, when Hans 
Wolfram nnd Freda Liebenhocker and 
Gus Liebenhocker and Knfrlnn Dreer 
were reunited In ' the holy bonds of 
matrimony. Of this happy occasion 
the neighbors for miles around assem ­
bled In response to invitations nnd a 
grand fenst and jollification was in­
dulged in.

Then a doorway was opened between 
the northwest nnd the northeast 
rooms, and another between the south­
west and the southeast, a fter which 
the quadruple house was transform ed 
into a double house, the Wolfram fam ­
ily occupying the north half nnd the 
Llebenhockers the south half. This 
arrangem ent lasted until the two fam­
ilies outgrew their respective apart­
ments, when Gus Liebenhocker pre; 
sented his share In the building to 
Hans Wolfram in consideration of

A irsickness
Dr. C. B. Heald, medical adviser to 

the British a ir ministry, has been 
studying the problem of airsickness. 
It cannot be solved by flying at great 
altitudes, by use of drugs, or even 
by “subtle soothing stomach strok- 
ings.” The trouble IS tiiat ventilation 
of an inclosed airplane cabin is partic­
ularly difficult, because with the lim­
ited cubic space available for each 
passenger If the air Is changed suffi­
ciently often to keep the carbon- 
dioxide really low a draft for some 
one is inevitable. If  d rafts  are ex­
cluded the carbon-dioxide content 
rises rapidly In so confined a space 
and the a ir becomes unpleasant.

A 
neglected scene of his 
youthful labors now Ik 
demanding public a t­
tention—the little  stone 

office in which he worked for Lord
Fairfax  % is to become a_show place
of Clark county, Virginia.

A hundred and seventy-eight years 
ago George W ashington might have 
been found there any day, figuring 
busily and poring over outstretched 
charts and maps. In the neighbor­
hood he made his first acquaintance, 
as a surveyor, with a country he was 
la te r to know as a soldier. H ere he 
became accustomed to hardships and 
privations such as were to be his lot 
In the Revolutionary war. The lit­
tle office Is only some sixty miles or 
so from W ashington, D. C. When 
the young surveyor worked there It 
was on a wild frontier.

Henry, Lord Fairfax , was once visit­
ing his relative, William Fairfax, 
when George W ashington w as p res­
ent. Lawrence W ashington had m ar­
ried W illiam F a irfax ’s daughter. The 
great man took a fancy to the boy, 
ju s t past his seventeenth birthday. 
Finding In him abilities and a tta in ­
ments beyond his years, he engaged 
him to survey his vast trac ts of land 
in the rich valley of the Alleghenies.

W ashington set out in March, 1748, 
together with George William F a ir­
fax ; and, through Ashley’s Gap in 
the Blue Ridge mountains, the w est­
ern fron tier of inhabited Virginia, 
they passed into the valley. In the 
w ilderness in the Shenandoah val­
ley, about twelve nilles from the pres­
ent town of W inchester, they stopped 
a t a lodge where Lord F a irfax ’s land 
bailiff, or stew ard, dwelt with as many 
negroes as were necessary to farm the 
newly cleared land.

This first arduous expedition lasted 
five weeks, with results of such sa tis­
faction to Lord Fairfax  th a t he hifh- 
self moved across the Blue Ridge 
sopn afterw ard, taking up his quar­
te rs a t the lodge. He laid out a 
manor for the place, which he called 
Greenway court, a fter his ancestral 
home in E ng land ; but the house was 
never built. The m aster him self slept 
in a wooden structu re  about 12 feet 
square. On the lawn nearby he built 
a one-story office, where his deeds 
were drawn and his quit ren ts col­
lected. There the boy W ashington did 
his work, rem aining for three years 
in the service of Lord Fairfax. Many 
of the now famous p lats df his su r­
veys and subdivisions w ere made un­
der th is roof.

W ashington’s life as a surveyor, 
gave him a splendid physique. When 
he had his growth he was “straigh t

W ashington’ s life as a surveyor 
made him 100 per cent efficient In the 
ways of the wilderness, where effi­
ciency means life or death. He 
learned to a h a ir’s breadth w hat a man 
could do with rifle, horse and boat; 
how to run like a coward and come 
back like a brave m a n ; how to use 
M organ’s riflemen who came in re­
sponse to his hurry-up c a ll; how to 
get the lay of the land and pick his 
battlefield.

The old office has been Jeft to the 
ravages of tim e and the elem ents 
in recent years. I t is alm ost hidden 
from view by a long-stretching arm 
of a giant locust tree. One window 
is concealed behind a screen of I 
bushes, and over its roof a clinging 
creeper climbs, drooping like a stray 
lock over the front. Its corners are 
chipped, its windows broken and its 
shingled roof is leaky in spots. But 
repairs and restoration are  now at 
hand.

A committee has been formed, of 
which Graham F. Blandy of New York 
is chairman, to collect funds for re­
shingling the roof, relaying the floor, 
enclosing the inside and repainting the 
outside walls. By spring, it is thought, 
all will be in readiness for visitors.

“ITEM—Upon the decease of wife 
It is my will and desire th a t ail the 
slaves which I hold in my own right 
shall receive their freedom. To
