FOR COTTON IN '34 

Cotton income in Callahan 
county was more than 50 per 
cent higher1934 thanit 
was in 1932, notwithstanding 
the most severe drought in 
history, and almost equal to
that of 1933, a very favorable 
year, it is announced by Ross 
B. Jenkins county agent, on 
the basis of complete official 
three-year county cotton fig-
ures just received from the 
Agricultural Adjustment Ad-
ministration.' 

Callahan County farmers receiv-
ed for their cotton last .year $565,- 
857.14 compared to $392,033.49 in 
1932 and $691,506.92 in 1033. The 
farm value of lint and seed last 
year was almost $105,000 more th-
an it was in 1932, and added to 
this were $71,508.97 in benefit pay-
ments. 

Value's are based upon yields and 
prices as furnished by the United 
States Department of Agriculture. 
The benefit payments include all 
those to April 30; 1935, based on 
the 1934 compliance. 

The value of unsold Bankhead 
certificates held by farmers is not 
included in the amount of benefit 
payments. 'Das annoluted to $10,- 
656.60. Texas farmers have about 
nine million Cellars' worth of these 
certificates on hand, according to! 
the Agricultural Adjustment Ad-
ministration. Callahan has 135 
bales of certificates good for 1935 

Commenting on this huge increase 
(in Callahan farmer's colon income 
from 1932 to the present, Mr. Jen-
kins points out that was almost 
two hundred thousand more dol-
lars of cotton money in circulation 
in the county the last twelve mon- 
ths than two years ago. 	This in- 
creased farm income has been the 
means of helping farmers stay in 
business, maintain their farms and 
`homes, and remain customers of 
merchants, he states. 

The value of cotton seed which 
the oil mill quotations indicate was 
about five times more than the seed 
Nettie •in 1932.

Could the pages of time be 
turned backward 52 years one 
might look at a mass meeting of 
citizens, at a little community 
five miles East of CroSs Plains, 
and see the formation of a town. 

It was one July afternoon in 
1883 that the first meeting to 
establish a township was held. 
Business at that initial gather-
ing included the selection of a 
name for the town, laying plans 
for the construction of a post-
office and school building. 

When suggestions were called 
for as to what the town's name 
should be, Captain A. M. Curry 
offered 'Pioneer" as the offic-
ial designation for the town-
ship. His proposal that the 
commtmity be named 'in honor 
and to perpetuate the memory 
of the pioneers, met with such 
approval that the title was un-
animously agreed upon at that 
first meeting. 

Recounting early days in this 
section and' that gathering for 
the formation of a township at 
Pioneer, Captain Curry who is 
now 97 years of age and yet er 
resident of the little city, said 
that the old Chisitim trail ran 
only a half mile from the Pio-
neer post office. "It could be 
plainly seen until about the tur-
ning of the century," he told a 
representative of the Review 
Tuesday afternoon. 

"Back to those pioneer days", 
he continued, "our memory re-
calls those long tiresome trips 
to Sipe Springs in an ox wagon 
to have corn ground into meal; 
slowly treking down the sandy 
road through Sumner, Winter, 
rain and blistering heat—what 
a contrast to the transportation 
of fast automobiles upon the 
smooth highways of today" 

Looking for a market for farm 
commodities, experiencing hard- 

ships that caused men to think 
soundly and deeply were other 
difficulties which faced those 
trail blazers in this then spar- 
e* 	settled. region 

As though it were yesterday 
Captain Curry recalls the nam-
es of early settlers Who shared 
together success and misfortune.

Another Proposed Amendment To Be 
Voted On August 24 Explained 

24th special election reads: "'for (or against) the Am-
24th special election reads: "for '(ant against) the Am-
endment to the State Constitution authorizing the 
Co-, Es to n'ace oefendants on probation." 

Proponents claim that if this amendment is passed, 
many wno are now sem, to the penitentiary for first of-
fenses will be permitted to enjoy suspended' sentences 
under restrictions of the court. 

The only restriction under the present suspended 
sentence law is the fact that the defendant must not be 
convicted of ,a felony—that is, a crime punishable by 
confinement in the penitentiary. The judge or court has 
no control nor can it set up or impose any other restrict-
ions. 
-It is the understanding of those who have studied the 

amendment that if passed it would permit the Legislat-
ure to pass laws giving the courts the right to suspend 
sentences and place defendants on such probation as the 
court might deem proper. In other words the court 
could suspend sentences subject to certain limitations. 
If those restrictions or limitations were not observed 
the Court would have the authority to have the defend-
ant committed to the penitentiary without further ado. 
Many courts now refuse to grant suspended sentences 
for the reason that they have no control over the defend-
ant after the same is granted. it is pointed out that 
this would prevent many first offenders from having to 
go to the penitentiary and reclaim many of them for 
society. 

