CHARGES LODGED IN

Three Pioneer men were 
arrested Saturday and charg-
ed with pipe theft from four 
oil leases in this vicinity. An-
other, Carl Nix, Cisco truck 
driver, was apprehended Fri-
day night. The Pioneer men, 
officers said, were: LaWrence 
Franks, "Doc" Clark and F. 
Hughes. 

Hughes was liberated Wednes-
day. Brownwood officers said in 
a telephone conversation that he 
had signed a statement and wonld 
testify for the state. 	Nix, who 
was released on bond, is also re-
puted to have signed a written. st-
atement. 

The men were charged with the 
theft of 100 joints of two inch tub-
ing from the Gunn lease, owned by 
C. C. Neeb and Marion Harvey, 
both of Cross Plains. 	Also 60 
joints fr.om a lease near Grosvenor, 
DO joints of two inch line pipe from 
the Humble lease near Blake, and 
20 joints front the Harris lease 
near Pioneer. The latter is report-
ed to have taken about the first 
of Slay. 

Deputy Sheriff W. A. Peterson, 
of Cross Plains. jack Hallmark, 
Sheriff of Brown County; and Ev-
erett (Ev) Hughes. special Rang-
er for the Humble, worked together 
on the ease and gathered informat-
ion prior to the arrests.

PEANUT PAYMENTS 

Farmers who signed peanut acre-
age reduction in co-operation with 
the A.A.A. program will be inter-
ested in the following letter rece-
ived by Jim Barr, local iommittee-
man, from County Agent Ross B. 
Jenkins, Wednesday, which ex-
plains the method of payment. 

The letter follows.

ing a feeding period -of 97 days. 
Ezpences including calves and feed 
are as follows; 555 pounds of oats, 
863 pounds of barley, and 316 
pounds Of hay making a total feed 
bill of $6.50 plus $50.00 for the two 
calves making a total expense of 
$56.56; and has spent 51 hours 
earring for these two calves during 
this period.

"Array worms" are reported to 
have become active in cotton fields 
iu the .past 10 days, damaging the 
bolls in many localities seriously. 

Continued cloudy weather has 
delayed the opening of cotton and 
augmented pest damage. 

Although picking has not yet 
become general, rains of this week 
halted work in scores of fields. 
Many are pulling bolls rather than 
picking. Where this is being done 
the grade is said to be quite low.

Pop Corn—June Corn— 
Broom Corn 

Recently there has been a decid-
ed change of opinion relatives to 
the subject of corn. Some corn is 
used to sweep with, some to feed 
with, and them some is used to--
well, you know how it is used. 

C. H. Young of Clyde community 
brought the county agent a fine 
broom that was made of the brdom 
corn grown on his farm. The ed-
itor of the Putnam-  News was in 
the office last week and made a 
note of it and said in the press that 
it was a good hrodm and no one 
contradicted the statement. Mr. 
Young stated that he calculated 
that with the growth that he ob-
tained this year on not more than 
three- -ftiorths of a stand 
netted $16 per acre. lie has the 
seed in addition to the straw that 
is worth 20 cents per pound but 
was not included in his per acre 
estimate. He stated that the . thin 
soils were the best for the crop 
since it produced a finer straw wh-
ich is in greater demand ,than hea- 
vier straw. 	• 

R. L. Smedley of the Rdwden 
community reports that he has 
been growing South American Yel-
low Giant Popcorn for the past 
three years. He thinks it takes 

_that long to get the Northern var-
iety to become acclimated td our 
soils. He stated that his crop this 
year is making better than 600 
Pounds of threshed corn per acre 
and is selling it at about 10 cents 
per pound. That would net him 
about $60.00 per acre which is good 
for Our soils. 	Other men have 
brought in samples of their corn 
which all goes to show that pop-
corn is a dependable crop for this 
section and is :mother source of 
cash income. 

Friends of the county agent have 
been bringing in roasting ears from 
their June corn and report sales at 
15 to 20 cets per dozen, that also 
provides cash income that is al-
ways welcomed in late summer, 

Cattle Versus Cotton

of the observations of J. N. Wit 
Hams of Punam, who raises grain.

Mr. Williams stated that 27 cal ,  
ves now on feed in his lot would 
net him mere than the like numb-
er of bales of cotton would on the 
present day of sale. He pointed 
out that many men in this county 
have as much or more land in th-
eir farms and ranches as he owns 
but wino are trying to grow cotton 
at a cash income and do not have 
nearly 27 bales to sell this year. He 
concluded that if they would put 
more thought to growing something 
that has a demand,  for food and let 
cotton take a rest, their farm pro-
gram would result in more cash at 
less labor.

