Texas, August 1, 1935 Cotton 
Report 

The August 1, 1935, cotton fore-
cast for Texas is 3,851,000 bales 
(500 pounds gross weight) com-
pared with 2,406,000 bales prod-

The New New Testament 
THE first books of the New Testament "read in ch-

urches" with the Old Testament selections, were ap-
ostolic letters, notably those of-Paul, and including 
generally, though not invariably, the longer epistles of 
of John, Peter and James. When the Gospels appear-
ed they were immediately used in like fashion, and at 
nce assumed a place of priority, not because any one 

authority said it must be so but because they were 
o important and so interesting. For a good while 
here was no attempt to make complete collections. 
Few churches had all the New Testament books and 
many had other books, as the Epistle of Clement and 
the Shepherd of Hermas, which were loved. 

When discussion began as to which books ought to 
be reaa regularly there was immediate agrument on the 
most important ones, the four Gospels and the larger 
pistles. There was a good deal of doubt about Re-

velation and Second Peter and the two short epistles of 
ohn, which were relatively unimportant, as was then 

acknowledged and is still relatively unimportant, as 
was then acknowledged and is still evident. But grad-
ually there came to be-agreement, not by authority but 
by the test of general usage, and the translation, and 
later the printing of the Bible, finally fixed the list. 

If any one asks whether we know absolutely that 
every book in the Old and New Testaments is holy ab-
ove all other books, the answer is. We do not. No one 
can say that Esther, which is in the Bible, is nobler 
than Ecclesiasticus, which has been dropped out; cert- 
ainly it is not so religious or so sweet. 	No. one can 
Epistle of Clement. The mountain range of the Bible 
shades off into foot-hills, and we do not know just 
,begins or ends. But the range is there, towering mag-
nificently above all other literature. Scholars may 
discuss its measurements and limits; the theologically 
minded may battle over its "inspiration." Let them 
argue. What the world needs is more folk to read. 

We come now to the second question, How were th-
ese chosen books preserved through the ages and pass-
ed down to us? 

-Until the invention of printing, which was desired 
mainly that the Bible' might be published, copies were 
made by hand, are errors inevitably crept in, no mat-
ter how scrupulous the copyists' card. Hence in making 
translations it became desirable to have as many of 
them for comparison as possible. The earliest manu-
script copies that have survived to our time date 

from the fourth century A. D., and the story of one 
of them, the Sinaitic, will illustrate the vicIssitures

Inflation And Taxes! 
We hear a great deal of talk about a mysterious thing 

ailed "inflation." Many persons think that inflation is 
a menace to be averted at all hazards. Many others look 
to inflation as the only possible way out of our economic 
troubles. Some are sure that we are heading for inflat-
ion without knowing it. Others believe that the Gover-
nment is delibertely moving to bring about inflation. 
And a good many of the folk who talk about inflation 
don't know what it means. 

As we understand it, inflation - is a condition under 
which prices of all commodities go up with more than 
normal rapidity. Put another way, inflation, comes ab-
out when the value of money, its purchasing powers, 
goes down. 

Inflation may occur from a variety of causes. Most 
folks think of the great inflation in Germany, when the 
government deliberately issued so much paper money 
that it took a billion marks or more to buy a beefsteak. 
The German paper marks had nothing back of them but 
the worthless credit of, a bankrupt nation. 

We are not heading for that sort of inflation in Amer-
ica, but many economists are predciting another kind of 
inflation. It will come about through the operation of 
the inexorable laws of economics. Take the matter of 
taxes, for example. They are on the increase every-
where, local county, state and National. High taxes and 
low prices can never sleep in the same bed. If taxes are 
to be collected, then the dollars in which they are paid 
must be easier to get. Whoever -has anything to sell, 
whether goods or services, must get more dollars per 
unit for his product, or the taxes never can be paid. 

The first symptom of an inflationary tendency is al-
ways a general movement, on the part of far-seeing men 
to take their money ou t of hoarding and put it into com-
modities. The dollar in the bank has been steadily 
declining in value. Now it is earning only 3 percent a 
year, instead of the f cur or five percent that it used to 
be worth. The smart owner of such dollars looks about 
for a place to put them where they have a chance to 
put them where they have a chance to earn bigger inter-
est. instead of watching them shrink in idleness. 

That is why, we think, the stock markets have shown 
Such a steady upward tendency in the past year. Men 
are putting their idle dollars into shares which repre-
sent tangible wealth. Other men are beginning to buy 
other commodities, especially land. Rentals have al-
ready begun to stiffen in the big cities, increasing the 
values of housing mope:ties.

Old-Age Pension Amendment. 
The old-age, pension amendment, which i sone of the 

seven propositions for changing the State Constitution 
to appear on the ballot August 24, falls a good deal short 
of perfection, from any view. 

The enthusiastic devotee of the old-age pension cult 
does not like it for several reasons. In the first place, 
it is not mandatory, but permissive only. The Legislat-
ure would be empowered to set up an old-age pension 
system, but would not be required to do so. Then the 
amendment provides an upper limit of $15 a month on 
state payments, which, with the presumed matching of 
state with federal funds, would give an extreme maxim-
um of $30 to pensioners. Then, too, the amendment lim-
its beneficiaries of the pension plan to those who have 
passed the age of 65, are not habitual criminals or hab-
itual drunkards, and not inmates of any state-support-
ed institution. 

