WOMAN IS GIVEN 20 
YEARS FOR ROBBERY 

IN TREET SLAYING 

Mary Lou Howell, of near Ris-
ing Star, was given 20 years in the 
state penitentiary by a Callahan 
county jltry in forty second dist-
ha court at Baird, Thumlay, for 

robbery with fire-anus. The 
urge was in connection with the 
fatal shooting and robbery of L. 
F. Treet, muncher, near Putnam, 
last August. 

Two others were charged in the 
shooting. One is now under a 
deaths sentence. 

The jury deliberated three hours 
and 40 minutes after receiving 
Judge M. S. Long's charge at noon. 

During the course of the trail 
the state introduced 19 witnesses 
to show that Mr. Howell conspired 
with Clifford Doggett and Elmer 
Van' Cleave to lure the ranchman 
to a lonely spot on his ranch, wh-
ere they planned to rob him. The 
defense had only two witnesses. 

Doggett received a 99-year sen-
tence last November at his trial 
on the robbery charge and later 
at Eastland a death .sentence for 
murder. Vail Cleave 	testified at 
both trials against Doggett and 
also was a witness against Sirs. 
Howell. 

He said that he and Dogett had 
agreed before the robbery to "split 
50--50" and that Doggett would 
divide his share of the Money with 
Mrs. Howell. 

Ile admitted that he helped in 
the robbery, but insisted that Dog-
gett shot Threet -because the ran-
chman refused to hold up his 
hands.

New Constitution 
For Texas 

A NEW CONSTITUTION 
for Texas will be submit-

ted to the people at the gen-
eral'election of 1936 if a pro-
posed-amendment now before 
the Legislature is passed by 
the electorate. An auspicious 
start was accorded it last 
week when the House Com-
mittee on Constitutional Am-
endments returned it to the 
floor with a vote •unanimous 
in favor of passage. The pro-
posed amendment provides 
that the question of calling 
a constitutional convention 
be submitted to the people on 
August 24th of this year, and 
if the electorate so committ-
ed itself the convention 
would be held on October 7th, 
and would be composed of 
150 delegates chosen on the 
present basis of represent-
ation in theniouse. Trie new 
Constitution drafted by the 
convention wYffkld then be put 
before the people, to be rati-
fied or rejected at the gen-
eral election approximately 
a year later. Foregoing for 
a moment discussion as to 
whether the convention sh-
ould be called, let us assume 
that it should be and examine 
this suggested method of 
calling it. The proposal has 
much to recommend it. In 
the first p'ace, the question 
of a new Constitution for 
Texas would in effect be sub-
mitted to the people twice, 
first as to whether the con-
vention should be called and 
second as to whether the Con-
stitution it promulgated sh-
ould be adopted; and certain-
ly no fairer method of ascer-
taining the public will could 
be devised. Moreover, the 
fact that the question of call-
ing the convention would not 
be voted on un.,i1 August 
24th, coupled with the fact 
that the new Constitution 
would not be submitted until 
approximately a year after 
the convention drafted it, of-
fers ample time for the peo-
ple to deliberate both propos-
als. Balanced against these 
desirable features of the pro-
posed amendment is one we 
think distinctly undesirable. 
One hundred and fifty dele-
gates to a constitutional con-
vention seem entirely too 
many. A much smaller body 
would be just as representat-
ive of the people and could 
dispatch its work with a 
minimum of confusion and 
tedious oratory. This defect 
should be remedied, but it is 
not sufficiently serious to 
militate against what may 
otherwise be a desirable pro-
posal to seek out the will of 
the people.

Probably the first attempt ever 

made from Callahan to get boys 
to enter the business of growing of 
better livestock was started last 
spring in getting two boys, Bobby 
Williams of Putnam and Ralph, 
Barton of Clyde to feed Baby 
Beeves. County agent. Ross B. Jen-
kins helped these boys to select 
and feed these calves. They took 
them to the Fat Stock Show but 
due to the fact that the T.B. Test-
ing was not completed in the time 
they were not able to be shown on 
the floor but were sold at a good 
price. 

Bobby Williams calf weighed 895 
pcunils at Fort Worth and sold at 
8.11 iz  which brought him 1102.93 
The total cost in raising this calf 
was last reported at 810 so Bobby 
made 0 nice profit itud more than 
that learned many things about the 
feeding of Baby Beeves. The metr 
in charge at the show stated the 
two calves sent from Callahan were 
the best let year calves they ever 
handled. It was meant by that st-
atement that boys feeding for the 
first year don't usually get their 
calf in very good condition. Both 
calves weighed at about the same 
which showed what can be done. 

The county agent thinks-  that  

these two boys have COW broken 
the lee : 11111 Lace shown other boys 
that a profit can be made feeding 
so next year should see 20 or more 
on feed and a 4-11 Club show sh-
ould be staged at Baird. 

Four other boys went. with their 
agent to the 4-11 Club (lay at th.3 
Fat Stock Show Monday which was 
4-H Club day-  for the entire state. 
Those attehding were: Durward 
Vanier from Cottonwood, Doyle P. 
Gunn Jr. from 	Union, Forrest 
Franke atal Elred Bell of Baird. 
The boys reported one of the finest 
times they ever had and saw the 
sights of Fort Worth and Dallas 
in addition to the events at the 
stock show which. included the 
Rodeo. 

4-H Club activities will soon be 
started and enrollment will need to 
be completed before the schools 
end. Any boy between the ages of 
10 to 20 is elegible to cutter. 	It 
usually takes a boy 3 years to learn 
how to feed well enough to carry 
off any of the prizes but show work 
is but the smallest gain from club 
work. It prepares a boy to do for 
himself when be gets out of school 
and provides him some spending 
money in addition. Club members 
also go to Texas A&M College each 
summer to the Short Course for a 
weeks pleasure and 	profitable 
study. 

Boys and girls clubs are now 
National in scope and are carried 
on by the Extension Service in ev-
ery state of the union. They are 
coached and-trained by the county 
and home demonstration agents.
