Since the fine rains of the past
week, -the prospects for a good on-
ion crop are very good. Many men
are sending in their orders daily
for plants.

In order that all may know of
the project that was started throu-
gh this »ifice last year, it might

CATTLEMEN ASKED
T0 MEET AT BAIRD
T0 HEAR PROPOSAL

A county-wide meeting of
cattlemen will be held at the
courthouse in Baird, Wednes-
day afternoon, February 20,
at two thirty, for the purpose
of presenting the federal gov-
ernment’s tuberculosis eradic-
ation program to local ranch-
men, the Review was in-
formed in a communication
from County Agent Ross B.
Jenkins yesterday afternoon.

“Tuberculosis eradication is the
latest move t¢ be sponsored by the
federal zovernment for the cattle
industry. The government pro-
‘poses to test cattle for tuberculosis

““The government will reimburse
any cattleman up to two thirds of
\the appraised value of his reacting
cattle to as much as $20 on grade
stuff and vp to $50 on registered
stock.

“Every county around Callahan
is being fested or has signed an
agreement with the government to
test soon, except Shackelford. Doct-
or Noyes, District B. A. I. Inspector

was in to see County Agent Ross

B. Jenkins and such members of
the commissioners court as he

could find and wanted to know if
Callahan wauted this service.. He
stated that if the county did not
take advantage of this offer that
it would be a sérious loss later as
the funds now being furnished by
the government might be cut out.

Because roads are impassable, a specially. chartered air
plane will land in Cross Plains Friday niorning and pick up
a committee of citizens and transport them to Baird, where a
plea for'“action on highway 36”7 will
Judge J. H. Carpenter. The plane will be piloted by L. E.
Derryberry, of Abilene, who will also return the committee—
—perhaps three persons—to Cross Plains.

They iden-
tified all t was mortal of a con-
demned side-wheel ferry  boat,
which had been dragged from the
boneyard to make a first, and in a
way a posthumous, voyage beyond
the Sound.

But te the men on the wharf, this
derelict was an argosy. Her musty
reek of cresote, bilge and old ropes
was the aroma of romance. The
prawl of the trucks that loaded her
was a song of gold.

And there was, in fact, a weaving
Tilt of music in the roar. It came
from a rjquieter eddy in the fog
where a man was playing an accor-
dion, as he leaned against an up-
turned bale of hay near the ship’s
side. Ignored by the crowd and

~ ignoring “hem, he poured into the
din a lazing medley that dissolved
there as vaguely as the mist—so
hardly noticeable. His frayed cor-
duroy clothes, the| barked leather
of hig riding boots, his lean, rangy
figure and sun-browned skin, did
