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Density of Smoke Is Varied by Distance

The fact that smoke near a smoke
stack appears to be dark and then
grows lighter and lighter is a good 1l-
lustration of the law of the inverse
square of the distance, At one
foot radius from the center of the
stack, the surface exposed in any. sec-
tion is very small and the smoke
particles very close together, and the
passage of light through the particles
is almost prevented. The smoke then
appears black. At a two-foot radius
the particles are twice as far apart
and only one-quarter of the area ls
covered, allowing four times the light
to pass through. This section is con-
tinuous, and more and more light
passes through the smoke particles,
causing them to become of a much
lighter color against the sky back-
ground. At some finite distance from
the moutk~of the stack, the separa-

tion has been 80 great that there 1
practically no more interference witk
the light and the smoke disappears.

TASTY TIDBITS

When there are several pleces of
cheese going to waste, grate them
and add to boil-
ing hot cream,
stir untll the
cheese Is - dis-
solved, add pap-
rika and cayenne
and pour Into
cream cheese jars,
The cheese will
be creamy and deliclous.

Cheese Salad.—Take a cream cheese
or two, add thick sweet cream to
soften, mix well and add chopped
chives, green pepper and nuts. Make
into balls and serve with a good
boiled dressing on lettuce. Cottage
cheese enriched with cream and served
with dressing on lettuce makes a fine
salad.

Olive Salad.—Peel olives, remove.
the stones, then roll them up over
blanched almonds. Cover with french
dressing and a handful of chopped
mint. Let stand overnight to season.
Drain in the morning and add fresh
mint. Serve on head lettuce with
thick mayonnaise.

Banana Cream.—Slice three ripe
bananas, press through a sieve, add
a box of ripe crushed berries, reserv-
ing some of the julce; mix lightly
with enough powdered sugar to sweet-
en and set aslde to chill. Serve In
sherbet cups with sweetened whipped
cream and some of the berry juice on
top.

The orange Is rich in vitamines and
is given early to the small baby, be-
tween feedings, always straining the
juice. They are rich in sugar, have
salts of high value while the flavor Is
especially attractive. Taken at night
they are especlally good for consti-
pation. A glass of orange julce can
be taken by the most delicate stomach
and Is. especially. recommended for
biliousness.

Dredge the tenderloins with flour,
season well and brown in a hot frying
pan, turning often to keep from
scorching, then cook slowly until
cooked to taste. Baste during the
cooking. Serve rare with baked
bananas.

Frult Ice Cream.—Take the juice of
three oranges, three lemons, three
bananas mashed and put through a
sieve, add one or more cupfuls of
sugar and a quart of thin cream.
Freeze as usual.

Choice Recipes.
When making blueberry pie add a
teaspoonful of vinegar or a handful
of seeded unripe
grapes, a table-
spoonful of mo-
lasses, sugar to
sweeten and a tea-
spoonful of but-
ter. Wrap a two-
inch strip of white
cloth around the
pastry after wringing the cloth out
of cold water. This will keep the
juices from running from the pie. Re-
move as soon as the pie is baked.

Dream Pie.—Whip the whites of
four eggs very stiff, add four heap-
ing tablespoonfuls of granulated
sugar, and beat again, add four more
tablespoonfuls of sugar and beat untll
well mixed, then fold in one pint of
berries (if canned, drain). Pour this
mixture into a hot baked pastry shell
and leave in irregular mounds. Bake
until brown.

Butterscotch Cake.—Cream one-
half cupful of butter, add one cupful
of sugar, when well mixed add two
egg yolks, beat well, then add two-
thirds of a cupful of milk slowly, beat-
ing well. Sift two cupfuls of flour
with three teasponfuls of baking pow-
der and one-fourth of a teaspoonful of
salt, add to the first mixture. Add a
teaspoonful of varilla and fold in the
stifily beaten whites of ‘the eggs. Bake
in layer tins in a moderate oven. For
the icing boil two cupfuls of light
sirup, one-half cupful of butter and
one-half cupful of milk until it forms
a soft ball in cold water. Cool with-
out stirring. When it is almost cold
spread over the layers and top of
cake. Decorate with halves of nut-
meats.

Pecan Pie.—Mix one cupful of sugar
and three-fourths of a cupful of
sirup, add three eggs, one at a time,
beating thoroughly after each egg Is
added; next add one-half cupful of
butter melted, and one cupful of
eoarsely chopped nutmeats. Pour into
a rich pie crust and bake one and one-
half to two hours. Have the oven
very hot the first few minutes tv bake
the crust, then lower the heat and
bake slowly. "

Ice Box Pudding.—Take one pound
of vanilla wafers, one can of shredded
pineapple, one cupful of nutmeats,
one-half pound of butter, four eggs
and two cupfuls of sugar. Cream the
sugar and butter thoroughly, then add
eggs one at a time; beat twenty min-
ute. Put nutmeats and wafers
through the meat grinder. Make al-
ternate layers of the nutmeats and
wafers with the pineapple and cream
filling until all 1s used. Let stand In
the fce box for twelve hours. Serve
with whipped cream.

