Secretary of Agriculture Wallace 

has definitely announced that the 
peanut adjustment program is in 
the making and will be ready for 
the sign-up probably early in Dec-
ember. The contract approved by 
the Secretary requires that acre-
age 'planted to peanuts in 1935 be 
not in excess of one of the follow-
ing basis, as chosen by the prod-
ucer signing the contract: (a) 90 
percent of the acreage planted in 
1933; (b) 90 percent of the acre-
age planted in 1934; (c) The ave- 
rage acreage planted in 	and 
1934. 

Payments to -producers for acre-
age adjustment in 1935 will be 
measured by the quanity of pea-
nuts harvested in 1934 at the rate 
of $8 per ton, provided, however, 
that the amount of this benefit 
payment shall not, be less than $2 
an acre of the allotted: peanut acre 
age on a farm covered by a con-
tract. This provision for payments 
en an acreage basis is designed to 
protect producers with below-nor-
mal yields this year, the Review 
has been authentically informed. 

The benefit payment will ha 
made on the entire 1934 harvest 
crop of contract signers, regardless 
if what use is made of the peanuts.
