Association was organized
with 35 charter members at
a meeting of peanut farmers
of this county in the Cross
Plains high school auditorium

on cattle moving out. Cattle will
be bought from any who wish to
dispose of their surplus at the
prices paid by the government”, he
declared.

Being placed in the federal gov-
ernment’s designated drouth area
is also expected open work for
road building under the Emerg-
ency Relief Program.

Prices paid for cattle from parch-
ed prairies in the drouth belt are
in the neighborhood of; from four
to eight dollars for calves, which
include animals up to two years of
age. Cattle above two years will
be .bought by the government at a
rate between $12 to $20.

All diseased or cancer eyed cat-
tle are to be condemned and shot.
Calves of this class will be paid
for at the rate of three dollars and
cattle at the rate of eight dollars.
The owner can skin the condemned
animals and use as much of the
meat as desired for food, so long
as none of the meat is sold in the
¢hannels of trade.

th by Mark or Matthew. Accordingly, Luke wrote:
Foreasmuch as many have taken in hand to set for-
th in order a declaration of those things which are
most surely believed among us. : s
Even‘as they delivered them unto us, which from
the beginning were eyewitnesses, and ministers of the

word ; :

It seemed good to me also, having had pérfect un-
derstanding of all things from the 'very first, to write
unto thee in order, most excellent Theophilus. /1

You will note that he does not.criticize the accounts .

{
|
already written but observes merely that he does not ‘

find them adapted to Theophilus. He did not claim
to have been, and in fact was not, an original disciple,
but he said that he had enjoyed exceptional opportun-
ities for hearing the story from reliable men who had
first-hand knowledge. These are perfectly straight-
forward reasons for writing a book and they furnish
a pleasing introduction both to the Good News as Luke
wrote it and to that later book, partly compiled from

. his own experiences as a companion of Paul, the Aects.

Luke did not care a fig about quotations from ’che‘ :

Old Testament which might be very convincing to a |

Jew, for Theophilus was not a Jew. But he did tell of
the Good Samaritan, and of the Prodigal Son, and
some other exalted stories of the appreciation of Jews
for folks beyond the narrow walls of Judaism. Mat-
thew never could have written this book any more
than Luke could have written Matthew’s.

One other fact is significant about the third (
el. In some way the writer got hold of a fresh sc
of information about the women of that early .
usalem community. Who told him and 'what was to.
we can only guess, but the fact 1is clear that Luk.
knew more and tells more about the women who
were friends of Jesus than any of the other writers.
That element gives an added quality of fineness to his
book, which is probably the most beautiful book in -
the world. : i

Years later, in Ephesus, where Greek philosophy
had tinged the thought and vocabulary of all educated
people, a man named John wrote another story of
Jesus. It is hardly the life-story; rather is it an int
erpretation, and a very fine one. We should have lost
some of the mo§t beautiful sayings of Jesus if it were
not for this fourth Gospel, and one has only to read
it throught to understand why in every age it has
been so greatly loved.
