Fruit tree spraying is no mystery
to members of the second year vocat-
ional agriculture in the Cross Plains
High School.

In two field trips given this week
by V. A. Underwood, teacher, the
members of the class sprayed 48 plum
trees, 27 apple trees, and 4 peach
trees, which made a total of 79 fruit
trees in the Sam Barr orchard, 2
miles north of town.

Dry lime-sulphur was used at the
rate of 12 pounds to 50 gallons of wat-
er. 24 pounds of dry lime sulphur was
used at a cost of 25¢ a pound making
a total cost of $6.00.

The work was accomplished by the
usage of a pair of scales, spray mach-
ine, wagon and team.

County Agent Explains How To Make
Orchards Yield Oftener, And Belter

By Ross Jenking
County Agent
Nature gives us an object lesson
most every year if we but pause and
take it. It is still no time to boast,
but the outlook for a fruit crop for
the coming season is most promising
To those of you who have been ob-
serving the backwardness of the bud-
ding, it might be a . timely hint to
think why this has occurred. It has
been truly, a very warm season and
we all have been taught that warmth
brings out the buds. Then it can be
seen that warmth alone does not gov-

ern the ‘springing of buds. We may
well ‘recall the late fall (no hard
frost before Christmas). It was a

common sight to see fruit trees in full
leaves during December. To this one
thing, more than any other, in - our
mind is the cause of the lateness . of
our fruit buds.

Fruit trees by nature requi‘te a rest
period. They ordmanly rest from 4
to 5 months between the time they

shed their leaves and go into dorm-
ancy,w hen they resume growth. By
their growing until late frost this
past season 'they have not had time
to get their rest and go back into
growth. Since it has been proved that
they do require this rest and will not
bud until they have had it, why then |
should we as fruit growers not capit-
alize on this point and imitate the
past late season as nearly as possible
and insure a good crop each year.
This is the mefthod that will in all
probability do the trick. Each spring
the soil should be cultivated to absol-
ute cleanliness of all growing crops.
Never even let  grassburs grow up.
About the latter part of spring a coat
of fertilizer should be applied to am-
ount to near 2 pound of nitrogen to
the tree. (More or less according to
the size of tree). Then as the sum-
mer advances see that the soil ig still
kept cultivated, but to a very shallow
depth In this way the trees will be

HUGE BUILDING ON
WORLD FAIR GROUND

General contract for erection of the
Ford Exposition building at the Chic-
ago World’s Fair has been awarded
to the W. H. O'Neil Construction Com-
pany of Chicago, it was announced to-
day by Mr. C. B. Ostrander, manager
of the Dallas branch of the Ford Mot-
or Company.

Construction work, which has al-
ready begun, is to be completed before
June 1. i

1,400 tons of steel will be used in
the building, which will be 900 feet
iong and rise to 110 feet at its hig-
hest point in a huge central rotunda.

Specifications call for 700,000 squ-
are feet of fire-resistant wall board,
1,600,000 feet o. lumbeér, 5000 yards
of concrete and 160,000 square feet
of tile flooring.

WHAT’S NEXT?

What's next in tthe way of scienti-
fic development?

"Thig “big bertha” telescope is mount-
ed at Mt. Wilson Observatory, and
when it was constructed it was con-
sidered the greatest scientific marvel
of all times, of course with the excep-
tion of theradio, airplane, etc . And
it was, but now a 200 inch glass is
being constructed. Thig giant tele-
scope will be mounted in the Davis
Mountains. It is said by the great
scientists that this is the amo\t POs-
sible telescope of this type w hich can
be produced.

In this manner, the
light from the stars fo be observed is
thrown upon the photo eleetriec cell,
By this step, the light is changed into
electrical energy. The' electrical en-
ergy. The electrical energy is then
run through several high voltage am-
plifying tubes. This has a tendency
to magnify, or amplify, the current
millions of times. Then, by the same
process, the current isc hanged back
to light. As it has been amplified,
the light is also "amplified, and the
magnification is  so great, that the
most, distant star will be portrayed
on the plate of the television machine,
magnified million 'and millions of
times.

This telescope, according to the in-
ventor, will be equal To a glass tele-
seope with a 2000 inch mirror. GCan
