The text of Dr. Voyles’ address
was, “The Christian Philosophy of
Life”.

To the graduates he said:

“I congratulate you young pes-
ple upon this oeeasion, It marks
an epoch in your lives. It is both
an achievement and the beginning
of a new sphere of life. My purp-
ose this mornirg is to tell you the
way to attain the greatest happin-
ess in life. :

“The age in which Jesus lived is
far different from our age yet the
same great foundamental princip-
les of life guide men through every
period. When we learn to govern
our lives by these laws we will at-
tain the supreme guest of life,—
happiness.

“There is a false philosophy of
life as well as a true and often men
are led astray by the tinsel of life,
Five ideas of the present day are
to be aveided, namely,—the mag-
nifying of the acheivement of man
which results in the ruling out of
the providence of God in the ord-
inary affairs of life. God has not
relinquished his hand upon the
course of the affairs of men and
we do well to acknowledge him in
all our ways.

“Then there is the tendency to
divide life up into segments and
thus forget that life is a unity and

that men are to be judged by the
entire span of life’s actions and
achievements. We cannot say this
is mysocial, my business or my re-
ligous life for they #re interming-
i led and effect -each the other.

“Men often emphasise the sup-
erficial virtues of life instead of
the foundamental ones, Thrift,
economy and affabilfy cannct re-
place faith, hope and love.  Too
much emphasis s being placed
today upen the lighter and more
temperary truths of life to the neg-
lect of the eternal verities of char-
acter.

“Modern pschylegoy is stressing
self expression to the neglect  of
the cardinal doctrine of self rest-
raint, The result has been our
present day Iawlessness and the

walls that have sheltered our re-
public and given strength fo the
church. The Psalmist said, “Bles-
sed is the man that walketh not—
that standeth not—that sitteth not.
We must build negative walls be-
hind which fo grow the great ele-
‘ments of character.

“False ideas of democracy are
abroad in the land today. We can-
not regiment in the ordinary af-
fairs of life with out at the same
- time  devitalizing human individ-
uality. It is a mistake to stand-
ardize when we need to vitalize
life. Democracy may level down
as well as level up.

“Jesus tanght that men ough#
to cultivate qualities of courage
that would endure . persecution.
There ought to be a spirit of meek-

JUNE 30 MARKS END
OF DELINQUENT TAX
LEGAL GRAGE PERIOD

George H. Sheppard, Comptroller
of Public Accounts, in a letter to
W. J. Evans, Callahan County Tax
Collector, last week advised that
after July first all delinquent tax-
es not paid will have the custom-
ary penalties added. For instance:
30 percent will ne added to unpaid
taxes for 1930; 24 percent will be
added for 1931 and 18 percent for
1932,

Mr. Sheppard’s letter to Evans
follows :

“You will recall that from time
to time since 1930, the Legislat-
ure has been suspending interest
and penalties on delinquent taxes.
Last May, the last ‘measure of this
kind was enacted, which provided
which lecame delinquent on July
ruary first, 1933, (later they in-
a two percent penalty on all ad-
cluded the split = tax payments,
first, 1933), if paid by December
30, 1933, and four percent penalty,
if paid by March 31, 1934; and six
percent penalty if paid by June
30, 1934. After this June 30, 1934,
expiration date, the old law pres-
cribing 10 percent penalties and six
percent interest per year, will ag-
ain be in force.

“This means that on and after
July first, 1934, this year, the pen-
alty and interest you will be re-
quired to charge.will not be six
percent, but will include six per-
cent per annum from the date the

3.2 BEERIN CLYDE
PRECINCT BY COURT

There will be no more 3.2 beer
dispensaries under permit in pre-
cinct 5 in. Callahan - county—the
western portion of the county in-
cluding €lyde—until the courts re-
verse their present stand.

On application of Distriet At-
torney J. R. Black, Judge M. S.
Long of the 42nd district court last
week issued an injunction restrain-
ing J. H. Carpenter, Callahan coun-
ty judge, from issuing any more
permits for sale of “legal” brew in
the precinet, Judge Long held the
restraining order will be effective
until he rules otherwise.

No Sale at 1-A Stand

The action specially parred is-
suance of a permit by Judge Car-
penter to Allen Philley, proprietor
of an establishment in the north-
western corner of Callahan county,
on high way 1-A Philley’s place is
about eight miles from Abilene, at
the junetion of Taylor, Callahan
Jones and Shackelford counties and
is a mile or so nearer Abilene than
the beer dispensaries in Shackel-
ford county.

Curiously enough, the most inter-
esting pcetical event under discus-
sion in Washington at this writing
iy nothing that the Administration
or Congress or anyone else had
anything ted o with.

County Agent Explains Cream
Buying Plan; Effective June 1

By Ross Jenkins

Following our announcement of
two weeks ago, we continue the
item of a change in cream grad-
ing and price change in buying of
cream after June first. All cream
will be bought on grade and there
will be a 2-cent premium paid for
No. 1 cream over No. 2 cream. No.
3 cream will not be bought at all.

All county agents will assist
creamery men in explaning to far-
mers the necessary steps to prod-
uce No, 1 cream.

Cream grades set forth by the
State Department of Agriculture
are: No. 1 cream, sour, is slightly
sour, clean to the taste and free
from objectionable odors and flav-
ors and containing  not less than
25% " butterfat, and shall be free
from all extraneous-and delecter-
ious matter. No. 2 cream is too
sour to grade No. 1 and may con-
tain slightly off flavors and orders
and shall be reasonably free from
extraneous and = deleterious mat-

ters No. 3 cream shall be any cream
which will not qualify as No. 1 or
No. 2 grade, and which consists of
all cream containing oil, yeasty,
musty, onien or any similar flavor
of foreign fats and serap butter
that would render it unfit for hu-
man consumption.

It has been our lot for many
years to eat in restaurants and ot-
her eating houses and knew that
any butter we ate was manufact-
ured from cream that in many in-
stances was almost rotten. Since
we still will eat at such places and
for the benefit of those who will al-
ways eat there we are proud that
the State Department of Agricult-
ure hag mustered the courage to
stop the dum_ping upon the helpless
public just any old kind of filthy
rotten eream and expect human be-
ings to comsume it as country rais-
ed butter,

Many people have about quit eat-
ing butter made from ¢reameries
because of the knowledge of how
the cream has been handled.
