ANOTHER SHOT T0 DEATE.

Jail at Hemphill, Tox., Forcibly Entered
by ludignant Citizens, Who Take Out
Suspected Assassing and Swing Vie-
tims to Dogwoed Limbs.

Hemphill, Tex, June 23.—Six mne-
groes charged with the murder of
Hugh Dean, which occurred near
Geneva 1wo weeks ago, were taken by
a mob of 200 from jail. Five were
hanged to a dogwood tree and the oth-
er shot. The latter tried to escape.
The lynching took place one mile from
the courthouse.

Nine negroes killed in Sabine coun-
ty within the past two weeks is the
known record, and two white men
within the past two weeks, Both
white men, Hugh Dean and Arie
Johnson, were among the most promi-
nent families of Sabine county, and
were prominently connected through-
out this section.

The six negroes taken from the jail
were: Jerry Evans, Will Johnson,
Moss Spellman, Cleveland Willlams
and Will Manuel,

“Rabbitt” Bill McCoy, a negro about
forty years old, was killed Sunday
night in front of the home of Arie
Johnson, and a plstol was found full
cocked by the side of his body.

Willlams, whose age was about
twenty years, was taken out by the
mob, but slipped .the ropes from his
