Odell said that visiting pa­
trons would be afforded an op­
portunity to really understand 
how the schools of today are 
operated, and visitors will be 
welcome to dine in the school 
lunch room at the regular 
price of 20c each and those 
living in the rural areas and 
needing transportation are in­
vited to ride the school busses 
into school with the students.

He stated that there would 
be ample room for everyone 
and urges all who possibly can 
to attend classes on this date.

Public Schools Week, which has as 
its theme “Democracy in Action.”

Governor Allan Shivers has pro­
claimed March 2-8 as Public 
Schools Week in Texas. In his 
proclamation the Governor said:

“One of the basic institutions 
upon which we rely for the further­
ance of our American ideals is the 
public school system. Public schools, 
by enabling every child to gain a 
liberal education regardless of sta­
tion in life, - promote recognition 
of the responsibilities of citizenship 
and constitute a major bulwark 
against subversive doctrines.

“We in Texas are proud of the 
school system that has been de­
veloped in our state. Its success has 
been due to many factors—the in­
terest of mothers and fathers in 
their children, the cooperative ef­
forts of state and local officials, 
and the energy and determination 
of those public spirited men and 
women who are devoting their; 
lives to the teaching of our child­
ren.

“The continued progress of our 
school system requires increased 
public understanding of the im­
portance of education and the 
greatest possible encouragement 
and support of our teachers.”

Governor Shivers’ proclamation 
follows a resolution adopted last 
summer by the Texas State Board 
of Education designating the week 
of March 2-8 as Public Schools 
Week. The resolution urged that 
every citizen visit a public school 
during the period to become per­
sonally acquainted with the pro­
grams and accomplishments of the 
state’s system of public schools.

The Texas Education Agency 
has requested local public officials 
throughout the state to invite the 
citizens of their respective com­
munities to visit classrooms, and 
to plan programs with the purpose 
of giving the pupils and the citi­
zens a better understanding of the 
school program.

Public Schools Week was ob­
served officially for the first time 
in Texas last March. In hundreds 
of communities thousands of citi­
zens visited their public schools in 
groups, Many visitors had not been 
inside schools in years.

Statistics compiled by the Texas 
Citizens’ Committee on Public. 
Schools Week following the first 
Public Schools Week program re­
vealed a great awakening on the 
part of the public to the problems 
of their local public schools.

Planters Gin Being 
Dismantled Here

The old Planters Cotton Gin, 
owned by the Sweetwater Cot­
ton Oil Co., and the last cotton 
gin in the county is being dis­
mantled here this week.

Workmen started the dis­
mantling job the latter part of 
last week and the work is 
virtually completed now.

The gin was built by the 
Farmers Union here in 1905, 
and was operated by that 
organization until 1919, after 
which a number of owners 
operated it for short terms un­
til 1926, when it was sold to 
the Planters Gin Co. of Sweet­
water and moved to the pre­
sent location.

The gin was sold to S. F. 
Bond in 1929. Mr. Bond states 
that he operated the gin until 
1931, when, he said, “the 
Democrats paid for plowing the 
cotton under” and he was un­
able to operate any longer. 
Bond said that the gin sold at 
a sheriff’s sale on the court­
house steps at Baird in 1932. 
At that time it was appraised 
and declared to be worth a 
sound value of $16,221.80, with 
a replacement value of $19,- 
969.91. However, the Planters 
Gin Co. bought it at the sheriff 
sale for $2,500.

With the dismantling of the 
gin here, the last evidence of 
old “King Cotton” as a big 
business in Callahan County 
passes into history.

Only in the United 
States does the school system offer 
an unfettered chance in the race 
of life.

We, as teachers, want you to 
feel that we are co-teachers with 
you and we need to work together 
to provide the best education pos­
sible for the children of our com­
munity who are attending school 
today.

I feel that most of the criticism 
of the present day school system 
comes from misunderstanding due 
to a lack of proper information re­
garding the schools and I am tak­
ing this opportunity to try to ex­
plain to you how the various 
phases of the school program work.

Education is the great common 
denominator of human under­
standing. I feel that you will all 
agree that no man ever climbed 
the ladder of success with his 
hands in his pockets . . . now is 
the time for all of us to get our 
hands out of our pockets and push 
together to see that nothing lags 
in the education of the youth of 
our community.

Texas State Teachers Association, 
said this week as he outlined press­
ing needs for new buildings and 
more teachers over the entire 
state.

The school population, particul­
arly on the elementary level, is 
growing at an alarming rate, he 
pointed out. For example, births 
in Texas in 1945—this year’s first 
graders—numbered 156,000. In 1947, 
births in the Lone Star State jump­
ed to 197,000, an increase of 65,000. 
If this additional group could be 
divided into classes of 30 children 
each, Texas would still need 2100 
additional teachers and classrooms 
in just the first and second grades.

And the birthrate continues to 
climb. In 1950, live births number­
ed 203,678, and the number foil 
1951 will exceed that figure.

