Screening out the shriveled
gralns from wheat seed before
planting will remove one cause
of spreading the mew bacterial
disease of wheat which has been
discovered In many states of the
middle West. This has been
learned by specialists of the
United States Department of Ag-
riculture who, in co-operation
with the experiment stations of
Kansas and Wisconsin, are
studying the problem of control-
ling this disease. Wheat ker
nels that are plump do not con-
tain bacterial cavities, but shriv-
eled ones often do.

Machines Most Popular in Vicinity
Enables Beginner to Learn From
Experience of Others—Size
Is of Importance.

If you are concerned now with the
selection of an incubator, you have the
cholce of many rellable makes. Since |
it is not advisable to recommend any |
particular machine, you would best
study the types and decide for your-
self. Wherever possible it Is well to
select an incubator which has given |
satisfaction o your locality, so that
you may get the benefit of the experi-
ence of other operators near by. Some
machines have become popular in cer-
taln sections of the country because
they were advertised extensively In
that section rather than because of
adaptability to the climatic conditions.
Don't Buy Cheap Machine.

Cheap machines are less reliable, re-
quire more attention and wear out
much quicker than higher-priced incu-
bators. As the value of the machine is
small compared to the value of the
eggs used during the normal life of the
fncubator, it Is poor economy to pur-
chase a machine that Is not rellable.

The detalls of construction and

to state definitely the best kind of
lamps, brackets, regulators and other
equipment for the different incubators.
The lamp should have a bowl large
enough to hold sufficient oll to burn at
least 36 hours under average weather
conditions ; it should be easy to remove
and replace and set absolutely tight in
position. The Incubator should be set
s0 that the lamp Is at a convenlent
height and the egg tray coanvenlent to
handle.

HOW TO HELP INCUBATOR.

Follow the manufacturer's di-
rections o setting up and oper-
ating an incubator,

See that the lacubator is run-
ning steadily at the desired tem-
perature before filling with eggs.
Do not add fresh eggs to a tray
contalning eggs which are under-
going incubation.

Turn the eggs twice dally af-
ter the second and until the
nineteenth day. Cool the eggs
once dally, according to the
weanther, from the seventh to the
nineteenth day.

Turn the eggs before caring

Test the eggs on the seventh
and fourteenth days.

Do not open the machine after
the eighteenth day until the
chickens are hatched.

® SELLING HENS NOW MEANS
LOSS OF EGG MILLIONS.

To éffect a saving of 150,000,
000 eggs for the food supply In
the United States, poultry spe-
cialists of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture are
making every effort to encourage
farmers to keep their hens until
after the spring laying season
rather than send them to market
at this time, Figures compiled
by the specialists show that
more than 5000000 hens, each
capable of producing 30 eggs, on
an average, are sent to market
from the southern states alone
in the winter and early spring.
The “Save-the-Hen" message Is
being sent by the Department
of Agriculture broadcast through
press notices and posters and
through Its county agents, espe-
clally in the southern poultry-
raising sections, where the prac-
tice Is more common.

A fair estimate
for a pouitry farm is an Ilncubator
space of one-egg capacity per hen, pro-
vided that about one-half of the flock
Is to be renewed yearly and no outside
hatching Is carried on.
