Save Callahan’s Feed Surplus

Indications now point to the
largest feed crop to be grown in
Callahan County. Every farmer
planted as much feed land as ord-
inarily planted and probably even

more and in addition planted pra- |

ctically every acre known as Gov-
ernment Rented acres. As a re-
sult of such planting and with nat-
ure giving a bountiful supply of
moistre, thousands of tons of feed
are going to be raised.

It is the desire of every Exten-
sion agent of the state to encour-
age every pound of this valuable
feed to be saved. The first sug-
gestion, and the one that is grow-
leaps and bounds in popul-
arity, is the Trench Silo. By this
method all the row ecrops can be
saved as no time is given to cure.
The ecrop is cut and put immed-
jately into the silo. It can be put
in the silo without being chopped
up or cut by a silage cutter as is
needed in the regular above ground
silo. The bundles are placed leng-
thwise in the trench and that wh-
ich has heads should be so placed
as to alternate the heads so none
will lie directly over each other.
each other. In this way when
the ensilage is taken from the tr-
ench in the Fall or Winter there

ing by

: will be a gradual mixture of grain

and forage in each section taken
out.

The bundles are stacked in the
trench until it is filled to about 6
inches above the level of the gr-
ound; straw is then placed over
the fill to a depth of about 6 in-
ches then dirt is piled on to sec-
urely seal the top. About a foot of
soil will usually be sufficient.

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State Income Taxes

The State income tax, that chief enemy of the expert
intent on ironing out conflicts in tax systems as among
the various levels of government, continue to strengthen
their hold in the tax structure of the Nation. During
1935 legislative sessions, seven States passed income tax
laws, providing for either corporate or personal taxes,
or both. Fourteen other States revised existing income
tax laws, and one State, Colorado, submitted to popular
vote at the next general election a constitutional am-
esdment permitting income-tax legislation. These re-
ports are made from g survey conducted by the Interst-
ate Commission on Conflicting Taxation.

The state income tax is being invoked in large measure
to make up losses sustained by declines in collections of
property taxes, the commission staff points out. In 1932
property tax revenues collected by the State aggregat-
$323,000,000.  Had state income taxes been in force in
the State now having such laws—34 in all—during the
entire year 1934, the commission estimates that 1935
colleltions from, this source would be around $300,000,-
000. Thus the process of making up for loss in prop-
erty-tax collections has gone far beyond its ostensible
objective.

Of the new income-tax laws passed, the corporation .

tax laws of California and Pennsylvania and revisions
in the New York law are of special interest because of
the large sums involved. The California law prescribes
that with the exception of financial institutionss and
corporations specifically exempted by the State Con-
stitution, every corporation must pay a tax if 2 per
cent on its net income, the minimum tax being $25. Fin-
ancial corporations may offset property taxes paid, but
the final tax must not be below 2 per cent of the net in-
come, nor below tht minimum tax of $25.

The Pennsylvania measure impress a 6 per cent tax on
income of corporations for two years. The act does not
apply to banks or mutual and certain other insurance
companies. The net income is to be considered the same
as that reported to the Federal Government, less deduct-
ions for taxes paid. :

An unusual feature of the New York law is the apphq-
ation of the business income tax to unincorporated busi-
ness at a rate sligntly lower than that applying to corp-
orations. This is entirely new in American icome-tax
practice. There is also a provision requiring galns from
wagering to be included in gross income ant a').llowmg
deduction of losses equaling the amount of gains.

Amendments Explained
Probably chief interest in the August 24th election on
the seven proposed Constitutional Amendments will cen-
ter on Proposition Number 3 on the ballot—the repeal
of Prohibition, according to Secretary of State Gerald C.
Mann. :

The Constitution, at present, prohibits the sale, manu- :

facture and transportation of alcoholic liquors except3.2
beer . This prohibition would be stricken out by ad-
tion of the Repeal Amendment. =

The proposed amendment specifically prohibits the re-
turn of the open saloon—and it would be up to the Leg-
islature to define the term “open saloon.” !

No machinery is set up for the sale of hquqr. The
Legislature would have the authority to determine just
who and, just how liquor is to be sold. This could be
done by State monopoly or through private channels.
The Legislature would have the authority to pass laws
regulating local option elections. 7

If the amendment is adopted all counties, cities 'ax'ld
precincts that were dry in 1919 when statewide prphlbxt-
ion was.adopted would be dry now—at least_ until local
option. elections were held determine otherwise.

