If you would find the
truly happy family seek out
the one that is content with
good health, comfort and fr-
iends they know will stick to
them. There still are mill-
Jons of this kind of people in
America—that’s why  the
countrv is safe. If you seek
a sensible standard of living,
pattern after those who lead
a simple life, for they, after
all, are the ones not so easily
forgotten.

o Shocking Statistics

Every time the clock ticked
off six minutes in 1934 some-
body met an accidental death.
Not all due to autos, of course
but to unanticipated happen-
ings, many of which could
have been avoided through a
greater use of care. Accid-
ents cost this country 90,000
lives and two billion dollars
in money last year. Five tim-
es as many were Kkilled and
injured as died from natural
causes.

Appalling as it is, death
by auto accident amounts to
only 28 percent of the total
number of accidental deaths

3 from all causes; falls ac-
counts for 18 percent; drown-
ing about 9 percent; burns
about 7 percent and railroad
accidents nearly 6 percent
of the accident  total.
Incapacitation through accid-
ents and sickness costs the
country about a billion dollars
a year.
~ But here is the sad part of
the story-more than 50 per-

i cent of all accidents can be

averted. And that is the
point we are most anxious to
impress upon citizens. You
may get hurt even while be-
‘ing careful but you are cert-
ain to get hurt if you are not
careful. The chance of es-
caping unhurt through using
care is sgomuch greater than

. in being ; careless that it

would se¢m any sensible per-

., son wouldl always be careful.

Isn’t this aigood time to look
over the figures again and
pledge yourself to use still
greater care in 1935 than you
used last year?

Still Having Fun

Any citizen who still thinks
this nation is close to the fin-
ancial rocks should study the
figures sent out by Uncle
Sam covering amusements.
They show the American peo-
ple spent  the vast sum of
$519,500,000 on amusements
last year, an average of $4
for every man, woman and
child in the U. S. That is at
the rate of $18 a family, Mo-
tion pictures took 75 percent
of it. Radio was the second
most popular amusement, and
bowling and billiards came
third. In taking this census
the bureau did not classify
the huge automobile expend-
itures under amusements, al-
though the motor car undou-
btedly constitutes the great-
est amusement outlet of the
present day.

Naming The Farm

farmer puts his name on a
barn others follow suit. Com-
munity pride develope and
!many a farm comes to ad-
vertise itself and its commun-
ity rather than some brand of
this that or the other thing
not associated with the farm.
