BRITISH SUB LOST 
IN MANEUVERS

M-1 SINKS IN ENGLISH CHANNEL 
AND EXACT LOCATION IS 

UNKNOWN.

DI VE RS  C A N ’ T W O R K
First Underseas Craft to Be Built 

to Carry Big Guns.

Devenport, England.— Sixty-eight
lives, it is feared, have been lost by 
the disaster to the submarine M-1, 
which dived in the waters of the 
English Channel off Start Point 
Thursday and has not been seen since. 
A day-long search proved unsuc­
cessful and Admiral Sir Henry Fran­
cis Oliver, commander in chief of the 
Atlantic fleet, signaled the following 
message:

“The commander in chief very 
much regrets to inform the Atlantic 
fleet that it is feared the subbmarine 
M-1 has been lost with all bands dur­
ing exercises in the channel.”

A court of inquiry will be held im­
mediately.

The large flotilla, provided with 
necessary apparatus, failed to locate 
the exact spot where the vessel is 
lying. But it is in deep water, where 
divers’ operations are impracticable. 
The searching vessels have been re­
called and although they are under 
orders to proceed to sea again at any 
moment, no hope remains.

When the submarine flotilla left 
Plymouth for the channel, a strong 
wind and a boisterous sea prevailed, 
but there was nothing to suggest an 
element of risk in carrying out tacti­
cal e-xercises.

Known as a submarine monitor be­
cause it was the first undersea craft 
to carry a big gun, the M-type sub­
marine gathered fame toward the end 
of the war, but the M-1 did not par­
ticipate in the sea operations of that 
period and three ships of this type 
have been in reserve since August. 
The craft mounted a 12-inch gun.

Much of the M-1 design is credited 
to the late Admiral Lord Fisher, 
First Sea Lord, who in 1915 proposed 
to man the submarines with big 
guns. By the time the M-1 was com­
pleted in 1918 it was considered that 
her employment might he disadvan­
tageous becajise to demonstrate that 
the submarine monitor was practica­
ble might induce Germany to adopt 
them. The British naval authorities 
considered this as having been emi­
nently sound.

TEXAS LABOR IS
WELL EMPLOYED

YLLAS, NO. 47-1925.

Industries Report Increase in Num­
ber of Employes

Washington. — Employment condi­
tions in Texas are favorable, accord­
ing to the October reveiew just is­
sued by the United States Depart­
ment of Labor. Practically all of 
the industries reporting reveal an in­
crease in employment, with promis­
ing general industrial conditions 
throughout the State.

Principal gains were made in food 
and kindred products, metal and 
metal product plants, oil refineries, 
miscellaneous industries, paper and 
printing establishments and iron and 
steel mills.

Lumber mills are on full-time oper­
ations, the report shows, with a 
slight increase in employment, hut 
with the demand and supply fairly 
well balanced. Textile mills are on 
full-time schedules with increased- em­
ployment, and but a slight surplus of 
labor obtains. The enormous amount 
of new building construction reported 
insures steady employment to those 
craftsmen for some time to come, 
adds the report.

Operations continue somewhat cur­
tailed in the Dallas garment manu­
facturing industry, with some sur­
plus of skilled and unskilled labor 
evident, explains the report. Slight 
employment gains were made In food 
and kindred products plants, miscel­
laneous industries and other plants, 
while iron and steel mills, chemical 
plants and lumber mills made some 
reductions. Although a large amount 
of building Is under construction in 
Dallas, says the report, there is a 
surplus of mechanics in the building 
crafts, sheet metal trades and of iron 
workers.

A slight employment increase is 
found among Fort Worth’s lumber 
and textile mills and chemical plants, 
while stone, glass and clay products 
plants reported some losses. Full­
time operation of plants is reported 
while cotton mills woodworking 
plants are working overtime. The 
large building program under way 
employs the local supply of skilled 
mechanics.

GAINS VICTORY 
IN HIGHWAY 

VOIDING SUIT
Holds Judicial Branch of Govern­

ment May Not Decide

Austin, Texas.—At'orney General 
Moody won a victory for the State 
Highway Commission when District 
Judge George Calhoun denied the 
petition of Neyland-Smith Construc­
tion Company, San Antonio, for .n- 
junction to restrain the Highway 
Commission from cancelling Its road 
maintenance contract in Val Verde 
County amounting to $25,000 No­
tice of appeal was given by the con 
struction company.

Judge Calhoun held that in an in­
junction suit wh involved dis­
pute as to whether or not highways 
were being satisfactorily maintained, 
it would not oe proper for the ju­
dicial branch of the Government to 
render decision. It the opinion
that it was a question for the execu­
tive branch to handle.

