New Insecticide 
Highly Poisonous 
Warns Dr. Geo. Cox, 
State Health Officer

Recently a new insecticide 
highly poisonous not only for ip- 
sects but also for man and ani­
mals has become available com­
mercially said Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer. It is known 
under the trade name of “Para­
thion” and has proven quite ef­
fective for certain agricultural 
uses.

Because of its extremely high 
toxicity it would be desirable if 
its use could be restricted to a 
few individuals who could make 
a business of applying it and edu­
cate and equip themselves so as 
to insure the maximum of safety. 
In Texas and a number of other 
states, however, there are no laws 
making such restricted use pos­
sible. Therefore, a brief state­
ment of warning is being offered.

"Parathion in the pure state is 
a brownish liquid with a high

Safe use is dependent on the 
use of precautionary measures so 
as to prevent contact. The user 
should seriously study and ob­
serve these precautions. The user 
should also be alert for symptoms 
of poisoning so that a physician 
may be in attendance without 
delay should he be needed. 
Atropine, a potent medicine, has 
been mentioned as an antidote. 
It should uc borne in mind that 
this is another poison about as 
dangerous, if improperly used, as

and SOCIAL SECURITY
The Amarillo social security of­

fice is still receiving inquiries as 
to the status of household work­
ers under the Social Security Act, 
according to John R. Sanderson, 
manager of that office.

Just about a year ago, Congress 
amended the Social Security Act

to provide that beginning Janu­
ary 1, 1951 regularly employed 
household workers would be cov­
ered by the old-age and survivors 
insurance program. Workers in 
this group include mbids, coc&s. 
gardeners, children’s nurue*. 
chauffeurs, and others engaged to  
work in a private home.

If such a person works on 24 
different days in a calendar 
quarter and earns $50 or more in  
cash wages, the employer files a  
quarterly return with the Bureau 
of Internal Revenue. The report 
form is simple and easy to pre­
pare. It chlls for the worker'* 
name, social security number, and 
amount of wages paid during the 
quarter.

Bt>th the employer and the 
worker should be certain that the  
worker’s social security number 
appears on the return and that it 
is correctly shown. Incorrect «w 
missing numbers mean additional 
work for the Government and the 
employer to insure that the 
worker gets credit for the wage*.

The 1951 lint yield per acre for 

tlje U. S. is estimated at $90.8 lbs. 
while the lint yield n«r acre f°r 
Texas is estimated at 183 lbs. per 
acre and is the lowest for any of 
the cotton growing states. Texas 
has a reputation for low lint yield 
per acre as compared to the Na­
tional average. During the 10 
years, 1940-9. the average lint 
yield per acre in Texas was 181 
compared fo the National aver­
age of 266 The average for Texas 
in 1950 was 211 compared to a 
National average of 270.

With World production of cot­
ton once more in excess of con­
sumption. great interest again at­
taches to the loan rate on cotton 
in the United States as a lower 
limit below which the price of 
cotton cannot fall On July 2T, the 
United States Department of 
Agriculture announced that the 
loan rate would be 31.71 cents 
per pound for Middling 19/18 
inch cotton at average location 
in the Cotton Belt—The loan rate 
in 1950 was 29 45 cents and in 
1945. it was 29.48 cents.

The loan program can be used 
by producers as a means of mar­
keting their cotton in a orderly 
manner, spreading the marketing 
of cotton over the season ^Aug­
ust 1, 1961 to July 21, 1952) rather 
than concentrating sales in the 
rush harvest period. During the 
past ten years, cotton prices hare 
reached their highest level for 
th« sason during the last half of 
the marketing season (Feb.-Juljr) 
and have reached thrir lowest 
level for the season during the 
first half of the marketing year 
(Aug -Jan.). Looking at the mar­
keting record for the past 36 
years, we find that the peak price 
for the season was reached before 
January 1 in only 13 yars Peak 
price was reached after January 
1st in 23 of the last 36 years.

State Fair of Texas

The 1951 State Fair of Texas,

the fair has ever posted for any
one show

Total beef cattle premiums are 
$34,650, an increase of $12,300 
over last year. Arrayed with the 
Herefords will be top Aberdeen- 

October 6-21, will offer $83,074 in Angus, Brahman and Shorthorn 
livestock p r e m i u m s  — $10,365 cattle. All beef cattle shows run 
more than last year and the high- Oct-
est in the history of the 66-year- 
old exposition.

Ray W. Wilson, manager of the 
fair's livestock department, said 
the 1951 premium list was mailed 
recently to 7,500 livestock breed­
ers and exhibitors throughout the 
nation, and to all county agents 
and vocational agriculture teach­
ers in Texas.

Topping the list of shows fea­
turing 26 breeds of cattle, swine, 
horses, sheep and Angora goats 
will be the Pan-American, Na­
tional Hereford Show, Oct. 6-11. 
Premiums of $25,000 are offered

In the Adobe District which in­
cludes Hutchinson and Hansford 
Counties in Texas the program is 
being directed by R. L. Black of 
Borger, Organization and Exten­
sion Chairman, and Joe Traylor 
of Borger, District Commissioner.

In the Santa Fe District in 
eluding Gray, Carson, Hemphill 
and Roberts Counties in Texas, 
the Round-Up it being directed 
by Rev. Henry Tyler of Pampa, 
Organization and Extension 
Chairman and James McCune of 
Pampa, District Commissioner.

In the Southern District which 
includes Collingsworth, Hall, 
Donley, and Wheeler Counties in 
Texas, the program is being di­
rected by Duard Scott of Well­
ington, Organization and Exten­
sion Chairman.

An important part of the 
Round-Up Plan is the recruitinf 
of more men and women to serve 
as volunteer leaders. Council

Fees For Driver’s 
Licenses Now $1.00

AUSTIN—Homer Garrison, Jr., 
Director of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety, announced to­
day in Austin that a survey con­
ducted at the end of the first 
week of the increased fees for 
driver’s licenses indicated that 
48% of the applications for re­
newal of operator’s and com­
mercial licenses failed to include 
sufficient money.

This, Garrison pointed out, was 
in spite of the fact that news­
papers and radio stations cooper­
ated wholeheartedly in publicis­
ing that the cost of both of these 
type of licenses were doubled by 
the 52nd Legislature and became 
effective September 7th.

The price 
for a Chauffeur License remains 
at $3.00. As before the Operator’s 
License is valid for a period of 
two years and the latter two for 
a one year period each.

Twenty-two different types of 
services, which have little effect 
on the cost of living or which 
cannot practicably be controlled, 
have been removed from price 
control, the Lubbock district Of­
fice of Price Stabilization an­
nounced this week.

Among services exempted are 
those of real estate brokers, 
agents and appraisers, labor rela­
tions and public relations coun­
sellors and advertising agencies, 
according to the district price 
executive, Ted Gehring.

Gehring estimated several 
hundred such firms are in opera­
tion in the Lubbock district 
which includes Donley County, 
along with 68 other Far West 
Texas counties.

The new regulation, however, 
points out specifically that watch 
and clock repair services remain 
under price control.

Barbers and beauticians, which 
already have been exempted by 
Congressional action, are includ­
ed in the new regulation listing 
the exmptions. Among other ex­
emptions are claims adjusters; 
dues and assessments of clubs

and associations organized and 
operated exclusively for social, 
recreational and other non- profit 
purposes; justices of the peact; 
services of mortgage brokers or 
mortgagees in connection with
