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School Vandalism
D ear Editor:

Enclosed is a letter which ap­
peared in a Los Angeles news­
paper.

“A cent issue of The Times 
carried an appeal from the super­
intendent of schools for help 
against young vandals who had 
damaged 27 school buildings in 
one week end and are costing 
taxpayers $60,000 annually in 
property destroyed.

“The same paper carried the 
story of a teacher in a nearby 
town who was being investigated 
for allegedly having struck a boy 
to make him look at the teacher 
who was attem pting to reprove 
him for continued misconduct.

"These two situations fit to­
gether like hand in glove. Teach­
ers who take vigorous steps to 
bring about a measure of dis­
cipline are called before their 
boards—not to be rewarded for 
having done a hard duty well, but 
to be investigated and warned for 
having attem pted to do it at all.

“I do not know the boy or his 
parents, but I have seen his 
counterparts in every school I 
have visited between here and 
the A tlantic Coast.

“It is my belief that when we 
sentim entally made it impossible 
to turn  a lad over and adm inister 
punishm ent to him where and 
when it would do the most good, 
we laid the ground work for ex ­
actly w hat we have now in 
vandalism and lack of respect for 
public property, for school au­
thorities and for tha rigtit* 
better-be-haved children.

"Hold in  mind, please, tha t the 
vandals so far apprehended in 
the process of destroying Los 
Angeles school property have 
been 12 and under. If they can­
not be controlled now, w hat will 
they be doing a decade from 
now?

“Nor is this the only side of 
the m atter. We advertise, we 
plead, we subsidize young people 
to enter the teaching profession. 
We actually induce many fine 
young people to do so — many 

T

more than we deserve under the 
circumstances. But once em bark­
ed on a career for which he, his 
family and the state have paid 
many thousands of dollars in 
training, what happens?

“He finds himself from the 
first day hedged about w ith 
frustration which make it almost 
wholly impossible for him to do 
with joy the job for which he has 
been trained. If he is a public 
school teacher he must take into 
his classroom any child within 
a wide age range who can walk 
into the room under his own 
power. Once there, no m atter 
how such a one behaves, he 
knows, the teaclurr knows, anu 
the other students know that so 
little can be done to control him 
that he virtually has the situation 
at his mercy.

“And what these young hood­
lums can do within a classroom 
w ithin a day may be judged by 
the little that seeps into the news­
papers of their week-end activi­
ties. I know of one such boy who 
w ithin a single week set fire to a 
wastebasket during one class, 
threw  an acid bomb during a 
study period which routed 50 stu­
dents, and daily robbed a -cafe­
teria dispenser while boasting of 
his prowess.

“Let us suppose that the new 
teacher mentioned above finally 
reaches the end of his patience 
and reports the young bandit to 
his principal. The principal is as 
helpless as the teacher. He Is 
even more vulnerable to parental 

re. ftp *  parent! who are 
deaf to every appeal made for 
conference or cooperation with 
the school in any m anner will 
appear a t once with the family 
attorney in tow should a teacher 
or principal go so far as to lay a 
rude hand on their young.

“While it is true Such cases 
once in court are often decided 
in favor of the teacher, no teach­
er can afford in nervous energy

“The remedy? No 
measures are going to 
the situation much. No single 
measure will entirely cure it: but 
we must start somewhere and 
soon.

“Let’s begin by taking the legal 
hobbles off classroom control. 
Let’s stop treating teachers as 
though they were sadistic mon­
sters. who are restrained from 
cruelty to children only by the 
law which makes it impossible 
for them to lay a hand on a s tu ­
dent. Let’s make it possible for 
them to teach by putting the con­
trol of students back where it be­
longs, Let’s repeal any laws 
which make our schools into s it­
ting ducks for vandals.

“Punishm ent that is prompt 
and invariably forthcoming bene­
fits not only the miscreant but is 

powerful deterrent on his 
stooges who em ulate him with 
the school as the butt of the joke. 
Many a young vandal who con­
siders it excellent sport to destroy 
school property could be turned 
into a fairly disciplined citizen if 
he knew a good old fashioned 
blistering on his rear end was his 
sure and prompt reward. A blis­
tering there and then w ithout 
benefit of two legal witnesses, 
days of delay, legal maneuvering, 
teacher investigation and other 
hanky-panky.

"Let’s face it. This situation 
is bad and daily getting worse. 
It’s time we backed our teachers 
and adm insitrators to the limit 
in their efforts at control, par­
ticularly in the elementary 
schools where the basis of re­
sponsible citizenship is being laid 
or forever lost.

"Personally I’d like to see the 
pendulum  of public opinion 
swing so far that classroom teach­
ers could sue parents of hoodlums 
who are daily destroying not only 
school buildings but the very fab­
ric of democracy itself by blight­
ing the one sure basis on which it

Mrs. Seeds stated th a t blood 
collections in surrounding areas 
this year have fallen below those 
of last year. It is the hope of 
Donley County Red Cross officers 
that the local response to the call 
will yield at least 125 pints, th e  
am ount given here last Septem - 
l>er.

AUSTIN—The Jegislative spot­
light centered this week on the 
question of whether or not pub­
lic school teachers are going to 
get an increase in pay.

The teachers won an advantage 
when the Senate passed a bill 
giving them an increase of $600 a 
year.

Senator A. M. Aikin Jr. of 
Paris sponsored the bill, which 
has the support of the Texas 
State Teachers Association.

In passing the bill, the senators 
heard a warning that it will force 
a tax increase of about $30 mill­
ion a year.

