If we believe the above is true,
then our job as a parent needs
to be put over and above every-
thing else. The way we live not
only becomes our tree of life but
also the pattern and scope for
those who follow in our foot-
steps.

Now and then we see the son
who never seems to come back
to the influence of the early life.
Sometimes the effects of their
misspent years keep them from
ever doing so, but we believe
that they do come back to the
knowledge of what was right.
Again, we find children who live
wonderful lives in the face of
bad examples. Perhaps even in
disgust they turn to the example
of someone else. But the hosts
that can not be numbered follow
after the influences of those who
have loved and cared for them
during their young and tender
years.

The Civil Rights Issue

In the past few weeks the
American people have heard and
read a great deal more about the
platforms of the two major poli-
tical parties of this nation than
probably any other previous
time in our history. The reasons
being: (1) the splendid nation-
wide television coverage of both
the Democratic and the Republi-
can Conventions: (2) the increas-
ing interest of the American
people in political affairs; and
(3) the highly controversial issue
of *“civil rights”, which served
to focus the attention of the en-
tire nation on the political plat-

unquestionably be a hotly de-
bated issue in the coming elec-
tion campaigns. The tremendous
growth of the issue in recent
years caused me to wonder why
both parties had waited so long
in the history of this country to
worry about individual rights. 1
had always been taught that this
country was founded for the
protection of the rights of the
individual and that those rights
were guaranteed and protected
by the provisions of the Consti-
tution and the Bill of Rights. 1
suspected that all of the recent
oratory and loudly proclaimed
efforts concerning the protection
of the “civil rights” of the citi-
zens of this country must have
found its source in a desire on
the part of certain political
groups to try to obtain some bloc
voting, by so-called minority
groups.

Hence, I made it a point to do

that the Democrats nominated‘
Franklin Delano Roosevelt pres-
ident and John N. Garner for
vice president. The Democratic,
platform that year contained one
sentence that could probably be
construed as having to do with
the civil rights issue. It was the
last sentence in the platform
and read as follows:
“Equal rights to all;
privileges to none.”

The Republicans that year
nominated Herbert Hoover for
president and Charles Curtis for
vice president, and their plat-
form contained the following
section on the subject:

“NEGRO

For seventy years the Repub-
lican Party has been the friend
of the American Negro. Vindica-
tion of the right of the Negro
citizens to enjoy the full bene-
fits of life, liberty and the pur-
suit of happiness is traditional

citizens regardless of race, creed,
or color.

The 1940 nominees of the Re-
publican Party were Wendell
Wilkie of Indiana and Charles
McNary of Oregon. The Repub-
lican platform also contained a
separate section entitled “Negro”,
in which the party pledged a
“square deal” in the economic
and political life of the nation,
and abhorred mob violence. This
was all contained in one para-
graph.

In 1944 the Democrats again
nominated Franklin Roosevelt
and named Harry Truman to run
with him. The only reference in
that year’s platform to civil rights
was a short paragraph in Section
7 asserting the belief that all
citizens share the rights guar-
anteed by our Constitution and
admonishing Congress to exert
its full contitutional powers. This
was all contained in two short
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Mr. and Mrs. George Thompson

Since leukosis shows up in
mature birds, many poultrymen
believe that only mature birds
may be infected. This is not the
case, says Dr. Moore. Leukosis is
caused by a group of viruses
characterized by an exceedingly
long incubation period. In al-
most every case the bird becomes
infected during the first five
weeks of its life. Once a bird
has reached maturity, says Dr.
Moore, it has very little chance
of contracting the clinical di-
sease.

Control at the breeder level
consists of trying to breed birds
with as much natural resistance
as possible. This is only partly
successful, but it has been a ma-
jor factor in increasing livability
in laying birds.

The Republicans in 1948 nomi-
nated Thomas E. Dewey and Earl
Warren. They summed up their

civil rights views in approxi-
mately one-half page consisting
of four short paragraphs. One of
these was a simple statement
favoring the abolition of the poll
tax as requisite of voting.

In 1952 the Democrats nomi-
nated Adlai Stevenson for Presi-
dent and John Sparkman for
Vice President. The platform that
year contained a sub-section on
civil rights which consisted of
six short paragraphs.

The Republicans in 1952 nomi-
nated Dwight D. Eisenhower and
Richard Nixon. Their platform
contained a section on civil
rights which consisted of six
short paragraphs.

In 1956 the Democrats nomi-
nated Adlai Stevenson and Estes
Kefauver, and although the plat-
form consisted of some forty-four
pages, the civil rights issue was
confined to six medium-size
paragraphs.

The Republicans in 1956 again
nominated Dwight Eisenhower
and Richard Nixon and expres-
sed their sentiments on civil
rights in nine short paragraphs.

Between 1932 and 1956 the is-
sue had grown in the Democratic
platform from one short sentence
to six paragraphs. It had grown
from one paragraph in the 1932
Republican platform to nine
paragraphs in 1956. But this was
only the beginning.

In the 1960 platforms the
Democrats used twenty - four
paragraphs or four times the
number in 1956 on this issue.
The Republicans increased their
interest in the matter from 9
paragraphs in 1956 to thirty
paragraphs in 1960.

A reading of all of these para-
graphs in all platforms would
indicate that my suspicions were
correct in the first place. The
entire tenor of the words, the
phrases and the paragraphs as
they grew, are an appeal to min-
ority groups, each party trying
to outdo the other,

The entire matter could have
been summed up in every plat-
form by simply stating that the
parties rubscribe to the Consti-
tution and the Bill of Rights, and
would see to it that the Attorney
General enforces the law. If this
philosophy was followed, the
rights of all would be protected
as was intended by the framers
of the Constitution.

How-
ever, when a company or an in-
dividual is threatened by a new
law which could put him or it
out of business, any money
spent to defeat the proposed leg-
islation is, according to the same
authority, not deductible from
income.”

This ruling directly and deep-
ly affects a very long list of en-
terprises and organizations. A
prime example is the electric
utility business. It is clear that,
if the public power advocates
have their way, the private utili-
ties will ultimately be entirely
socialized. So, to them the pri-
vate-power-vs-public power con-
troversy is a life and death mat-
ter. They have devoted advertis-
ing and other efforts to present-
ing their side of the case. But the
Internal Revenue Service has
decided that the costs thus in-
curred are not a legitimate busi-
ness expense and hence are not
deductible in making out their
income tax returns. The result
is that, if this ruling is allowed
to stand, the utilities cannot pre-
sent their arguments to the pub-
lic or to legislative bodies ex-
cept on pain of heavy tax penal-
ty. And that amounts to nothing
less than censorship by taxation.

This goes far beyond the ques-
tion of whether you or anyone
else wants public power or pri-
vate power. If one industry can
be penalized in this fashion, so
can all others — along with any
group which has and expresses
an interest in any kind of legis-
lation The IRS has adamantly
refused to change its position,
and so the remedy lies in Con-
gress. A bill to that end is pend-
ing. Of it, the Post well says:
“It ought not to take the mem-
bers of Congress long to decide
whether it wants to promote dis-
cussion of public issues and sanc-
tion the right of citizens to pro-
tect their own interests, or whe-
ther it wants to leave the Intern-
al Revenue Service as the final
judge of when an American
should be permitted, as far as
the tax laws are concerned, to
exercise this right.”
