“ He ran good, but he didn't get o ff to a good 
start and had to come from behind to win." Cash 
said “The longer the race went, the better he did 
At about 150 meters he started passing everybody 

“ His start w asn’t good He d idn 't feel like he

ran a good race”
This year’s victory concludes three years o f 

work toward a gold medal. Williams won a silver 
his sophomore year and a bronze his junior year in 
the 400M

“ I’m proud for him,” Cash said. “ It’s a great 
honor to go there and then to finish in the top three 
two years in a row He’s just been really focused 
on winning it for so long.

“He’s trained hard for it, and he’s worked hard, 
and he deserves it.”

Thomberry marks Tax Freedom Day in Amarillo
A M A R IL L O  — US R ep M ac 
Thom berry (R-Clarendon) paid a visit 
to the kitchen o f an Amarillo home 
Saturday, May I0. 1997, to make a 
pitch for tax reform on Tax Freedom 
Day, the day which most Americans 
pay o ff their total tax burden and start 
w orking to pay themselves

“ For most Americans, April 15th 
is the day when the full effect o f the 
n a tio n 's  tax system hits closest to 
hom e." Thom berry stated “ But April 
15th is only part o f the story To un­
derstand the true effect o f the tax sys­
tem and the impact it has on our lives, 
you 've got to take a look at how long 
it takes us to pay off our total tax bur­
den each year

“ In 1997. Americans worked 128 
days to pay o ff this burden It’s also 
another reason why we need to scrap 
the current tax system and replace it 
w ith one th a t 's  flatter, fairer, and

eas ie r for people to u n d e rs tan d ." 
Thom berry said

A ccording to T hom berry, Tax 
Freedom  Day is a fiscal barom eter 
designed to measure the portion o f the 
American budget that goes to pay for 
taxes Over the years. Tax Freedom 
Day has gradually fallen later and later 
on the calendar

In 1922, for example, less than a 
decade after the Revenue Act o f 19 1 3 
imposed a federal income tax on the 
American people. Tax Freedom Day 
fell on February 17

Shortly after America's entry into 
World War II. Tax Freedom Day fell 
on March 30. 1942 When Lyndon 
Johnson introduced his Great Society 
program in 1965, Tax Freedom Day 
fell on April 14 By the time Presi­
dent Clinton took office in 1993, Tax 
Freedom Day had moved to May 2 

This year. Tax Freedom Day fell
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“ When people sit down at their 

kitchen table and figure out their bud­
get. it quickly becomes apparent that 
too much o f our money and timd goes 
to fund governm ent at all levels." 
Thomberry said The typical family 
of four pays more in taxes that it does

on food, clothing, and shelter com ­
bined

If Tax Freedom Day symbolizes 
any thing, it’s that the current tax sys­
tem not only takes too much of our 
money but also takes up too much o f
our time "

In an interview, she said she consid­
ered one of the most enjoyable periods of 
her life to be when she operated the Golden 
Cobweb Antique Shop from 1968 to 1985.

asked in the same interview what her dis­
likes were. her response was. “I can't think 
of any "

Well educated, she attended elemen­
tary school and two years of high school 
in Memphis She also attended high 
school at Our Lady of Victory Convent in 
Fort Worth. Hockaday School for Girls in 
Dallas, where she is credited with naming 
the school newspaper The Four-, and the 
University of Texas. Austin She attended 
Chevy Chase Finishing School in Wash­
ington. DC

She was a part of the original pledge 
group for Texas Panhandle Heritage Foun­
dation. Inc. (producers of the musical 
drama. TEXAS). She was given Life Mem­
bership status in 1982. She also served as 
Area Chairperson and was a member of 
the Advisory Board. She helped fund the 
TEXAS cast members' trip to London to 
promote the outdoor musical drama depict­
ing the history of Texas.

Donley County State 
Bank, First Bank and Trust, Clarendon 
Outpost, and Kenny’s Barber Shop from 
May 19 until May 26, Memorial Day.

According to Post Commander James 
Owens, “VFW by-laws require that the 
proceeds from our sale of Buddy Poppies 
must be used to benefit disabled and needy 
veterans and the widows and orphans of 
deceased veterans right here in the com­
munity."

In 1923, the VFW was the first vet­
erans organization to promote a nationally 
organized campaign for the annual distri­
bution of poppies assembled by disabled

or hospitalized veterans. That tradition 
continues today, with more than 18 mil­
lion poppies assembled by paid, disabled, 
and hospitalized veterans each year. The 
members of the VFW and its Ladies Aux­
iliary raise more than $15 million annu­
ally from the sale of Buddy Poppies.

The VFW, founded in 1899, is the 
nation’s oldest major veterans organiza­
tion. Its more than 2.1 million members 
include l .l .  million veterans of W.W.II,
526.000 Vietnam veterans, and some
426.000 Korean War veterans. The re­
maining members come from American 
military actions in Haiti, Somalia, the Per­
sian Gulf, Grenada, Panama, and Lebanon, 
as well as expeditionary and occupation 
forces.

Texans age 65 or older can postpone 
paying delinquent and current property 
taxes on their homes according to a press 
release from the Donley County Appraisal 
District.

These senior Texans can take advan­
tage of a tax option called “ovcr-65 defer­
ral’' by signing an affidavit at the appraisal 
district office.

Once a homeowner files an over-65 
tax deferral affidavit with the appraisal 
district, no taxing unit can start or con­
tinue a lawsuit for collection of delinquent 
taxes as long as that person owns and lives 
in that home.

Taxpayers need to be aware that lax 
deferral for the elderly only postpones

paying delinquent taxes on the home; it 
does not cancel them. During the deferral 
time, taxes and interest of eight percent 
continue to add up. When the elderly tax­
payer no longer owns or lives in the home, 
the taxes become due. Taxing units can 
then sue to collect all the deferred tax and 
interest. Filing of the deferral affidavit does 
not forgive penalties that arc already due. 
Also, if the taxes remain delinquent more 
than 90 days after the deferral ends, an 
added penalty may be charged if the ac­
count goes to a delinquent tax attorney.
