The Broncos are riding a two- 
game winning streak and a 1-0 District 
2-2A record entering Friday’s district 
match-up with Wellington in Broncho 
Stadium.

Tucking my children into bed was one o f my few 
contributions to their early rearing.

Their mother, Claudia — a much smarter, diligent, 
and capable individual than myself— did most everything 
else from selecting their clothes to nursing them through 
a zillion runny noses.

Sometimes I would read Stacie and Scotty a bedtime 
story or occasionally make one up. Then we would pray 
together, kneeling by the bed, very often starting that 
communal time with the age old classic, “Now I lay me 
down to sleep.” After that recitation, we would tack on 
some addendums, like special blessings for special people. 
O f course, Grandpa and Grandma frequently made our 
elite list as did die kids’ pre-school teachers.

I remember when Scotty was about three years old. 1 
don’t know whether I’d dropped him on his sandy blond 
noggin too many times or perhaps he’d just watched one 
too many Bela Lugosi films on Saturday afternoons. 
Whatever the cause, he experienced a time when he was 
suffering from some rather terrible dreams.

He would sometimes wake up in the middle of the 
night frightened out of his wits, and it required several 
minutes to make him aware o f the security o f his 
surroundings. It became so prevalent that Claudia and I 
contacted our family physician about the dilemma. As I 
recall, he offered something really comforting like, “Hey, 
don’t worry about it. The kid will grow out of it.”

Well, things didn’t change in the coming weeks. We

sought out the advice of friends who had children, asking 
if they’d experienced similar problems. Evwjfoody and 
his dog had an opinion, but nothing really helped.

We did everything but write Ann Landers and sign it 
“Sleepless in Seattle.”

Finally, I got a novel idea. At least it was novel for 
me. I decided to pray about it.

That night I knelt with Scotty at his bedside. After we 
got through our “Now I lay me’s,” I added, “And, Dear 
Lord, please protect Scotty from having bad dreams 
tonight.”

Guess what? It worked. I mean like WD-40 on a dog­
gone rusty bolt. The kid slept like he was loaded up on 
Sominex or something. Didn’t bear a peep out of him the 
whole night.

Thereafter, we would pray for God’s protection each 
night. I don’t recall Scotty ever having a bad dream 
whenever we asked for help. And to this day, he never has 
bad dreams - not even about 225-pound linebackers.

Now, any learned skull doctor might attribute our 
good fortune to the power of suggestion. But I prefer to 
think of it as the power of love.

it was a little episode involving a little guy, but there 
was a big, big lesson to be learned.

Southwest Outdoors By Mel Phillips

“Deer Hunting Predictions”
The latest reports indicate that 

deer hunters in the Panhandle can 
anticipate better than average deer 
hunting this season. Horn 
development may be slightly below 
the outstanding levels o f the past 
several years, but both the number of 
deer and their territorial range 
continue to grow.

In the Hill country and South 
Texas, hunters should expect slightly 
below average hunting, it appears that 
the late summer rains may have 
provided enough vegetative growth to 
carry the deer through the winter.

A newsletter from Mike Kasberg 
and Rod Marburger with Wildlife 
Management Services (210-257- 
4651) suggests some actions that 
could improve many hunting leases. 
These experts note that a mature deer 
consumes six pounds of vegetation 
each day. They also observe that most 
deer herds are culled at the end of the 
hunting season. By the simple act of 
an early harvest of deer (particularly 
excess does) the remaining deer will 
benefit from the extra forage during 
the difficult months of January and 
February, when nature controls the 
excess numbers by starvation and 
predation of the weak animals.

Frequently, it is the mature bucks, 
who have just finished the rigors of 
the fall breeding season, that are most 
affected by a lack of winter forage.

parallel Lake Meredith while Lake 
Baylor (just o ff the Caprock near 
Childress) is usually three to five 
degrees warmer.

Air Force Aerial demonstration team, 
fee Thunderbirds.

The theme of this year’s air show 
is “Wings Over the Heartland.” 

“We’re trying to focus the show 
oo the Air Force’s 50th anniverwy 
—d whet air power has meant to US 
history,” said Maj.. Wes Nolden, air 
show project officer. “We wan* to use 
the air show as a chance to thank the 
people in the Abus community for all 
the support they’ve given us.”

A number of aircraft have been 
tentatively scheduled to perform or be 
displayed at the show, including the 
B-l, B-52, F-15, T-l.

Bassett painting 
donated to PPHM

Bill and Mary Cheek of Dallas 
have given a painting of Palo Duro 
Canyon by Dallas artist Reveau Mod 
Bassett (1897-1981) to the Pan­
handle-Plains Historical Museum at 
Canyon. Bassett ’s pastel The Wagon, 
depicting a chuckwagon and cowboys 
in Palo Duro Canyon, twelve mites 
east of the Museum, joins eight other 
Bassett works in the PPHM collection. 
The Cattleman magazine reproduced 
a larger version of The Wagon on the 
cover of its April 1930 issue.

Bassett displayed his work at the 
Museum during a 1961 solo show, a 
Reveau Bassett Art Association exhi­
bition in 1963, and exhibitions of the 
Dallas Chapter of the Panhandle- 
Plains Historical Society in 1966-67. 
Bassett also was a close friend of 
former PPHM director C. Boone 
McClure and former PPHM curator 
of ait and artist Harold D. Bugbee.

The new Bassett painting, The 
Wagon, fills an important gap in the 
Museum’s Bassett collection accord­
ing to Museum curator of art, Michael 
R. Gtaner. "We had several Bassett 
oils and lithographs, bid only a mi­
nor pastel before this acquisition. 
Consequently, we ate thrilled to add 
a  major Bassett pastel to the collec­
