Assistant administrator Bettie 
Phillips echoed Jensen’s comments 
saying, "I don’t believe we are trusted 
as key people or as department heads 
I think everyone here has lost their 
self-esteem ”

Administrator Gene Alderson 
admitted that he is not perfect but 
pointed to a survey he had conducted 
of residents and their families which 
showed a high opinion of the facility 
and its staff He particularly noted 
that 18 of the 20 surveys reported the 
administrator as being “Good” or 
“Excellent ”

Alderson also took credit for the 
hospital district ’s good financial con­
dition and for recent renovations to 
the facility He noted that the Medi­
cal Center had recently received a 
grant to cover most of the cost of buy­
ing a new van to take residents on 
field trips He said he felt he had been 
doing a good job overall

Employees also spoke about the 
center’s sick leave policy and the need 
to make the policy easier to under­
stand and the need to carry out the 
policy in a more even-handed man­
ner

Workers from the home’s cafete­
ria sard they need more money in their 
budget in order to provide the high 
quality of food they used to prepare. 
As employee Lori Mays noted, “It’s 
hard to make chocolate pie without 
cocoa ”

Board member Lawrence White- 
head noted that rumors had been fly­
ing all over town concerning the fu­
ture of the nursing home

“That’s why I wanted everyone 
tonight who had anything to say to 
able to say it so we (the board) could 
find out these things and try to cor­
rect them,” Whitehead said.

Approximately 50 citizens, em­
ployees, and local media members 
attended the Tuesday night meeting 

The board said they would work 
to address the problems of the employ­
ees and invited them to all return to 
the next board meeting so they could 
determine if improvements are being 
made

Three board members resigned at 
the February meeting Vicki 
Robertson, Naomi Green, and Naomi 
Span later released a statement 
printed in the Clarendon News say­
ing that they had resigned to send a 
message that critical issues were not 
being addressed at the home

In other board action last Tues­
day, Faylon Watson was appointed to 
fill the remaining year of the unex- 
pired term vacated by Naomi Span 
The other two board vacancies will 
be filled in this year’s May election.

B aylor researchers looking  
for b etter flu vaccinations

HOUSTON—Flu vaccinations of 
the future could be more effective and 
last longer, and they could be admin­
istered not by a shot but through nose 
drops or sprays

These possibilities are all part of 
the mix as scientists work to create 
influenza vaccines that, like the suc­
cessful polio vaccine, are made from 
weakened live virus

“The hope is thnt live attenuated, 
or weakened, flu vaccines will pro­
vide immunity to a wider variety of 
flu strains." said Dr Wendy Keitel of 
the Vaccine and Treatment Evaluation

Tests with live attenuated vac­
cines at Baylor and other sites point 
to their being at least as effective as 
the currently used killed-virus vac­
cines, and there is reason to believe 
they will be even more effective, par­
ticularly in young children

Keitel and colleagues are also 
testing ways to deliver flu vaccine into 
the body through nose drops or nose 
sprays

A major advantage of the nose- 
delivered vaccine, Keitel said, could 
be that it stimulates an immune re­
sponse in the respiratory system, the 
actual site of influenza infection Be­
cause of that, such a vaccine might 
be more effective in reducing trans-

Navy Airman Jared W. Sims, son 
erf Bobby G. Sims and Sherry Rippetoe 
of Clarendon, is in the Western Pa­
cific Ocean near the island of Taiwan 
aboard the aircraft carrier USS Inde­
pendence.

Sims is one of more than 5,000 
Sailors and Marines aboard the car­
rier providing a naval presence in in­
ternational waters. Sims’ ship is 
monitoring the military exercises and 
missal firings that the People’s Re­
public of China has been conducting 
in the waters around Taiwan. The 
area is one of the busiest in the world 
for merchant ships transporting goods 
between countries.

With more than 70 tactical air­
craft on board, Sims’ ship is operat­
ing w ith several o ther m issile- 
equipped surface ships and are trav­
eling to the area from the Persian gulf.

Operating from Yokosuka, Japan, 
Sims’ ship is the only US aircraft car­
rier permanently forward based in the 
Western Pacific Ocean. Sims and fel­
low crew members are part of a team 
that contributes to the regional sta­
bility of the area and helps maintain 
peace in one of the most important 
economic regions in the world.

Sims’ involvement in the deploy­
ment is an example of the mobility of 
forward deployed naval forces and 
how Sailors and Marines can respond 
on short notice to crises around the 
world.

Proper certification to use M-44 
sodium cyanide also requires posses­
sion of a private applicator certificate 
or license, a  non-commercial appli­
cator license or a commercial appli­
cator license to purchase restricted- 
use and state-limited-use pesticides. 
Information on obtaining these types 
of licenses will be covered at the train­
ing session. ,
