in a row in national tourney

After losing the first game in the
National Small College Athletic As-
sociation men’s basketball tourna-
ment in Amarillo, Clarendon College
won their remaining three games -
one by a 44-point margin - for a fifth
place finish.

This finish is on the heels of a
Final Four appearance last year and a
top six finish two years ago.

They finish their season at 18-18.

_So much appears on the news
these days about making dietary
changes to reduce the risks of various
discases. Several years now the re-
ports on lowering saturated fat or fatty
acids have proclaimed a connection
with reduction in the incidence and
costs of coronary heart disease in the
United States. Coronary heart disease
leads the mortality list, accounting for
one third of the deaths annually. An
economic burden with related medi-
cal care costs and lost earning total-
ing $56.3 billion in 1994 was reported
in the Heart and Stroke Facts 1994
Statistical Supplement, American
Heart Association, Dallas.

The past 40 years of evidence
links dietary saturated fat and choles-
terol intakes to the development of
coronary heart disease. Numerous
health organizations — the American
Heart Association, the American Di-
etetic Association, the American Dia-
betes Association, and the National
Heart, Lung and Blood Institute have
recommended that Americans follow
a diet lower in cholesterol and lower
in fat — especially saturated fat. The
total fat intake should be 30 percent
or less of the total caloric intake with
saturated fat less than 10 percent of
the fat consumed.

Are Americans making any
progress towards these goals? The
recently released data from the Na-
tional Health and Nutrition Exami-
nation Survey (NHANES III) illus-
trate that some progress has

been made. In the NHANES II
study (1988 to 1991), the total dietary
fat level was at 34 percent and the
saturated fat acid level was at 12 per-
cent compared to 37 percent and 16
percent, tespectively in 1976 to 1980
(NHANES I). If these trends toward
less dietary fat and saturated fat con-
tinue, then important health benefits
may arise.

According to Dr. Mary Kinney
Bielamowicz, registered dietitian,
professor and nutrition specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, a recent study reported in the
Journal of the American Dietetic As-
sociation February issue examined the
effects of reduced dietary intake of
saturated fat on the incidence and eco-
nomic costs of coronary heart disease.

Framingham Heart Study and the

three NHANES to estimate the effects
on coronary heart disease and inci-
dence and associated costs of reduc-
ing dietary saturated fat intake. The
population of choice was made up of
persons between ages 35 to 69 years
with total cholesterol levels of 200
milligrams per deciliter or above with
no reported incidénce of coronary
heart disease.

An estimated three million first-
time coronary events (heart attacks or
strokes) occur over a 10-year period
among persons with cholesterol lev-
els 200 mg/dL or above.

requirements for class of 2000

Clarendon High School, along
with all of the other schools in the
state of Texas, is now being faced with
a dramatic change in graduation re-
quirements for those graduates of the
year 2000 and beyond. No longer will
students be allowed to graduate un-
der the Advanced or Advanced with
Honors Programs, but instead must
opt for the Distinguished Achieve-
ment Program.

While students may, until the
year 2000, graduate under the plans
as they have in recent years,
Clarendon High School must begin
preparing for the new program that
must be offered for this year’s eighth
graders. Under old guidelines stu-
dents could graduate with a minimum
of 21 credits or 22 credits on the ad-
vanced program. The major differ-
ence in these programs was the ac-
tual courses taken. The advanced pro-
gram was to promote preparation for
post secondary schooling. Under the
new system installed in Clarendon
High School, one must gain 23 cred-
its for minimum preparation and 24
for college preparation;, however,
Clarendon High School has added
1/2 credit of required word process-
ing and we anticipate the state requir-
ing 1/2 credit of speech beginning
with this year’s seventh grade. The
following years (1997-1999) will be
a phase in period, and students may
complete the current advanced pro-
gram, the advanced program with
honors, or the Distinguished Achieve-
ment Program. The minimum re-
quirement program will be continued
to be offered after the phase in period.

In order for students to gain the

tion, students must not only gain the
required number of 25 credits, but
most of these are mandated credits.
In addition, students must also earn a
combination of four advanced mea-
sures. Those measures to choose stu-
dents must also gain a combination
of four advanced measures. Those
measures to choose from include: 1)
an original research project judged by
a panel of professionals in the field
that is the focus of the project; or con-
ducted under the direction of
mentor(s) and reported to an appro-
priate audience; 2) test data: a score
of three or above on the College Board
Advanced Placement Examination; a
score of four or above on an Interna-
tional Baccalaureate examination; a
score on the PSAT that qualifies a stu-
dent for recognition as a Commended
Scholar or higher by the National
Merit Scholarship Corporations; as
part of the National Hispanic Scholar
Program of the College Board; or as
part of the National Achievement

Scholarship Program for Outstanding

Negro Students of the National Merit

Scholarship Corporation; 3) a grade

of 3.0 or higher on courses that count

for college credit, including tech prep

programs; 4) a license awarded by a

professional board or association.
