Turnout Exceeds Expectations
In General Election Tuesday

A total of 1400 voters went to
the polls and cast their ballot in
the general election Tuesday
which was the case over the en-
tire state. This turnout exceeded
expectations since this was not
a presidential election year.

On the local level, W. R.
(Billie) Christal received a total
of M7 votes to defeat his Re-
publican opponent, James F
Hayes, who received 424 yotes
P. C. Messer received a total
of 943 votes to be relurned as

“opponent, Republican Mac Sta-
venhagen, received 423 votes. The
Republican vote was considered
exceptionally good since this was
the first time Republican candi-
dates have appeared on the bal-
lot on the local level.

In the state and national races,
Democrat Lloyd Bentsen defeat-
ed George Bush for U, S, Sena-
tor; Democrat Preston Smith
defeated Paul Eggers for Gov-
ernor and all other Democratic
candidates listed on our ballot
defeated their opponents. Local-
lv Bentsen received 823 and Bush
552; Smith 823, Eggers 554.

| Local wheat growers whose
[share of the export certificate

pool amounts to $3.00 or more
have received notice from this
office telling them what their

A producer may choose to re-
ceive his share of the export cer-
tificate pool or he may leave it
in the pool to finance the re-
search and promotion program.
Wheat growers entitled to re-
ceive less than $3.44 will not re-
ceive a special notice but they
can, nevertheless, claim their
share of export certificates by
filing a written request for pay-
ment with the county ASCS of-
fice. Each producer's share of
the export certificate pool will
amount to about 56c for each,
$100.00 of 1968 domestic wheat,

Suspected In 1945

In the Oct, 1945 issue of NA-

TURE magazine, E. Laurence
| Palmer wrote:

| “GAS WARFARE. We might
|say that World War II is fought
fon a higher ethical plane than
was World War I, since gas war-
‘f;m'. as this is written, is not
|so common in practice, No doubt
|fear of reprisal has been more
| effective deterrent than has eth-
ics, but we are fighting a gas

warfare even now when we con-
sider the use made of DDT
bombs in driving mosquitoes and
other pests from the tents and
barracks of our fighting men,
“We hope that when the war
is over the surplus grenades and
bombs are not turned over to our
children for playthings. Similarly,
it may be unwise to free for gen-
eral use some of the effective
gases and sprays we have found
satisfactory in ridding puptents
of marauding malaria carrying
mosquitos. We can have too much
of a good thing, and any gas
or spray that will kill all or
most insects is potentially dan.
gerous to thousands of useful in-
vertebrates that are essential to
the production of many of our
food supplies and that serve as
natural checks on many of our
enemies, If these natural checks
are destroyed, we will only be
making ourselves more work
than less by wholesale destruc-
tion of all insects in the vicinity.”
Now, in 1970, we know not
only that DDT Kills beneficial in-
sects such as honey bees, but
also may spell doom for several
species of birds such as the bald
eagle and peregrine falcon.

And Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department  marine biologists
say one of our moft pepular
sports fish om the coast, the

speckled trout, may disappear
from the Lower Laguna Madre,
a possible victim of DDT.

Q—Somebody told me that col-
lege study deferments are out
for the draft, Is this correct?

A—No, it is not correct. The
person who told you this probably
got the idea from the fact that
the President has asked Congress
to give him authority to stop stu-
dent deferments,

Q—Is there more than one kind
of student deferment?

A—Yes, There are actually five
classifications in the Selective
Service regulations which can
affect students studying beyond
the high school. Four of these
involve deferment from military
service, and one is an outright
exemption from it.

Q—What is the exemption?

A—The one exemption given is

| ber panel named by House Speak-
|er Gus Mutscher and headed by
| Waggoner Carr, former attorney
general, was held at the capitol
last week.
l One of the first things Mut-
| scher suggested was a study of
| the work load heaped on officials
who draw only $400 a month base
||my. Committee is expected to
come up with a recommendation
and support for legislators’ pay
raises,

Mutscher asked the group to
give special attention also to leg-
islative facilities, ethics and in-
ternal security.

He further suggested a look at
steps now taken to assure pro-
tection for orderly conduct of the
state’s business at the capitol
and ‘“‘physical protection” of
state officials, employees and the
public.

Mutscher said both houses of
the legislature will hold a pre-
session conference at Lyndon B.
Johnson School of Public Affairs
at the University of Texas.

Carr ruled out the study of
such matters as annual legisla-
tive sessions and abuses by joint
conference committees, since the
committee was named by the
| House speaker and was not au-
lthon/od by the Senate. ‘Timing
of sessions and joint conference
committees are matters of con-
cern to both houses,” he noted.

Another rule would make the
same kind of clear disclosure
necessary where coverage is
limited for illnesses caused by
conditions existing before policy
date,

Suggested rules would apply
to all newspaper ads, as well as
radio-tv, bill-boards, leaflets,
form letters and recurring repre-
sentations by agents,

Companies would have to main-
tain a file of ads for inspection
by examiners representing the
State Insurance Board.

Social Secunty

Q-During the summer months,
I usually hire a maid and a
gardner, When must I report
their wages?

A—If you pay your maid or
gardener cash wages of $50 or
more during a calendar quarter,
you must report the wages and
send the social security contribu-
tion to the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice. This report should be made
during the first month after the
quarter in which the wages were
paid. Get a copy of ‘‘Social Se-
curity and Your Household Em-
ployee” (SSI-21) — from any spe-
cial Security office for more in-
formation on this subject,

Q—I'm a gardener and I work
for a number of different peo-
ple, Does this work count for
social security benefits,

A~If you are paid $50 or more
from at least one of your em-
ployers in a calendar quarter,
your earnings from that employ-
er are covered under social se-
curity as wages. If, on the other
hand, you work on a contract
basis (by the job, hour, day, or
week), furnish your own tools,
and control your own activities
(such as the hours you work),
you may be covered as a self-em-
ployed person. In this case, you
would report your earnings at the
end of the year if, after ex-
penses, you clear $400 or more.

Q—I often work for my hus-
band in his business. He is the
owner of a tavern. Is it possible
for him to pay me wages and
report them so I can become
insured for social security pur-
poses?

A—No, This is considered fam-
ily employment and is not cover-
ed by social security. However,
there are two exceptions. A wife
can be covered by social security
if her husband’'s business is in-
corporated or is a partnership in
which at least one owner is not
related to her.

Q—My wife is 62. Can she get
social security retirement bene-
fits if I don't retire?

A—If she has enough social se-
curity credit of her own to qual-
ify as a retired worker, she can
collect whether you retire or not.
But she cannot get benefits bas-
ed on your work record unless
you are retired.

Q—My wife collects social se-
curity as my dependent. She just
started working and will make
more than $1,680 this year. How
will this affect our checks?
A—Your check will stay the
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same, because your benefit is
ly affected if you work, But
wife’s benefit will be reduced
