49 Deaths Predicted
Over Labor Day
Week End In Texas

Texas Department of Public
Safety Director Wilson E. (Pat)
Speir said today indications are
that 49 persons will be killed in
Texas traffic crashes during the
78-hour Labor Day holiday weelk-

end from 6 p.m. Friday, Sep-
tember 4 to midnight Monday,
September 7.

The estimate is based on num-
erous indicators and past exper-
ience on similar holiday periods,
Colonel Speir said, adding that
he hopes it will prove to be too
high.

The Public Safety Director
said numerous activities will be
undertaken to hold down holiday
tragedies on the streets and high-
ways, ‘“‘but, inevitably, the driv-

ers themselves hold the solu-
tion in their hands.
“That is why we constantly

and repeatedly appeal to driv-
ers to remain continually on the
alert for situations that can spell
disaster and make driving a full-
time job while they are behind
the wheel.

“Department of Public Safe-
ty officers will be out in full
force during the holiday period,
as will local police officers with-
in the cities, for the purpose of
enforcing the safety laws which
were designed to save lives and

Q—What should you do if you
get a bill for taxes you've al-
ready paid?

A—If you have paid the tax
recently you can disregard the
notice, It was probably issued
before the payment had been
credited to your account,
However, if the payment was
made more than four weeks ago
return the notice, indicating when
the payment was made and
where it was sent,

If you have a cancelled check
for the payment also indicate
any numbers stamped on the
check by IRS. This will help
trace the payment,

ductible under the new tax law?

Q—Can a self-employed in-
dividual set up his own retire-
ment plan?

A—Yes, if you are in business
for yourself you may deduct
your contributions to a self-em-
ployed retirement plan, provided
that the contributions are based
earned income, Your busi-
ness can be either full or part-
time,

Q—There have beéen some
changes in my tax situation since
I filled out my estimated return
in April, Can I change it now?

A—Yes, recompute your esti-
maied tax on the worksheet in-
cluded in your 10M0ES package
before you make your third in-
stallment payment in Septem-
ber. The amended tax figure and
the new payment amount should
be shown on the voucher you
send in with your payment.

Q—I am 68 years old, and have
been unemployed for the past
four years because I am totally
disabled, I have just learned that
my $10,000 NSLI policy carries
a waiver of premium clause for
total disability prior to age 65.
‘an this waiver be granted on
my policy now?

A—Yes, However, you must
present evidence that your to-
tal disability began prior to your
65th birthday, and has existed
continuously since then., Refund
of premiums cannot be
made for the entire period, but
only for the period beginning one
yvear prior to your application,

Q—I am a student in a flight
school, and would like to assign
my VA educational assistance
payments to the school to guar-

:

antee payment of tuition. Can
this be done?

A—No, VA educational assist-
ance payments may not be as-
signed.

Q — I served three years on
active duty from 1958 to 1961,
and have become totally disabled
since discharge. Am 1 eligible
for a pension?

A—No. In order to qualify, you
need 90 days of active duty,
some part of which must be dur-
ing wartime, The dates you serv-
ed are classified as peacetime
service. (The ending date for the
Korean Conflict was Jan. 31,
1955; the Vietnam Era began
Aug. 5, 1964.)

Q—-My father was killed in ser-
vice. Am I eligible for a guar-
anteed or insured G. 1. Loan?

A—No. The law does not ex-
tend this benefit to the child of
a veteran,

Q—My only income is $200 a
month military retirement bene-
fit based on longevity. I am
without dependents and, due to
a nonservice incurred disability,
I am totally disabled and perma-
nently bedridden. Am I eligible
for VA pension benefits?

A—If you waive your entire re-
tirement benefit, you may be eli-
gible for a tax-free VA disability
pension of $210 a month, which
includes an aid and attendance
benefit. Contact your nearest VA
office,

Q—I am a veteran rated 100
per cent for service-connected
disabilities incurred during
peacetime. Am I eligible for out-
patient treatment of ailments
not related to military service?

A—No, You are not eligible
unless you had some wartime ser-
vice.

