Social Security

By Travis C. Briggs
Q. I have lost my Medicare

card, What do I have to do to

your social security office. If you
write, please give your name and
address and your Medicare claim
number, if availabie.

Q. I received a bill for over
$400 from my mother's doctor for
services before her death, T filed
a claim with Medicare, but they
say they cannot pay until the
bill is paid. 'I thought Medicare
would reimburse on the basis of
an itemized bill éven if it is un-
paid?

A. This is true if payment can
be made to the Medicare patient,
Where a claim is filed by the
estate or next of kin after the
deafh of the patient, payment can
be made only if the bill has been
paid, However, payment can be
made to the doctor if he accepts
an assignment,

Q. Several months ago I ap-
plied for Medicare, I have row
received a notice of award advis-
ing me of the amount of my
benefit when I retire, I did not
want to apply for benefils at
this time since I have high earn-
ings and want them included in
the future computation, What
can I do about this?

A. There is nothing you need
to do now. Your benefit will be
automatically refigured each
vear to give credit for your ad-
ditional earnings,

Q. I am the minister of a local
church. I receive an allowance
from my church for the rent and
utilities on the house that I live
in. Is this amount to be treated
as income in figuring my social
security earnings?

A. Yes, The amount received
for rent and utilities would be
included as income on Schedule
C of your tax return. If you
are furnished a house to live
in, you would include the rental
value of the house as income on
your Schedule C,

Q. I am about to retire from
the ministry, I would like to
know if T must report my church
pension as self-employment in-
come from the ministry,

A. No. Pensions and retirement
pay are not covered by social
security, These payments should
not be included when figuring
your sell-employment earnings
for social security purposes,

Q. My 68-year-old husband got
his Medicare card when he was
65, and he has carried it in his
billfold ever since. Last week he
was in an automobile accident
and his billfold with his Medicare
card was lost in the mishap.
What should I do?

A. Report this to your nearest
social security they
can get him a new card. The
hospital will contact the social
security office for the Medicare
number so that they may file
the claim for his hospitalization.

A. Assuming that the hospital
you plan to enter is one that
participates in the Medicare pro-
gram, your hospital insurance
will pay for all covered ex-
penses, except the first $44, for
up to 60 days. The first $44 of
expenses you incur will be your
responsibility and cannot be paid
by Medicare under any circum-
stances. Should you re-enter the
hospital within 60 days of your
discharge, you will not be re-
quired to again pay the $44 as
you are still in the same benefit
period,

Q—My father will be 65 years
old this year and has worked
only a short time under social
security, How many quarters
does he need to be eligible for
social security payments?

A—A man of your father's age
needs 18 quarters or about four
and one-half years of work under
the social security program to
be eligible for monthly retirement
payments, However, only 6 quar-
ters of coverage are needed for
him to qualify for hospital insur-
ance benefits under Medicare.

Q—My employer says he does
not have to pay the social secur-
ity taxes on the tips that I re-
ceive as a waitress. Is he cor-
rect?

A—Yes, Your employer is re-

quired to pay social security tax-:

es on the wages that he pays to
you, but he does not pay em-
ployer’'s contributions on the tips
that you receive from custom-
ers, However, you must report
the amount of your tips to him
if they are $20 or more a month.
He must include this amount in
his report of your wages, and
he must deduct your employee's
con’ribution on your tips from
your wages,

Q—I have not been able to get
all of my doctor bills together.
Is there a time limit for apply-
ing for reimbursement for my
doctor bills under Medicare?

A—Yes. For services received
during the period October 1, 1967
~—September 30, 1968, the claim
must be filed by December 31,
1969, For the services received
during the period October 1, 1968
—September 30, 1969, you have
until December 31, 1970, to file
your claim, It is too late to
claim reimbursement on any ser-
vices received before October 1,
1697.

Nearly everyone who works re-
gulanly in employment covered
socia! security is protected
this part of the law, Workers
disabled before age 24 need cre-

onset of disability, Workers dis-
abled at age 31 or later must be
fully insured and have credit
for 5 years of covered work in
the last 10 years ending with the
disability, Payments are com-
puted just as though the worker
had reached age 65 at time of on-
set.,

When the disabled worker
reaches age 65, his benefits are
paid from the retirement fund
without interruption. Death ter-
minates the disability benefits,
with possible survivor's payments
due dependents,

The disability payments to the
worker and his dependents stop
when the disabling condition ends
or the worker returns to work in
spite of his condition. Social se-
curity continues the checks for
a time when notified of recovery
or return to work to be sure the
worker is able to work. It is the
responsibility of the worker to
notify social security of recovery
or return to work .

All the clerks need to do is take
your money, slap a sticker on the
application form — showing your
registration number and other
data — and hand over the 1970
plates.

April 1 is the registration dead-
line, but mail applications cut
off on March 1.
