Don’t forget wildlife when har
vesting wheat and oats Quail,
pheasant, mourning dove, turkey

and other birds find food and cover in
fields of small grains

Strips of unharvested grain around
field edges near brush or tall grasses
provide excellent food for quail and
turkey Pheasant will use un
harvested strips along terraces or
around areas in the field that are too
wet to cultivate. Mourning dove will
feed on shattered seed where soils
are shallow and the stand of grain is
thin

Even if the entire field is com
bined, these same areas can be left
untilled until next planting season to
benefit wildlife Without tillage,
waste grain is available to the birds
and an 8-inch stubble provides
suitable cover until it deteriorates

If an area in the field has a thin
stand of wheat and a good stand of
native sunflowers, save this area for
dove hunting next September

Do not burn the small grain
stubble. Wildlife benefits are lost as
well as organic matter; it also
exposes the soil to erosion. The
Donley County SWCD and U.S. Soil
Conservation Service encourages soil
protection through proper use of
small grain residues

Pionear physician
strong advertiser
in 1908

Printed in Donley County Leader,
June 24, 1937.

One of the most useful of citizens
and popular physicians in this section
was J.D. Stocking, M.D., physician
and druggist. He came to Old Town
in 1878 and themr moved with the
town to its present site. He suddenly
expired while making a memorial
address at the Methodist church here
in 1918. The memorial was for Joe
Sawyer, Donley county’s first casual-
ty in the World War, according to
information given the Leader.

Dr. Stocking believed in advertis-
ing as shown by an envelope mailed
by his firm in 1908. On the front
side, besides the return address, is
pictured the public school, court-
house and college buildings. On the
reverse side, all the space is taken up
in telling the folks of the advantages
of old Donley County. Dr. Stocking
was a patriot, a builder, and an honor
to his chosen profession.

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At 90, Chief Tahan returns to die on his
Happy Hunting Ground

Printed In The Clarendon News, in the cabin surrounded us and

September S, 1944,

EDITOR’S NOTE: This story was
written for the Clarendon News at
the request of the News’ editor.
Mr. Stocking consented to write the
article since he personally knew
Chief Tahan and could give the News
readers an accurate account of the
Chief’s life. The News extends its
thanks to Mr. Stocking.

Chief J.K. (Tahan) Griffis,
90-year-old Osage Indian, was here
last Saturday trying to locate old
Indian camp sites and to learn the
white man’s name for the creeks and
springs of Donley County. Chief
Griffis remembers them only by their
Indian names.

He visited in the home of Mrs.
Sarah M. Stocking while here and
searched for early Donley County
maps which would show the creeks
with their names and location.

“l was captured by a band of
Kiowa Indians on Elm Creek near the
present city of Gainsville, Texas
about 1852," Griffis said.

““The Kiowas were searching for
white horse thieves when they came
upon our cabin in the trees. My
father was away on a buffalo hunt
that day and mother, an Osage
woman, became frightened and
opened fire on the band. The Kiowas
thinking they had located the thieves

returned the fire. After my mother
had exhausted the ammunition the
Indians charged our cabin door in the
growing darkness. The leader picked
up an axe and killed my mother as
she bent over to protect me from
MO'

“l was taken prisoner by  the
Kiowa chieftan Tieti and carried
away. | roved all over the Pan-
handle-Plains country with the
Kiowa clan for many years.”’

‘“The country looks different now:

80 changed,’”’ the Chief said with a

sigh. “‘Barbed wire is strung every
where and the sage and mesquite is

all plowed under and not a buffalo in

sight. Yet I can identify our old
camping places when 1 come up on
them. Only recently I found our old
ceremonial grounds just below Ceta
Canyon in the Palo Duro. The big
cedar-studded flat where we prayed
is now called ‘‘Tepee Flats.”” We
used to gather there 75 or 80 years
ago for religious ceremonies and it
was seen as to me a strange
coincidence in the ways of worship
that the big-wigs of present day
religion still hold regular summer
encampments just above our sacred
stomping grounds.'’

Chief Tahan Griffis fought with the
Indians in both battles of Adobe
Walls and is probably the only Indian
alive that can give authentic his-
torical account of both engagements.

Forty years ago Griffis was in
charge of Presbyterian missions in
the Indian territory and as late as
1922 he represented the Pueblo
Indians’ cause in the United States
Congress when many of them were
about to be dispossessed of their
lands by white-squatter legislation.
The Chief spoke before a senate
dinner in full Indian regalia and the
pending bill was defeated.

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Development of rural schools

Printed in Donley County Leader,
June 24, 1937.

