Inheritance: AAM supports abolishment of inheritance tax laws and amend
federal estate and gift tax to exempt farmland passed to another generation
actively engaged in farming.

Q: 1 lost my $32,000 a year job and
now have one paying only $12,000.
My child support payments to my
former. wife are $600 a month, which
of course, I can’t afford. Cap I go to

- court to get the payments adjusted?

" A: In order to reduce the support,
you must file a Motion to Modify in the
court which granted the divorce. You
“ will have to show- that there has been a
substantial and material change of cir-
cumstances since the time the court or-

dered the $600 per month. The loss of -

nearly two-thirds of your income should
be a sufficient change_in circumstances
to obtain a reduction.

Q: If a man and a woman continue
to live together after a divorce -has
been granted, would this then consti-

tute a common law marriage?

A: Not necessarily. A common law
marriage is created in Texas only if a
man and"a woman agree to 8¢ married
and then after reaching this agreement,
live together as if they ‘were married,
and if they represent to others that they
afe, in fact, married. ioh

In the situation you- describe, one of
the partners might indeed claim there

. was & common-law marriage, but to
prove it, all three elements Ldescribed
must be present.

Q: 1 would like to know, if by law,
an employer is required to give its
employees a lunch break?

A: There are no state or federal Taws
requiring that an employer provide a
lunch break for its employees. However,
under the federal wage and hour Jaws,
the overtime provisions for hourly em-
ployees come into effect after the em-
ployee has worked 40 hours during any
workweek. For example; a regular 8-
to-5 workday, if it does not include a
one hour lunch, may require overtime

for all hours worked above 40,
Coffee breaks do not count as meal

periods, but as rest periods, and a bréak
of about 5 to 20 minutes must be coumted
as hours worked, :

Several considerations must be taken into account if
we are to achieve the desired results from the water we °
apply and.to conserve our water Supply. Co! vation
of water-is becoming more important as more and
more water distribution systeros experience periots of
water shortages. . ;

The rate at which water penetrates the soll deters
mines how fast we can apply if. When we put on more
than can soak in over a giveh period of time the excess
wil rurroff causing water.lo$s and erosion. When more
water is applied than can be held in the pore space
apd on the soll particle in the root zone, then you are
. overwatering. Overwitéring results in wasted run off
water and will weaken‘the turf due to the water logged

of the soll. Two things iffluence _the penetra-
tion rate, the degree of slope on the surface dnd the
soll fexture. Sandy solls have a high rate of infiltration
and the clay solls have the lowest

On the established lawn a through soaking is preferred
over a light sprinking. Frequent light watering wil en-
‘courage a shallow (surface) root system. This ats®
cdusés a high moisture condition at the surface which
will favor-the development of the fungus diseases

The fpllowing is a simple way to check the depth of
water penetration. Use astraight stiff wire (o wire coat
hanger can be cut and straightened) push it info the
soll. It will push quite easlly in moist soll and will meet with
noticeably more resistance when it reaches dry soll. This
