PRESIDENT TAKES HAND.

Brought About by the Hearst-
Foraker Affair.

-

EMBODIES LETTER OF TAFT

Chief Executive Once More Appeals
For Head of Republican Ticket, Say-
ing His Defeat Would Satisfy Only
One Party of Individuals.

Oyster Bay, N. Y., Sept. 22.—Secre-
tary Loeb gave to representatives of
the press a formal statement by the
president, which was called forth by
the recent exchanges between W. R.
Hearst and Senator Foraker. Mr.
Hearst in public utterance, had ac-
cused the senator of relations with

the Standard Oil company inconsistent
with his duties as a senator and his
attitude as a representative of Repub-
lican policies and professions.

In this statement President Roose-
velt makes another appeal for the sup-
port of Mr. Taft and declares that his
defeat would bring “lasting satisfac-
tion to but one set of memr-—namely, to
those men who, as shown in the cor-
respondence published by Mr, Hearst,
were, besides Mr. Foraker, the oppon-
ents of Mr, Taft, within his own party,
and who now are behind Governor
Haskell and his associates, the oppon-
ents of Mr. Taft in the opposite party.”

The statement embodies a letter
written by Mr. Taft to a friend in Ohio
on July 20, 1907, in which the present
Republican candidate for the presi-
dency refused to acquiesce in the plan
of the Ohio state central committee to
endorse Mr. Taft for the presidencv
and Mr. Foraker for re-election to the
senate in a single resolution. The
president points out that Mr. Taft's
attitude has always been directly op-
posed to that charged against Senator
Foraker by Mr. Hearst, regarding the
monied interests. The president cites
the Brownsville affair as a case where
the agitation was a phase of the effort,
“by the representative of certain law-
defying corporations to bring discredit
upon the administration.”
says, in large part, not a genuine agi-
tation on behalf of colored men at all.”

No Reply Monday Night.

Cincinnati, Sept. 22.—Senator For-
aker stated Monday night that, owing
to the lateness of the hour, he would
not make any reply to the statement
{ssued by President Roosevelt rela-
tive to the position Judge W. H. Taft
had just taken on the matter of the
endorsement of Senator Foraker for re-
election.

The suggestion was made that he
might wigh his answer to appear in
the editions of the newspapers of the
country in which the president’s state-
ment would be published. Senator
Foraker, in reply, said: *“I am so fond
of the president’s company as that.”

He further said that he might make
a statement if, after consideration, he
deemed a reply necessary.

Taft Reads and Rereads.

Cincinnati, Sept. 22.—Judge Taft
read and reread the production of

President Roosevelt, inspired by the
Foraker-Hearst controversy. He re-
called vividly writing the letter which
the president quoted from him, but,
after considering the question care
fally, concluded to make no addition
to the statement at this time. Judge
Tatf did not indicate that he should
hereafter make a statement.

LOVE SCORES SIMPSON.

Insurance Commissioner Replies
to Former’s Criticism.
Austin, Sept, 19.—In an authorized
Interview Commissioner of
Love, scores Colonel John N. Simpson

Insurance

of Dallas, candidate for governor on
the Republican ticket for the latter’s
attack on the Robertson
law, and the statement that lLove has
joned the general public in c¢ondemn-
ing the law. This statement, Love
says, is a gross misunderstanding of
his position on this law. On the con-
trary, he says, it is the best insurance
law passed in any state within the
past twenty-five yvears, and that the
public overwhelminglye approves the
act,

In refuting Colonel Simpson’'s state-
ment Mr. lLove says that insurance
companies now doing business in Tex-
as have loaned in the state since the
law went into effect more money by
twenty-five per cent than the twenty-
one companies which left on account
of the passage of the law had loaned
in Texas during the entire thirty years
that many of them had been in the
state.

Continuing, Mr. Love says he favors
the repeal of the deposit feature of
the law, as only a small percentage of
the companies can comply with it. He
also favors repeal of provision author
fzing the commissioner to waive any
provision of the law,

Speaking of the big companies that
have withdrawn, Mr. Love says:
“They propose to make a determined
effort to procure the repeal by the leg-
islature of the entire statute as de-
manded by the Republican state plat-
form. The promoters of gigantic life
ifnsurance companies do not propose
to part with the prerogative they now
enjoy of directing the investment of
hundreds of milllons of life insurance
when and where they please
to their own will or cap-

AEROPLANE FALLS.

Lieutenant Selfridge Dies and
Wright Injured.

First aeroplane fatality
near Washington.

After having drawn the attention of
the world to his aeroplane flights at
Fort Meyer, end having established
new world’s records for heavier-than-
air flying machines, Orville Wright
met with a tragical mishap while mak-
ing a two-man flight. The aeroplanist
was accomypanied by Lieutenant Thom-
as E. Seltridge of the signal corps of
the armvy. Lieutenant Selfridge was
fatally injured and died in a short
time Mr. Wright was seriously
jured.

While the machine was encircling
the drill grounds a propeller blade
snapped off, and hitting some other

part of the intricate mechanism, caus-
ed it to overturn in the air and fall
to the ground enveloping the two occu-
pants in the debris.

Soldiers and spectdtors ran across
the field to where the aeroplane had
fallen and assisted In lifting Mr.
Wright and Lieutenant Selfridge from
under the tangled mass of machinery
rods, wires and shreds of muslin, Mr.
Wright was conscious, and said: *“Oh,
hurry and liie the motor!”

Iieutenant Selfridge was uncon-
gcions, and had apparently struck the
ground with great force. His head
was covered with blood, and he was
choking when the soudiers extricated
him from under the machine.

Dr. Watters, a New York physician,
was one of the first to reach the spot

and_rendered first aid to the injured

men. When their wounds had been

bandaged Mr. Wright and Lieutenant |

Selfridge were taken to Fort Meyer
bospital at the other end of the field.
It was feared that Mr. Wright was suf-
fering from internal injuries. He had
lapse. into a state of semi-uncon-
sclousness by the time he reached the
hospital, while Lieutenant. Selfridge
did not regain consciousness at all
He sustained a fracture of the base of
the skull, and was in a critical condi-
tion.
