Speaking for the board, Gerald Knight, 
hospital administrator, said that an “ open 
end lease”  for one year has been signed 
with Dr. Gilkey and that tentative plans are 
for him to  occupy the new clinic quarters 
around December 1.

Dr. Gilkey, w ho is currently Clarendon’s 
only practicing physician, has been operat­
ing his clinic in the old  Adair Hospital 
building for the past years.

Knight did not indicate the amount o f  the 
lease but said that it was a “ minimal 
amount.”  He pointed out that the lease 
would allow  for its use by another physic­
ian should such a situation develop.

Hospital officia ls pointed out that the 
lease w as for a private clin ic and that by no 
means was it to be construed that the facili­
ties would be open 24 hours a day or  that 
any hospital care would be involved.

Facilities involved in the lease are the 
doctor’ s office, reception area, three exam ­
ining room s, one additional qffice and drug 
preparation area.

The hospital board is also allow ing Dr. 
G ilkey to use the hospital laboratory and X- 
ray facilities, the clinic waiting area and 
em ergency room  and storage area.

In other action the board discussed the 
possibility o f  applying for  Federal Home 
Administration financing which would be 
available around July 1 o f  next year and 
applying for an Economic Development Ad­
ministration (EDA) grant.

Knight said that the EDA grant did not 
“ look very prom ising”  but that the board is 
exploring every possible source o f  finan­
cial assistance.

In the meantime, it w as learned this week 
that John Jones, a form er building con­
tractor w ho operates farming interests 
here, resigned from the board at the Octo­
ber meeting.

Knight indicated that the board w ill ap­
point a new member as soon as possible. A 
number o f  appointees are being consid­
ered.

God is eternal. One o f the questions most often asked or 
Where did God come from? Because the human 

t and endings. manv make 
the mistake o f thinking that the Eternal had to begin 
somewhere. Because we are bom  and die, it U hard for ua to 
perceive o f One who never was bom , has always lived, and 
who will never die. Because die idea o f a Being without 
beginning or ending is beyond human understanding, some 
stumble at i t

The ancient philosophers such as Socrates, Plato, and 
Aristotle perceived that eternity is there and tried to relate 
the human experience to it. AO o f the religions o f the world 
are an attempt to relate the human experience to what is 
perceived o f eternity. The logic apd reasoning o f the ancients 
opened up many avenues o f reflection, but real insight into 
eternity came from the Hebrew people and the revelation o f 
the Eternal God through this chosen people. The 
insight and final word came through Jesus Christ, the Son 
God, who came to reveal God to us. Men spoke with wonder 
and awe concerning Him. When He arose from the dead, at 
long last, final proof o f eternity and the eternal God who 
inhibited it, was in evidence. Men could see that there is more 
to living than just dying and that there is life beyond the 
grave.

The Bible dedan s that God is eternal. Being eternal, God 
is infinite, without end or limitation, without beginning or 
end. The Biblical writers said: “ From everlasting to 
everlasting, thou art God”  (Ps. 90:2); “ A thousand years in 

are but as yesterday when it is past”  (Ps. 90:4); 
day is with the Lord as a thousand years, and a 

thousand years as one day”  (II Peter 3:8.) The eteriulity of 
God is punctuated by the ascended, transformed. Savior o f 
Men, Jesus Christ who said to the Apostle John: ” 1 am he 
that liveth, and was dead, and behold, I am alive for 
evermore... (Rev. 1:18.)

The Christian hope and assurance is stated by the Apostle 
Paul: “ W e believe that we shall also live with him”  (Rom. 
6:8.) The Christian believes that God is eternal and that men 
created in the image o f God are eternal. We believe, as the 
Apostle stated, that the “ dwelling place o f God is with men, 
and He will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and 
God himself shall be with them, and be their god”  (Rev. 
21:3.)

The question remains: How can a mortal man experience 
the Eternal. God realised that we are finite and would have a 
hard time relating to Horn. For this reason, He put our 
relationship with Him on a faith basis. “ Without faith it is 
impossible to please him; for he that cometh to God must 
believe that he is and that he is a rewarder o f them that 
diligently seek him”  (Heb. 11:6.) Your eternal destiny 
depends upon your reaching out to Christ in faith 1 God 
doesn’t ask you to understand. He asks you to believe!
