House and Senate. Congress is
expected to adjourn within a few
days, but committee activity will
continue at an abbreviated pace
as legislation is shaped for con-
sideration in 1966.

Controversy of the most heated
kind has marked much of the
legislation enacted in the two
years of the 88th Congress and
in the first year of the 89th. Every
citizen of the country is affected
in direct ways by new programs
in taxation, defense and foreign
affairs, education, housing, public
healtk and welfare, agriculture,
transportation, and a number of
others. In 1966, Congress must
give careful review to these pro-
grams to determine whether they

are producing the results pro-
mised by those who advocated
their adoption. Whether the pro-
cess is to be called “revision,”

hope Congress will have the cour-
age to terminate programs that
cannot be made effective. The op-

portunity to do so will come as
the House and Senate act on ap-
propriations for Executive Branch
departments and agencies and the
activities they conduct. For ex-
ample, I have for years sought
to end the ineffective foreign aid
activities, It's this simple: No
foreign aid appropriation, no for-

eign aid program. And those who
would downgrade the Constitu-
tional role of Congress should
bear firmly in mind that Con-
gress holds the Federal govern-
ment's purse strings.

The year 1966 could be the
year in which Congress exer-
cises what is too often a neglected
responsibility, that for conduct-
ing what is called “oversighi of
administration” or

“legislative

oversight” These terms simply
mean that Congress, having au-
thorized and funded a govern-
ment activity, has a responsibility
to see that it functions as Con-
gress intended. Thus, Congress
“oversees” program administra-
tion by cohducting reviews and
investigations. In a second sense,
Congress checks for “oversights”
~things it failed to take into
account — in the original legisla-
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tion authorizing a program or ac-
tivity. Major Congressional in-
vestigations are often held in the
exercises of this vital function,
An example of one such highly
publicized probe was the tele-
vision quiz show investigation
conducted by the House Interstate
and Foreign Commerce Commit-
tee’s subcommittee on legislative
oversight, of which I was then
a member. The purpose of the
hearing was not only to expose
the deception practiced against
the public through rigged TV quiz
shows but also to formulate new
legislation giving the Federal
Communications Commission and
the courts authority to deal with
such abuses in the future,

I have often pointed out that
Congress sometimes enacts major
legislation without providing
mtﬂciently detailed guidelines to
insure that Congressional intent
is carried out. Measures too
broadly outlined become distorted
in the hands of bureaucrats who

‘| administer them. When adminis-

trators are given the ability to
fill in details of loosely drawn
legislation they are, in effect,
legislating. Congress not only has
abrogated its responsibilities, it
has also permitted further erosion
of the Constitutional principle
that the Federal government is to
consist of three separate and dis-
tinct branches. A year in which
exercising the “legislative over-
sight” function is paramount
could be as productive, in its way,
as this year has been. By concen-
trating on this area of its respon-
sibilities, Congress could regain
its proper role in supervising Gov.
ernment operations.

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SOCIAL SECURITY NEWS

If you have a student in school
and you are trying to figure out
how to keep him there, perhaps
social security can help. There
are students in this area who may
be eligible for social security
benefits as a result of recent
changes in the social security
law, Hal Geldon, District Man-
ager of the Amarillo Social Se-
curity District Office, said today.

Under the new law ,if a child
was receiving benefits on a par-
ent's social security record and
these benefits stopped when the
child reached 18, the child may
be able to start receiving bene-
fits again if he is a full-time stu-
dent under 22 years of age and
not married. Even if he never
drew payments before, if he is
under age 22 and unmarried, he
may begin receiving benefits if
he is a full-time student, Geldon
said. These benefits are payable
only on the record of an insured
parent who is receiving retire-
ment or disability benefits, or
who is deceased.

Benefits are not automatic,
Geldon cautioned. They must be
applied for by the parent or child.
