The underdog Clarendon Bron-
chos came from behind to defeat
the Wellington Skyrockets, 13-12,
Friday night in Powell Stadium
in Wellington before a capacity
crowd. This upset marked the
first time in four years that the
Broncs have defeated the Sky-
rockets.
Wellington scored first when
fullback Roland broke through
the Clarendon secondary for a
touchdown. in the first quarter.
The Skyrockets try for a conver-
sion was wide.
This Wellington score fired up
the Bronchos who returned the
kickoff for good yardage. Then,
following a sustained drive al-
most to the goal line, the entire
Broncho team opened up a hole
for sophomore quarterback Don-
nie Mooring who dived across the
double stripe for six points. Sen-
ior Archie Smith split the up-
rights for the extra point to put
the Brones ahead, 7-6.
Four plays later, the Bronchos
hit pay dirt again, but this touch-
down was nullified by a clip-
ping penalty However, a few sec-
onds before the half-time, Smith
crossed the goal line again and
increased the Broncho lead, 13-6.

A highlight of the Homecoming
week end festivities will be the
football game between the Clar-
endon Bronchos and the Cana-
dian Wildcats at 8 p.m. Friday
night in Broncho Stadium. Both
of these teams have identical,4-1
records, Memphis beat Clarendon
20-0 in the season opener and
Wheeler stomped Canadian 32-9
last week.

The Wildcats had a young team
last year and are fielding basical-
ly the same team, with more ex-
perience this year. They have a
talented backfield composed of
good size as well as a good pass~
ing quarterback.

In an interview this week con-
cerning last week's 13-12 victory
over Wellington, Coach Walker
called the game a “tremendous
team effort.” “ We were particu-
larly proud of our defensive
play,” he stated, “and offensively
we had good blocking by beth
linemen and backs.”

Dear Fellow Texan:

On the base of one statue
are the words, “Study the Past.”
On the other sre these words:
“The Past Is Prologue.” These
are properly carved in stone, for
their lesson is vital and inescap-
able: A nation that forgets its
history is bound to repeat the
mistakes of the past; the accomp-
lishments of the future will have
had their foundations in days
gone by.

A new school year is beginning
and millions of young Americans
will for the first time begin study-
ing the history of their country
and states, the nature of demo-

It is good to encourage the study
of history. As President Harry
Truman said 15 years ago in com-
menting on the work of the Na-
tional Historical Publications
Commission, “I am convinced
that the better we understand
the history of our democracy, the
better we shall appreciate our
rights as free men and the more
determined we shall be to keep
our ideals alive.”

There are signs that the lessons
of our past are poorly remember-
ed by some Americans. It is not
enough to pay lip service to the
ideais set forth in the Constitu-
tion. Those ideals are not to be
set aside at the first sign of
trouble. We find among us today
men who would overturn
thoroughly ingrained principles of
American democracy, who would
abolish civilian control of the
military (turning over the coun-
try's security to military chiefs
free to direct our armed forces as
they see fit; (who would diminish
the role of Congress on the flim-
sy pretext that in the nuclear age

Congress is too slow to Act); who
would destroy the free enterprise

devices, including excessive gov-
ernment regulation and consoli-
dation of economic units and de-
struction of fiscal stability.

In this context, I recently had
occasion to respond to a letter
writer who had asked why we
kept the Fifth Amendment in the

Constitution, This is the Bill of
Rights guarantee which contain
many towering elements of ar
American's basic freedoms, stat
ing: “ No person shall be held to
answer for a capital, or otherwise
infamous crime, unless on a pre
sentment or indictment of a

Grand Jury, except in cases aris
ing in the land or naval forces,
or in the Militia, when in actual
service in time of war or public
danger; nor shall any person be
subject for the same offense to |
be twice put in jeopardy of life
or limb; nor shall be compelled
in any criminal case to be a wit-
ness against himself, nor be de
prived of life, liberty, or property,
without due process of law, no:

shall private property be taken
for public use without just com
pensation.” The concentration of
the crities is on that portion of

the Fifth Amendment ordaining
that no person “shall be compel-
led in any eriminal case to be a
witness against himself.”
