Officials from major Texas
cities, beset with money problems
are calling on the Legislature to
allow municipalities a 50-50 split
in any new broad-based state tax-
es enacted next year,

Gov. John Connally pledged to
recommend “very substantial new
sources of revenue” for the cities
after a group of metropolitan area
mayors conferred with him.

Question as to whether the kind
of revenue-sharing plan advoca-
ted by mayors is permissable
under the state constitution will
be briefed by the Texas Legisla-
tive Council, at the request of
House Speaker Ben Barnes.

Cities petitioned for a 50 per
cent refund of any increase in the
state sales tax or an equivalent
amount of any new broad-base
tax, with the state doing the col-
lecting and apportioning half of
new funds where paid.

While agreeing to ask the Leg-
islature for financial relief for
the cities, Connally declined to
spell out the precise form and
amount he will seek. He did pro-
mise there will be “no strings at-
tached to his recommendation,

Connally also reported an
agreement for regular conferences
on urban problems between the
mayors and top State Officials.

What will happen to the cities’
request for financial assistance in
a legislative session where a state
tax bill of more than $200,000,000
is regarded as a certainty remains
to be seen.

Some legal authorities do not
believe a straight refund is pos-
sible without a constitutional
amendment, although the Legis-
lature could authorize the cities
to levy their own sales tax with
the state serving as collector,

NEW MANSION SOUGHT —
At its initial meeting, the Texas
Fine Arts Commission, created by
the Legislature in 1965, recom-
mended a pew governor's man-
sion and said the present resi-
dence, comp'eted in 1855, should
be operated as a historic house.

Governor Connally has not yet
expressed his view on a new man-
sion. However, last year when
the State Building Commission,
of which he is chairman, recom-
mended a new $1,000,000 Man-
sion, he differed and recommend-
ed that the money be used else-
where.

Commission outlined a far-
reaching program to encourage
development of, and participttion
in, the arts, including traveling
exhibits, festivals, awards, night-
time family entertainment in
communities and revived band
concerts on the square.

FLU IMMUNIZATION
RECOMMENDED NOW
The Texas Sate Health De-
partment has issued a bulletin
predicting relatively low influ-
enzn activity during the 1966-67
season. However, limited out-
breaks may occur. Annual influ-
enza immunization should be giv-
en regularly to persons in groups
which are known to experience
high mortality from epidemic
imfluenza. These groups include:
e.g. chronic heart, lung, kidney
or metabolic disorders; patients
residing in nursing homes, chronic
disease hospitals and other sim-
ilar institutions; older age groups,
i.e. individuals over 45 and es-
pecially those over 65, and preg-
nant women falling in any of the
above groups. Individuals not
vaccinated since July 1963, should
receive two doses of polyvalent
vaccine two months apart. Those
vaceinated since July 1963 need
to take a single booster dose only
