This land joins the sec­
tion on the south recently purchas­
ed hy Mrs. Monica Harvey and son 
Itoliert Harvey. The Castleberry Bros, 
will farm the place this year, it is 
stated.

The 320 about a mile east of Lclia 
Luke formerly owned by W. B. Sims 
for many years, has been sold to 
two different parties. Tom Anderson 
o f Canute, Oklahoma buys the east 
half and will reside on the land with 
his family. The west half was bought 
by W. N. Pool, formerly of Hedley.

The above sales were made by J. 
P. Pool who informed the Leader 
that he had several other sales al­
most ready to close up.

Gas Company 
Wants Balance 

On Old Rate
SOME PATRONS CLAIM THREAT IS 

MADE TO CUT THEM OFF

A I m iu I the time that the Railroad 
Commission upheld the legality of 
the gas franchise agreement of re­
ducing the gas rate from seventy 
cents per thousand cubic feet to fifty 
four cents, a numlier of local patrons 
began to offer chocks based on the 
lower rate. Some are said to have 
been refused, while others were held 
in escrow.

Those checks held in escrow, arc 
sahl to have been eashed one day last 
week. Those depositing the checks 
based on the lower rate, are said to 
have since been notified that the re­
mainder of the amount based on the 
old rate must be paid, else gas ser­
vice will be discontinued.

The controversy has produced re­
sults. Some have pahl. Others claim 
they will stand for a suit in court be­
fore they will pay, giving as their 
reasons that the company has chang­
ed hands, and that the new company 
cannot collect. It is not known if the 
debts were transferred in the pur­
chase, they claim.

Several substantial citizens con­
tending for the new rate, declare that 
no further payment on back claims 
will be made until the rate case be­
tween the gas company and the U.ity 
has been settled. The case is pending 
now in the Court of Civil Appeals at 
Austin.

Employees of the gas company re­
moved a number of meters from 
residences and places of business 
Wednesday where full payment of 
the old gas rate had not been paid. 
Payment had been made on the 54 
cent basis, and the checks cashed, it 
was stated by several of them.

SIMI’LE MANNER

Over in the woods near La Porte 
there is a 78-year old Indian with a 
design for living.

He is B. Harris, who says he is 
Chief Black Hawk, grandson of Sit­
ting Bull, and he has spent the last 
27 years living in the woods, eold 
weather or not, in the manner of his 
ancestors.

When the weather gets cold he 
simply adds more pants and more 
coats. During the recent suli-frcczing 
weather he wore four pairs of pagls 
and four coats, tile last lie added iic- 
ing an old swallow tail coat he said 
he bought in Houston for 50 cents.

There is nothing, he says, out in 
the woods to bother him. He likes it. 
He goes into town once a month to 
get a 915 pension the government 
pays him because he is an Indian. 
He has been getting the pension 
since I8WI.

“1 don’t save any of it,” he says, 
“1 buy shotgun shells with it to kill 
rahhlt* and birds to eat. And I buy 
ttmh hofttfs to catch fiali now and 
then, and I nerd some bacon once in 
a while."

Eacapes Taxation
But after ull, he says, it costs a 

man n little to live, “even if he 
doesn’t have to pay cigarette tax. 
gasoline lax, ad valorem tax, county, 
slutc, school, or property tax.”

He says he knows a lot ulmul taxes 
because he reads a lot.

"Friends give me a lo t,o f maga­
zines," he says, “and out here in tlie 
woods with iinlmdy to bother me, 
and not much of anything to bother 
with, I have plenty of time for read­
ing. It docs me good.”

Chief Black Hawk will readily 
point out tile cronn’ iic disadvantages 
of marriage.

“If 1 was married,” he says, “I 
would have to kill twice as many rab­
bits, catch twice as many fish, and 
hnvc twice as many clothes. So 
just live alone out here in the woods

it’s easy that way."

“The Civic Affairs Committee of 
Ft. Worth learned that some coun­
ties had effected notable economies 
through use of the unit system of 
county roarl administration. The 
committee found that some of the 
principles of the unit plan were be­
ing complied with in Tarrant County, 
such as centralized purchasing, it 
found, in uddition however, that fur­
ther centralization of road planning 
keeping of accounts, inventory of 
material and equipment, etc., likely 
would result in greatly improved ser­
vice to the road users and effect sub­
stantial economies.

