SOIL CONSERVATION

PROPER RANGE USE
Proper range use consists of 

grazing rangeland in such a man­
ner so as to not exceed approx­
imately 50% of the current an­
nual growth by weight of the key 
plants.

Plant physiology requires a 
maximum amount of green ma­
terial to be left at the end of the 
growing season in order to allow 
the plant to build a sufficient 
food reserve. This food reserve 
will be maintained during the 
winter within the root system. 
The potential of the plant the

following growing season will 
depend on the amount and depth 
of food reserve.

Close grazing just prior to 
frost will not allow the plant to 
develop a deep, durable root sys­
tem and will usually result in 
winterkilling. Therefore, under 
proper range use a more ade­
quate grazing system can be 
maintained resulting in more 
grass.

Proper range use for the taller 
grasses will leave about an 8-10 
inch atubble. Shorter grasses 
need to be maintained at approx­
imately 4-6 inches prior to frost.

This is one of the many prac­
tices recommended by the Soil 
Conservation Service. For addi­
tional information, contact your 
local office.

tions of an adequate supply of 
usable water. We must develop 
and conserve this most precious 
of resources to enhance the 
growth of our economy and st­
rength of our Nation. Americans 
today use more than 300 billion 
gallons of water per day — an 
amount that will be doubled by 
1980 and tripled by the year 2000. 
At the end of this century, a few 
areas of our Nation such as the 
Pacific Southwest will be either 
exporting water long distance or 
meeting their needs from saline 
water sources. Other areas will 
be approaching maximum use of 
available natural sources water.

The economics of both Texas 
and the Nation will flourish or 
falter, depending on how we han­
dle the approaching water crisis. 
This was a major point I

made Friday in addressing the 
Governor’s Conference on the 
Management and Development
of Natural Resources in Texas. 
The meeting, called by Governor 
Connally, was held in Dallas, and 
it was my privilege to address 
the meeting in my capacity as 
Chairman of the Subcommittee 
on Irrigation and Reclamation of 
the House Committee on Interior 
and Insular Affairs

In discussing the need for wise 
conservation policies, I told the 
group that as the water needs in 
our State grow conflicts will de­
velop. There will be conflicts be­
tween areas of origin and areas of 
maximum need. There will be 
conflicts between the use of 
water for agricultural purposes 
and for municipal and industrial 
purposes. There will be conflicts 
because of the tremendous 
amounts of water needed to pro­
vide water-oriented outdoor re­
creation opportunities. We must 
not let these conflicts deter us 
from sound and logical planning 
and development that is based on 
one basic measure—the public 
interest.

The problem is how to satisfy 
vastly increased needs from a 
basic water supply which does 
not increase and which is already 
taxed to the point that individ-

uals, cities, industries, and States 
are contesting over the right to 
use the available supply. The suc­
cessful accomplishment of this 
task requires the concerted and 
coordinated action of Federal, 
State, and local governments as 
well as private initiative in non­
public endeavors.

In Texas we have a growing 
industrial complex. Industrial 
demands for water are huge and 
expanding. This is understand­
able when we consider that it 
takes 65,000 gallons of water to 
produce just one ton of steel, 
240,000 gallons of water to pro­
duce a ton of newsprint, and 7 
gallons of water to process a 
single gallon of gasoline. The 
amount of water consumed by 
our principal water-using in­
dustries of the Nation in 1964 
was just over 20 billion gallons a 
day. The amount consumed today 
is twice that and it is estimated 
that by the year 2000 it will reach 
a total of around 170 billion gal­
lons per day. On top of this you 
can add the enormous daily de­
mands for air conditioners, auto­
matic washers, backyard swim­
ming pools, and all the rest that 
go along with a modern, affluent 
society. The increased use in 
Texas is undoubtedly above the 
national average. All this indi­
cates that water is destined to be­
come more and more valuable 
for municipal and industrial pur­
poses. Municipal and industrial 

(supply has already become the 
most important water use in

Texas and most of our conflicts 
will revolve around $uch use.

The most critical water area 
in the Nation today is the Pacific 
Southwest. Available water sup­
plies in that area are today al­
ready over-committed. Recently, 
the U. S. Supreme Court ended 
the 12-year legal fight between 
Arizona and California over the 
use of water from the Colorado 
River. While the Supreme deci­
sion favored Arizona it is doubt­
ful whether the water awarded 
Arizona is physically available. 
There will be a local and national 
effort in the years immediately 
ahead to improve the water situ­
ation in the Pacific Southwest.

