SHROVE TUESDAY" 
PANCAKE SUPPER 
AT EPISCOPAL CHURCH

The annual Shrove Tuesday 
Pancake Supper will be held on 
February 26 in St. John Baptist 
Episcopal Mission Hall. The 
event is sponsored by the men 
of the church with the assistance 
of the women’s group. Pancakes 
with all the trimmings will be 
served from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m. 
The public is cordially invited 
to attend.

The history of the traditional 
pancake supper, which is held 
locally each year, goes back 
many centuries, when it was des­
ignated as a time to use up all 
the leaven in the house before 
the fasting discipline of Lent 
began. The custom of meeting in 
the church for a pancake sup­
per grew and then everyone at­
tended service afterwards to con­
fess their sins and to be assured 
of God’s forgiveness.

Shrove Tuesday is the last day 
before the beginning of Lent on 
Ash Wednesday. Its religious use 
from which the name was de­
rived, means to the “shriven” or 
absolved of sin. The Mardi Gras 
developed from the simple con­
gregational meeting.

The Donley County Commis­
sioners Court met in special ses­
sion last Friday morning and 
ipproved a State Highway Com­
mission Minute order No. 51954 
dated Nov. 2, 1962, which deals 
with the east route of the pro­
posed McLean to Hedley FM 
road.

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THE FREE WORLD'S ARSENAL
The United States has a clear­

ly defined policy of keeping qur 
powder dry and our arms at the 
ready. The cost is enormous to 
the taxpayers of this nation. But 
I know of no one who would 
see even one bayonet removed 
from our arsenal under the con­
ditions existing in the world to- 
day.

I would like to tell you some 
of the things our country is do­
ing to defend us. We are in the 
strongest, most flexible military 
position of our history. Let no 
one doubt that 

In the two-year period from 
January, 1901, to January, 1963, 
the United States increased by 
one-third the number of strateg­
ic delivery vehicles on station. 
These are our long-range bomb­
ers, our land-based and sub­
marine-based strategic missiles. 
In these two years we have

doubled the number of these 
weapons on alert status, ready 
for use at any instant. These are 
the forces we would need to 
carry out the main burden of 
battle in a general nuclear war. 
But the major mission of this 
force is to deter war by its capa­
bility to destroy the enemy’s war­
making potential, including not 
only his nuclear strike force 
and military installations, but 
also his urban society, if neces­
sary.

In the same period, our gen­
eral purpose air and ground 
forces have been boosted. In 
1961, the U.S. Army was compos­
ed of 11 combat-ready divisions. 
Today its strength totals 16 divi­
sions ready for combat — an in­
crease of 45 percent. In 1961, we 
had 16 tactical fighter wings in 
the Air Force; today our tactical 
fighter wings total 21 — an in­
crease of 31 percent.

One of the major areas of our 
defense buildup has been in 
what are called couner-insurgen- 
cy forces, units ready to conduct 
guerrilla warfare anywhere in 
the world. These units are being 
developed under the spur of 
President Kennedy’s conviction

that sublimited, indirect Com­
munist aggression involving the 
use of guerrillas is the most like­
ly form of aggression through 
this decade. Since January, 1961, 
the strength of our counter-in­
surgency forces has been doubled 
and re-doubled. This force is 540 
percent stronger than it was two 
years ago.

General Maxwell D. Taylor, 
President Kennedy’s military ad­
visor, said in a speech recently: 
‘‘Mindful of the dangers of atom­
ic warfare, we require a military 
policy which takes as its pri­
mary purpose the deterrence of 
that disaster. At the same time, 
however, it must give due recog­
nition to the need to cope with 
many situations short of general 
war . . . Happily, I believe that 
these objectives are thoroughly 
recognized and accepted in Wash­
ington today. When achieved, 
they will assure our leaders a 
wide range of choice when, at 
some future critical moment of 
our nation’s history, they may 
be obliged to decide the issues 
of peace or war.”

