Civil Defense Releases 
Storm Signal System

Mike McCully, Civil Defense 
coordinator, has released the 
storm warning system to be used 
here now that the tornado sea­
son is approaching or in the event 
of any disaster. Two blasts o f the 
siren repeated at frequent inter­
vals will indicate the approach 
of a tornado or other impending 
danger and everyone is advised 
to take cover. Four blasts of the 
siren w ill warn of the danger 
of high water. Five blasts will 
sound the A ll Clear. Major fires 
within the C ity limits are indi­
cated by three blasts of the siren 
and grass or out-of-town fires, 
one blast.

The Texas Department of Pub­
lic Safety has released the fol­
lowing Safety Rules in regard 
to Tornadoes.

I f  you are near a tornado cel 
lar: When time permits, go to a 
tornado cellar, cave or under­
ground excavation which should 
have an air outlet to help equal­
ize the air pressure. It should be 
kept fit for use, free from water, 
gas or debris; and preferably 
equipped with pick and shovel. 
There is no universal protection 
against tornadoes except under­
ground excavations.

I f  you are in open country: 
Move at right angles to the tor­
nado’s path. Tornadoes usually 
move ahead at about 25 to 40 
miles per hour. I f  there is no 
time to escape, lie flat in the 
nearest depression such as a ditch 
or ravine.

If  in a city or town: Seek inside 
shelter, preferable in a strongly 
reinforced building. Stay away
from windows! In homes: The 
corner of the basement toward 
the tornado usually offers greatest 
safety, particularly in frame 
houses. People in houses with­
out basements can sometimes be 
protected by taking cover under 
heavy furniture against inside 
walls. Doors and windows o f the 
house away from the tornado may 
be opened to help reduce damage 
to the building.

If  in schools: In city areas: If 
school building is of strongly re­
inforced construction, stay inside, 
away from windows, remain near 
an inside wall on the lower floors 
when possible. Avoid Auditor­
iums and gymnasiums with large 
poorly-supported roofs! In rural 
schools that do not have strongly 
reinforced construction, remove 
children and teachers to a ravine 
or ditch if storm shelter is not 
available.

Voting in the school trustee 
election was about normal last 
Saturday until late afternoon 
when a block of write-in voters 
made the election more competi­
tive since only three candidates 
had filed for the three places to 
be filled.

W. E. Goodman and Bill Moor­
ing were re-clected and E. W. 
Barbee was elected as a new 
member of the Clarendon School 
Board. Goodman received 174 
votes, Mooring 173 and Barbee 
242. Write-in candidates Bill 
Craft received 75 votes, Bill G. 
Thomberry 72 and Mike Smith 4.

In the County School Board 
election Edwin Eanes was re­
elected from Precinct 4, and G. 
W. Estlack was re-elected from 
precinct 2. Billy Christal was 
elected as the county trustee at 
large and A. B. Spaulding was 
elected from precinct 3. Christal 
and Spaulding will become new 
members of the board. Houston 
McDonald, precinct 1, is the other 
member of the board.

In the school trustee election 
at Hedley, Don Springer was re­
turned to the board with 64 votes 
and Ed Floyd was elected a new 
member with 49 votes.

A  commun­
ity action program analyzes the 
causes and results of poverty in 
a particular community and then 
mobilizes public and private re­
sources to combat those problems 
with the aid of funds from the 
Economic Opportunity Act of 
1964.

Allen also mentioned prob­
lems in high school and college 
drop outs, illiterates, low in­
come rural families, migrant ag­
ricultural employees and their 
families, small business assist­
ance, unemployed parents and 
needy persons, and the new 
V ISTA  program which deals with 
volunteer workers.

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A  FRONT TIRE BLOWOUTI 
W HAT WOULD YOU DO?

First, most drivers feel that 
they know how to handle a front 
tire blowout. Second, they feel 
like it can’t or won’t happen to 
them.

Suppose one of your front tires 
blows out, what would you do?

A  blowout on a front tire 
“steers” the front wheel away 
from the path of the car’s center 
mass. The center mass is the 
point around which the weights 
o f all other parts of the car are 
in balance. The retarding force 
o f the blowout tire causes the 
center mass to swing forward 
around the blowout wheel, which 
acts as a pivot. As the center of 
mass goes forward, the lateral 
distance between the pivot wheel 
and the center of mass becomes

greater. The greater this distance 
becomes the more difficulty a 
driver will have in preventing 
the car from changing ends.

