Henry Tice, 46, world war veteran 
who died at the Adair Hospital Fri­
day afternoon after a short illness, 
were held Saturday afternoon at the 
First Presbyterian Church.

Brjan Keathley of Mineral Wells, as­
sisted by the Rev. Robert S. McKee, 
local pastor, officiated.

Death came to Mr. Tice about 
12:30 Friday afternoon after physic­
ians had vainly given blood trans­
fusions. He became ill late Wednes­
day afternoon and was rushed to the 
hospital in a critical condition.

Mr. Tice had been a resident of 
Clarendon for only a short time hav­
ing formerly been in business in 
Wellington ami Mineral Wells. He 
■was born at Bowie, Texas, July 28, 
1803 and moved with his family to 
Hollis, Oklahoma at an early age.

He was graduated from the Hollis 
high school and attended college in 
Missouri. During the World War he 
served in the United States Navy.

Following the war he became con­
nected in a partnership grocery con­
cern in Wellington under the trade 
name of Whitesides and Johnson, 
latter lie with O. B. Rayhurn pur­
chased the firm. He remained in 
Wellington until failing health caus­
ed his removal to Mineral Wells in 
1932.

Mr. Tice was married to Miss Essie 
Patton o f Clarendon here in 1926. 
She, his mother, Mrs. W. L. H. Fair 
o f Dallas; a sister, Mrs. L. O. Buch­
anan of Hollis and an uncle, J. M. 
Tice, survive him. He is also surviv­
ed by his aunt, Mrs. J. M. Tice and a 
nephew, Leroy Buchanan of Hollis.

Each child missed In the census 
means a loss of $22.50 to Hie district 
in which tlie parents live.

All children of scholastic age must 
be rendered in the district where the 
pnrents reside regardless of all con­
ditions.

Pupils will be transferred. In the 
month o f July, from the districts 
where their grades are not taught. 
Those who are not listed in the cen­
sus report can not he transferred.

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RAILROADS PRESENT THEIR 
SIDE OF THE PROBLEM

As Texas senators ami representa­
tives warm to their business of stale 
government the legislative “hopper" 
at Austin is crammed daily with var-| 
ious and sundry proposed laws, a j 
great many of which arc alined al 
reducing the state’s expense and 
mounting debt. These measures, all 
no doubt carefully thought out by 
their sponsor*, run the gamut from 
the much disrussed transaction tax 
hill to on Increased lrvy on cigar­
ettes.

To date, however, a tabulation has 
failed to show any proposal for col­
lecting the overdue revenues which 
shouhl be realized from one o f the 
most subsidized agencies operating 
in the state at the expense of the 
taxpayers o f every one of Its political 
subdivisions. We have reference to 
the operation of trucks over high­
ways, which have hern huilt and are 
bring maintained at public expense.

While we do not dispute the fact 
that truck transportation is an es­
sential element in our business and 
economic progress and development, 
we do not believe that it should he 
permitted to become a destructive 
influence in our public life. It should 
be made to bear its rightful share 
o f responsibility toward the com­
munities which make possible its 
existence as an industry, and its fair

part of our highway costs and main­
tenance.

For tlie past several decades Texas 
taxpayers have been pouring mil­
lions of dollars of tax money into 
iMiilding highways and each succeed­
ing year pour millions more into 
their maintenance. Even today there 
is the clamor to construct additional 
highway mileage and to widen hund­
reds o f miles of roads already built 
over the state to take care o f the 
growing traffic upon them.

This cannot hut serve to further 
increase the public tax burden, for 
only from our several and sundry 
tux assessments can the money be 
raised for this purpose. For a great­
er purl those who advocate that this 
he done are those who expect to 
profit.

A heneficient Texas public has al­
ready provided an almost tax free 
right-of-way to the truck operators 
of this stale. Outside their gasoline 
taxes, as proved by records at Aus­
tin, these firms and individuals pay 
but a small part toward this heavy 
cost. It is almost insignificant and 
hardly worthy o f consideration.

They use these highways as a 
place o f business and without them 
being provided at public cost could 
not operate successfully in compe­
tition with other forms of transpor­
tation. Through their operations 
they help to damage and often de­
stroy highways, thus necessitating

sults in 1938, Homer Garrison, Jr, 
state safety director announced to­
day after reviewing fatal crash re­
ports.

