This bill represents the first
effort in history to stimulate
economic development by free-
ing capital, through a reduction
in taxes, for higher consumer
spending and business invest-
ment. Congressman Wilbur Mills,
my colleague from Arkansas
whose House Ways and Means
Committee worked steadily for
nine months to write the legisla-
tion, stated the philosophy un-
derlying it in these words: “This
bill reflects an effort by the Fed-
eral government to reduce and
remove - not to impose — tax
constraints on the economy, to
give the private sector of the
economy greater wherewithal to
do what comes naturally to it
and which increases the well-
being of all of us.”

I am convinced that most
Americans are anticipating a tax
cut. The current strength of the
economy reflects, in part, the
conviction of many citizens that
a tax cut is coming. The high
rate of consumer spending, an
increase in business investment,
the booming stock market, a
drop in the rate of unemploy-
ment — this good news is not
entirely due to the anticipation
of a tax cut, but I believe that
the prospect of lowered taxes is
part of it.

175-day school year,

Before the 58th Legislature
passed this law, the minimum at-
tendance requirement was 120
days. This left a wide margin for
truancy — especially by chil-
dren of migrant farm workers
who are on the move two to four
months out of the year.

Laxity of compulsory attend-
ance laws has been cited as one
reason for the high rate of il-
literacy among Latin Americans.
Texas’ rate of illiteracy is high
for all races. It has been esti-
mated that almost 10 percent of
the state’s population is func-
tionally illiterate.

A recent US., census survey
showed that the average school
child in Texas, with a Spanish
surname, did not go past the
fourth grade. Average Anglo fin-
ished the 10th grade and the av-
erage Negro completed the
eighth.

It will be up to individual
school districts to see that chil-
dren attend school 165 days a
year, according to Leon Graham,
deputy commissioner of the Tex-
as Education Agency. However,
the main responsibility lies with
the parents. If a school officer
warns the parents of a truant
child, they are subject to a fine
of $6 for the next day he fails
to attend school; $10 for the sec-

ond offense, after a warning, and

SCREWWORM PROGRAM
PRAISED — Dr. E. F. Knipling
—known as the “father of the
screwworm  eradication  pro-
gram” — addressed Southwest
Animal Health Research Foun-
dation trustees at their annual
meeting in Austin, and praised
the progress of their eradication
campaign. But he cautioned them
against complacence.

Knipling reported that in Au-
gust, only 81 screwworm cases
were reported in Texas, com-
pared to 5,088 in August, 1962,
But a large percentage of the 81
were in the Trans-Pecos area,

Animal health officials feel the
Trans-Pecos problem is a direct
result of screwworm flies migrat-
ing from Mexico. Mexico’s north-
ern border has been the target
of sterile fly drops for several
months now.

FALL RAINS MAY POSE
PROBLEM — Charlie Scruggs of
Dallas, president of the South-
west Animal Health Research
Foundation, said his group is be-
ginning to worry about a grow-
ing rate of screwworm infesta-
tion when fall rains come.

Cool weather and dampness,
usually associated with early fall,
may couple with shearing and
calving wounds to foster screw-
worms if livestock producers
don’t take precautions. Scruggs
said an “information campaign”
will be launched soon.

On November 9 Texans will
vote on a constitutional amend-
ment to remove the 60-year-old
requirement that you pay a poll
tax to vote.

And Local Governments
The Federal subsidy to State
and local governments continues
to increase, pointing up another

area in which the United States
is moving in the direction of
centralized control. Pinched by
their own revenue and tax prob-
lems, States and cities keep the
pressure on Washington to turn

back a portion of the largess piled

up by the Federal tax collector.
They've found the mood in Wash-
ington, both in the departments
and in Congress itself, increas-
ingly willing to lend a helping
hand.

I was most interested to see a
study of Federal grants-in-aid—
money passed along to States,
cities and individuals by the
Federal government's proliferat-
ing programs. Compiled by the
authoritative Congressional
Quarterly, the study showed that
in 1962 grants-in-aid payments
for the first time in history top-
ped $10 billion. Of the $10.3 bil-
lion so distributed in that year,
$7.8 billion went to State and
local governments and $2.4 bil-
