UNDERSTAND RABIES!

In order to better understand
the disease we know as rabies it
is impotrant to correct some of the
more common misconceptions. ac-
cording to Dr. V. H. Driscoll of
Wharton, a practitioner in that
area of the State and a member

of the Texas Veterinary Medical |.

Association Public Information
Committee. Few diseases have
been recognized for a longer per-
jod of time nor have been more
misunderstood than rabies.

“This is not a disease confined
to our canine population but in-
cludes other domestic pets and all
warm blooded animals as well
This disease is not, as is the com-
mon belief, a seasonal problem. In
fact the disease in Texas occurs
more frequently in the winter and
spring than in the summer and
fall. Symptoms of the disease are
not always expressed in violent
and vicious actions. Indeed any
change from the animal's nor-
mal behavior pattern is sometimes
the first observed symptoms.

Since rabies is a disease of the
central nervous system it is com-
monly confused with many other
conditions. Definite diagnosis is
usually impossible until patho-
logical studies are made of the
brain tissues. The appearance of
inclusion bodies that enable diag-
nosis to be rendered does not oc-
cur until the disease has run its
course and the victim is near
death. This makes it imperative
that the animal not be destroyed
but rather confined safely until
the disease terminates in death.

Which raises the question of
how the animal should be con-
fined. Even though the animal
does not appear to be strong or
viscious, if it is suspected of hav-
ing rabies the place of confine-
ment should provide the maxi-
mum protection for the individual
that may be exposed and ade-
quate facilities to prevent escape
of the animal.

The striousness of this disease
makes prevention imperative.
This can be at least in part ac-
complished by the annual vac-
cination of our household pets.”

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ROLLING PLAINS INSECT
SURVEY TEAMS AT WORK

The Rolling Plains Cotton In-
sect Survey began June 1 and
will continue through August 31.
The survey is a part of the over-
all effort of the Rolling Plains
Cotton Growers to achieve con-
trol and possible eradication, of
the boll weevil from the Rolling
Palins of Texas. The cost of the
survey is estimated at $30,000.00.
Funds are provided on a matching
basis by the Rolling Plains Cotton
Growers and the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture. The survey
is being conducted by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service
with Emory Boring, Area Ento-
mologist, as coordinator. County
agents in each of the 31 counties
involved are responsible for local
survey coordination.

Ten 2-man teams are involved.
The teams are composed of Agri-
culture students from Texas
A&M, Texas Tech and Sul Ross.
Each of the twenty boys has had
some entomology courses and all
have thoroughly trained to con-
duct the insect counts, Each team
will check 34 fields per week,
checking the same field at ap-
proximately the same time each
week,

The ten members have been in-
structed not to make insecticide
recommendations. Farmers with
questions regarding the advis-
ability of spraying are urged to
contact their local county agent.

The number of fields checked
in each county is based on the
cotton allotment within the
county. Throughout the Rolling
Plains one field will be checked
per 2,300 acres of cotton. In coun-
ties where small acreages are
concerned, Wilbur Gruben, field
advisor and entomologist with the
RPCG, will be assisting with local
insect scouting. Gruben will also
work closely with Hot Spot areas
when they occur, and with coun-
that have organized early
season control.

ties

It is hoped that farmers will
quickly learn the fields being sur-
veyeed so they can keep up with
the insect situation in their com-
munity this summer. Regular re-
ports will be issued through your
county agent and farmers are
urged to contact them.

The Insect Survey is a fine ex-
ample of what can be accomplish-
ed when farmers band together
and the results will be one long
step toward control of the boll
weevil in the Rolling Plains.

MOWING MAY CAUSE
LAWN TROUBLES

Don’™t ruin your lawn by mow-
ing too close, cautions County
Agent Ronald Gooch.

Mowing too close or “scalping"
encourages a thinning of the turf
and shallow rooting. This lowers
the resistance of your lawn to
drouth and diseases. It also makes
it easier for weeds to invade and

take over the lawn.

Mowing too close allows the
soil to dry out and literally bake
~this causes heat damage to grass
cduring the summer.

Mowing too high can cause
many of the same problems. For
best results, Bermudagrass should
be mowed at a height of 1 to 1 and
a half inches. St. Augustine, buf-
falo, zoysia, bluegrass and rye-
grass should be mowed to 1 and a
half to 2 inches.

The grass should be mowed
often enough that not more than

I inch of the leaf tip is removed
al any one clipping

Many home owners want a
dense mat of turf on their lawn

but the buildup of stems and
leaves (thatch) can lead to
trouble. This is especially true
with St. Augustine and Bermuda.
Mowing these grasses too high for
long periods causes a thatch build-
up. The thatch acts as insulation
and mew roots must penetrate it
to get into the soil. The thatch
increases the disease hazard, too.

Proper mowing requires a
sharp, well adjusted mower. The
mower should be sharp enough to
cut the tips or leaves and not
bruise or crush them. Most mow-
ers can be adjusted to the correct
height.

Pay close attention to your
mowing practices and you'll be
rewarded with a more attractive
lawn, concludes Gooch,
