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County Eligible for Disaster Payments

An agricultural region
covering 76 counties, involv-
ing parts of Texas, New
Mexico and Oklahoma, in-
cluding Donley County, were
ravaged by spring and sum-
mer storms and will be
eligible for various types of
disaster assistance as an-
nounced by the Secretary of
Agriculture, John R. Block.

Special disaster payments

tered in the high plains of
Texas.

Special disaster payments,
authorized by the Agricul-
ture and Food Act of 1981 are
as follows: Cotton: 20.5
cents per pound for crop
losses in excess of 25% of the
county crop. Wheat: $1.75
per bushel for wheat losses
in excess of 40% of the crop.
Feed Grains: 15 cents per
bushel for corn, 18 cents per
bushel for grain sorghum
and 15 cents per bushel for
barley for any losses that
exceed 40% of each of those
three crops.

Those eligible for payment
are producers on farms that
are in compliance with the
acreage reduction program
for the commodity and that
suffer a qualifying loss.
Nonparticipants will not be
eligible for any payment.

If abnormal weather pre-
vented the planting of any of
the program crop on the
farm, the farm will still be
eliglble for the payment.

Low yield rates for cotton
will be 20% cents per pound.

The regular disaster pay-
ment rate would have been
.2367 cents per pound for
cotton if it had not been
adjusted.

Producers must apply for
payment immediately to ex-
pidite the process. Pro-
ducers who receive these
disaster payments will have
their ASCS deficiency pay-
ments for 1982 reduced. Any
bushels or pounds for which
a disaster payment is made
will not receive a deficiency
payment.

The disaster payments will
also affect the FHA emer-
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gency loans. The FHA and
ASCS are required by law to
coordinate activities to as-
sure that the producer does
not get duplicate benefits.

Teletype machine
makes arrests

easier

A new teleytype machine
has recently been installed a
the sheriff’s office, reports
Jimmy Thompson. The
advantage of this machine is
that now, a report can be
made within 15 seconds of
any past history of offenses.
An individual can be stop-
ped, his tag number, drivers
license number, past record,
any wants out on the indivi-
dual, anything pertaining to
a driving record can be
obtained within seconds so
that the reporting officer may
know if there is any priors on
the individual.

The advantages of this are

many. Now, an individual
cannot escape while a
lengthy check is made. In-
formation is simply typed
into the teletype and if there
is a record anywhere in the
United States, Puerto Rico or
Canada, that information will
feed back into the Donley
County Sheriffs office
immediately.

Sheriff Thompson will at-
tend a school on the finer
points of the teletype oper-
ation and use in Austin later
this summer. He will then
return and give that training
to all of the officer personnel.

couldn’t stay as he felt too
bad and needed to go to bed.
By the time I came back, the
food was served -- the bill
was $21.95 and I "hadn’t
ordered anything for myself,
which was fortunate as I had
to eat all of Daddy’s-- did
bring the warm milk to the
room. B.J. bought some
cigarettes at the gift shop for
$1.20 a pack.

We have vouchers for a
$4.50 breakfast -- but we may
have a continental breakfast
of toast and jam with a drink
for that much.

We haven't been able to
sleep -- went to bed at 11
o’clock and woke up at 2:30
a.m. -- So I just got up. Feb.
10, 1982 will be the longest
day of our lives. From S
o’clock a.m. Wed., in Athens
(which was 9 o'clock p.m. in
Texas Tues.) until 9 p.m.
Wed. Texas time ( which is
twenty-four hours), then not
to be in bed until 11 0'clock
makes the sun total of twenty
six hours, and it was Wed-
nesday.

I think it's called ‘‘Jet
Lag' or something. I had
dropped off to sleep after
calling Linda and came to the
decision I had left our tooth-
brushes in Athens. But I
woke up early this morning
thinking how we could get a
toothbrush each before Dad-
dy had to make the long, long
walk to the elevator from our
room and back after break-
fast to brush his teeth if the
shop didn’t open until after 7
o’clock breakfast. Our room
is the last one down the hall
from the elevator. Also, had
to remember to call Braniff to
have a wheel chair and porter
waiting at the terminal, how
stupid I had been to forget
about trying to chéck the
luggage last night and a few
other things. 1 also forgot to
tell Linda where we were
staying -- but it was a collect
call as I couldn’t find our
telephone credit card -- it had
been a month since we had
used it.

But, after this much writ-
ing, I came to the realization
the Moorings were on the
eighth floor and we are on
the seventh -- for the first
time since we left Amarillo,
they have not been .in the
next room -- they have been
my ‘‘security blanket."

