Drill activities part of continuing 
exploration program says DOE

Drilling activities at this 
site are part of the continuing 
exploration program being 
conducted by the U.S. De­
partment of Energy to help 
determine bedded salt's po­
tential for deep geologic 
burial of nuclear waste. Data 
to be obtained from studies 
in Donley and Oldham coun­
ties are important to a proper 
scientific evaluation of bed­
ded salt formations of the 
Palo Duro subbasin. The 
information is not available 
from state or private sources. 
These locations are for ex­
ploration studies and have 
not been designated as re­
pository sites.

An earlier phase of the 
Palo Duro studies, completed 
in 1978 in nearby Randall 
and Swisher counties, ob­
tained data on the area’s rock 
layers, geologic structure, 
hydrology, climate, and re­
source potential. General 
studies of the Palo Duro sub­
basin’s surface environment 
were completed in 1979. 
Similar activities have been 
completed in Gulf Coast salt 
domes in East Texas, Louisi­
ana, and Mississippi and 
bedded salt formations in 
Utah. Site exploration stud­
ies are also under way in

Washington state, Nevada 
and several other states.

Current field tests in Don­
ley and Oldham counties will 
obtain continuous cores of 
underground strata . The 
cores will be transported to 
Austin for m ineralogical, 
chemical, and mechanical 
testing. The test holes will be 
logged to measure geologic 
properties, and hydrologic 
testing will continue for 
several months.

At this site a stratigraphic 
test well will be drilled to a 
depth of about 5,000 feet to 
obtain information on salt 
and rock characteristics, ef­
fects of salt solution, and 
shallow and deep ground­
water systems. Continuous 
four-inch cores will be 
obtained for examination and 
downhole geophysical logs 
will be run to obtain data for 
comparison with information 
from oil and gas well drilling. 
Pump tests will obtain water 
samples from fluid-bearing 
zones for analysis. Standard 
oil field geophysical logging 
technology (e .g ., gamma ray 
logging) will be used to 
measure soil and rock prop­
erties. All studies are being 
conducted in com pliance 
with federal and state envir-

onmental standards and re­
quirements. No radioactive 
waste material is being stor­
ed on the well surface or 
below ground.

The U.S. Department of 
Energy has the primary re­
sponsibility for storage and 
disposal of radioactive wast­
es from the production of 
nuclear weapons for national 
defense and for disposal of 
co m m e rcia lly  g e n e ra te d  
high-level waste. The DOE 
program emphasizes dispos­
al of this waste in mined

repositories 2,000 to 3,000 
feet deep in stable geologic 
form ations. Various rock 
types are being considered, 
including bedded salt, salt 
domes, shale, basalt, gran­
ite. and tuff.

The site qualification effort 
provides for the active in­
volvement of state and local 
officials and the public on a 
continuing basis, as part of 
D O E’s open information 
policy. The earliest date by 
which a repository could be 
in operation is from 1997 to 
2006.

Letter to the editor
1 am writing this letter because as a resident of Donley 

County, I am concerned about the drilling project below the 
Greenbelt Lake Dam. My concern is twofold; the fact that the 
operation is test drilling for nuclear waste disposal and the 
apparent lack of knowledge or concern by the citizenry are 
two troubling points.

First of all. let me clarify where my values lie (something 
everyone should try once in awhile). I believe God’s rich earth 
with its timeless wonders is something that deserves 
continuous top priority by human kind for its preservation and 
perpetually. To me, sacrificing or risking the environment to 
promote short term economic prosperity is simply an example 
of one of the worst forms of selfishness and greed. Our 
economy runs in spasmodic cycles with lows and highs; once 
you destroy part of the environment, the damage is usually 
irreparable. Yes, I am an environmentalist. Many try to 
rationalize and discount their anti-enviornmental stances as 
necessary or as having an insignificant impact, but is 
anything that alters the delicate natural balance of our earth 
insignificant? This is the perspective from which I am writing.

Personally, I do not want a nuclear waste dump in virtually 
my backyard especially so close to the water supply for 
several communities. From what I’ve been able to learn they 
are drilling 40 feet and taking a core sample. This is to go on 
until they have drilled 4500 feet. They are either looking for a 
granit formation or a salt bed (I’m not sure which) suitable for 
containment of the waste. The questions I have are geological 
ones. From what I hear the area contains several faults which 
means on one side there could be granite while directly across 
the fault could be sandstone, thus the potential for seepage 
into the water table. Also, I am skeptical about the ability of 
any geological formation to effectively contain nuclear 
waste.

This is only a test drilling operation. As far as 1 know no 
decision has been made to bury nuclear waste there. I do feel, 
however, that the citizens owe it to themselves to actively look 
into the matter and to seek some answers. Hence comes to 
mind an old cliche. “ Better safe than sorry” !

He declared an election to be held 
Sept. 24,1901 for ‘a vote ofthe people resident upon and who 
are voters within the boundaries of the territory of said 
proposed incorporation...” The court appointed Morris 
Rosenfield to be presiding officer of the election.

Sheriff W.H. Oliver duly posted the election notices. The 
vote was 114 "for corporation” and 90 votes for “ no 
corporation” .

. ATuesday 29, October 1901 election called for to obtain a 
mayor, marshall and five aldermen. A. W. Cole was appointed 
to be presiding officer for this election.

The notice was published in The Banner Stockman, the 
Garendon weekly newspaper on September 27,

October 30,1901 election results were posted: I.W . Carhart 
received 201 votes for mayor. W.H. Cooke received 215 votes 
for Alderman; R.A. Chamberlain received 188 votes for 
Alderman; L.C. Beverly received 153 votes for Alderman; 
T .J . Noland received 144 votes for Alderman; F.D. Martin 
received 136 votes for Alderman. George L. Jowell received 
70 votes for Marshall.

