General Telephone Com-
pany of the Southwest will
begin charging new rates for
installing, changing or ad-
ding telephones Oct. 12. The
change is the result of a
mandated Federal Commun-
ication Commission accoun-
ting change for all telephone
companies, and has been
approved by the Public Uti-
lity Commission of Texas.

The FCC order requires
costs incurred for installing
or changing telephone serv-
ice to the collected from
customers receiving the
service as the services are
rendered.

In addition to the changes
in rates, residential custo-
mers now have the option of
providing their own house
wiring (wiring from the pro-
tector or fuse box of the
house to the telephones) and
save the associated fees
charged by the telephone
company. In addition, a $5

wiring maintenance charge
will be assessed whenever
the company sends service
personnel to do repair work
on the wiring.

‘‘Previously, costs for in-
stalling, changing, adding
telephones or to do wiring
work were partially paid by
all customers, not just the
customer receiving the serv-
ice,”” said Oscar C. Gomez,
rates and tariffs manager for
General Telephone in San
Angelo. This charge is the
first of four annual steps
which will result in full
revenue recovery from the
customers receiving the ser-
vice.”'

The new fees are structur-
ed similar to previous char-
ges with some existing char-
ges increasing and other
decreasing. Charges will
vary from customer to cus-
tomer, depending upon the
functions required to make
the installation, change or
addition to service.

AN ALTERNATIVE TO TAXES?

AUSTIN - In November,
you will have a chance to
vote on seven amendments
to the Texas Constitution.
The first one on the ballot
is a plan that may help
blighted .urban  areas with-
out throwing . tax money
into them.

If passed, the amendment
would allow the creation of
“reinvestment zones.”” The
city and other taxing en-
tities would “freeze” the
taxable value of the zone at

the time the zone was
created. Then the city
would issue bonds to re-

vitalize the area within the
zone.

The city would use this
bond money for such things
as new sidewalks, more
parking, better lighting and
improved streets and drain-
age in the zone. These im-
provements should attract
new business to the zone.

The taxes in the zone
would increase as businesses

moved in and made im-
provements, The money
from the increased taxes

would go into a special fund
to pay for the bonds that
financed the better streets
and other improvements.

When the bonds are paid,
if all goes well, the zone will
have improved substantially.
Then the taxes in the zone
revert to the normal taxing
schedule,

So if the zone works the
way it is supposed to work,
the blighted area will be im-
proved without raising city
taxes.

Supporters of ‘this pro-
posal say it would give cities
a powerful tool to improve
blighted areas, without rais-
ing taxes for the rest of the
city. They say it would en-
courage the free market to
finance development, and
save money oOn expensive
social programs.

Opponents of the amend-
ment say if taxes are lower
in the zone, the rest of the
city will have to take up the
slack. They claim that in-
creased development causes
a need for increased city ser-

City Ordinances

In the interest of public knowledge and to assure that all of
the citizens of Clarendon are made aware of their City
Ordinances, the Clarendon Press will print city ordinances.
Some of these ordinances are obviously out dated. but the

Clarendon Press feels that each and every citizen should be
aware of their local laws and ordinances. The Press is not
making any statement for or against these grdinances.

Street Improvements are on page 1-42 for S. Front St and
Sully, 2nd , Jefferson, Gorst, 4th, Winne St. and 3rd St. in
1926.

Taxes to pay interest and create a sinking fund to meet
certain indebtedness for those improvements was created in
1926.

1927 the city began street improvements on 3rd S. and
sundry other streets. These particulars began on pages
69-110.

Plumbing, gas fitting and electric wiring inspector’s job
was appointed in 1927 by the city on page 115-117.

Natural gas and artifical gas piping was regulated in 1927
on pg. 121 with provisions and specifications listed in that
ordinance.

Several bonds were passed on improvements, endebted-
ness and water works with the authorized levying of bonds
from page 121-164.

Highway 287 reconstruction and maintenance began in
1940 in a special insert labeled 164-A.

The over-pass on Highway 18 over the railroad began in
1940 as well.

Photography businesses were given legal rights in 1949 in
an ordinance granting them permission to work provided they
obtain a written permit and pay a $50 bond.

