Just one mistake and you could burn many acres of grass and/or other 
property and end up paying or if you arc under age, your parents could end 
up paying for your mistake or mischief.

It is unlawful to pop fireworks inside the city limits and if you start a fire 
on someone clse’s property inside or outside the city, it is a violation of the 
law, plus you could be forced to pay for any damage resulting from a fire 
you started. Keep this in mind if you feel you must pop fireworks. With the 
high fire danger conditions at this time, a spark can be out of control in 
seconds.

Seal Abandoned Wells For 
Safety

T he com m unity  tra c e s  its 
origins to the first half of the 1840’s 
when a number of families from 
T ennessee , Ind iana and o th er 
states settled in the vicinity.

One of the first activities of the 
settlers was to organize a union 
church to serve all denominations.

A bandoned wells are a serious hazard. They drew national attention
* u »  1987 when heroic efforts rescued little Jessica McClure who had 

fallen into an unsealed abandoned well in her backyard in Midland, Texas.

The greatest hazard of abandoned wells, however, isn’t that they might 
trap children and small animals that fall into them. Such instances are rare. 
More commonly, these wells serve as potential routes of groundwater 
contamination. An old well can allow runoff water to flow directly down to 
an aquifer, often carrying fertilizer and chemical residues into the 
groundwater.

Merely capping a well is not enough to prevent it from becoming a 
problem. Instead, the well must be sealed or plugged to be made safe.

Sealing begins by removing any pumping equipment and clear ing any 
obstacles and debris that have entered the well. When obstructions have 
been cleared; the well can be sealed by filling it with cement from the bottom 
of the well to within two feel of the surface.

The well casing should be cut off belovy plow depth, or at least two feet 
below the surface, and the hold filled with soil.

O ther procedures are used to seal large-diameter wells, if special 
geologic conditions exist, or if special techniques were used in constructing 
the well. When sealing a well, it’s impor tant to fill it with a material that is 
less permeable to water than native soil and rock. Otherwise, water can 
migrate between water-bearing layers and possibly degrade high-quality 
water with lower-quality water.

When cement is not practical because of volume and expense, clay or a 
mixture of sand and bentonite might be used to fill the hole.
