RECOVERED SUNDAY

Bert Freeman Found By W,
12 Days After Flood Waters

R. Christal In Shallow Pool
Engulfed Car On Highway 5;

Funeral Services Were Held In Crosbyton

The body of Bert» Freeman, 30.7

was found early Monday morning
less than two miles from the high-
way bridge on East Lelia Lake
Creek where he, his wife and 3-
year-old son were lost when their
car was swept into the water by a
head rise Wednesday night, June
15th,

W. R. (Billy) Christal, Lelia
Lake farmer, discovered the body
about 7 o'clock, as he was crossing
the creek on his way to a field. The
pool is about 100 yards from the
stream,

Face downward, Freeman was
badly decomposed but much of the
flesh was still firm, indicating, it
was believed, that Saturday’s
washing rain had dislodged his
body from a drift,

Identification was made by a
wallet in his trousers. Besides
papers, the purse contained a small
amount of money,

The body was clothed in a shirt,
trousers, underwear and one sock.

The finding of Freeman's body
leaves only that of the small boy’s
yet to be recovered. Mrs. Freeman
was taken from the sands of Salt
Fork river Sunday, June 19th,

Funeral services were held Wed-
nesday afternoon at the First
Methodist Church in Crosbyton,
the home of Freeman’s father and