If a suspended sentence is given under the present law 
the only limitations is that the defendant must not be 
convicted of a felony. The court has no control over him 
nor can it impose other conditions. 

Those New Coins. 
The League for the Suppression of Profanity ought 

to take action opposing the project for one-half cent and 
one mill coins. Certainly the volumne of cuss words 
will be greatly increased should the new coinage be is-
sued. Copper one-cent pieces are a nuisance,,'but we 
have learned to endure their presence in a 'pocket of 
change. If a referendum were taken, it Is more than 
likely that citizens of those States which have sales tax-
es would express preference for a minimum 'tax of a 
whole penny insteadtof a fraction. 

The new coinage, 'of both half-cent and one-mill den-
ominations, are recommented by Secretary Morgenthau 
as a "favor" to the States which have enacted or will 
enact sales tax laws which call for the payment of a 
certain per cent on the purchase of the article bought, 
which price may be so small that the percentage sys-
tem will not work with present coins, the smallest of 
which is the penny. For example, a 2 per cent tax on a 
25-cent purchase would be one-half a cent. The pro-
posed one-mill coin would pay a 2 per cent tax on a 
nickel purchase. 

The half-cent coin would be made of capper ane the 
one-mill coin of aluminum alloy, both slightly 
smaller than the current penny. There.is a further pro-
posal to make a hole in the center of the coins, to re-
duce their weight. All is now needed is a provision re-
quring the tax collector to string the coins and wear 
them around his neck for 30 days.

JOSEPHUS, the great Jewish historian, does not name 
the books of the Old Testament, but he limits the per-
iod of their production to the end of the Persian rule 
and gives the number as twenty-two, the number of 
letters in the Hebrew alphabet, This was counting the 
five books of Moses one, the twelve minor prophets 
one, and certain other combinations. 

The Old Testament books that survived were in the 
old classic Hebrew. Those that bore a later stamp 
were received with suspicion, if at all. 

The other factor which tended to fix a canon, or 
acknowledge body of books, was the translation of the 
Old Testament into Greek by a kroup of scholars whose 
work began under Ptolemy, King of Egypt, about two 
centuries before Christ. In this translation, called the 
Septuagint, or work of seventy scholars, was included 
a body of sacred literature already in Greek, the books 
known to us as the Apocrypha. These were a part of 
the Bible of Jesus and the apostles and were, of course, 
held sacred, as were also certain books from which the 
New Testament quotes, but which have not come down 
to us. The Apocalypse of Enoch is an example. Jude 
quotes it in the first chapter of his little epistle, the 
fourteenth verse. 

Thus, while certain books from the ancient Hebrew 
had come to be accepted before the time of Jesus as en-
titled to special reverence, the fringes and margins of 
that collection were still open to dispute and were, 
in fact, disputed vigorously for two hundred years. 
Forr instance, a very early bishop of Sardis who made 
a journey to Palestine for the express purpose of 
learning, if he could, precisely what books the Jews 
accepted as canonical, omitted Esther, Ezra and Lam-
entations from his list. And the question of whether 
the two books, Ecclesiastes and the Song of Songs, 
sould be accounted sacred was not settled until the 
Council of Jamnia, about 90 A. D. 

We may sum it all up by saying that the ancient 
books which were most used and gave most inspiration 
survived and, by being translated, secured a place for 
themselves in the canon. These include an uot-and-out 
love song which has no religious motive; a book wh-
ich does not mention the name of God, and another, 
Ecclesiastes, which is very contradictory. But the sel-
ection, made by the process of survival and on the 
basis of those books which were best beloved, is prob-
ably much finer than it would have been if a group of 
men, however devoted had set themselves at any one 
time to assume the whole responsibility. 

So much for the Old Testament. How were the 
New Testameht books selected? Again, by the pro-
cess of use.

Absentee voting for the special 
election to be held August 24 beg-
an Monday and is to continue thr-
ough August 20. Seven constitut- 
ional amendments arc to to ball-
oted upon. 

Prospective vacationists orthose 
wilt, intend to east absentee votes 
ar.,  reminded this week by County 
Clerk S. E. Settle of a new law 
co scorning this type of balloting 
met utly passed by the legislature. 

In order that the new measure 
Ana)' he thoroughly understood it is 
published hermulder, 

"Article 255(1. Absentia voting. 
subdivision 1. Any qualified elect-
or 01' this Stale who through the 
nature of his easiness is absent 
from the County of his residence, 
or 15110 because of sickness, or phy-
sical disability cannot appear at 
the poll place in the election pre-
cinct of his residence on the day 
of holding any general or special Sr 
primary election, array, nevertheless, 
cause his vote to be cast at such 
election in the precinct of his re-
sidence by compliance with One or 
other of the methods hereinafter 
provided fOr absentee voting. 

"Subdivision 2. Such elector sh-
all make application for an offic-
ial ballot to the County Clerk". 