Public Discussion 
The United State Commissioner of Education, John 

W. Studebaker, said the other day, that what America 
needs most is free and general public discussion of pub-
lic questions. We heartily agree with Mr. Studebaker. 
Our whole American system of democracy has its roots 
in the old New England town meetings, in which every- - 
citizen has a right to express himself freely on any pub-
lic question. Out of that system of town meeting dis-
cussion grew the idea of popular representation in the 
Federal House of Representatives. It was felt that the 
colonists had demonstrated power of intelligent rea-
soning and self-government by the experience of a cen-
tury and a half in managing their own affairs through 
the medium of public discussion. 
There has not been in many years such,a great variety 
of questions concerning the common welfare of the Am-
erican people, calling for public discussion, as are pre-
sented today. Not only are the numerous new elelments 
which have lately been introduced into our political sy-
stem still too little understood by most folk, but there 
are numerous groups and voices advocating still further 
and more basic changes in our entire system of Govern-
ment. If, after full and free public discussion, the peo-
ple of America make up their minds to change the whole 
system of Government, nobody can quarrel with that 

ecision, for there is only one source from which our 
Government derives its powers, and that is from the 
people themselves. 

Keeping that thought in mind, we should not only be 
tolerant of every exchange of views and opinions upon 
public affairs, but should encourage their discussion in 
chools and colleges, in debating societies and in town 
eetings, in the press and over the radio. And beyond 

ny doubt, we are going to have more of just that kind 
public discussion, not only on current questions, but 

pon fundamental issues which may reach down to the 
very roots of our democracy. 

We would not hazard any prediction as to the result 
of the political campaign of 1936, which has already be-
gun and Which will increase in intensity and vigor from 
now on. But we don't hesitate to assert that before it 
is over, everybody in the United States will have had a 
chance to hear every side of every question debated 
over and over again. 

That is the American method.

Monuments To Book All About Us 
Professor Huxley did not stand alone in his opinion 

James Anthony Froude, never accused of prejudice in 
favor of orthodoxy, said: 

The Bible, thoroughly known, is a literature in itself 
—the rarest and richest in all departments of thought 
and imagination which exists. 

Said Frederic Harrison, foremost exponent of .the 
religion of Positivism: 

The English Bible is the true school of English liter-
ature. It possesses every quality of our language in 
its highest form. The book which begot English prose 
is still its supreme type. 

The English Bible—a book which, if everything else 
in our language should perish, would alone show the 
whole extent if its power and beauty. 

And Charles Dickens, writing to his son: 
I put a New Testament among your books for the 

very same reason and with the very same hopes that 
made me write an easy account ,of.it when you were a 
little child—because it is the best book that ever was 
or ever will be in the world, and because it teaches 
you the best lessons by which any human creature who 
tries to be truthful and faithful can possibly be guided. 

So we might discuss the Book in its influence on lit-
erature and on law; in its contribution to the spread 
of the English language; in its inspiration of philan-
thropies, for as Lecky said in his History of European 
Morals, it has "covered the globe with countless inst-
itutions of mercy, absolutely unknown to the pagan 
world." Volumes have been written and will be, on 
every phase of this subject, but we do not need them. 
The monuments to the Book are all about us; every 
department of modern civilized life bears the record 
of its influence. 

Instead of rehearsing again these well-worn testi-
monies. let us close this series with a single dramatic 
story, a story so old that surely many readers will find 
it entirely new. 

It starts with George III of England, in the year 
1768. In that year the Royal Society of London ap-
pealed to the King to send a royal expedition to the 
South Seas to observe a transit of Venus across the 
disk of the sum, which event was to occur in 1769. A 
bark of three hundred and seventy tons was according-
ly sent out, and the island chosen was for a time called 
King George's Island, but later it became and at pre-
sent is known by its native name of Otaheite, or, in 
its abbreviated form, Tahiti. It is there the modern 
writers go to get local color for their South Sea stories. 

Old-Age Pensions 
The figures submitted to the Governor by the new 

State Auditor as the basis for old-age pension legislation 
at the forthcoming special session indicate the gravity 
of the task. Aside from the necessity of calculating the 
best and least expensive system on the basis of exper-
ience elsewhere, of which too little real knowledge is av-
ailable, the Legislature will not know how many people 
must be pensioned and how much money will be required 
to pension them. This State has, in addition, the fact 
before it that it already pensions one very small classi-
fication of citizens, Confederate veterans and their wid-
ows, imposes a mandatory levy to meet the bill, and is 
still unable to raise enough money to pay the obligat-
ion. 

Within the limits of discretion left to it by the new 
amendment, it is obvious that the Legislature should, in 
the experimental years, make the pension grant as con-
servative as possible. It should place the minimum 
age limit at 70 years, the maximum, allowed, restrict 
beneficiaries to indigent persons with no other support 
available, and limit the application to naturalized citiz-
ens. More liberal terms if necessary should be provided 
through experience and not as a part of the program. in-
to which the Legislature must today enter blindly. 