The full-blown advocate of old-age pensions always 
imagines a state of affairs in which everybody over, 
say 60, receives a larger sum than $30 a month, with, 
usually, some radical method provided for raising the 
funds required. 

On the other hand, the conservations in either politics 
or finance looks askance at the old-age pension proposal, 
finding in the.form in which it goes on the- ballot Aug-
ust 24 several inlets for mischief. To begin with, ad-
option of the pension system would, it is estimated, com-
mit the State to an expenditure of at least $40,000,000 
a year. With no provision made for raising this sum, 
it is greatly to be feared that the tax system which the 
Legislature might evolve for pension-fund support 
would be hurtful to business and industry, and to the 
State as a whole. Then, the pension plan outlined in the 
amendment lacks an important safeguard against a 
form of "raiding" the fund which might develop to a 
great extent. Prior residence of only five years is re-
quired. The laws of residence are loose at best, and this 
fact with the possibility of wholesale removal to the St-
ate of aged persons in anticipation of pensions, which 
might develop should other States not adopt as liberal-
plans, might load the Texas fund up with many more 
pensioners than the tax-paying population of the State 
could support. 

The history of pensioning in TeXas is that regulations,  
limiting eligibility and holding down payments are pro-
gressively liberalized. If the amendment is 'adopted, it 
may be-taken for granted that the full $15.pension will 
be paid out within a short time,,'and that the number 
of pensioners admitted will be larger in any year 'than 
the number previously estimated. Thus, the 'cost of the 
old-age pension system which would be authorized by 
the first proposition on the ballot August 24, may be 
reasonably estimated to start at not less than $40,000,-
000 a year and to increase everyli year thereafter. 

There is no present tax of the State thatlproduces as 
'Mich as $40,000,000 a year. That sum is about nwice 
what the State gets out of 'the ad valorem tax collected 
upon all real and personal property within the State:'It 
is nearly half again as ' great as the total collected from 
the gasoline tax. 	Fort Worth Star Telegram.)

At the time of the Adoption 
of the Constitution practically ev-
ery State limited the franchise to 
tax-payers or property holders. 

Other important restrictions are 
placed upon the power of Congress 
by the Constitution. It cannot en-
act a law(retroactive in its applic-
ation'—an "ex post facto" law. 
That -is, it cannot make illegal any 
act committed before the law pro-
hibiting it was passed. It cannot 
impose taxes Or duties upon artic-
les exported from any State. It 
cannot impose taxes or duties upon 
upon articles exported from any 
State. It cannot suspend the writ 
of habeas corpus. This does not 
sound so important today, but the 
framers of the Constitution had a 
vivid recollection of the custom of 
their British rulers of putting peo-
ple in jail and refusing to produce 
them in court. 

The purpose of the Constitution 
to vest supreme power in Congress 
except for the rights reserved to the 
States, is indicated in the provis-
ion for the passage of laws over the 
veto of the Executive. An act of 
Congress does not become effective 
until it has been signed by the 
President, with the exception that 
if the President refuses to sign it, 
Congress may, by a two-thirds vote 
repass the bill. It thereupon be.. 
comes a law regardless of the 
President's dissent. 

It is also within the power of the 
Congress to dismiss from office 
any memeber of Executive or Judi-
cial branches of the Government, 
including the President, This is 
done by the process of impeach-
ment, in which the Blouse of Rep-
resentatives has the sole power to,  
indict and the Senate the sole pow-
°, to try any official indicted or 
impeached by the House. Numer-
ous Federal.  Judges have thus been 
impeached and dismissed from the 
public service and one President, 
Andrew Jackson, was Impeached 
by the !House of Representatives 
but was acquitted by the Senate.

WHAT CONGRESS MAY 
AND MAY NOT DO 

The powers granted by the States 
to the Congress under the Const- 
itution are strictly 	defined and 
limited. In brief, they include the 
following: 

1. To lay and collect taxes, dut-
ies, impdsts and excises. 

2. To pay the debts and provide 
for the common defense and gener-
al welfare of the .United States. 

3. To borrow money on the cred-
it of the United States. 

:4. To regulate commerce with 
foreign nations and among the sev-
eral States. 

5. To coin money and six stand-
ards of weights and measures. 

6. To establish postoffices and 
post roadS. 

7. To grant patents to inventors 
and copyrights to authdrs. 

8. To declare war, and to raise 
and support armies and a navy and 
make rules for the government of 
military forces. 
.9. To call out the militia in case 

of emergency. 
In .general, Congress has an-

,thirty to make all laws necessary 
to carry intd execution the powers 
granted to the Federal Government 
by the Constitution. But 1,hrough 
out the document the rights Of the 
individual States are carefully 
safe-guarded. 

For example, each State has the 
sole right of appointing the officers 
and prescribing the training of its 
militia. Each State can determine 
for litself who constitutes its milit-
ia. In New York the Militia con-
sists of every able-boded male be-
tween the ages of 18 and 45 wheth-
er enrolled, in the National Guard 
or not. Congress 	has exclusive 
jurisdiction lover military reservat-
ions, but has no power to establish 
them except by the consent of the 
States in' which they are located. 

Congress was given power to 
establish a uniform rule of natural-
izatidn, but that /loos not carry 
with it the right to say who may 
voe in any given State. Each