Novel Noise Maker in
Fight on Blackbirds

Rushville, Ind.—Rushville's an-
nual warfare on the blackbird
has opened with great vigor, and
many ingenious devices have
been made to frighten the birds
from the shade trees.

As the black squadron makes
its appearance over the city
ahout 7 p. m,, it is greeted by a
crash and bang from the indig-
nant enemy. As soon as the pur-
sued birds alight in the top of
a i{ree the owner of the perch
fires a broadside of noise in an
attempt to force the black-coated
pests to continue their journey.

The war on blackbirds has de-
veloped some unusual noise-mak-
ing inventions, probably the
most original of which was
worked out and put in operation
by Dr. H. V. MeCully. After
suffering repeated annoyance
from the birds, Doctor McCully
climbed to the topmost limb of
a maple shade tree in front of
his home and fastened a loud
electric automobile horn there.
He ran a wire from the horn to
his front porch and attached it
to a push batton. When the
birds gather in the evening, he
presses the button and the blare
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] of the horn quickly drives them
L from “No Bird's land.”

GIFTS FOR THE TABERNACLE

I. What the Tabernacle Was.

It was a rectangular structure 30

eubits long, 10 cubits wide and 10
cubits high. This was divided into
two rooms, the holy place and the holy
of holies. The, two rooms were sep-
arated by the vail. The tabernacle
was within a court 100 cubits long
and 50 cubits wide, Within the court,

before the door of the tubernacle
was situated the brazen altar. Be-
tween the altar of sacrifice and the
door of the tabernacle was placed the
laver, Inside of the holy place was
found the candlestick and also the
table of shewbread. Directly in front
of the vail was found the altar of in-
cense. The altar of incense was close-
ly connected with the brazen altar in
the contact of fire and blood. In the
holy of holies was found the ark of
the covenant, the most sacred object
of the entire tabernacle. This lnrk
contained the table of stone, the pot
of manna and Aaron’s rod that budded.

1l. The Meaning of the Tabernacle,

The tabernacle was the symbol of
God's dwelling place. This tabernacle
typified the incarnation of God in
Christ. John says that the Word be-
come flesh and tabernacled among us
(John 1:14). The furniture of the
tabernacle, beginning with the brazen
altar symbolizes the spiritual history
of the worshiper, making clear the
sinners’ method of approach unto God.
The position of the brazen altar at the
door of the tabernacle indicated that
no one cowld draw nigh to God with-
out going by the way of that altar.
The question of sin must be settled
before man dares approach God. The
laver typifies the sanctification of the
believer. The sacrifice at the brazen
altar signified atonement. The ablu-
tions of the laver prefigured sanctifi-
cation. Atonement was made by the
sacrificial death of Christ. Sanctifi-
cation was effected by the washing
at the laver, prefiguring the influence
of God’'s Word, His ordinances and the
operation of the Holy Spirit.

What the
bread was for Israel, Jesus Christ is
to the church. The altar of incense
symbolized communion with God In
worship. The putting of the blood
from the brazen altar on the gltar of
incense shows that acceptable prayer
rests on the ground of the atoning
work of Christ. The vail symbollzed
the flesh of Christ. The rending of
the vall at the time of Christ’s cruci-
fixion shows that the death of Christ
glves access to God. 'The mercy seat
upon which the blood of the sin offer-
ing was sprinkled Indicates that tha
claim of God’s law had been satisfied.

nacle.

1. The motlve of giving (v. §).

“Whosoever is of a willing heart. let
him bring it, an offering of the Lord.”
Giving which meets God’s approval
must spring from the heart. The offer-
ing must not only bhe made of a will-
Ing mind but it must be as unto the
Lord, an~expression of love and godly
fear.

2. Who had part In giving (v. 22).

“They came, both men and women.”
It was God's purpose from the be-
ginning that women should unite In
the support and care of the worship of
God.

3. What was to be given (vv. 23-28).

Under this heading two Interesting
¢things stand out—measure and va-
riety.

(1) Measure. They brought what
they had to bring.

No one is under obligation to give
that which he does not possess. Ca-
pacity is the measure of responsibility.

(2) Variety.

Some brought jewelry (v.22): some
brought gold (v. 22) : some brought fine
linen {v. 23) : some brought goat’s hair
and rough skin (v, 23): wise-hearted
women did spin with their hands
the rulers brought the expen-
sive things that were needed (v. 27).

Decapitation Adds

to Insects’ Lives

) At a recent session of the Academy
of Sciences Professor Bouvier read a
curious paper written by R. P. Cam-
bouet, noted entomologist and for
many years a missionary in Madagas-
car. The purport of the paper was to
the effect that the lives of butterflies
could be prolonged by cutting their
head§ off in such a way as to aveid a
hemorrhage—an operation which, it
would appear, can be performed by an
expert,

Cambouet declares that he has tried
the experiment successfully with
eighty buttertlies and that his patients
—if that is the ward—not only re-
tained *“all their faculties and were
able to reproduce their species. but the
average span of their lives in every
case was prolonged by from one to
two weeks.”