In addition to the birthrate, 
educators worry about the size of 
the graduating class as compared 
to the number of children enter-

ing first grade. For instance, this 
year 156,000 youngsters crowded 
into first grade rooms over the 
state, but only 90,000 graduated 
from the eighth grade. This left 
already over-burdened teachers 
with 66,000 additional children tP 
accomodate in one year.

“The gain is going to continue 
to increase until at least the 1956- 
57 school year, Tennyson added. 
“By that time, the elementary 
schools must take care of 300,000 
children in addition to the ones 
now enrolled. If 75 percent of this 
number enters public schools, it 
will mean 8654 additional class­
rooms.”

The average cost of each class­
room and related facilities now ex­
ceeds $28,000. Thus Texas must 
spend $242,312,000 for buildings 
and facilities alone if the children 
are to have desirable schools. And 
this does not take into considera­
tion the need for new facilities to 
replace undesirable buildings and 
to relieve already over-crowded 
conditions. A recent survey made 
by the Texas Education Agency

shows that Texas needs to spend. 
$540,294,500 to bring school build­
ings, facilities, sites and busses up 
to ideal conditions.

After the 1956-57 school year, 
the elementary enrollment over 
the state should begin to level off, 
but high schools will then face the 
problems of increased enrollment.

Texas does not face the educa­
tional problem alone. A nose count 
among elementary children over 
the entire nation showed that 
grade school population rose nearly 
three million from 1947 to 1950. 
In October 1950, the U. S. Census 
Bureau reported that enrollment in 
all schools and colleges was at an 
all time high of slightly over 30 
million persons. This represents a 
fifth of the nation’s total popula­
tion and half of the population be­
tween five and 29 years of age.

Soil Conservation District News
Farmers and ranchers in this 

area are showing an increasing in­
terest in reseeding “ turned out” 
and bulldozed areas to native and 
introduced grasses. Many have al­
ready announced their intention to. 
reseed this spring, providided it 
rains and provided grass seed is 
available. To date, the moisture 
and seed availability situations 
look rather hopeless. A few seed 
dealers have sent out availability 
lists but their seed-on-hand has 
been limited. Some of the more 
popular grasses in this area are 
K. R. Bluestem, Blue Panicum, 
Weeping and Sand Lovegrass, Buf- 
felgrass and Bluestem Mixture.

There are some important things 
to keep in mind in seeding perma­
nent grasses. On any area we 
should seed the grass that is1 
adapted and is a high producer of 
good forage. For example, our 
lovegrasses and buffelgrass do bet­
ter on sandy lands whereas, K. R. 
Bluestem and Side-oats grama do 
better on tight lands. Little Blue­
stem, Indian grass and Blue pani­
cum seem to do equally well on 
either sandy or tight land.

On cultivated or “out-land” the 
preparation of a seedbed is im­
portant to the success of a grass 
seeding. On land that is subject 
to blowing we should seed in Sudan 
or sorghum stubble on in heavy 
crop residue. On land not subject 
to blowing, we should seed in aj 
clean, firm seedbed with or with­
out dead stubble or cover.

Seedings on hative pasture and 
rangeland should be limited to 
areas disturbed by burning, dozing, 
chaining or other mechanical 
brush treatment or where a seed­
bed is prepared by pitting, chisel­
ing or similar tillage. Seeding 
should be done immediately after 
the disturbance or treatment oil 
before rainfall crusts the surface 
of the soil and starts weed growth.

Seeding dates, rates and methods 
are also important to the success 
of a grass planting. The more 
successful grass seedings in the 
Rising Star area were obtained 
from spring plantings. Generally 
speaking, we can start seeding in 
this area after danger of frost is 
past, provided we «have sufficient 
ground moisture.

Depth of seeding is important. 
In no case should the seed be 
covered more than one-half inch, 
as near one-fourth inch covering 
as possible should be ideal. The 
seeding should be done with a grass 
drill for uniform depth. The Upper 
Leon Soil Conservation District re­
cently purchased a Hancock grass 
drill and a cultipacker for use in 
this area. This equipment should 
be available for this spring’s seed­
ing operations.

Seed availability information and 
seeding information—job sheets— 
may be obtained thru the local 
Soil Conservation Service technni- 
cians. Some successful seedings 
may be seen on farms and ranches 
owned by R. M. (Bob) Meador, 
Pioneer; Allen Chambers, Williams; 
Bernal Hickman, Rising Star;

and Guyle Greynolds, Rising Star.
It is possible that some reseed­

ing disappointments could be| 
avoided by y¡siting these farms 
and ranches and talking with thei 
owners.

We feel they will weigh the 
advantages of good roads against 
additional costs and be able ta 
say what they want”.

The state highway department 
has estimated it will require ap­
proximately $100 million a year for 
the next five years to build new’ 
roads and maintain the present 
highways to economic and safety 
standards.