It is well ‘to remember, Secretary,Mann points out,
that there will be an election next year in November to
determine whether the State shall sell liquor throggh a
State Monopoly system. If the repeal amendment is ad-
opted in August the State May establish a state cqntrol
and monopoly system. If the repeal amendment is de-
feated in August, it will in effect be submitted again In'
November, 1936, in the State Monopoly Amendment wh-
ich says the State Shall have a liquor monopoly. To re-
tain the present dry status both the August 24th Am-

D endment and the November, 1936 Amendment must be
defeated. Passage of either will repeal the present pro-
hibition section of the Constitution.

Norrpal arteries are soft, elastic and responsive to
every impulse whether of food, drink, emotion or tox-
in. It is amazing, when we think of these wonderful
channels, which vary in diameter from perhaps one
inch down to a caliber smaller than a hair, working ev-
ery second that we live, night and day, and on which
our very lives depend.

THE SEED FROM WHICH
GREW THE CONSTITUTION

Somehow the states struggled
through the first five years of the
Revolution under their loose and
ineffective alliance, centering in
the Continental Congress. In the
meantime, plans for a permanent
government were being debated.
Such a plan had been drawn up in
1776, immediately after the signing
of the Declaration of Independence.
This plan was embodied in the Ar-
ticles of .Confederation.

The Articles of Confederation
were ratified by the thirteen states
in 1781. The smaller states. New
Hamspshire, Rhode ' Island, New
Jersey, Maryland and Delaware,
had held back, fearing that the ot-
her states, all of whom claimed ter-
ritorial, rights extending west-
ward to - the Mississippi River,
would dominate by their mere size.
Massachusetts, Connecticut, New
York, Pennsylvania, Virginia, both
of the Carolinas and Georgia, at
last; agreed to let their westward
lands be carved up into new states.
The others then ratified the Artic-
les of Confederation.

Under this new form of govern-
ment each State remained com-
pletely  independent. Congres
could act only on:

1. Declaring war or peace, and su-
perintending the conduct of war.

Building a navy.

Controlling diplomatic relations.
. Coining money and emitting bills
of credit.

5. Establishing Post Offices.

6. Regulating trade with the Ind-

ians.

7. Adjusting boundary disputes be-
tween the States.

There was no' executive authority,
no Federal judicial system. The
Congress could, if it desired to, set
up a court of appeal. No vote
could be carried in the Congress
without the assent of a majority of
state delegations. On all import-
ant measures the votes of nine st-
ates were required.

173
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This plan did not bring about
national unity. When the War of
the Revolution ended, in 1783, the
States of Great Britain signed a
treaty recognizing each of her for-
mer American Colonies as an inde-
pendent States, but gave no recog-

nition to the United States as a
nation.
In 1784 the States  claiming

Western lands, ceded 430,000 sq-
uare miles, lying north o £ the Oh-
io River, to the Congress. (This
Northwest Territory later hecame
the states of Ohio, Indiana, Illinois,
Michigan and Wisconsin.) In the
meantime, however, the government
under the Articles of Confederation
had practically collapsed. The Con-
gress in 1786 reported the Federa-
tion “broke,” with a debt of $42,-
000,000 and no credit.

The States had to work out th-
eir own problems. Since there was
no Federal regulation of commerce
between the States each began to
set up protective r,estrictions ag-
ainst goods coming in from other
states. This confused inter-state
commerce situation was the seed
from which grew the Constitution
and our Federal Government.

In 1785 the States of Maryland
and Virginia appointed delegates to
work out a plan of regulating com-
merce on Chespeake Bay and the
Potomac River. The delegates met
at the home of General George
Washington at Mount Vernon, Vir-
ginia. They came to a satisfactory
agreement, and proposed a meeting
of commissioners from all the
States, to work out a system of
regulating commerce between all of
them.

A convention was called to meet
in 1786 at Annapolis. Only five
states sent commissioners. The
Annapolis  convention asked the
Congress to call on all of the
States to send commissioners to a
convention in Philadelphia the fol-
lowing Spring, “for the sole and
express purpose of revising the Ar-
ticles of Confederation.”