Hearing of the injunction petition 
had been in progress since Monday 
morning, with ssietant Attorney 
Ceneral Ernest May and Paui D. 
Pace Jr., representing the Highway 
Commission. The commission on 
Dct. 12 ordered the contract of Ney- 
land-Smith Company canceled, on 
the ground that the Val Verde 
County roads were not being satis­
factorily maintained. The company 
through injunction sought to prevent 
the enforcement of the order on the 
grounds that the terms of the con­
tract had been .omplied with.

O. L. Neyland of the Neyland- 
Smith Company was summoned to 
appear before the Travis County 
grand jury, which has for several 
weeks been investigating State high­
way matters.

It was understood that Mr. Ney­
land. is to go before the body Im­
mediately upon completion of the 
hearing of the petition 'filed by his 
company on the VaJ Verde contract.

J. B. Osgood, a former employe of 
the Neyland-Smith Company, here 
as a witness in lie injunction case, 
was also summoned to go before 
the grand jury.

COLONEL MITCHELL
LANDS TELLING BLOWS

raise Economy Blamed for Air Con­
ditions, Say Mitchell Witnesses

Washington.—The Mitchell court- 
martial trial has disclosed tha^the 
reserve air service, an brganiiSFion 
counted on strongly as an adjunct 
to the regular air force, is a paper 
organization and that the National 
Guard air force in the fifteen States 
maintaining it is insufficiently equip­
ped and that what planes it has are 
obsolete.

Witnesses united in blaming the 
condition of the Nation’s air forces 
on a false economy, but they admit: 
ted it only under goading of mem­
bers of the court. Congress, they 
testified, must stand the responsi­
bility for the lack of funds, which 
they said had not only handicapped 
the service, but had broken jt down 
to a point where it is nearly impo­
tent as an auxiliary defense.

It is possible that trom this testi­
mony, the War Department may 
be able to build up a demand for 
more appropriations from Congress 
this winter.

Tragedy and comedy and ar army 
of facts indicating a rapidly disinte­
grating United States air service 
stalked across the Mitchell court- 
martial stage in sensational array.

Through every witness. Col. 
Mitchell drove home telling blows 
against his accusers. His counsel 
spurned opinions ot witnesses and 
had them back up their testimony 
by official records.

They brought out through Lieut. 
Col. W. E Gilmore, chief of supplies 
in the office of the chief of the air 
service, that the navy had made no 
attempt to oorrow any of the 2,000 
parachutes in existence and owned 
bj the army for the men who were 
lost on the ill-feted trip of the 
Shenaneoah. They offered in cor­
roboration of MitcheB’s charge that 
the planes given tne MacMillan Arc­
tic expedition were unsuited for 
Arctic flying, the word of Gilmore 
and official correspondence from the 
commanding officer of McCook Field, 
where the planes were in use, that 
they were not equipped or designat­
ed to make the z.retie flight.

Chinese Officials Flee From Pekin
Pek;n.—Some of the members of 

the Cabinet have resigned and sev­
eral officials, supporters of Marshal 
Chang Tso-Lin, the Manchurian war 
lord, have fled the capital.

Women Win Poultry Cup
Austin, Texas.—Mrs. S. Henry and 

her daughter, Miss Mary Henry of 
Crown, Texas, won permanent pos­
session of the Cosgrove Cup for the 
best display at the annual meet of 
the Texas Barred Rock Poultry Club, 
when her exhibit of thirty-four fowls 
at the local show was judged the 
best single display in its class. Mrs. 
Henry and her daughter have won 
the cup for three consecutive years 
with displays taken from their flock 
of seventy-five birds.

Admiral Denies Huge Waste
Springfield. Ohio.—Charges that 

$887,000,000 has been wasted in an 
"orgy of experimentation” with air­
craft by the navy are without any 
foundation. Rear Admiral Albert 
Gleaves, U. S. N., retired, declared 
in an address before the Kiwanis 
Club. "Airplanes are as necessary to 
the navy as destroyers, subma-ines, 
mine ships and other auxiliaries, and 
it would be a colosoal and disastrous 
mistake to combine the naval air 
service with that of any other de­
partment."

AGRICULTURAL DEPART­
MENT ESTIMATES 15,- 
386,000 BALES IN 1926
Census Bureau Says 11,198,660 Bales 

Are Ginned

Washington.—A probable cotton 
production of about 15,386,000 equiv­
alent 500-pound ' bales this year, if 
average influences prevail during 
the remainder of the season, is indi­
cated, the Department of Agriculture 
has announced, by reports as of Nov. 
1 on condition, abandonment, prob­
able yields, ginnings and other fac­
tors.

A probable yield of 166.4 pounds 
of lint cotton per harvested acre is 
indicated, compared with 164.7 
pounds indicated a fortnight ago, 
and 157.4 pounds, the final yield per 
acre last year.

A fortnight ago a crop of 15,226,- 
000 balex and an acre yield of 164.7 
pounds were indicated, while last 
year’s crop totaled 13,267,936 bales.