In the House, meanwhile, the 
teacher pay bill bogged down last

week in a mass of technicalities.
Representative Lam ar Zivley 

of Temple, sponsoring the bill in 
the House, ran into trouble from 
the economy-minded members 
every time he tried to make pro­
gress with it.

land so that the farm production
can keep pace w ith the increase 
in population, says Ross Springer, 
Chairman of the Doniey County 
Committee. These soil-protecting 
and soil-building practices are 
the products of our modem re­
search and are the foundation of 
oifr conservation efforts.

Through this program, backed 
by the efforts of educational 
agencies, conservation has been 
brought to the attention of the 
individual farmers in all agricul­
tural counties and communities 
in the country. The assistance 
provided by the program has en­
abled farmers to carry out need­
ed conservation practices.

As the chairman sees it, the 
productivity of the soil itself 
determines to a large extent the 
effectiveness of higher yielding 
varieties, improved machinery, 
and more effective pesticides. 
ATI of these things together have 
made possible the tremendous 
increase in farm production, but 
without the foundation of con­
servation farming these other de­
velopments would have been 
much less effective.

How well farmers have built 
up their land to make increased 
yields possible is indicated fey the

fact tha t the average person in
1952 had 12 per cent more food 
than he had before World War II.
Not only did the average person 
eat more, but his diet consisted of 
more body-building and healthful 
foods. Furthermore, farm produc­
tion is up more than 40 per cent 
above the average for 1935-1939. 
These are indications that the 
Nation’s conservation programs 
are effective in helping the farm ­
ers keep their farms in cpndition 
to meet the growing demands of 
an increasing population.

AUSTIN — (Special) — West 
Texas state representatives have 
high hopes that Senate Bill 126, 
allowing the construction of the 
Canadian River Dam Project, 
will now sail through the State 
Legislature without opposition. 
Last week the $85,000,000 project 
made its way through the House 
Conservation and Reclamation 
Committee — but only after it 
was amended by four South 
Plains representatives.

Senate Bill 126 drew fire in its 
original form from West Texas 
farmers after it passed the Sen­
ate. The Senators failed to notice 
that the bill allowed the Canad­
ian River Dam W ater Users As­
sociation to control the under­
ground w ater in cities along its 
12-city route. For example, if the 
dam didn’t come up to par, mem­
ber cities could have been forced 
to supply w ater to the project 
from their own underground 
w ater systems.

This would have m eant that 
one city could have been imposed 
upon to furnish w ater on a large 
scale basis' to the project, and 
thus defeat the purpose of the en­
tire project.

this so-called subsidy is compared 
with the federal subsidies heing 
enjoyed by other businesses, it 
doesn’t  appear to be a subsidy at 
all. I have obtained some figures 
from the Library of Congress 
that I think would be of much in ­
terest to you. In eighteen years of 
operating, 1933-1951, the farm 
price support program has result­
ed in a net loss to the1 Commodity 
Credit Corporation of $982,000,- 
000. By far the largest single item 
in this loss is the Irish potato 
program; this program resulted 
in a loss of $478,000,000, or 49 
per cent of the total. O ther major 
losses were the program for eggs 
($156,000,000), wool ($92,000,000), 
peanuts ($81,000,000), wheat ($69.- 
000,000), and flaxseed and linseed 
oil ($60,000,000). On the other 
hand, the domestic cotton pro­
gram resulted in a net gain to the 
Commodity Credit Corporation of 
$268,000,000. This gain more than 
offset the losses of the other basic- 
commodity programs (corn, pea­
nuts, rice, tobacco, and wheat) so 
that for basic commodities as a 
whole, there was a net gain to 
the Commodity Credit Corpora­
tion of $41,000,000. The group of 
designated non-basic commodi­
ties, which includes dairy pro­
ducts, honey, Irish potatoes, and 
wool, had a total net loss during 
the 18-year period of $701,000,000. 
O ther non-basic commodities (30 
in all) resulted in a net loss of 
$321,000,000, nearly half of this 
being accounted for by the egg 
program loss. Now, $982,000,000 
is a lot of money, but let us look 
at the subsidies being enjoyed by 
other businesses. For instances, 
the shipping industry alone, ac­
cording to figures released by the 
Committee on Expenditures in 
Executive Departments, May 18, 
1950, enjoyed construction sub­
sidies of $466,190,983 between 
July 1, 1937, and June 30, 1949. 
Former Secretary of Commerce 
Charles Sawyer, in a 1952 speech, 
stated that the overall cost to the 
Government of construction sub­
sidies since 1936 was about $350,- 
000,000. It m ust be remembered 
that in addition to these con­
struction subsidies, we have w hat 
is known as the operating-differ­

ential subsidy, which was esti­
mated by the Maritime Adminis­
tration for years prior to and in­
cluding 1949 to be a net amount 
or cost to the Government of 
$75,000,000. This same Adminis­
tration estim ated the net subsidy 
for the calendar year 1950 at 48.6 
million dollars. The Budget of 
the United States reported the 
actual operating-differential sub­
sidy obligations for fiscal year 
1952 at $60,000,000 and for fiscal 
year 1953 at $75,232,724. Turning 
to the Post Office Department, 
there are a number of indirect 
subsidies, the total of which has 
been computed or estim ated by 
showing the excess of expendi­
tures over revenues. For the fis­
cal years 1946-51 this reflects a 
total deficit of $681,111,216. There 
are a num ber of other methods 
by which federal subsidies are 
provided for various businesses. 
In fact, they are too numerous to 
mention and explain in one 
newsletter.