Q—I am attending school un-
der the G. I, Bill, What must I
do to qualify for the increased
educational allowances under the
recent amendment to the G. I
Bill?

A—No action is required on
your part. The VA will automa-
tically see that you receive the
increased payments.

QI am 65 years old and plan
to retire soon. Can I convert my
National Service Life Insurance
to the new Modified Life Plan?

A—No, The Modified Life Plan
insurance is not available after
six months have passed since
your 60th birthday.

Q—I am a Vietnam veteran
who plans to start a small busi-
ness. May I use the G. I. loan
for this purpose?

A—No, G. I business loans
are not available to Vietnam ve-
terans, However, you might try
the Small Business Administra-
tion,

Q—I have a service-connected
shoulder condition with a 10 per-
cent rating that I feel should be
rated higher, because the con-
dition has worsened since VA
examined me. How can I get my
compensation increased?

A—Start by submitting a state-
ment from your local physician
noting his findings concerning
your shoulder, Or you can ob-
tain, free, the necessary treat-
ment for your shoulder condi-
tion at a VA medical clinic. If
the medical statement or VA ex-
amination warrants it, your claim
will be reconsidered.

Q—I receive disability pen-
sions from VA, and if my income
exceeds $1,000 per year, my pen-
sion payments will be reduced.
If I sell my house at a profit
and use the money to buy anoth-
er home, will my pension pay-
ments be reduced?

A—No, for two reasons.

First, it is a one-time pay-
ment, Therefore, it will have no
effect upon an award because it
may not be used as a basis of
adjustment until the first of the
year following that in which it
was received,

Second, under such circum-
stances, profit from the sale of
a house is not considered in-
come, and is not usually con-
sidered as creating too large an
estate for ‘pension purposes
when used to purchase another
dwelling.

Plant Swapping Can
Bring Plant Disease

Plant swapping often gives the
intended beneficiary a great deal
more than realized in the origi-
nal bargain.

Root-Knot nematodes and a
whole host of root-rots may hitch
a ride on the newly acquired
plants and come as an ‘“‘extra
bonus’' with the bargain, notes
County Agent Ronald Gooch. This
in turn may serve to infest a
complete flower bad or an entire
farm.

New plants should be carefully
inspected before planting to make
sure that all parts appear nor-
mal., If doubt exists, the plant
should be sacrificed in the inter-
est of protecting exisiting plants
Most plant diseases organisms,
he says are difficult to eliminate
once they become established.

Root-Knot nematodes are pro-
bably the most commonly trans-
ported plant problem, The life
cycle occurs inside plant root
tissues with egg, larval, and
male forms present in the: soil,
Transport of fill soil may also
move the organism from one
place to another. Once establish-
ed, growers are faced with the
control alternatives of using re-
sistant plants or nematicide
chemicals to reduce nematode
populations in the soil.

The grower's best protection
lies in being able to recognize
symptoms of plant diseases and
then carefully observing newly
acquired plant materials, Gooch
said, adding that the smart gard-
ner doesn’t let plant swapping
turn into a nematode and plant
disease exchange.

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'Early Teal Season S

Again This Year

Texas shotgunners again will g

be able to test their shooting
eyes on the sporty teal this Sep-
tember as the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department has author-
ized continuation of the early
teal season throughout the state,

The season will be September
12-20, from sunrise to sunset,
with an aggregate limit of four
per day of bluewing, greenwing
or cinnamon teal. ‘Possession
limit is eight.

The special early season is held
to provide a harvest of the birds
which traditionally migrate south
earlier than other waterfowl. The
bluewings in particular are early,
passing through Texas on their
way to South America from mid-
August through September,

Although the teal season has
been set by the Commission, of-
ficial action on regulations for
this year’s seasons on other duck
species, geese and sandhill
cranes will not be taken until
August 19 Texas Parks and Wild-
life Commission meeting.

Hunters need no special per-
mit to participate in the early
season, but a 1970-71 Texas hunt-
ing license is required if hunt-
ing outside the county of re-
gidence. Non-resident hunters
should have a non-resident hunt-
ing license or a five-day migra-
tory bird license, Federal duck
stamps also are a requirement
for all duck hunters.