In the year 1878 L.H. Carhart
made an expensive effort to settle a
colony of farmers in Donley County.
Under his advice and recommenda-
tions a small number of people,
mostly from the North, were induced
to try the experiment. A town was
located on Carroll Creek near its

xxk*x

junction with Salt Fork named
Clarendon but better known as
Christian Colony, also sarcastically
called the ‘‘Saints Roost.”" The first
building erected from lumber, which
was hauled from Dodge City, Kan-
sas, a distance of 250 miles, was a
school house which was used for
school and church. This colony
started with the lofty ideal that the

"

.the county.
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school and church were first re-
quisites in making their enterprise
successful.

On September 6th, 1884 the entire
county of Donley was established as
School District Number one, the
boundaries to be the same as those of
In May 1891 School
Districts Number two and three were
established, and the following year,
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1892, District five was established
and District two was divided into
Districts two and six.  District
number seven was established in the
later part of the year on September
30, 1892. During the term of B.H.
White as County Judge most of our
present school districts were formed
from the divisions of large districts.
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During the period of the last ten
years the citizens of Donley County
have turned their attention to the
betterment of the educational con-
ditions of their children. Better
schools have been erected in the
rural districts and the equipments,
such as libraries, lights, play-
grounds, sanitary water fountains,
stages, and many other things that
are necessities for our modern school
plants have been installed.

In the last few years Donley
County has taken advantage of the
statewide transportation program
that our State Superintendent, Dr.
L.A. Woods, has been promoting so
as to better the conditions of the rural
schools. The standard work of the
rural schools is much better than
ever before and is continually being
raised each year.

In 1905 the average salary of the
teachers in Donley County was
approximately $40.00 per month for
four months. The average salary for
last year was approximately $100.00
for eight months, and next year will
show a slight increase over that of
last year. Ten years ago a certificate
to teach could be obtained by an
examination given by the County
Superintendent; at present two years
college work is required for a certifi-
cate. Most of our teachers have more
than the requirement. These com-
parisons show us how we are
improving the conditions in our
schools.

It is impossible for us to realize the
advancement that has been made in
our means of education unless we
were to hear the story told by some of
our . older  generation who have

22-year record for rainfall in danger
as July watermark climbs

Printed in the Donley County
Leader, June 24, 1937.

Rainfall in Clarendon will break a
22-year record for quantity for the
first seven months in the year this
year, if July precipitation records
creep up another inch or so, an
examination of weather observer Joe
Goldston’s records of rainfall during
the years since 1919 discloses,

With Tuesday’s shower thrown in
for good measure, this year’s rainfall
already has raised the watermark in
Mr. Goldston's gauge to the level of
23.65 inches, and about one more
good rain will shoot the seven-
month total above the high mark for
the 22-year period of 25.12 inches in
seven months. This record was set
way back in 1925 before either the
Depression or the Dust Bowl had
ever been heard of by Panhandle and
Donley County folks.

Rainfall this year has come on
Clarendon, by months, as follows:

January .50
February 1.80
March 2.01
April 2.80
May 6.89
June 6.28
July (to date) 3.37

Moisture fell on Clarendon 62 days
since January 1. Mr. Goldston's

records show with May and June

accounting for the major portion of
that total. In May, the sun got just

an even break with rain falling 15 out
of 30 days, while June was just a bit
driuwiﬂlonly 14 days or nights.

back to the records of past
yem or some figures which might
serve to settle some arguments or
revive the memories of long-time
residents about pre-Dust Bowl
weather in these parts.

In 1919, rainfall through July 31
was 17.24 inches; in 1920 12.08 and
1921 29.11. 1921 may be remem-
bered by some as the year when it
rained so much in June - that month
holds the record for the period with
11.37 inches. 1922 rainfall during
the period was 16.11 inches; 1923,
14.14; 1924, 11.52; 1925, 25.12; 1926,
17.35; 1927, 6.97; and 1928, 17.91.
The following year, 1929, marked the
beginning of a downgrade in rainfall,
probably the same dry season which
lead in later years to Dust Bowl
conditions all over the Plains area.
Rainfall for the seven-month period
of that year was 12.12 inches; in
1930, 10.67; 1931, 11.02; 1932, 12.52
and 1933 5.34. Mr. Goldston’s
records do not include a month by
month tabulation for years from 1933
to the present, but residents of this
area do not need figures to recall to
mind the dry years of that Dust Bowl
period which seems to have come to
an end, at least temporarily, this
year, when “‘too much rain’’ is being
heard from farm areas for the first
time in many many years.