“With the complete co-operation 
of the Commissioners' Court Hie 
Committee made a thorough survey 
of the county road system. It held 
several meetings, with and without 
tlic commissioners, and finally drew 
up a set of recommendations which 
the court unanimously approved and 
planned lo put into effect.

“General principles of the recom­
mendations included (1) a unified 
plan of operation of the road and 
bridge system for the county as a 
whole, subject lo the statutory limi­
tations requiring thut all road tux 
money be spent from tlie precinct 
within which it is collected; (2) cen­
tral planning by the court, as a 
whole, of work to be done on this 
system and of purchases and ex­
penditures for labor, materials and 
equipment; (3) co-ordination of pur­
chasing under the county purchasing 
agent and keeping u perpetual inven­
tory of county road equipment and 
materials; (4) co-ordination of con­
struction and maintenance of roads 
and bridges under the county engi­
neer, subject to the upprovul of the 
commissioners* court; (5) uniform 
system of reports for the four pre­
cincts, giving costs of road and 
bridge projects, costs of maintain­
ing and operating equipment, use of 
man-power and disposition of ma­
terials.

“On the day the committee sub­
mitted its recommendations to the 
court, the unit plan received a pow­
erful und unexpected endorsement

in Washington by Carl Wilcox, chief 
engineer of WPA road and bridge 
projects. Wilcox, greatly impressed 
with the possibilities of the unit 
system of road administration and 
long range planning of county roads, 
has urged that Tarrant County take 
the initiative in long range county 
road planning. In taking the lead, it 
not only would better itself, but 
would lead the way to better govern­
ment for tlie other 3,1)07 counties in 
the United Stutes.”

Arnold, who had hern a tenant 
farmer for 20 years, obtained a loan 
in 1939 with which to purchase his 
200 acre farm and make the neces­
sary Improvements. Several other 
Hall County farmers have received 
similar hums and conslruelion of 
improvements is, or soon will be in 
progress.

The national average of farms pur­
chased under this program is 134 
acres. The average cos! of the homes 
is #1,313, slightly below Arnold’s 
cost.

During the first two years of the 
Farm Trnunt Act, 147,972 applica­
tions were received for the 6,180 
loans made under appropriations ag­
gregating 835/100,0110. Many of these 
applications arc being reconsidered 
this year along with the 133,096 new 
applications.

All of the applications so far re­
ceived have been taken in approxi­
mately 1,7100 counties. Because of 
limited funds, the loans have not yet 
been extended to other counties. 
They have been confined, for reason* 
of administrative economy, to those 
counties where the tenancy problem 
is most severe.

The breakdown of this year’s ap­
plication figures by states shows that 
more applications for tenant pur­
chase loans were received in Texas 
than any other state. With funds 
available for about 584 loans, Texas 
received 16,463 application*, or al­
most 30 for each loan to be made.

Congress passed the Rankhrad- 
Jones Act in 1937 In an effort to 
stop the alarming increase in ten­
ancy. The 1935 census had disclosed 
that 42 per cent of American farmers 
were tenants, as compared with only 
30 per cent 50 yean ago, and that a 
third of these tenants—about a 
million families—move every year, at 
a huge coat to themselvea, their land­
lords and the nation.

Other Hall County tenant farm en 
who soon will become farm owners 
under this program include Oscar A. 
Wilson, Aubrey L. Martin, Oscar A. 
Srygley, Guy W. Smith, Garland 
Gardcnhirc, and Glenn M. Stargel.

Adopt Modern

COLLEGE STATION. Of tin- 16.- 

18)0 farm families in the 22 Panhan- 
dlc counties included in extension 
district one, 11,790 adopted improved 
practices recommended by their 
county agricultural agents in 1939.

Conservation again headlined the 
1939 achievements, according to 
Barker I). Hanna, district agent of 
the Texas A&M Extension Service, 
who supervises the work of county 
agents in the district.

Results include terracing of 91.000 
acres; 869514 acres of feed crops 
grown on contour; practices to con­
trol soil blowing curried out on 
1,948,102 acres; recommended crop 
rotations initiated on .">90,120 acres; 
cover crops planted on 796.630 acres; 
and approved summer fallow prac­
ticed on 708.319 acres.

On range land, 166,120 acres of 
grass land were contoured.

Feeding demonstrations involving 
more than 18,000 head of cattle were 
curried on by .'185 operators, and 411 
trenrh silos were filled during the 
year.