In Texas, I am certain that 
decisions regarding development 
and use of water resources should 
be and can be made by the peo­
ple of Texas — by facing up to 
responsibilities and working in a 
true Federal-State-private enter- 
prize relationship .The Federal 
role in this effort will be what the 
State wants it to be but the State

cannot expect to have the final 
say on development unless it 
shares the responsibility and the 
burdens. The Governor’s confer­
ence was a forward step in bring­
ing together the people seeking 
constructive solutions to this vital 
problem.

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AUSTIN, Eex. — A top finance 
authority on state government 
is hopeful that the tax bill writ­
ten by the 1965 Legislature will 
be smaller than many advance 
predictions have indicated.

Jim McGrew, research director 
for Texas Research League, said 
$35,000,000 a year in new revenue 
ought to cover the bulk of Gov, 
Connally’s higher education pro­
gram, teacher pay raises and 
about 40 per cent of the budget 
increases sought by state agen­
cies.

McGrew, who addressed Aus­
tin’s chapter of Sigma Delta Chi, 
professional journalism frater­
nity, made these “guess-timates” : 

—About $625,000,000 will be 
available for general revenue 
spending next biennium, includ­
ing an $83,000,000 surplus at the 
end of the present fiscal period. 
That’s $153,000,000 above the 
present level.

—With no new taxes at all, the 
Legislature could provide up to 
$120,000,000 in additional general 
revenue spending for higher edu­
cation and maybe $45,000,000 
more for state departments and 
agencies.

—An added $60,000,000 plus in 
revenue (per biennium) would 
finance the state’s $74,000,000 
share of the $45-a-month pay 
raise for public school teachers 
as well.

Texas Commissioner on Higher 
Education recommended $89,000,- 
000 more for higher education 
from general revenue. Governor’s 
Committee on Education Beyond 
the High School recommended 
an increase of $165,000,000. But 
it suggested doubling tutitons 
which would reduce the gen­
eral revenue hike to $120,000,000. 
State Hospitals and special 
Schools, the judiciary and other 
state agencies have put in for 
$112,000,000 more than the cur­
rent budget.

Asked where additional money 
likely would come from, both 
McGrew and his boss. League 
Director Alvin A. Burger, noted 
that restoration of the $2.75 cor­
poration franchise tax rate re­
moval of exemptions in the pre­
sent sales tax or raising of the 
rate would be big revenue pro­
ducers. They made no recomend- 
ation.

CONNALLY APPLAUDS RE­
PORT — The Warren Commis­
sion’s report on the assassination 
of President Kennedy has re­
ceived Governor Connally's ap­
proval.

Connally, who was sericmsly 
wounded by the assassin, stated 
that reading the report brought 
back memories he had tried to 
put aside.

Carr’s summation on the as­
sassination followed the Warren 
report. Several volumes of ex­
hibits, consisting of evidence and 
information collected by Texas 
officials, are a part of the state 
report and will be displayed in 
the state archives.

Connally told newsmen he sup­
ports tighter security measures 
by state and local police guarding 
major public officials.

ESTES PROBE — A  State De­
partment of Public Safety invest­
igation of Billie Sol Estes will 
continue “until all ramifications' 
are cleared, Connally told a press 
conference.

Sen. Ralph Yarborough has 
challenged authority of the DPS 
to look into allegations that he 
received $50,000 from Estes, who 
now faces prison sentences for 
swindling.

Connally said of the DPS: “It 
has a clear duty and respensi 
bility with respect to law en­
forcement. It- is not a political 
organization. It has not been 
used as such, and will not be used 
as such if I have anything to do 
with it.”

A  Yarborough campaign aide, 
Fagan Dickson of Austin, issued 
a release in which he said he has 
information that Estes has made 
a statement bearing out an FBI 
investigation report that there 
was no $50,000 gift to Yar­
borough.

WATER PROJECTS — Rep­
resentatives of eight East Texas 
soil conservation districts have 
been conferring with Texas 
Water Commission staffers about 
a proposal for a Southeast Texas 
Resources Conservation and De­
velopment Project.

They are mapping a plan for 
coordination of all existing water 
projects in their jurisdictions, as 
well as others being projected, so 
that recreational, flood control, 
drainage, levee and soil conser­
vation units will be utilized to 
the fullest.

Counties involved are Newton, 
Tyler, Hardin, Polk, Jasper, Jef­
ferson, Orange, Chamber# and 
parts of Liberty and San Ja­
cinto counties.