Defense Secretary McNamara 
recently told the House Armed 
Services Committee: "Last year 
I told this committee ‘there is no 
question but that, today, our 
Strategic Retaliatory Forces are 
fully capable of destroying the 
Soviet target system, even after 
absorbing an initial surprise at­
tack.’ This statement is still true. 
We have a total of about 650 
manned bombers on 15-minute 
ground alert and over 200 opera­
tional ATLAS, TITAN, and 
MINUTEMAN missiles on launch­
ers and about 144 POLARIS 
missiles in submarines. And this 
force is rapidly expanding as 
additional MINUTEMAN a n d  
POLARIS enter our operational 
inventory.” Secretary McNamara 
added, "Allowing for losses from 
an initial enemy attack and at-

trition enroute to target, we cal­
culate that our forces today 
could still destroy the Soviet 
Union without any help from 
the deployed tactical air units or 
carrier task forces or THOR or 
JUPITER IRBM’s."

The President’s Budget pro­
posal for the coming fiscal year 
calls for defense expenditures 
totaling $56 billion — an increase 
of $2.6 billion over the current 
fiscal year and about $10 billion 
more than 1960. The proposal 
calls for additional purchases of 
intercontinental ballistic missiles 
and for six more Polaris sub­
marines. Stress is being placed 
on improving the non-nuclear 
general forces. Members of the 
Armed Forces on active duty at 
the end of 1964 are expected to 
number 2.7 million. Our reserve 
strength will total one mlilion 
men and women. Part of our de­
fense expenditure next year will 
go to continuing research and 
development projects — a new 
general purpose booster rocket 
for the national space program, 
ballistic missile defense systems, 
a variety of anti-submarine war­
fare projects, a new tactical 
fighter aircraft, the Defense 
Communications Satellite Sys­
tem, and a Mobile Mid-Range 
Ballistic Missile. All of these are 
important to our future security 
in a dangerous world.

President Kennedy pointed out 
in his State of the Union Address 
that we continue “to require 
the best defense in the world — 
a defense which is suited to the 
Sixties. This means, unfortunate­
ly, a rising defense budget — for 
ther'> is no substitute for ade­
quate defense, and no ’bargain 
basement’ way of achieving it.” 
The United States of America is 
the most powerful nation in the 
world. And Soviet Khrushchev 
knows it.

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AUSTIN — Lawyers are won­
dering if the Texas Senate really 
passed a constitutional amend­
ment resolution proposing that 
the voters give women equal 
rights.

Records show that this resolu­
tion passed the Senate 36-5. But 
it also shows that the Senate 
voted down an amendment which 
would have made it clear that 
the purpose of the proposal was 
to repeal all laws on the statute- 
books which treat women dif­
ferently from men.

When courts interpret the 
laws and the constitution, legis­
lative intent is what they must 
determine. Records now show 
that the legislative intent of the 
Senate was not to repeal all the 
discriminatory laws about wo­
men.

This proposal, by Sen. William 
T. Moore of Bryan, has been de­
feated in the Senate many times 
before.

It now goes to the House of 
Representatives, which has pas­
sed it many times before.

TEXAS SELLS ITSELF — 
Legislators’ proposals to add such 
slogans as “Lone Star State’’ and 
“Texas Has Everything” to auto 
license plates haven’t found fav­
or with Dewitt Greer, chief en­
gineer for the State Highway De­
partment.

“T-E-X-A-S is the only slogan 
this state needs,” Greer told the 
House Appropriations Committee. 
He added that more wording on 
car tags just means additional 
expense.

“All law enforcement officers 
will tell you,” Greer explained, 
“that the readability of the rest 
of the plate is lessened if you 
crowd in slogans.”

Haines’ proposal is an alterna­

tive to Gov. John Connally’s 
suggestion that the Parks Board 
be combined with the Game and 
Fish Commission.

Rep. Haines said he thought 
Greer’s agency could and should 
take over the parks, and make 
each highway district responsi­
ble for the parks in its district.

“If the parks were improved,” 
Haines stated, “it would increase 
highway travel, which would 
increase gas consumption.