A fter the blowout, a driver’s 
first and main job is to steer 
against the pull in order to keep 
the center of mass behind the 
blowout wheel. He must do this 
quickly and firmly, keeping the 
car headed in the same general 
direction. I f  a left front tire blows 
out, keep the car on the right 
side of the road or the lane you 
are in. I f  there is no traffic in 
the immediate area, you should 
try to steer it onto the shoulder. 
If a right front tire blows out, 
the car will be on the shoulder 
before long. You should try to 
keep it from going into the barrow 
ditch.

GARDENING  TIPS

With the approach o f spring, 
the thoughts of many thrifty 
homeowners turn to vegetable 
gardening.

However, suburban dwellers 
are often at a disadvantage be­
cause o f limited land area. They 
should follow certain gardening 
techniques to make best use of 
available land, says County 
Agent Ronald Gooch.

A  garden plan on paper enables 
one to make the most efficient 
use of the garden area, Group the 
crops so they will mature at 
about the same time. As one crop 
is removed, another may be 
planted in its place. Follow each 
crop with an unrelated one to 
avoid buildup of disease and 
harmful insects, suggest the 
county agent.

Make the earliest plantings at 
one side of the garden and work 
across with later-maturing crops 
until it is complete. '

Vegetables that may be con­
sidered for successive plantings 
are: early-season lettuce, radish­
es, onions and turnips; mid­
season—green beans, southern 
peas, tomatoes, cucumbers and 
peppers; late-season—fall toma­
toes, cauliflower, and late vari- 
ties o f lettuce and turnips.

Parts of the garden shaded by 
trees or buildings during the 
day should be planted in ieafy

vegetables, such as lettuce, col- 
lards and spinach, which best 
tolerate shade. Fruit-bearing and 
root crops should be planted in 
the part of the garden with the 
greatest amount o f sunlight.

Plant perennials, such as as­
paragus and artichokes, along 
one side of the garden so they 
will not interfere with seasonal 
crops.

Many vegetables can be decor­
ative as well as useful by inter­
planting with flowers and shrubs. 
Bell peppers, eggplant, okra, 
tomatoes, and others can be at­
tractively placed in flower beds. 
Beets, carrots, spinach and cherry 
tomatoes make attractive borders 
for the beds. Cucumbers and pole 
beans can be planted along fences.

Limited-area gardeners should 
consider planting vegetables 
which cannot be purchased fresh 
and at reasonable prices, advises 
the agent.

BOLL W EEVIL SURVIVAL 
DOWN IN  HIGH PLA IN S—Early 
surveys indicate the effectiveness 
of the all-out campaign started 
last fall to stop the westward 
move of the cotton boll weevil. 
Ground trash, collected during 
January in a 9-county area, show­
ed an average of only 281 live 
bill weevils per acre, compared 
with 2, 850 found during the same 
period iast year.

RANGE DROUGHT PLANS

Drought is common in ranch­
ing country but the damage it 
does may be offset by good range 
management. Range management 
balances plant growth over a 
period o f years and insures a con­
tinuous forage supply. A  good 
range management program will 
incvlude stored feed such as hay 
and silage as well as forage re­
serve resulting from wise grazing 
use. This reserve forage is by far 
the cheapest feed a rencher can 
have when drought occurs.

Less than three-fourths of nor- 
man rainfall is considered as 
critical for maintaining range for­
age production. Weather stations 
in the western part of Texas aver­
age two years out of five in which 
precipitation is less than three- 
fourths normal. On a statewide 
basis rainfall is below normal 
more years than it is above.

Ranchers who have maintained 
reserve forage on the range or 
who have sufficient feed at the 
beginning of the present drought 
w ill be able to maintain their 
livestock with little additional 
outlay for feed. The tihe to pre­
pare for the next drought is dur­
ing favorable years. Ranges 
should be only moderately used 
during years of high forage pro­
duction. This moderate use will 
give a reserve feed supply which 
can be utilized during drier years.