Studies of 19 Texas highways on 
which futal collision* most frequent 
ly occurred in 1937 revealed that SIR 
persons had lost their lives at the 
various locations. Highway patrol­
men were concentrated along sec­
tions of these highways with instruc­
tions to guard against speeder* and 
reckless drivers.

During the past year these “ death 
corridors’ ’ became comparatively 
safe highways while the death rate 
was reduced over 57 percent. Where 
before the rate had been 315 per­
sons, in 1938 it dropped to 134.

the expenditure o f an enormous sum 
o f tax money each year in mainten­
ance, repair and replacement.

At the same time truck operation 
is serving to undermine the rail­

support of our state, county and 
municipal governments, our schools 
- - ami. Incidentally, our highways, 
to say nothing of what they do in 
providing local payrolls in hundreds 
of communities to help keep busi­
ness going.

In the legislative hopper at Aus­
tin are proposed hills which have 
for their purpose increasing the al­
lowable load limit on trucks, which 
under the present statutes, stands at 
7,000 pounds. For our legislators to 
approve such proposals is to In­
crease our puldic tax burden and to 
add further to the chaotic condition 
that even now exists. Certainty if 
heavier loads are to be carried we 
ran expect further damage und up­
keep cost* to our highway*, nit of 
which must fall on the shoulders of 
Texas taxpayers.

The smaller oommnnitles of Texas 
have a stake In this question, be­
cause they, more than the larger 
cities, have felt the effect of truck 
operation, not only from the stand­
point of added taxes, but from the 
undlsputahlr fact that trucks have 
served to destroy local business. To­
day these monsters of the highways 
invade our smaller communities 
with goods bought In great quanti­
ties at a much 'ess cost than they 
could be purchased by the small 
town merchant, and undersell the 
men who have helped build and sus­
tain the smaller towns of Texas.

I f trucks are to use the highways 
let them do one of two things: eith­
er bear their part of highwny con­
struction costs and maintenance and 
their share o f responsibility to the 
communities they serve, or build 
their own rights-of-way the same as 
the railroads have been compelled 
to do. I f  the present truck laws will 
be rigidly enforced and truck opera­
tors will quit asking for more public 
subsidy, Texas ritixrns, Trxas com­
munities and Texas business will he 
benefited.

We believe that we express the 
sentiment of our local citizens when 
we say let the present highway mo­
tor transport laws in Texas remain 
as they arct

In November, the ad­
vance was slightly more than 6 per 
cent; in December it was 25.4 per 
cent, and in January, 31.7 per cent.

Generally Improved business con­
ditions, plus the public's enthusiasm 
over the 1939 Chevrolet, featuring 
new type knee action and the ex­
clusive vacuum gearshift with steer­
ing column control, is credited with 
the sharp upturn, Mr. Holler said. 
"The heavy volume of used cars,” 
he added, “ is especially gratifying, 
it shows that in spite of the increas­
ed new ear business, this end of the 
dealers’ operation is under complete 
control, so that dealrrs are in splen­
did position to move new cars and 
trucks.”

Huge Telescope Lens
Nears Installation

FORT DAVIS— Preliminary prep­
arations have been made for instal­
lation of the 82-inch mirror, one of 
the costliest pieces o f gluss in the 
world. In the telescope al McDonald 
Observatory on Mount I.oeke, near 
here, probably in May.

Tile glass will be lifted l)v a crane 
71 feet above the ground and taken 
through the shutter at the top of the 
huge dome. Four years were requir­
ed to cast and polish the mirror to 
as near perfection as human ingen­
uity can devise. C. L. Cook, builder 
of the tplescope for the contractors, 
Warner-Scasey of Cleveland, Ohio, 
and Harvey Shontz, observatory and 
telescope steel construction expert, 
are here making arrangements for 
installing the glass.

Contracts for hauling the mirror 
from Marfa, nearest railroad point, 
has been given C. D. Wilson. Fort 
IMvis truck operator. The distance 
from Marfa to the summit o f Mount 
Locke is 39 miles.