Found the toothbrushes
while looking for- something
else, so I'm going to take a
bath here at 4 o'clock a.m.
Daddy didn’t have a very
good night either. We will be
happy to get back home.

What a bath that was! The
tub at the Acropol is at least
a third narrower than the

regular size we have in our
homes and they are founding
on the bottom which keeps
you working for your balance
while you try to soap your
body. They do make rinsing
off easier, though, as you can
rock your body from side to
side and slosh off the soap --
unless the water is too cold
and you're in a hurry. Tena,
especially, has had some less
then tepid baths during the
past month -- their room was
on the end of the building
and 1 think the hot water
didnt run that far. Also, we
had had marble floors which
were not too comfortable
even with bath mats and we
had to dress hurriedly in a
not-so-well-heated bath-
room. So, this bath felt
especially good!!

No one slept last night.
Called Tena and B.J. at 6
a.m. and they had been
awake since 1 o’clock a.m.
They had watched a movie
and then sat by the window
and looked at the Braniff part
of the terminal. We realized
that 1 o'clock here was 9 a.m.
in Athens, thus time for
going to breakfast for them,
but past time for me. In fact,
I didn't go to bed here in
time to get up as I usually got
up at 6 a.m. (that is a poser).
We met for breakfast about
6:45 and had the loveliest
meal. Eggs, toast, pancakes
and whatever -- coffee and
hot chocolate was but 80c,
however, they brought the
whole pot of coffee for refills.
Then we fiddled around a
bit--which was the most lea-
sure time we have had in
such a nice warm place
during any of the travel time.

Then we had our luggage
brought down and we came
to the terminal about 8:45.
We are now on a Boeing 727
-- Braniff headed for allas-Ft.
Worth at 10:40, just twenty-
five minutes late.

From up here, Chicago is

covered with snow, the coun-
try roads have not been
opened to travel, looks like
the people have not left
home since the last snow.
We are flying at 35,000 feet
and I cannot even see a
footprint anywhere in the
snow.

After acheese and turkey
sandwich, we tried to catch a
bit of a nap, but to no avail.
At 12:15, we are crossing
over Red River and begin-
ning our descent to Dallas -
Ft. Worth runway.

We went to Gate 6 -- a

Braniff _Plane for Houston
was having trouble with the
front part and had already
missed the departure time. It
is warm and 1 went to the
ladies room and shed one
layer of clothing -- 45 de-
grees instead of 4 degrees as
it was in Chicago. Due to the
Houston plane not being able
to move from our spot, it was
announced that our flight
would depart at Gate #9. We

With enough time, Daddy
did walk it. Right shortly, we
boarded and are taking off at
2 o'clock headed on the very
last leg of our journey. For
the last time, we have stuffed
our things in the over-head
compartment, (I simply am
not built for that height and I
strain all I have unless some
tall, kindly gentleman helps.)
this time, and the only time,
we are straight across from
Tena and B.J. with two
people in between us -- we
are all smiles. It is also our
last take off and will soon be
our last landing.

This flight is on a Braniff

727 also -- but we have one
with a big Dallas Cowboy
helmet painted on the tail
and ‘‘Cowboys’’ written on
each side of the nose of the
plane. This has truely been
an experience we'll never
forget -- there have been
happy times and sad times. It
was sad especially to leave
some behind, but our prayers
are with them. Happy to
have met others who had the
‘*Common Denominator’’ for
being in Greece as we had
and how very encouraging
everyone was. We did our
best to help others, also. We
will be very happy to see our
families -- we have " truly
missed all of you, and hope
never to have to be gone so
long again. ‘
\‘ Whatever the outcome of
this trip--we know we had
‘‘direction from above"’
through prayers of so many
and through our own submis-
sion to God’s will.

We are thankful for the
additional friendship and
love we shared with so many
in Athens -- and the great
gift God has given this man
who is putting service to
others above all the money
that has been offered to him.
He is truly a Christian and a
dedicted servant to those
needing his service. Our
prayer is that his health will
endure the long hours he
spends until his discovery is
allowed to be used to help
those from whom it is in-
tended instead of being used
only as experimental for S,
10 or 20 years, or unti
others feel compelled to open
it to the general public as this
Dr. Alivazatos has done. He
is still young in years, but
working 24 hours a day will
age him before his time.
Would we go through the
past month's experience
again if it is necessary? In
spite of all the air terminals,
planes, cold and other con
ditions and situations -- too
numerous to mention again,
We Certainly would. And we
would encourage anyone
with a malignagcy to go the
same--just don’'t wait too
late.