The first ordinance declared was January 7th 1902 to file 
the "P lat and map of the Town of Garendon as filed and 
recorded in the Deed Records by the Honorable B.H. White. . 
. .as recorded on Pages 4 to 15, Ordinance Record #1.

Since I’m la the frenzy of 

putting produce away, as are 
most of you, I’ll just continue 
with some freezer hints. I'm 
sure most of you will be 
canning, but the freezer is 
still the method of choice for 
me.

HINTS FOR PACKAGING
1. If you desire individual 

portions, freeze the produce 
or meat separately in a 
moisture vaporproof bag on a 
tray in freezer. When frozen, 
package in bigger bags, 
squeezing all of the air out 
before tying them shut.

2. Cover sharp bones or 
any protruding parts that 
might tear the wrapping with 
extra patches of wax paper or 
foil.

3. Fruit which has a ten­
dency to float can be sub­
merged beneath the surface 
of the syrup by crushing a 
piece of wax paper or plastic 
paper between the fruit and 
the cover. This prevents 
discoloration and flavor loss 
of the fruit.

4. Label all foods dearly 
and informatively. I have 
opened a package of “ fish” 
only to have it turn out to be 
some peaches from last year. 
Use a label that will stay on 
in the freezer. Masking tape 
won't last long, scotch tape is 
even worse. Crayons or pens 
are better.

5. If you freeze freshly
butchered beef, it’s best to 
have it frozen ahead at a
butcher shop because your
freezer can’t handle that
much meat at a time and 
freeze it.

6. To freeze whole fish, 
remove the scales, the head, 
backbone, viscera, fins and 
tail.

7. F ille ts , steaks and
chunks can be frozen alike, 
be sure to label properly.

8. Glaze the fish for freez­
ing to keep it from develop­
ing a “ fishy” taste. To glaze, 
freeze fish first, then dip fish

in cold water and place back 
in freezer until film develops. 
Repeat until a heavy glaze is 
formed. Wrap, label and 
store.

9. Eggs: break each egg 
into a small cup to prevent 
gumminess, add 1 TBS corn 
syrup or sugar or 1 tsp salt, 
depending on how eggs will 
be used, to each cup of liquid 
egg. Mix eggs thoroughly 
with a fork making sure all 
yolks are broken. Don’t whip 
in air.

10. Egg yolks: Add 2 TBS 
corn syrup or sugar, or 1 tsp 
salt to each ' C of yolks. 
Freeze in small containers of 
pre-measured amounts, such 
as 2 or 3 egg yolks as you 
might need in a recipe.

11. Egg Whites: package 
without adding anything. I 
put mine in a measuring C, 
freeze it, dump it out and 
package a bag of ViC egg 
whites, V* C egg whites, etc.

12. Cheese: Many types of 
hard cheese freeze satisfac­
torily. Package in sizes that 
will be convient for immedi­
ate family use. Thaw at room 
temperature before serving.

13. Cheese: semi-soft can 
be frozen in a container then 
scoop out the amount you 
need. Cream cheese won’t 
freeze, neither will cottage 
cheese.

14. Milk: pasteurized 
homogenized milk can be 
frozen and stored for short 
time storage, 2 weeks or less 
in the container in which it 
was purchased. It separates, 
so shake well before drink­
ing.

• The program has caaght on, especially with the western 
states. Ariaona has a Help Our Wildlife Hotline, and 
Wymoning’s Stop Poaching Program netted over S3.000 in 
fines in one case against five people who were found guilty of 
out of season spot light hunting.

Washington’s Help Stop Poaching program received 1,250 
calls during its first full year of operation last year even 
without a reward system! California hopes to have a program 
in by hunting season and Nevada’s legislature is considering 
a bill similar to these programs.

Rewards paid out under the Texas program will be funded 
totally by donations. The TPcndW D  is responsible for 
administrative costs.

There is considerable poaching in our area and the 
surrounding areas of deer, turkey, quail and antelope. "The 
game wardens are naturally only aware of a small percent of 
the total poaching going on in the area,”  said Warden Gary 
Hunt, “ We want whatever information we can get. If 
something can be determined from the tip, then it’d be a case 
we can file. But if we don’t  get to press charges, at least we 
can watch out for that person and be aware of a potential 
violator” Hunt continued.

" I f  we find out some one is using an area we hadn’t been 
covering, we can watch it closer," Hunt said that tips of any 

■  kind at any time are always welcomed because they may give 
the wardens a clue to follow, even if not an arrest to make.

“ This program will be good for us because a fellow can turn 
a fellow in and profit from it and not get involved where he 
might not do itfuherwise.” Hunt remarked. The beauty of the 
program is just that: you can turn in a name, keep yours 
anonymous and if the violator is prosecuted, you get a 
reward. If not, you have the satisfaction of doing your civil 
duty and still avoid embarrassment. You never have to go to 
court to give a testimony, either.

"M o st of the poaching up h ere isn ’t done by 
Hunt said, "they are done by opportunists

The towards range from $50.00 to $200.00 for those who turn 
in game and fish law violators.

Under the new bill, a toll-free number will soon be provided 
to call when you have a report of a violator, it will be manned 
24 hours by a TP A WD employee.

" I t ’ll help the game wardens do their jobs,”  said Calvin 
Tour, TP A WD district 1 law enforcement supervisor. "There 
wfll be some instances where a tip is the only way we’d know 
about a violation’ ’.

The original program was created in New Mexico in June 
of 1977. As of May 1, almost $40,000 had been paid out to 
tipsters in New Mexico. Those payments led to 1,426 arrests 
and almost $80,000 in criminal fines levied 1 the conviction 
rate is more than 99% !