Trash pick up began in May 1950, requiring the individuals
or businesses to provide containers. Reasonable charges will
be made. ‘‘Garbage’’ relates to vegetable and animal matter,
“‘Trash’’ refers to rubbish. The orignal charge was S0c for
individual residences.

Minimum water charge in 1950 was amended on page 185
to be $2 per 3,000 gallons.

Patrick St. (formerly Scott St) was closed in 1951.

1st St. from block 99 to 115 was closed in 1951.

Fire hydrants were declared off limits by ordinance in 1951
with a penalty of not more than $100 and/or 10 days in jail
either or both for tampering with or opening fire hydrants.

Face-lifiting permits required on any repairs or alterations
costing the sum of $250 or more on all buildings, walls or
structures. Failure to get buildings permit can result in a fine
of not less than $10 nor more than $100 each day the violation
is continued.

TV and radio antenna$ were regulated by ordinance in
1953.

Davis St. N of 2nd and S. of the railroad and closing
Hartzell St. N of 2nd St. and S fo the railroad was effective as
of March, 1954,

Street and alleys were closed in 1955 beginning with the
alley across Highway 287. Then the most westerly 105’ of
blocks 178 was closed. Next, parts of Davis St. were closed,
then 10th St, part of McLean St. was closed.

The 287 traffic light was installed at 287 and Highway 70 in
1956.

Private wells must be kept separate from public water
systems by ordinance on page 284, 1956.

All parking on Highway 287 was repealled in July, 1959.
Any parking is punishable with a $100 fine.

Dead animals taken to the dump must be buried by the
owner with not less than 2 feet of dirt. Failure to do so will
result in a $25 fine.

Several alleys and parts of alleys were closed in 1960. The
N % of Parks St. (formerly Lehane St.) was closed in March,
1960. More of Patrick St. was closed in July, 1960.

The Municipal Defense and Disaster Relief Community was
created in 1960. Unauthorized use of lights and warnings and
all clear signals is punishable by a fine of not over $200.

More Alleys closed on page 300 and 301.

Metal garbage containers of not more than 32 gallons
capacity equipped with a tight lid and sturdy handles was
required with a fine of not more than $100 for violation of this
ordinance for each and every day of violation.

Trees must be trimmed to within 14’ of streets, roads, or
alleys with a fine of not more than $50 for faflure to do so.

It wasaround 1907 when,
according to legend, a Phila-
delphia school teacher did
something different. She cut
up paper into small sheets
for her pupils to use in place
of a common cloth towel
suspected of spreading cold
germs and infecting her
charges.

Word of the feat reached
a paper company, then a
fledgling manufacturer of
bathroom tissue. By coinci-
dence, the company had on
hand a roll of “‘extra thick
tissue’’ unsuitable for toilet
tissue, and company officials
were seeking a way to put it
to use.

The step from tissue to
towel was logical, and the
company took it. It named
its new product Sani-Towels,
but later changed it to
ScotTissue Towels for bet-
ter identification with the
Scott Paper Company. Later
this was shortened to the
existing ScotTowels brand
name.

The first generation of
these towels was consigned
mostly to public places such
as industry, business, insti-
tutions, hotels and railroad
stations.

As awareness of the need
for better public health and
personal hygiene began to
expand, acceptance of the
disposal towel followed.
Recognizing an opportunity
to reach the homemaker,
the company introduced its
towels for use in the kitchen
in 1931, The consumer
package contained 200
sheets per roll and sold for
25 cents. Even at that price,
however, it was in the lux-
ury category of household
products, not where the
company wanted it to be.
So sheet count was reduced
to 150 sheets and the price
was slashed 50 percent,

There is little question
the rise of the paper towel
in the United States bene-
fited hygiene. A study made
a few years ago for the
American Paper Institute
compared the bacterial con-
tent of reusable towels with
that of disposables. It con-
cluded the disposable towels
are “inherently safer from
the standpoint of hygiene’’
than are cloth towels. At

‘This is true whether a land-

owner seeks to encourage or
discourage wildlife. To ignore
the existence of deer or jack-
rabbits is not only unrealistic,
it can also be costly, according
to Dr. Lytle Blankenship,
whose specialization is wild-
life management with the Tex-
as Agricultural Experiment
Station.

It may result in overstock-
ing rangeland and it could be
that the landowner is over-
looking a good source of in-
come.