"Such application shall be ac-
companied by the poll tax receipt 
or exemption certificate of the el-
ectdr. or. in lieu thereof, his affid-
avit in writing that same has been 
lost or mislaid." 

"If the ground of application be: 
sickness or physical disability by 
reason of which the elector cannot 
appear at the polling place on el-
ection day, 0 certificate of a duly 
licensed physician certifying as to 
such sickness Sr physical disability 
shall accompany the application" 

The -following suggestions are ob-
servations of the above law may be 
helpful to Absentee Voters. 

"Subdivision 3." Of the Absen-
tee Voting Law provides that for 
Notting by personal appearance be-
fore the County Clerk of the Coun-
ty of Iris residence not more than 
15 days nor less than 3 days prior  

' to the 11,111,  of any such election. 
Such voter shall make his or her 
written application to the Clerk for 
an official Ballot, also, shall make 
affidavit as to his poll tax lost or 
misplaced and such other evidence 
of his or her qualifications as may 
be necessary and shall mark and 
cast his ballot at thel Clerk's office 
in accordance with law. 

""Subdivision 4." Of the law pro-
vides that such voters as may he 
absent from the County and de-
sire to have a ballot mailed to him 
such voter shall appear before a 
Notary Public and subscribe to his 
application for an absentee Bal-
lot, which application shall be ac-
companied by his or her affidavit 
its to loss to poll tax and etc., ale 
of which shall be mailed by such, 
Notary Public to the Voters resid-
ent County Clerk for the Ballot. 
Ills County Clerk shall then Mail 
such ballot to the voter who Shall 
appear before the Notary Public 
and east his Ballot. The Notary 
Public shall require the Voter to 
subscribe to and swear to the af-
fidavit on the reverse side of the 
envelope in which the voted ballot 
is placed and same shall be mail-

ed to the County Clerk, together 
with twenty four-cents (24c) Pos-
ted required by law, to be used by 
such Clerk in registering the said 
ballot and the voters application 
for ballot and his affidavits made 
in connection therewith, all of wh-
ich the Clerk is required by law to 
deliver or- mail td the proper vot-
ing precinct. 

Comments by the,  County Clerk 
It appears from the study of the 

new Absentee Law that it will be 
noceSsary in every instance that 

the voter make a written applicat-
ion for a ballot stating the condit-
ions provided in law for him to re-
ceive such as for instance, If he 
is out of the County or expects to 
be out of the County because of 
the nature of his business; or if 
he is all or physically disqualified 
to go to his voting box on election 
day and that such application shall 
be sworn to by the voter before a 
Notary Public or County Clerk or  

other mfieer qsaiified to administ-
er oath or take acknowledg,ments. 

In case the voter is ill it will be 
necessary that his family physic-
ian give him a written certificate 
stating the physical inability of 
such voter to vote personally in his 
precinct, which certificate with the 
voters affidavit as to his poll tax 
being lost or misplaced shall be 
mailed or sent with the applicat-
ions to the County Clerk, before 
his ballot can be mailed out to su-
ch voter. 

It appears from the law that the 
County Clerk delivering any vot-
ed ballot to the proper officers in 
the voters Precinct shall mail with 
such voted ballot the voters applic-
ation for the ballot, his affidavits 
as to loss Or poll tax, and his pity. 
sieian's -certificate and any other 
necessary papers which have been 
required of the 	voter to receive 
such ballot—all these shall be 
mailed with the voted ballot to 
the proper election fudges. 

Any Absentee Voter may submit 
his poll tax receipt to the County 
Clerk with his application etc., for 
Ballot, the poll tax receipt after 
the election has been held will be 
mailed back to such voter. 

From the above It will be obser-
ved that this new law is rather 
complicated and that all of the pre-
liminary steps required will have 

to be complied with before judges 
of election will be authorized to 
cast the Absentee Ballot and it is 
apparent that the County Clerk 
will have to require that such pre- 
liminary requirements be 	fully 
made by the applicant. 

The law also requires that each 
absentee voter at the'time of mak-
ing his application shall deposit 
with the County Clerk or shall mail 
same to hint twenty 	four cents 
(24c) to be used by such Clerk in 
registering and mailing the voted 
Ballot and other preliminary and 
necessary papers to the proper el-
ection officers. 

It will be very appreciated that 
any person desiring an Absentee 
Ballot will comply with the law in 
requesting such Ballot as it will 
necessary for the Clerk to see that 
the proper steps have been taken 
before,  a ballot can be mailed out 
and in many instances the Clerk 
will have to communicate by let- 
ter with the prospective voter and 
submit proper blanks and papers 
to be filled out and returned to the 
Clerk before a Ballot can be mail-
ed to such voter. It is my purpose 
and desire to render every assist-
ance to all such voters and on re-
quest will be glad to do so.