The old-age pension registered its popularity at the 
polls because every one who does not die must grow old 
and every one fears dependent old age. The voter does 
not look behind the' tax bill until he has to pay it, but 
every Texan will have to pay in some way toward the 
enormous cost of the most conservative old-age pension 
program which can be established under the limits of 
will be financed both necessarily and justly by direct 
impost on the individual's earning in his mature years 
before attaining pensionable age. It is a safe guess that 
the old-age pension will then be vastly unpopular. 

(Semi-Weekly Farm News) 
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The Food Dollar 
It is encouraging news that the United States Dep-

artment of Agriculture is beginning to concentrate on 
efforts to reduce the cost of distribution of food pro-
ucts. A great deal of effort has been spent, aimed at 
getting higher prices for the growers and producers of 
food, and too little attention has been given in the past 
to serious efforts to reduce the spread between what 
the producer gets what the consumer pays. 

A recent report in Washington indicates that farmers,  
are now getting a higher proportion of the food dollar 
spent by the consumer than at any time in recent years 
According to these Federal statistics, in June, 1932, the 
farmer got only about 31 cents out of each dollar spent 
by the consumer for the ten basic food stuffs. In Aug-
ust, 1935, the farmer's share of the food dollar was 45 
cents. The ten foods included in these computations 
are: Beef, pork, poultry, butter, peas, potatoes, flour 
bread, eggs and milk. Retail prices of pork and eggs 
have gone up recently, but the prices of dairy products 
and potatoes have gone down. 
Distribution costs have been steadily rising for nearly 
20 years. In May, 1917, the processors, distributors 
and other handlers of food received only about one-th-
ird of each dollar spent by consumers, as against more 
than two-thirds in 1932. But since 1932,the tendency 
of distribution costs has been downward. 
There seems to be some ground for hope that the cost 
of living to the buyers of foods may be reduced, without 
cutting down unduly the prices received by producers. 
This can only be accomplished by cutting distribution 
costs. The effort of the Government toward that end 

is certainly highly commendable.

The one ray of light 
seems to be the fact that in some states at least, the sit-
uation is improving slightly. 

Twenty-one states, to be exact, have recorded fewer 
traffic deaths this year than during the same period of 
1934. As far as it goes, that is excellent news; but we 
won't be able to crow until all the states over a period 
years, have shown a steady decline in the dreadful toll.

'Hamilton. as Secretary of the 
reasury under President Washing-

ton, brought about the acceptance 
by the Owners of wealth of his 
viewpoint of Federal supremacy. 
Tinder his leadership, the new Fed-
teal Government assumed the debts 
of the states, thereby taking its 
stand as something bigger and bet-
Mr than the states. This was fol-
lowed by other bold and rapid 
strokes of financial policy, all 
tending to the same end of national 
supremacy. He established a tariff 
on imports, :Ind excise tax and an 
ielernal revenue service and, as a 
. ; >wning stroke, a national bank. 
it was Hamilton's purpose to estab-
lish a govermnent in which wealth 
should stand at the helm, guiding 
rind steadying the ship of state. .

;Under the leadership of Thcimas 
erson, whose faith was in the 

masses rather than in the classes, 
' the doctrine of states' right, as op-
posed to Federal rights under the 
('onstitution, began to take shape. 
AS early as 1798 the General As-

bly of Virginia adopted resolu-
s protesting against encroach-

nt upon state rights by the Fed-
1 government and asserting the  

football career with a 100 yard re-
turn of a kick-off against Simmons 
University.

right of each state to decide for it-
self the constitutionality of Fed-
eral laws afiecting state interests. 
In the same year the new state of 
Kentucky adopted similar resolu-
tions. Kentucky -went further, and 
implied the right of a state to with-
draw from the Union. 

Thus were sown the seeds of the 
political -parties which have strug-
gled against each other for 135 
years for control of the Federal 
Government. And the first impor-
tant amendment to the Constitu-
tion. after the Bill of Rights, was 
one which recognized the existence 
of the partisan spirit. 

The twelfth amendment changed 
the previous method of electing the 
President to the method which is 
still folldwed. Under the original 
system, the candidate receiving 
the largest number of electoral vot-
es became President and the one re-
ceiving the second largest number 
became Vice-President. The effect 
of that today, if it were still the 
Constitutional rule, would be -  that 
Mr. Roosevelt would be President 
and Mr. Hoover would be Vice 
President! 

With the division of public senti-
ment into two diametrically oppos-
ing camps, such a situation was not 
to be tolerated, so the Constitution 
was amended, in 1798, to provide 
for the electors' choosing both Pre-
sident and Vice President at the 
same time, with the further pro-
vision that the President and Vice 
President shall not both be resi-
dents of the same state, and that in 
case no candidate has a majority 
of electoral votes,-  then the House 
of Representatives sh9,1 elect one 
of the three leading candidates, in 
its discretion. 

Thus, on the eve of the 19th, 
century, the new nation was not 
only well launched upon its career 
but was embarked upon the stormy 
voyage of partisan politics.