Cotton ginned from the growth of 
1923 prior to Nov. 1 totaled 11,198,- 
680 bales, counting round as half 
bales, the Census Bureau today an­
nounced.

ADJUTANT GENERAL
M’GEE NAS RESIGNED

Adjutant to Leave Service of State, 
Effective Dec.1

Austin, Texas.—Adjutant General 
Mark McGee, many times reported 
as resigned as a member of Miriam 
A. Ferguson’s Cabinet, has formally 
announced his resignation, effective 
Dec. 1, His successor has not been 
named.

Gen. McGee’s resignation was ac­
cepted by the Governor. He will 
rejoin his law firm, McCartney, 
Foster & McGee, which has re­
cently opened a law office at Fort 
Worth. He Is the first of the Gov- 
e.nor’s Cabinet to quit.

In his letter of resignation to the 
Governor, dated Nov. 7, the Ad­
jutant General cays he desires his 
resignation to become “ effective 
Dec. 1, 1925, or at any time prior 
to that date you name a successor. 
1 have deliberate- at great length 
before coming to this conclusion 
but I find that it becomes neces­
sary to resign. I explained to you 
when I accepted ' lis appointment 
that It was quite probable that I 
could not remain excepting a few 
months.”

His letter explains his outside 
connections and express his re­
gret, saying he enjoyed the brief 
service and indulges in the hope 
that he has been of some service 
to the State. “To have been a 
member of your official family and 
to have had some small part in di­
recting the activities of the Na­
tional Guard and the ranger force 
of this State has to me been a 
great privilege,” he said.

The letter says he appreciated 
i lie honor and cordial relationship 
connected with the Adjutant Gen­
eral’s office. It recounts several 
changes made in the department 
and urged an increase in the sal­
aries of the rangers. He suggested 
a Major of rangers be provided for 
and said “ money spent on the Na­
tional Guard and the ranger force 
is like money spent on education— 
it helps to guarantee the freedom 
ot the people.”

has resigned as executive vice presi­
dent of the Chicago & Northwestern 
Railway Company after forty-five 
years of service with the road.

PINCIIOT DUBS 
NATION MOST LAW­

LESS OF CIVILIZED
Pays Tribute to Fighting Marino for 

Results Oui.?.ined

Chicago, 111.—Many a depressing 
picture of America under prohibition 
has been displayed at the “ crisis con­
vention” of the American Anti-Saloon 
League here, but none has been done 
in such vivid colors as the one paint­
ed by Gov. Gifford Pinchot of Penn­
sylvania.

“ There Is a wave of lawlessness all 
over America,” Gov. Pincoc declared. 
“ Murder, banditry and violence of 
every sort are the despair of good 
citizens and the shame of the police.

“We are living in an era of disre­
spect for law. By the showing of 
cold figures we are the most lawless 
civilzed nation on earth.”

Pinchot brought with him a whole 
brief case full of statistics on the 
trend of prohibition enforcement in 
his home State. He named numer­
ous Pennsylvania brewers and distill­
ers, declaring they were in business 
“because the Federal Government has 
failed to enforce its law.”

The outstanding law enforcement 
officer of the United States is Gen. 
Smedley D. Butler, who was loaned 
to the city of Philadelphia by the 
marines to head a great law enforce­
ment drive, Pinchot declared.

Philadelphia, the Governor said, is 
the only large city in the country 
where crime has decreased since 
prohibition. sutler, he said, was 
responsible for this record.

Pinchot then ’ aunehed into an ar­
raignment of the Federal Govern­
ment, which he said is“winking’’ at 
violations of the prohibition law, and 
declared that Cabinet officers, Judges, 
Senators “and leaders of official life 
in Washington in every line are 
breaking the fundamental law of 
their country.”

“Following the passage of the 
eighteenth amendment crime fell off, 
poverty diminished and the benefits 
of prohibition were made perfectly 
plain,” he said. “ Then came a 
change—a change due solely to the 
tact that the people who wanted to 
break the law had discovered that 
the law enforcing officials had no 
intention of enforcing it.

“Among all the cities of America, 
Washington, where laws are made, 
became the conspicuous leaders in 
disrespect for the law and the Con­
stitution of the United States. Cabi­
net officers. Judges, Senators, Repre­
sentatives in Congress and leaders 
M the official life of Washington in 
svery line, publicly, notoriously and 
is a matter of course, broke the 
fundamental law of their country. Is 
■t any wonder that when these men 
set the example of disrespect for law 
:he criminal classes should follow 
them ?

“ Pittsburgh, the home of Secretary 
Mellon, whose good citizenship have 
appealed to him over and over again 
to put an end to open and notorious 
isolations of the law, is ihe seat of 
agrant violations. It is so because 
the controlling political forces in 
Pittsburgh have succeeded iL nullify­
ing every effort cf the State admin­
istration to reduce bootlegging and 
make the town dry.