Walter Dyer, bought a third interest
in the company. In the fall of 1882

Bugbee and Nelson bought the .

Goodnight and Dyer interest and
enough to give them half interest in
the company.

The ranch was operated jointly by
the companies (Bugbee & Nelson
and Coleman & Co.) until the fall of
1886, when Mr. Nelson sold his
interest to Mr. Bugbee and Mr. Dyer
sold to a man by the name of
Ingraham. Mr. Coleman bought
Ingraham out in 1888 and Coleman
and Bugbee formed a partnershpip
under the name of The Coleman and
Bugbee Cattle Co. About 1890
Coleman sold to a man by the name
of J.K. Zimmerman, and a year later
Bugbee sold to Andy J. Snider, of
Kansas City. These two gentlemen
operated the ranch for some time
until Snider was bought out by
Zimmerman.

Mr. Zimmerman operated the
ranch single handed until 1900 when
he sold to Edward F. Swift of packing
house fame, Chicago. Mr. Swift
operated the ranch for a while and
began selling off part of the land and
cattle. Part of the original ranch was
sold in small ranch lots and hundreds
of acres were sold and cut up into
farms. Some of the cowboys who
worked on the original ranch are now
rancing on a smaller scale on parts of
the old holdings. The Finch Brothers
have a small ranch on the west side,
while W.J. Lewis has quite a bit of
the old Shoe Bar in part of the
territory known as the Ox-Bow and
the Little Red River.

Giles, located on the Fort Worth
and Denver, about seven miles
northwest of Memphis, was the main
shipping point for a number of years
for the Shoe Bar and neighboring
ranches.

Water was plentiful on the ranch
from the beginning. Deer Lake was
never known to go dry in the early
“days, being considered by cowboys
a8 almost a bottomless lake. The Red

River furnished surface water almost
the year round. Later numerous

wells and windmills were put in the
Shoe Bar Flats in 1884,

The original holdings of the com-
panies on the Shoe Bar were about
122,000 acres; however, in 1888 their

Shoe Bar was one of the first to build
barb wire fences in the Panhandle.
The fence cost them about $250 per
mile, and was 110 miles in length.
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John Pope was foreman of the
Shoe Bar for about 18 years. He
managed the Shoe Bar in connection
with his own ranch. The first church
on the Plains was built on the Shoe
Bar near Deep Lake.

F.A. Finch, formerly of Memphis,
worked on the Shoe Bar in his youth
and states that the Shoe Bar is about
one-fifth of its former size. What is
left of the ranch is now owned and
operated by W.J. Lewis of Claren-

' All of us have heard of ‘‘Old
Clarendon,” but few of us have
definite ideas as to the location and
plat of the city. Of course, we
remember having heard that it was
moved to the present location when
the railway came through in 1887;
but further than that, our knowledge
is generally very limited. It was
located just north of Salt Fork, at the
junction of Salt Fork and Carroll
Creek.

There were eight principle streets
running east and west and about like

- number running north and south.
Those running east and west were
numbered, while those running north
and south were named. Commenc-
ing at the west part of the city, the
first principal street of the city was
College Avenue, then Kelly, Carhart,
Whitfield, Lincoln Summerfield,
Blandon and Donley Avenues, all of
these streets running north- and
south. The city was platted in
sixty-three blocks.

The court house block was located
very nearly in the center of the city,
and within the court house grounds
was the familiar ‘‘Eagle Hill."” The
only church indicated in the old city
is the Methodist Church, which was
immediately south of the court house
grounds.

Slightly west of the city were the
college grounds of the Allanton
Seminary. Immediately north of the
college grounds was Circle Street,
which swung in a circle from a
southeasterly direction to a point
where it ran southwest. Just east of

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CIVIL WAR FOUGHT OVER WHEN
FORMER CLARENDON PIONEER
MEETS THE MAN WHO
WOUNDED HIM AT MISSIONARY
RIDGE

Rev. Emmanuel Dubbs, former
Clarendon citizen and noted pioneer
of the Panhandle, who arrived here
last week from his home in Indiana
for an extended visit with friends in
this city and Amarillo, has had
answered a question that has been in
his mind for years, but one the
answer to which he had never hoped
to receive. Years ago while he was
fighting on the ‘‘yankee’’ side of the
Civil war at the battle of Missionary
Ridge, he was shot. Last Priday in
Judge Airhart’s office in the court
house in Amarillo he found the man
who shot him.

The following account of this
unusual event is taken from the
Amarillo News:

Johnny Reb and Yank fought over
the Civil War Friday afternoon in
Judge H.R. Airheart’s office in the
county courthouse. And Yank found
out he was talking to the very Rebel
that shot him in the battle of
Missionary Ridge.