These feeding operations do not 
include those of 4-H club boys. More 
tlvan 1,100 boys liad livestock dein- 
oiisifations, and the total 4-H club 
enrollment jumped to 1.831, over 700 
above tile 1938 figure and a new high 
for fhe district. Of the 22 counties 
in the district, 18 arc holding spring 
4-H livestock shows.

In the seven counties producing 
cotton, 2,304 cotton growers planting 
68,047 acres to the crop cooperated 
in one-variety cotton communities 
and received premiums averaging 
#2.50 per lade.

Demonstrations in blight resistant 
miln maize, initiated in 1938, were 
continued on a large scale in 1939, 
and Hanna predicted that the entire 
milo acreage of the region would be 
planted to resistant varieties in 1940.

One of the outstanding programs 
carried out under the leadership of 
the county agents was the control of 
the grasshopper infestation. Fairly 
planning und a thorough campaign 
resulted in the cooperation of 6,(SHI 
farmers and ranchmen in the mixing 
and distribution of 13,176,733 pounds 
of poisoned liait. Savings through 
the campaign have been estimated at 
#2,665,035.

As a result of the 1939 campaign, 
prospects arc that the 1940 grass­
hopper infestation will lie much less 
severe than in previous years.

Producer Gets 
An Even Break

COLLEGE STATION. Since the 
federal government began, back in 
1923, to collect and publish infor­
mation as to crop conditions live­
stock marketings and so on. aud to 
sum this up each year in a forecast 
in the "Agricultural Outlook”, farm­
ers have had an even break with 
speculators.

Another reason for the outlook re­
port of the L’SDA's Bureau of Agri­
cultural Economics is that in theory, 
at least, it tends to level out the 
highs and lows iu production and to 
stabilize consumer prices and agri­
cultural income.

If Farmer Jones cares to consult 
with his county agent, hr may learn, 
for instance, that supplies of hogs 
are going to be tow and demaivd 
strong while there is a record beef 
slaughter in sight. In this case, he 
might change his mind about.feeding 
out feed calves and use his grain to 
fatten hogs; the switch in his plans 
might bring in a much better return 
for his labor and investment.

Tlie Agricultural Outlook is not 
just a guess, according to Tyrus R. 
Timm, economist in farm manage­
ment with the Texas A&M Exten­
sion Service. A six-year check on the 
accuracy of the forecast shows a low 
of 84 percent correct in 1928 and a 
high of 90 percent in 1929, with an 
average of 87.3 percent overall.

The forecast lists the supply in 
sight and probable demand for all 
major agricultural products, plus in- 
format ion as to agricultural credit 
and production costs for the coming 
year. The information Is relayed to 
Texas farmers and ranchmen thru 
county agricultural agents.

TREE PLANTING TO BRING $3% 
MORE UNDER AAA

Many trees are adapted to wind­
break planting, and native trees and 
other thrifty trees may well lie used 
to form a harrier against cold, sharp 
winds. Among the trees which will 
serve for this purpose are desert 
willow, tamarix or salt cedar, native 
plum, vitex, native junipers or ced­
ars, native pine and well adapted 
fruit trees. In areas free of root rot, 
the Chinese elm is favored because 
of its rapid growth.

Fanners may earn an additional 
430 benefit under the AAA program 
through planting trees about the 
farm for the purpose of providing 
windbreak or through planting shade 
trees for the increased comfort of 
the home and for protection of poul­
try, cattle amt other livestock from 
extreme heat or cold.

Cotton Bagging 
Favored Most

Cotton bagging came to  the front 
in Texas during If).'!!) as 233,976 hales 
were covered with this material, F'. 
E. Liehte, cotton gin specialist of 
the Texas A&M Extension Service, 
has announced. Less than 17,500 
hales were put up in cotton bagging 
in 1938.

Advocates of cotton hugging liuvo 
pointed out that a normal crop of 
cotton in the I'nited States would 
require the use of aliout 135,(KI0 bales 
of cotton annually. Spinners gener­
ally favor cotton as a bagging ma­
terial. as the jute now widely used 
mixes witli the cotton filler and 
mukes an extru cleaning process 
necessary. Improvements are neces­
sary which will make cotton bug­
ging more satisfactory than the 
present type. I.ielite said.

AUSTIN, Feb. 21.—Tossing his hat 
into the ring with an announcement 
us a candidate for Governor of Tex­
as, Hurry Hines, member of the Tex­
as Highway Commission for the past 
five years, Tuesday night raised the 
curtain on the 1940 gubernatorial 
contest.