It is expected that the districts 
will go next to the State Soil 
Conservation Board. They hope 
to present a plan to the U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture, which— 
if approved—would designate an 
agency to do the actual design­
ing. Designing agency probably 
would be the Soil Conservation 
Service.

Assistance plan, called the Re­
sources, Conservation and De­
velopment Act, was passed in 
1962. But it just now is getting 
underway.

Act provides that the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture pays 
for the planning and participat­
ing in recreational and, other 
facilities on a local sharing basis.

COKE COUNTY DAM HEAR­
ING SET — On October 19 Texas 
Water Commission will hear ar­
guments on application of the 
Colorado River Municipal Water 
District, Big Spring, to relocate 
a dam in Coke County. Argu­
ments are set for the same day 
on whether to delay considera­
tion on the application.

District wants to increase res­
ervoir capacity of the project to 
488,760-acre feet. Lower Colorado 
River Authority has objected to 
the amended application.

Commissioner set October 26 
for hearing the application of 
Houston Lighting and Power 
Company to take 3,600,000-acre 
feet of water a year from Dickin­
son Bay for industrial purposes.

SHORT SNORTS — Governor 
Connally said reports that organ­
ized racial demonstrations may 
be staged in San Antonio during 
the Southern Governor’s Con­
ference, October 10-13, are “mere 
rumors,”  but added, “What can 
you do about it if it happens?” ....

EARLIER HUNT,
OTHER 'BREAKS 
OKAY FOR FALL

A longer big-game season in 
more than half of the State and 
other fall wildlife harvest bene­
fits were announced by J. Weldon 
Watson, executive director of the 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
Earlier it had been reported that 
a two week end open season on 
white-winged doves had been re­
quested and approved by the U. 
S. Fish and Wildlife Service.

Here is a detailed rundown on 
the hunting seasons as the result 
of action taken by the Parks and 
Wildlife Commission at its July 
meeting.

The commission authorized 
opening of deer season in most 
counties under regulatory respon­
sibility on the second Saturday 
of November (November 14) two 
days before the legal opening in 
105 counties under statutory re­
gulations. The mule deer country 
in the Trans-Pecos was excepted. 
Season for deer, elk and turkey 
in those counties west of the 
Pecos was set to begin the last 
Saturday of November for 15 
consecutive days (November 28- 
December 12).

The Commission barred the .22 
rimfire cartridge in the taking 
of deer, antelope, elk, aoudad 
sheep and desert Bighorn sheep 
in all counties where the Com­
mission has regulatory responsi­
bility for these animals.

Following is the list of the bag 
limits and seasons of the major 
game species in the various re­
gulatory authority districts.

PANHANDLE DISTRICT — 
(Armstrong, Bailey, Briscoe, Car- 
son, Castro, Childress, Cochran, 
Collingsworth, Cottle Dalham, 
Deaf Smith, Donley, Floyd, Gray, 
Hale, Hall, Hansford, Hartley, 
Hemphill, Hutchinson, Lamb, 
Lipscomb, Moore, Motley, Ochil­
tree, Oldham, Parmer, Potter, 
Randall, R o b e r t s ,  Sherman, 
Swisher, and Wheeler Counties).

ANTELOPE — open season 
shall be October 3 through 6 by

permit only. Bag limit one ante­
lope per season. DEER — open 
season 2nd Saturday of Novem­
ber through November 29. One 
buck per person, or by permit 
only, one antlerless deer may be 
taken on areas to be designated 
by the Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment. No person may kill or pos­
sess more than one deer taken in 
the Panhandle District. There 
will be an open season on aoudad 
sheep for the second time in the 
history of hunting in Texas. This 
season will be December 11, 12 
and 13. Bag limit, one sheep per 
person by permit only. The Parks 
and Wildlife Department will 
designate the number of aoudad 
sheep to be harvested at a later 
date. SQUIRREL — open season, 
May 1 through July 1 and October 
1 through December 1. Bag limit, 
five per day or in possession. 
RINGNECK PHEASANT — open 
season December 1 through De­
cember 7 in the Panhandle Dis­
trict. Bag limit, two cock pheas­
ant per day and four in poses- 
sion after the first day. QUAIL— 
open season, 2nd Saturday of 
November through January 31. 
Bag limit, 12 per day, possession 
limit 36 quail. TURKEY — open 
season, 2nd Saturday of Novem­
ber through November 29. Bag 
limit, one turkey per season, 
either sex.