This fact was brought out in 
a legislative hearing of the House 
Appropriations Committee.

Dr. George Beto, director of 
the Texas Department of Cor­
rections, was asked about the 
prospect of using convicts to 
clean up and repair parks build­
ings. He replied that prison of­
ficials already are considering 
this.

SULPHUR PINCH — Sulphur 
industry spokesmen have asked 
for a tax cut to help them fight 
competition from Louisiana, Mex­
ico and elsewhere.

After hearing three Texas sul­
phur producers tell of declining 
sales, closed, mines, worker lay­
offs and shrinking dividends, 
the House Taxation Committee 
assigned three members to make 
further study.

A bill proposing a cut of 37 
cents per-long-ton in the Texas 
severance tax, now $1.40, would 
equalize the rate with Louisiana.

Rep. Bill Walker of Cleveland 
is author of the bill for a $1.03- 
per-ton rate.

DANIEL APPOINTEE RE­
JECTED — Texas Senate has re­
jected confirmation of former 
House member Joe Ed Winfree 
of Houston as a member of the 
State Board of Control.

This action removed the vet­
eran legislator from the office 
he has held the past seven 
months.

Senate was behind closed doors 
for an hour and 35 minutes. They 
confirmed a long list of Daniel 
appointees, plus some by Gov­
ernor Connally.

Grassed Waterways
Grassed Waterways are natural 

or manmade water courses pro­
tected against erosion by a grass 
cover. They are an important 
part of a Soil Conservation pro­
gram. They are important to all 
of us whether we live on the 
farm or reside in a town.

To you, the farmer, Grassed 
Waterways are important be­
cause they serve as safe outlets 
for terraces and diversions. In 
addition, they may provide a 
safe passageway for water that 
enters your farm from adjoining 
land.

Good Grassed Waterways are 
a must in controlling water ero­
sion on many farms. If you do 
not have a grassed waterway or 
you have one that does not 
function properly, all other parts 
of the water control system for 
your farm or field may fail too.

The next time you have a 
heavy rain on your farm, take a 
look at the natural drainageways 
and low areas in your field. Are 
there finger gullies on the field 
and silt' bars in the low areas? 
If so, you should consider the 
need for a Grassed Waterway.

Properly established Grassed 
Waterways can be a profitable 
area. Besides serving as a water 
outlet for the field, it can be 
used for hay, grass seed produc­
tion or limited grazing.

To you the town people, Gras­
sed Waterways are important in 
controlling erosion. Water com­
ing from a washing field carries 
many tons of silt. If protection 
is not provided, this silt eventu­
ally makes its way to reservoirs 
and recreational areas causing 
untold damage. The next time 
you are on your favorite lake, 
walk up to the place where the 
Water enters. See if there is a 
silt bar. This will tell you if the 
land is being protected from 
water erosion.

Grassed Waterways are like a 
foundation that supports a house. 
The Grassed Waterway may be 
supporting all of the water con­
servation measures on the farm. 
Make sure your water conserva­
tion foundation is strong.

The OLD RANCHES
TREE WINDBREAKS NEED 

CARE TO THRIVE-* 
KEEP THE COWS OUT!

Here’s “The Old Rancher” a- 
gain trying to do his part toward 
saving the soil.

Windbreaks serve essentially 
the same function for wind con­
trol that terraces serve for water 
control. As is true with terraces 
much is true with windbreaks 
in that one terrace can’t, in all 
cases, control water erosion on 
a complete field. The same plans 
of design should be considered 
in establishing a windbreak. 
Listed below are some things to 
think about in establishing your 
windbreak.

1. Two to five rows should be 
planted for best results.

2. Ten feet should be the dis­
tance between rows with 8-10 ft. 
between trees.

3. Arrange in rows as follows:
Row 1 — Shrub# placed on the

windward side.
Rows 2 & 3 — Tall trees.
Rows 4 & 5 — A row of tall 

trees plus a shrub row on the 
leeward side or two rows of tall 
trees.