A  period of good range con­
ditions for plant growth is the 
time to overhaul your range man 
agement program and consider 
the following: 1. Balance the 
stocking rate with forage pro 
duction. 2. Store silage and hay 
for emergencies while plentiful 
and not too expensive. 3. Set up a 
systematic plan for controlling 
brush. 4. Reseed abondoned fields 
and abandone dareas to adapted 
forage plants. 5. Watch the wea­
ther. Rains during the warm sea­
son produce grass. Below average 
rainfall during the growing sea­
son warns o f less forage produc­
tion for later use. 6. Building up 
the range and maintaining a for­
age reserve is much cheaper than 
sacrificing animals on a low mar­
ket, or using up the rancher’s 
savings and credit for necessary 
feed.

ject has received little publicity. 
It is the exercise of the right of 
eminent domain by the Federal 
government. Eminent domain has 
been defined by the Supreme 
Court as “ the right or power to 
take private property for public 
use.”  More precisely, it is the 
right of the nation or the State 
or the soverign power, or of those 
to whom the power has been law­
fully delegated, to condemn pri­
vate property for public use, and 
to appropriate the ownership and 
possession of such property for 
such use on paying the owner a 
due compensation to be ascer­
tained according to law. This 
right or power in the soverign 
to take private property is sup­
posedly justified on the existence 
of a common necessity and in­
terest of the whole community 
that overrides the basic right of 
the individual. The exercise of 
the right of eminent domain by 
the soverign is usually and com 
monly called “condemnation” . I 
was taught in law school that 
condemnation was a harsh pro­
cedure because it was the action 
of the all-powerful government 
taking property from a private 
citizen without his consent. It is 
true the private citizen is en­
titled to just compensation; how­
ever, the owner of the property 
might not want to sell it for any 
purpose. Since such action by 
the government was unusual and 
harsh, it was generally taught 
that there must be a present need 
for the use of the property for 
public purposes; a present need 
or necessity that completely over­
shadowed the rights of the in­
dividual owner.

In recent years there has been 
marked change in the thinking 

of government officials on thus 
subject. A  school of thought has 
developed on the theory that 
anticipated" needs of the gov­

ernment should be ample justifi­
cation for taking private property 
from a private citizen. In other 
words, if government officials 
think that the government might 
need some land for highways, 
reservoirs, building sites, recre-

or any other purpose. It was sub­
sequently determined that a 
grave mistake had been made and 
that an airport couldn’t be located 
at this site. The government o f­
ficials then moved further up the 
Potomac and chose a place near 
Chantilly, Virginia (which is the 
present location of Dulles Inter­
national Airport). They started 
condemnation proceedings again­
st the landowners in that area. 
Some of the landowners at the 
Chantilly site were the identical 
landowners who had been kicked 
off of their land at the Burke 
site. They told the government 
that they would be most pleased 
to trade their Chantilly land to 
the government for the land that 
had been taken away from them 
at Burke, or that they would 
repurchase the land at Burke 
from which they had been ejected 
at the same price that they had 
been paid. The government o f­
ficials advised them that this 
could not be done, even though 
the Burke site had never been 
used for the purpose for which 
it was condemned. These citizens 
who were being ejected from land 
which they owned as private 
owners twice in a few short years 
by their own government, were 
told by government ofifcials that 
the land at the Burke site had 
increased in value due to the ex­
pansion of the city of Washing­
ton and its environs, and that if 
they wanted their former homes 
it would be necessary that they 
pay the Federal government a 
profit. Several of us in Congress 
tried to correct this situation but 
we were overruled.

We are presently undertaking 
another movement to put a stop 
to Federal bureaucracy tramp­
ling on the rights of individual 
citizens in this manner. Wc hope 
to be successful this time.

lishments, or any other purposes 
n the future, condemnation pro­
ceedings would be justified to 
take the property and hold it in 
government ownership until a 
need arose. This is in direct con­
flict with the basic proposition 
that there must be a present pub­
lic need and necessity for the 
oroperty. However, this conflict 
does not deter the government- 
minded bureaucrats, many of 
whom have been raised in gov­
ernment by forebears who were 
in goverment, and have never 
had to meet a payroll or past due 
rent in their lives.

An excellent example of the 
wrongs that can occur under such 
thinking took place within the 
shadow of the Capitol. Some 
years ago government officials 
decided that a new airport site 
was needed near Washington. 
They chose what was called 
The Burke Site” in northern 

Virginia near the Potomac River 
and very close to the Capitol. 
They condemned this land, ran 
landowners o ff the land whose 
families had occupied it for some 
200 years. This property was then 
held by the government without 
being used for airport purposes

1965 COTTON PROGRAM
As most of you already know, 

the 1965 Cotton Program signup 
has been extended until April 9. 
The Department of Agriculture 
extended the signup period in 
order to give cotton fanners more 
time to plan their farming oper­
ations.