According to information, the mir­
ror will be shipped from Cleveland 
in a baggage car under guard and 
packed in a steel ease which in turn 
will be covered by a heavy wooden 
crate.

McDonald Observatory, owned hy 
the University o f Texas and oper­
ated jointly with Yerkes, Observa­
tory o f Chicago, is complete except 
for the installation of the mirror 
and adjusting numerous mechanical 
details.

COLLEGE STA T IO N — Within 
another year farmers and certified 
seed growers w ill be in possession 
of a sufficient quantity of disease 
resistant grain sorghum seed to 
replace entirely the susceptible 
varieties, according to R. E. Karp- 
er, agronomist, in charge of sor­
ghum investigation for the A&M 
College Texas Experiment Station.

Breeding work with the object 
o f developing resistant varieties of 
all of the better commercially im­
portant sorghums that are sus­
ceptible to Pythlum root rot has 
been carried on with very success­

ful results, Harper declared. Re­
sistant varieties o f Dwarf Y e llo ,! 
Standard Yello, Double Dwarf Yel­
low, Early Yellow, or Sooner, Ear­
ly White, Darso and Quadroon 
milos have been developed and 
either are already distributed to 
farmers or are now in process of 
distribution.

Further trials with the many re­
sistant selections o f these varieties 
will require several years to decide 
those superior In all respects. In 
the meantime, since the scope and 
damage of milo rout rot disease is 
Increasing so rapidly, and resistant 
varieties are the only solution, the 
best appearing selections have been

Increased and distributed.
In 1938 at Chillicothe, Lubbock 

and Spur Experiment Stations the 
new resistant Dwarf milo yielded 
12, 13. and 14 bushels more to the 
acre, at the respective stations, 
than the old susceptible variety. 
Virulence o f the disease was from 
moderate to severe, but was pre­
valent throughout the High Plains 
country this year.

FINDS MARKETS

ON VISIT HERE TELLS HOW 
FARMERS DERIVED MORE 

FOR THEIR PRODUCTS

One o f the most interesting visi­
tors in the Leader office in many 
moons was that of Bob Kniseley of 
Wetumka Monday. Bob Is secretary 
of their chamber of commerce, em­
ployed by the buxine** men on full 
time. His business is to cooperate 
with the farmers In finding better 
markets for the products.

Peanuts of the Spanish type were 
grown In quantities that called for a 
better market than 52 cents a bushel. 
Bob hooked up with a Denison, Tex­
as peanut oil mill and manufacturing 
firm and now the growers get 72 
cents a bushel.

Watermelons are branded with a 
label, he said. They grow the blue 
rind Watson melon and get their 
seed from a Mr. Watson of Poolvllle, 
Tcxa*. Tlie melons are pruned along 
through the season and find a choice 
market. Bob *ays the market de­
mands the Wetumka label after the 
first shipment to northern markets.

Butter, milk, and various other 
products are sold on the “co-op” 
basis. Kniseley explained. He holds 
from two to five farmer meetings a 
week. Thev tell him what they ex­
pect to grow, and Bob hunts the lx-st 
markets. The growers get the service 
free, but it makes for a more pros­
perous people and better business 
all-round.

Funeral service* for William
Henry Tice, 46, world war veteran 
who died at the Adair Hospital Fri­
day afternoon after a short illness, 
were held Saturday afternoon at the 
First Presbyterian Church. Dr. 
Bryan Keathley o f Mineral Wells, as­
sisted by the Rev. Robert S. McKee, 
local pastor, officiated.

Death came to Mr. Tice about 
12:30 Friday afternoon after physic­
ians had vainly given blood trans­
fusions. He became 111 late Wednes­
day afternoon and was rushed to the 
hospital in a critical condition.

Mr. Tice had been a resident of 
Clarendon for only a short time hav­
ing formerly been in business in 
Wellington and Mineral Wells. He 
scat born at Bowie, Texas, July 2d, 
1803 and moved with his family to 
Hollis, Oklahoma at an early age.

DONLEY $22.50 STATE AID

Enumerators for Donley county 
schools will begin the yearly census 
March 1, County Superintendent G. 
W. Kavanaugh said today.