“Leaders in State and Nation con­
spired with criminals to break the 
law, am all men knew it. Thereby 
they bred and nurtured the contempt 
for law which curse-, our country 
today. They sowed the wind and 
the Nation is reaping the whirlwind.

"It is our duty to set right what 
these men have set wrong, and the 
first item in that duty is to compel 
an honest, fearless and determined 
sffort to enforce the eighteenth 
amendment, which is the bloody 
angle in this attack of crime against 
aw, order and common decency’ 
throughout our country. • Until we do 
hat there will be no relief.

“ This is a^good a time as any to 
say in public what has long been 
discussed in private—that which in 
France so nearly overthrew the allies 
in the great war is under full head­
way in the United States.”

PAUL BEFORE FELIX

LESSON T E X T — Acts 24:1-27. 
GOLDEN T E X T — “Herein do X exer­

cise myself, to have always a con­
science void o f offense toward God, and 
toward men.”— Acts 24:16.

I. Paul Accused (vv. 1-9).
Paul was now fn the hands of Felix 

who determined to hear his case after 
his accusers had come from Jerusalem. 
Ananias, the high priest, and elders 
came with Tertullus, perhaps a Ro­
man barrister, who formally made the 
accusation according to Roman tew. 
He began with flattery. He gave Felix 
the fullest praise when he and all the 
people knew that he lied, for Felix was 
one of the worst goverinors, desHtute 
of morals and justice. He brought a 
four-fold charge against Paul:

1. “A Pestilent Fellow” (v. 5).
This would indicate a fellow utterly

base and corrupt—a plague.
2. An Inciter of Rebellion, a Move? 

of Sedition (v. 5).
This they hoped would bring him in­

to conflict with the Roman power.
3. That He Was the Ringleader of 

a Sect—a Schismatical Party—a Her­
etic (v. 5).

This was designed to throw com 
tempt and suspicion upon the Chris-" 
tlans, by this means to bring Paul into 
deeper trouble.

4. That He Had Profaned the Tem­
ple (v. 6).

In this charge we see the wickedness 
again, they wilfully suppressed facts.

II. Paul’s Defense (vv. 10-21).
This is a splendid example of the

strength and dignity of a man whose 
life is controlled by a noble purpose, 
and who has nothing to conceal, and 
will not distort or suppress facts.

1. Paul’s Frankness and Courtesy 
(v. 10 ).

Flattery is entirely wanting. He 
gave recognition of the fact that Felix 
had been ruler of this people long 
enough to be able to judge justly, as 
the habits and ways of the Jews were 
familiar to him; he then in a digni­
fied manner assumes that Felix will 
render a just decision based on the 
facts of the case.

2. The Charge of Sedition Denied 
(vv. 11-12).

He flatly and scornfully denied this 
charge, showing its utter falsity since 
the time was too short, it being but 
twelve days since he went to Jeru­
salem, and half of that time had been 
spent as a prisoner of the Romans.

3. The Charge of Heresy (vv. 14- 
16).

This he met by a concession and a 
denial. He admitted that he was of 
this “ way” which they called heresy, 
but denied that Christians were schis­
matics. He showed clearly that his ac­
tions were in keeping with the Hebrew 
religion.

(1) He worshiped the same God 
(v. 14).

(2) He fully believed In the same 
Scriptures (v. 14).

(3) He had the same hope of a 
coming resurrection of the dead (v. 
15).

He declared that be had as the prin­
ciple of life a conscience void of of­
fense before God and man.

(4) The Charge of Sacrilege or Prof­
anation of the Temple (vv. 17-21).

This charge he refuted by showing,
(1) That he had come all the way 

from Greece (v. 17), to worship at 
the feast.

(2) That he did not come up empty- 
handed but had brought alms for his 
nation (v. 17).

(3) That there were not competent 
witnesses present to testify of his be­
havior in the temple (v. 19).

(4) By challenging his enemies to 
testify as to his conduct in the coun­
cil (v. 20).

I I I .  Felix Trembles Before Paul
(vv. 22-27).

This is a sort of a sequel to the 
trial. Wicked as Felix was, Paul’s 
manner somehow won his favor, 
though he did not release him. His 
sentence was indulgent imprisonment, 
which kept him free from his enemies 
while under Roman protection. Felix 
sent for Paul that he might hear of 
Christ from him. Paul behaved him­
self aright before these sinners-in high 
life. He reasoned of righteousness, 
self-control and of judgment to come, 
jefore Felix and his sinful wife with 
such power that Felix was terrified, 
ind declared that he would hear Paul 
further at a convenient time. This 
,vas a most flimsy excuse for riot 
■hanging his life and granting justice 
:o Paul.