J.W. Ozier, adjutant of W.B.

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Lelia Lake woman ends crime wave

MODEST HOUSEWIFE PROVES
BANE OF BANDITS IN SMALL
COMMUNITY

Living in an isolated community of
only a few hundred persons, a
modest housewife, Mrs. John
Howard eof+lelia Lake is credited
with the capture of 14 law violators
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and breaking up a series of bur-
glaries.

She proved not only the guardian
of her husband’'s store, but the
protector of the entire short main
street in her home town.

Burglars, ranging from petty
robbers to post office bandits, have
been apprehended as a result of Mrs.
Howard's diligence and the once
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gun fight which ultimately resulted
in the capture of two desperados,
upon whose conviction Mrs. Howard
was rewarded by the Federal
Government.

Only three of 17 who attempted
burglaries at Lelia Lake in the last
number of years escaped, and of
thoce.twoleﬁumilofbloodd'teta
gun "'biittle with Mrs. Howard’s
husband and son.
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Reluctantly telling her - experi-
ences, she said: . ““When we first
came to Lelia Lake robberies were so
frequent my son, Lon, decided to
make an alarm system. Since then
all 1 do is to call the officers at
Clarendon and they come the seven
miles in less minutes than that.’’

But Guy Pierce, sheriff of Donley
County, declares Mrs. Howard is too
modest. Pierce asserts that when he
took office in 1932 Lelia Lake was
noted for its robberies. ‘‘Since then
we have arrested and convicted 14
persons on the strength of Mrs.
Howard's assistance,’’ he declared.

‘“The burglar alarm did not play an
important part in catching the post
office criminals, who went under the
name of the Jackson gang. Mrs.

Howard’s suspicions were aroused
by their actions and she watched
them two hours until they entered
the post office. She called us then,
but the game had finished knocking
the knob on the safe and had run out
in the dark. Mrs. Howard, knowing
the roads, directed us in our search,
which ended when the bandits
wrecked their car after a running gun
fight.”’

Ih almost every instance Mrs.
Howard notified the officers in time
for captures either in the stores or as
they robbers were leaving. And
though she refusesto admit her part,
Sheriff Pierce_insists she broke up
the prevailing crime wave. There
has not been a robbery in Lelia Lake
since 1933.

Back in '83 and "84 when everyone
went to McCullom Creek south of
Ashtola on the Fourth of July are
C.W. Taylor’s first recollections of
the Fourth in this county. Perhaps
the first celebration he remembers
attending in Clarendon was in 1891
right after a flood. He recalls that

Mr. Taylor
says that the modern celebrations
give the old timers an opportunity to
get together, renew friendships, and
talk over the changes that have been
made since the old days.

Jerome Stocking says the first
Fourth he can remember celebrating
was in the year of 1896. Incidents
standing out vividly in his mind
include the unusual skill of Buster
Caldwell as champion tournament
rider of the day. He remembers too
how Henry Crawford, race horse
man, would cry when he was beaten.
One incident that he will never forget
happened at a pop stand operated by
George Morgan. Young Jerome,
who was then only five, had just
bought and eaten one dozen bananas
and when he wanted a nickels worth
more, Morgan refused to sell them to
him saying that he had eaten
enough. He, tpo, considers best the
days of the free barbecues when you
were given more than you could eat.

““As a rule we had harness horse
races on the old track out east of
Clarendon Lake. The horses were all
local horses and the people took a
great deal of interest. On these
occasions we always had ‘a big
barbecue. The meat for these
barbecues was usually donated by
the ranches. The cowboys came from
ranches within a radium of one
hundred miles and as a rule were
very well behaved. Sometimes they
made a great deal of noise and shot
their six-shooters, but it was all in
fun. These celebrations usually
lasted two or three days and every-
body had a good time.'’

Walter Taylor recalls the cow-
pony races, baseball games, free
barbecues, Bones Hooks riding the
broncs, the Mollie Bailey Circus that
led the parade, and political
speeches made by Joseph Bailey in
the big circus tent. Mr. Taylor, who
came to Donley County nearly fifty-
eight years ago, says, ‘‘l was a small
boy the first time 1 took in the Fourth
of July celebration in Clarendon.
About all | remember now is that my
father gave all us boys four bits
apiece and we left out early for town.
People came in from far and near in
wagons, buggies, trains, or horse-
back. The big event was a barbecue
and baseball game, and bicycle
endurance race and several cowboy
pony faces. It was before the days of
soda pop so we spent our four bits
mostly for red lemonade. Everybody
had a good time and went home
tired, broke, and dirty. 1 have
attended nearly fifty Fourth of July
celebrations since then.”’