The best time to plant bare- 
rooted plants is from mide-Janu­
ary through February. Potted 
plants should be planted after 
the spring winds have diminished 
in late April or May.

These are general rules to be 
followed, but for detailed in­
formation and design contact 
your Soil Conservation District 
supervisors or Soil Conservation

Service technician. You may earr 
cost-share assistance through th< 
ASCS program or Grea* Plain: 
Conservation Program.

New Way To Make 
Highways Safer Used

AUSTIN, TEXAS, February 7, 
1963 — An expressway in San 
Antonio is safer now because the 
Texas Highway Department has 
found a way to make drivers 
“stay in the groove” in wet 
weather.

With diamond-bladed rotary 
saws the department sliced small 
grooves in 344,557 square feet 
of Interstate Highway 35, a strip 
which once had the highest wet- 
weather accident rate in San 
Antonio.

Until the Highway Department 
took saws to the problem, acci­
dents had almost tripled in two 
years’ time on the expressway 
section between Broadway and 
South Flores Street. Accidents 
had jumped from 42 in 1959 to 
120 in 1961.

Engineers tried roughing up 

the unusually slick pavement 
with acid, resins and slurry seal 
with disappointing results. Then 
the Research Section of the De­
partment’s Highway Design Di­
vision at Austin suggested striat- 
ing the strip with grooves 1/j-in. 
deep and 3/16 in. apart.

Accidents were reduced dra­
matically. During a 7-day period 
of rainy weather last November, 
not one accident occurred on the 
treated strip. Nearby on a 
stretch of similar distance on 
the same expressway, 12 vehicles 
were involved in skidding acci­
dents during the same period.

Subsequent tests on the pin­
striped highway indicate wet 
weather stopping distances are 
significantly reduced by groov­
ing. Before the longitudinal saw 
cuts were made, it took 94 feet 
to brake to a stop in wet weather. 
Now it takes just 72 feet. Dry 
weather stopping distances re­
main about the same.

But in both wet and dry high­
way conditions, test drivers re­
port, vehicles always skid in a 
straight line when braking on 
the grooved expressway. Before 
grooving, they say, vehicles were 
frequently wrenched out of the 
lane by quick-stop skidding.

Highway officials thinks the 
saw cut project is paying off 
quickly in a savings of property 
and human injury. They feel 
they have made an important 
beginning toward eliminating the 
menace of highways with ab­
normally high slick-when-wet 
coefficients.

Cotton Micronaire 
Readings Available

Micronaire readings on samples 
of cotton submitted for classifi­
cation under the Smith Doxey 
Program will be available on a 
fee basis during the 1963-64 sea­
son, according to the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture.

This service provides a meas­
urement of fiber fineness of cot­
ton as determined by airflow in­
struments. Fiber fineness is a 
quality factor important in spin­
ning. Testing for micronaire 
readings is authorized under the 
Cotton Testing Service Act.

The micronaire reading service 
was introduced beginning No­
vember 1 of the 1962-63 season 
and was used extensively by 
farmers in West Texas and Okla­
homa. The Altus Classing Of­
fice issued micronaire readings 
in forty-one percent of all cot­
ton classed this season, reports 
C. E. Cox, officer in charge. Fif­
ty-two per cent of the total bales 

| classed by the Memphis, Texas, 
sub-office carried micronaire 
readings. A fee of eight cents 
per sample was charged for this 
service. The fee for the coming 
season will be determined by the 
U. S. Department of Agriculture 
and will be announced about May 
1.

Under no circumstances should 
terraces be emptied into road 
ditches. This is destructive to 
both the roads and your crop­
land. In some cases where it has 
been done it has washed out the 
roads where they are no longer 
passable and has cut deep ugly 
siauump aoejjo} oq; dn satnnS 
across your cropland. This kind 
of thing can be cut to a minimum 
by constructing level terraces 
and blocking the ends of terraces 
that must come up to a road. 
The terrace may be emptied 
the other direction provded 
there is good grass surf that will 
not erode when excess water is 
emptied on it.