This leaves only one day for 
you to come in and talk with U6 
about the program and its pro­
visions and to sign up to par­
ticipate if you so desire.

This extension o f time does not 
apply to the Feed Grain Pro­
gram or revising intentions for 
the Wheat Program.
FEED GRAIN STATISTICS

Sixty percent of the feed grain 
farms containing 68% of the to­
tal base in Donley County are 
signed up for participation in 
this year's program. Producers on 
336 farms plan to divert a total 
of 17611 acres. This is 30% of 
the total feed grain base in the 
county. The average diversion 
per farm is 45%.

Please remember that if you 
plan to carry out clean tillage on 
your diverted acres you must 
have the approval of the county 
committee to do so. You may 
sign the application forms at the 
county office at your convenience. 
WHEAT NOTICES

All initial measurements for 
wheat have been made and no­
tices will be mailed out to pro­
ducers very soon. I f  there is any 
excess wheat or other wheat you 
wish to destroy, it must be de­
stroyed and reported to this office 
by May 1.

New terraces have been con­
structed on the Harvey Blanks 
farm— Loyd Leggitt o f Hedley did 
the work. An old terrace system 
was improved and enlarged in

the course of maintenance at their 
own expense. They are to be 
commended for these conserva­
tion measures carried out on the 
farm.

Raymond Waldrop, Hall Har­
din, Winnie Kerr, R. O. Osburn, 
and H. C. Shaw, Jr. have recently 
installed underground irrigation 
pipe on their farms to conserve 
water and prevent erosion.

NEW S FROM 
CITY HALL

All qualified voters were re­
minded last week that “Vigilence 
is the price of liberty." Some­
times we forget that we don’t 
just have the obligation to vote; 
it is a privilege, as well as a civic 
duty.

True to my “campaign promis­
es,” I will write a column each 
week so that you, the taxpayers, 
will know what is going on and 
how the city is spending your 
tax dollars.

Have you ever wondered just 
what is the difference between 
the alderman form of city govern­
ment and the councilman form? 
Both systems are equally good 
forms of government. Until re­
cently Clarendon has had the 
Council, composed of a strong 
mayor and two city councilmen. 
Now we have a system with a 
weak mayor and five Alderman. 
But there is not a great deal of 
difference really. I sincerely be­
lieve that we changed, not be­
cause we were dissatisfied with 
the form of government, but be­
cause we were dissatisfied with 
the way things were going. 
Therefore, we voted for a more 
progressive group of people to 
head our government, five new 
aldermen.

However, this system can be­
come as ineffective as any other 
type of system. If we are unhappy 
with these aldermen in the fu­
ture, then let’s change the peo­
ple, not the type of government. 
Under the system which we now 
have, the mayor carries out the 
city ordinance as prescribed by 
the five aldermen .The mayor 
is the judicial arm of the govern­
ment, not the legislative branch. 
In fact, the mayor, under this 
system, doesn’t even have a vote, 
unless there is a tie in the vote 
of the aldermen. However, a good 
mayor can be an effective tool. He 
can work with and council with 
the aldermen, suggesting ordin- ]

ances if he sees that they are nec­
essary.

The citizens of Clarendon have 
shown that we are for progress. 
Now I don’t mean spending
money, but trying to make Clar­
endon a good place to live, for 
young and old people. Let’s not 
kid ourselves that "everything 
will be great when we get the 
dam," or "everything will be 
great if we can get a small fac­
tory.” The dam will ultimately 
be a fact ,but that won’t change 
a thing. Our businesses will not 
miraculously increase. There is 
no factory that is going to solve 
our problems.

Those of us who had the good 
fortune to attend the Chamber 
of Commerce banquet and heard 
Mr. Covell, know our problems 
and how to solve them. Clar­
endon will continue to lose popu­
lation and lose business until 
we do something about it. Yes, it 
is up to us alone. Once that we 
have stopped fighting among 
ourselves and started to solve 
our problems, we can hope to in­
terest an industry and promote 
facilities at the dam-site. And we 
won’t be able to interest anyone 
then, unless we go out and make 
them aware that Clarendon is a 
growing, thriving town that will 
help others— not a town looking 
for help.

My opponent made a statement 
to me a few weeks ago that made 
a lot of sense. “The people of 
Clarendon must stop fighting 
each other and work together for 
the good of the city.”