Census trustees for the common 
rural schools are to lie chosen by 
trustees of the districts.

School census must be taken dur­
ing the month of March and no child 
can he enumerated later than March 
31st.

“Every effort will be made to list 
every child in the county between 
the uges o f six and eighteen years,”

Each child missed in the census 
means a loss of 12260 to the district 
in which the parents live.

All children of scholastic age must 
be rendered in the district where the 
parents reside rcgnrdlcss of all con­
ditions.

Those who arc not listed in the cen­
sus report can not tic transferred.

Studies of 19 Texas highways on 
which fatal collisions most frequent­
ly occurred in 1937 revealed that 315 
persons had lost their lives at the 
various locations.

During the past year these “dcatli 
corridors" became comparatively 
safe highways while the death rate 
was reduced over 57 percent. Where

RAILROADS PRESENT THEIR 
SIDE OF THE PROBLEM

As Texas senators and representa­
tives warm to their business of state 
government the legislative "hopper" 
at Austin is crammed duily with var­
ious and sundry proposed laws, a 
great many of whirl) are aimed at 
reducing the stale's expense and 
mounting debt. These measures, all 
no doubt carefully thought out by 
their sponsors, run the gamut from 
the much discussed transaction tax 
bill to an increased levy on cigar­
ettes.

To date, however, a tabulation lias 
failed to show any proposal for col­
lecting the overdue revenues which 
should bo realised from one o f the 
most subsidized agencies operating 
in the state at the expense of the 
taxpayers of every one of its political 
subdivisions. We have reference to 
the operation of trucks over high­
ways, which have been built and are 
being maintained at public expense.

While we do not dispute the fact 
that truck transportation is an es­
sential element in our business and 
economic progress and development, 
we do not believe that it should be 
permitted to become a destructive 
influence in our public life. It should 
be made to bear its rightful share 
of responsibility toward the com­
munities which make possible its 
existence as an industry, and its fair

part of our highway costs and main­
tenance.

For the past several decades Texas 
taxpayers have been pouring mil­
lions of dollars of tax money into 
building highways and each succeed­
ing year pour millions more into 
their maintenance. Even today there 
is the clamor to construct additional 
highway mileage and to widen hund­
reds of miles of roads alrrady built 
over the state to take care o f the 
growing traffic upon them.

Tills cannot but serve to further 
increase the public tax burden, for 
only from our several and sundry 
tax assessments ran the money be 
raised for this purpose. For a great­
er part those who advoeate that this 
be done are those who expect to 
profit.

A benefit-lent Texas public has al­
ready provided an almost tax free 
right-of-way to the truck operators 
of this stale. Outside their gasoline 
taxes, ns proved by records at Aus­
tin, these firms and individuals pay 
hut a small part toward this heavy 
cost. It is almost insignificant and 
hardly worthy of consideration.

They use these highways as a 
place o f business and without them 
la-lng provided at public cost could 
not operate successfully in compe­
tition with other forms of transpor­
tation. Through their operations 
they help to damage and often de­
stroy highways, thus necessitating

$7,1X10.000 annually in taxes for the 
support of our slate, county and 
municipal governments, our schools 
- - and, Incidentally, our highways, 
to say nothing of what they do in 
providing local payrolls in hundreds 
of communities to help keep busi­
ness going.

In the legislative hopper at Aus­
tin are proposes! hills which have 
for their purpose increasing the al­
lowable load limit on trucks, which 
under the present statutes, stands at 
7,(XXI pounds. For our legislators to 
approve such proposals is to in­
crease our public tax burden and to 
add further to the chaotic condition 
that even now exists. Certainly if 
heavier loads arc to lx- carried we 
ran expect further damage and up­
keep costs to our highways, all of 
which must fall on the shoulders of 
Texas taxpayers.

The smaller ooinmunities of Trxas 
have a stake in this question, be­
cause they, more than the larger 
cities, have frit the effect of truck 
operation, not only from the stand­
point of added taxes, hut from the 
undisputahlc fact that trucks have 
served to destroy local business. To­
day these monsters of the highways 
invade our smaller communities 
with goods bought in great quanti­
ties at a much less cost than they 
could be purchased by the small 
town merchant, and undersell the 
men who have helped build and sus­
tain the smaller towns of Texas.