Mrs. Lena Antrobus says that
about all she can remember is when
they had the celebrations out on the
old fair grounds. In those days the
town was built mostly on the north
side of the track. She remembers
baking cakes and pies for days before
the big day. She remembers too,
dressing up in red, white, and blue
for the parade and how it would rain
and the colors would fade and run.

Reminiscing over the celebration
days of old, Mrs. Julia Beverly said
that the celebrations then really
meant something to the poeple.
The women would prepare days
ahead for the huge dinners that the
men folk would expect. Finally when
the day came, the town buzz with

Joe Holland says that when he first

came here twenty-nine years ago,
that Clarendon had the best Fourth
of July celebration of any town its
size anywhere, and that the celebra-
tions now cannot compare with those
gone by because they are on a much
higher scale. Mr. Holland says that
if the free barbecue days could be
recalled that additional crowds could
be drawn, that people expect some-
thing free wherever they are.
‘“However,”’ Mr. Holland said, ‘‘the
modern celebrations are improving
each year, and they are worth quite a
little bit in boosting the town.”’

Rhoda Weidman is of the opinion
that the celebrations really are a
good idea. It keeps Clarendon from
‘‘getting in a rut,’’ so to speak, and it
does stimulate business for two or
three weeks before.

“It's a good thing for the town,”
Louie Thompson said, ‘‘many of the
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greater gaiety, excitement and

thrills, and promises to be a history-
maker for the future ““old timers.”

TREASURY TAX PLAN: A STEP IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION

The long awaited, much talked about Treasury Tax Plan has finally been
released. In my opinion, it is a vast improvement over the original plan,
but still has some areas that we in Congress will have to work with the Presi-
dent to iron out.

Dan Rostenkowski, chairman of the tax-writing House Ways and Means
Committee, put it best when he said “the battle for reform will be long and
tough” But there is, among members of both the House and Senate, a bi-
partisan spirit that has stemmed from the nationwide support for reform of
our tax system,

What is important about this plan, however, is the substantial strides it
makes toward a simpler, more fair tax code for every American. I know
that the people of the 13th District of Texas want a fair and simple tax. In
response to my recent questionnaire, an overwhelming majority of those
who responded thought that our current tax system is too complicated and
should be simplified.

Treasury II does exactly that. Instead of 14 tax brackets to deal with, there
would only be three: 15, 25 and 35 percent. Taxable income up to $29,000
would be taxed at 15 percent, from $29,001 to $70,000 at 25 percent, and
from $70,000 up, at 35 percent. Although I do feel that these rates are still
too high, the reduction from the current top rate of 50 percent to 35 percent
is a significant one.

My argument for still lower rates is based in historically proven trends
that show lower tax rates can actually increase tax revenues. At certain lower
tax rates, people are motivated to invest and earn more, and because they.
feel less of a need to shelter income, they pay their fair share of taxes. By
keeping a 35 percent rate, | fear, we will unnecessarily sacrifice jobs, invest-
ment, economic growth, and revenues. This is one particular point which
I hope we will be able to change.

But, as I've said, there is a lot of good, sound, structural reform in this
tax plan, and it is the type of reform that will benefit all Americans, lower,
middle, and upper income.

Several provisions of the tax reform plan make it a pro-family tax plan.
To name a few of these pro-family provisions, the plan increases the stan-
dard deduction to $4,000, doubles the personal exemption to $Z,000, and
retains basic family interest deductions such as the home mortgage interest
deduction, medical expenses and casualty loss deduction.

Every income group, obviously, will benefit directly from the increased
personal exemption. But beyond that, there are specific provisions that will
affect each income bracket.

For instance, under Treasary II, an average family earning $12,000 or

less a year would pay no federal income tax. Blind and elderly people, liv-
ing below the poverty level, would pay no federal tax either.

Middle-income Americans will have more opportunity to invest and save,
as they choose. Provisions that protect the home mortgage interest deduc-
tion and allow up to $5000 in interest expenses to be deducted will keep
more money in the pockets of middle-income Americans. That means more

Finally, uppet-income families will also benefit. As I discussed, the top
rate is reduced from 50 percent to 35 percent.

This is just a short treatment of how the current plan would affect the
family. There are many other aspects of the plan that are important, and
will affect each of us. I hope to discuss this plan further in the weeks ahead.

As I've said, there will almost certainly be changes in the final tax plan
passed through the Congress. But one thing the I hope will not change, is