If trucks are to use the highways 
let them do one of two things: eith­
er hear their part of highway con­
struction costs and maintenance and 
their share of responsibility to the 
communities they serve, or build 
their own rights-of-way the same as 
the railroads have been compelled 
to do. If the present truck laws will 
he rigidly enforced and truek opera­
tors will quit asking for more public 
subsidy, Texas citizens, Texas com­
munities and Texas business will lx 
benefited.

We believe that we express the 
sentiment of our local citizens when 
we say let the present highway mo­
tor transport laws in Texas remain 
as they arc I

Next Year To See j 
Better Grain Seed

COLLEGE STA T IO N  Within 
another year farmers and certified j 
seed growers will be in possession J 
o f a sufficient quantity of disease j 
resistant grain sorghum seed to 
replace entirely the susceptible 
varieties, according to R. E. Harp­
er, agronomist, in charge of sor­
ghum investigation for the A&Mi 
College Texas Experiment Station.

Breeding work with the object 
of developing resistant varieties of 
all of the better commercially Im­
portant sorghums that are sus­
ceptible to Pythium root rot has 
been carried on with very succeas-

pounds o f selected seed and pro­
duced 7500 pounls o f threshed milo. 
He sold his excess seed for 3 and 
4 cents per pound and realized $240 
from his work. A ll o f his seed will 
be replanted in the Lorenzo area 
next year, and the community 
yield will reflect his good work, 
Strickland believes.

Henry Stenee, another F.F.A. 
boy made 2200 pounds of milo from 
less than 2 pounds o f seed, and 
Paul Scoggins made 3400 pounds 
of seed from his two-pound allot­
ment. Thus with an initial planting

o f eight pounds o f blight resistant
milo seed, there w ill he available in 
the Lorenzo community a total at 
13,100 pounds o f healthy resistant
milo seed for next year.

Reports o f this nature will be 
given at Austin January 21 to the 
State Certified Seed Growers meet­
ing by Mr. Harper on Sorghums; 
P. C. Mangelsdorf, corn investiga­
tions; and D. T. Killough, cotton 
investigations- all o f the Texas 
A& M  Agricultural Experiment 
Station Staff.

Early Yellow, or Sooner, Ear­
ly White, Darso and Quadroon 
milos have been developed and 
either are already distributed to 
farmers or are now in process of 
distribution.

Further trials with the many re­
sistant selections of these varieties 
will require several years to decide 
those superior in all respects. In 
the meantime. sin''e the scope and 
damage of milo root rot disease is 
increasing so rapidly, and resistant 
varieties are the only solution, the 
best appearing selections have been

Increased and distributed.
In 1938 at Chillieothe, Lubbock 

and Spur Experiment Stations the 
new resistant Dwarf milo yielded 
12, 13, and 14 bushels more to the 
acre, at the respective stations, 
than the old susceptible variety. 
Virulence of the disease was from 
moderate to severe, but was pre­
valent throughout the High Plains 
country this year.

J. D. Strickland o f Lorenzo pub­
lic schools has sent in an interest­
ing report on the success o f Future 
Farmers of America in growing j 
the disease resistant milo in that | 
section.

His business is to cooperate 
with the farmers in finding better 
markets for the products.

Peanuts of the Spanish type were 
grown in quantities that called for a 
better market than 52 cents a bushel. 
Bob hooked up with a Denison, Tex­
as peanut oil mill and manufacturing 
firm and now the growers get 72 
cents a bushel.

Watermelons are branded with a 
label, he said. They grow the blue 
rind Watson melon and get their 
seed from u Mr. Watson of Poolville, 
Texas. The melons are pruned along 
through the season and find a choice 
market. Bob says the market de­
mands the Wetumka label after the 
first shipment to northern markets.

Blitter, milk, and various other 
products are sold on the “co-op" 
basis, Kniseley explained. He holds I 
from two to five farmer meetings a | 
week. They tell him what they ex­
pect to grow, and Rub hunts the l>cst 
markets. Tile growers get the service 
free, but it makes for a more pros­
perous people and better business 
ali-round.
