Scottish contract may create 70 new local jobs

The first Terex S-17E Elevating 
Scraper was unveiled here last week 
with high expectations that the new 
machine may give Donley County's 
economy a lift.

The prototype scraper, which can 
move up to 17 cubic yards of dirt, 
was built by Clarendon Manufactur­
ing and Terex Equipment Ltd. of 
Motherwell, Scotland. The local firm 
plans to build two more scrapers this 
year and 20 next year.

Company officials say they are 
currently negotiating a three-year con­
tract with Terex, and they predict as 
many as 70 new jobs will be created 
over the course of the contract.

“One year ago. almost to the 
day. all we had was a purchase 
order. Today (we have] a scraper.” 
said Clarendon General Manager Dar­
rell Leffew “That’s short work -  
from design to machine in just 12 
months."

A  crowd of an estimated 200 
people were on hand for the unveiling 
last Friday at the Courthouse Square.

State Sen. Tom  Haywood (R-Wichita 
Falls) and U S  Rep. Mac Thomberry 
(R-Clarendon) were featured speak­
ers at the ceremony, and a representa­
tive from State Rep. Warren Chisum’s 
(R-Pampa) office was also present.

“I ’m glad I got to be home on 
this exciting day,” Thomberry said.

People are continuing to leave 
rural areas, making it harder for state 
and national representatives to fight 
for rural and agricultural concerns. 
Thomberry said.

"The key to turning around this 
trend is creating jobs in rural areas.”

Thomberry said opportunities for 
jobs won’t come from Washington 
or Austin, but rather they will come 
from people like Darrell Leffew and 
from hard work.

Today’s global economy is noth­
ing new for Clarendon, he said, noting 
past involvement from English and 
Scottish investors in the Texas Pan­
handle.

“Donley County has been in a 
global economy for a long time with

its earliest ranches involved in part­
nerships with people in Great Brit­
ain.

‘Today we can work together 
and be stronger than we would be 
separately.”

Also present Friday was 95-year- 
old J.E. Hancock of Lubbock, who 
Clarendon's operations director, Stan 
Leffew, called the “Father of the Ele­
vating Scraper." Hancock's company 
designed and built elevating scrapers 
before selling out to Clark Equip­
ment, which then built the machine 
for Terex for many years.

Darrell Leffew went to work for 
Hancock in 1962 and was employed 
by him for nearly ten years before 
founding Clarendon Manufacturing 
&  Distributing Co., Inc.

T o  Hancock went the honor of 
the cutting the rope to unveil the 
S-17E as the crowd cheered and 
Harold Taylor of Friona played ’’Scot­
land the Brave” on the bagpipes in 
full Scottish attire.

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Man arrested for drug possession near school
A  tip from an off-duty state trooper led to a 

drug bust near Clarendon High School and the 
arrest of one young man last Friday night.

A  group of young people reportedly seated 
themselves near off-duty DPS Trooper Chris 
Ward at the football field during Friday's scrim­
mage. Ward could smell marijuana on the youth 
and called local law enforcement from the field, 
according to officials with the Donley County 
Sheriff’s Department.

Deputy Bruce Berrell stopped a vehicle 
with five occupants near Fourth and Koogle

streets shortly after 8 p.m. and said he could 
smell marijuana in the car.

After a discussion, the driver was read his 
rights and voluntarily produced the controlled 
substance from the vehicle's center console. 
Burrell said.

Thomas Lynch Roach of Canyon, age 19, 
was charged with possession of a controlled 
substance with intent to distribute within a 
drug-free zone.

Roach was booked into the Donley County 
Jail and was later released on $5,000 bond. He

has no prior criminal record. Burrell said.
The other four occupants of the vehicle 

were released to their parents with no charges 
pending.

“O ur main objective is to make people 
aware that you can’t have this stuff around our 
school kids.” Burrell said.

Possessing a weapon, alcohol, or narcotics 
of any kind within 1,000 feet of school property 
is illegal, the deputy said. Possessing narcotics 
in the drug-free zone with intent to sell can be 
a third degree felony.

For reference, officials say one city block 
is about 300 feet

The drug-free zone law applies to public 
schools, property leased or used by schools, 
and higher education campuses.

“ If we can help one person stay off this 
stuff, we’ve accomplished something." Burrell 
said. “1 don't think (these kids] realize what 
this stuff can do to them "

Valor Telecom to begin offering local phone service September 1
IR V IN G  -  On September 1, 

2000. Valor Telecom will assume 
operational control of over 325,000 
local phone lines in areas of Texas 
currently served by Verizon (for­
merly G T E ) ,  including Clarendon and 
Hedley.

“Valor Telecom is proud to serve 
Texas,” said Anne K. Bingaman. 
chairman and chief executive officer 
of Valor Telecom. “With our corpo­
rate headquarters located in Irving, 
and one of our customer service cen­

ters located in Texarkana, we look 
forward to bringing a strong and last­
ing business presence to all the com­
munities we will serve.”

On September 1, all customer 
records and pending orders will trans­
fer to Valor Telecom. In the first 
15 days of transfer, temporary sys­
tems will be used while transferred 
records and service orders are loaded 
into new automated systems and re­
tested. Current phone service will 
not be affected by the transition.

To  handle new service orders 
and the backlog of pending orders. 
Valor Telecom has hired additional 
personnel, installed new systems, and 
worked closely with government and 
regulatory officials and community 
leaders to prepare for the transfer of 
lines. During September and Octo­
ber, Valor Telecom may receive a 
high volume of calls, and customers 
may experience delays in placing new 
orders. However, any delays will 
be temporary during this transition

period.
With respect to customer billing, 

phone rates will not change, but the 
Valor Telecom phone bill has been 
reformatted. Therefore, some of the 
charges and fees may appear in a 
different section. Furthermore, the 
transfer of lines to Valor Telecom w ill 
not affect customers’ current longdis­
tance and Internet services. Custom­
ers who have selected Verizon as their 
long distance and/or Internet provider 
will begin receiving a separate bill

for those services. Valor Telecom 
officials said that the company will 
soon offer long-distance service so 
that customers can have the conve­
nience of receiving one bill for local 
and long distance services.

Valor Telecom is mailing infor­
mation, including customer service 
and repair phone numbers, to its 
business and residential customers in 
Texas. Beginning September 1,2000,

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Money, money 
everywhere and 
not a tax is cut

W hile it may be hard to tell in West Texas, reports 
say that America is in one of the most prosperous times 
of its history. A ll the economic indicators are just peachy, 
and our friends at the federal government are predicting 
huge budget surpluses over the next decade.

The time would seem ripe to cut some taxes. There 
are plenty of them around -  Social Security tax. Medi­
care tax. telephone tax, gasoline tax. etc., etc. And of 
course, we have the income tax. Democrats, however, 
love these taxes. Heck, they even invented some of them 
So it’s not surprising that the impeached president's heir 
apparent wants to keep them around.

In the face of Gov. George W  Bush's proposal to 
slash income tax rates across the board. A l Gore is stiff 
in his opposition. Gore says he will fight against a tax cut 
that “goes to people who don't need it" and “will wreck 
our good economy in the process.”

Gore and the Democrats correctly point out that the 
Republican tax cut -  in dollar amounts -  will benefit 
more wealthy Americans than poor Americans. Lost on 
the Dems is the simple fact that in order to receive a tax 
cut, you must first actually be paying taxes.

Reports say that the top 50 percent of income earn­
ers pay about 95 percent of the taxes. It is no surprise 
then that the bad ol' rich people will reap the most 
benefits from an across the board cut in tax rates. But 
why shouldn't they? If in fact the more well do to do are 
paying 95 percent of the taxes, it should be apparent that 
the bulk of the federal surplus is really their money.

Under Gov. Bush's plan, all Americans would 
receive a tax cut commesurate with the taxes they pay. 
Naturally if you pay more taxes, you'll see a bigger sav­
ings. M y understanding is that families making $30,000 
or less would not pay any income tax at all with the Bush 
proposal. That certainly seems more than fair.

Democrats aren't really interested in tax justice 
though. For more than half a century, they have thrived 
on class envy and wealth redistribution. Their nominee 
for the presidency constantly spews much rhetoric about 
fighting for “working families" as if people earning more 
than $50,000 per year some how are not “ working." The 
fact of the matter is that many of the families the Dems 
cater to -  the working poor -  don’t even pay income 
taxes already because they don’t make enough. Indeed 
for some of them, the government actually pays them 
money in the form of the Earned Income Tax Credit. (It ’s 
called a “credit." but it’s more like a bonus check.)

The so-called “targeted tax cuts” the Democrats 
favor aren't really cuts at all since they don’t actually 
eliminate or change the tax rate. These proposals should 
more appropriately be called Gerrymandering the tax 
code.

Depending on which group of people he talks to. 
Gore is ready to redraw the tax code just to suit that 
audience. He addresses middle-aged people with kids 
and offers a deduction for the costs of college tuition. If 
those middle-aged folks have elderly parents, he offers 
them a deduction for the costs of long-term care for 
a family member In addition to these bogus tax cuts. 
Gore usually offers a nice spending bonus to his audi­
ence like when he addresses a bunch of senior citizens 
in Florida and promises them “free" prescription drugs. 
(You'd think the folks that lived through the Depression 
would know that nothing in this world is free.)

With his laser-targeted tax code alterations. Gore 
may well win himself the presidency, but he w ill not 
help the vast majority of Americans who don't fit his 
definition of being “deserving."

Gore's perspective that giving everyone a tax cut 
will some how “wreck our good economy” is another big 
problem. Ignoring for a minute the fact that things aren't 
too rosy out here on the frontier, how will a tax cut wreck 
the economy?

Gore and the Democrats seem to think if Americans 
have more money, they will just spend it and possibly 
cause inflation to go up Apparently it's okay for the 
government to spend it, but we as simple-minded citizens 
are too stupid to spend the money wisely. It’s similar to 
the way the liberals thinks we are too stupid to know the 
dangers of smoking, too stupid to educate our children, 
and too stupid to own a firearm. It's insulting really.

A n  across the board tax cut is the most just option. 
The people who pay the tax should get a tax cut -  not 
some pie in the sky tax deduction.

Indeed if Americans get their tax money back, they 
will likely spend it. Some people will probably spend it 
on “unnecessary" things like a stereo or a D V D  player. 
Others will use the money to pay for the high cost of 
gasoline or skyrocketing electric bills. But wherever the 
money goes, it should be the decision of the people who 
earned that money -  not some politician.

PETA drops to new low with Giuliani ad
The organization. People for the Ethi­

cal Treatment of Animals (P E T A ), hit an 
all-time low last week with its debut of 
an anti-milk advertising campaign. P E TA  
prides itself in tacky and controversial 
statements and decided to go all the way 
in tackiness with a billboard in New York 
City. The advertisement is a copycat of the 
popular “Got M ilk?" campaign, yet it sug­
gests milk and other dairy products cause 
cancer and especially prostate cancer.

Featuring a close-up facial photo of 
New York City mayor Rudy Giuliani, 
who was recently diagnosed with prostate 
cancer, the ad reads:

“Lotsa mothers give their kids lotsa 
milk. Now. some of their sons have 
prostates the size of the Empire State 
Building. Studies show that dairy con­
sumption may increase your risk for pros­
tate cancer. Hmmm. maybe that explains 
why Hillary Clinton's campaign headquar­
ters kept sending over those ice cream 
sandwiches.”

P E TA  loves the controversy and will
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do anything to get attention, as most Am er­
icans know the organization is comprised 
of a bunch of weirdos and misinformed 
whackos.

Just last year, the attention-crazy 
group unveiled its “Got Beer?" campaign 
just as colleges were beginning their fall 
semesters. In an effort to encourage college 
students to drink beer instead of the so- 
called deadly milk, P E TA  plastered college 
campuses with the “Got Beer" posters and 
even handed out keepsakes such as t-shirts. 
The campaign has since been recalled, after 
Mothers Against Drunk Driving (M A D D ) 
gave them a scolding.

Prior to Friday’s festivities, the 
S-17E underwent shake-down test­
ing by moving approximately 10.000 
cubic yards of dirt on the west edge of 
the Clarendon College campus. The 
newly leveled area is expected to be 
the future site for an equestrian and 
livestock center for the college.

The future holds more tests in 
store for the prototype over the next 
few weeks before Terex turns it over 
to a contractor for the an independent 
evaluation.

I've made a list of some things 
we can do to bring rain to our area. 
These are tried and true methods and

will surely produce results if we all 
participate.

You can spend big bucks on a 
tiny can of insect spray with which 
to treat your rose bushes. It is impor­
tant that the can should say "D o Not 
Let The Plant Get Wet For 24 Hours 
After Spraying." Wait for a day when 
no rain is predicted. Carefully spray 
your roses -  wringing every last drop 
out of that expensive can. That night, 
you will wake up to the sound of rain 
pouring down -  washing every bit of 
that spray off your plants.

Another sure-fire rain producer 
is to wash a heavy quilt or bedspread 
that cannot be dried in the clothes 
dryer. This item must be filled with 
material that takes hours to dry -  even 
in a hot wind. It must weigh about 
30 or 40 pounds when wet, so that 
you have to struggle to get it hung 
on the clothesline outside. Within 
an hour of getting that quilt hung on 
the line, clouds will start to gather. 
Pretty soon a slow drizzle will start.

Thompson has issued a stem warning 
following a trank call to the home of 
a local dispatcher.

A  crank call also was received 
at the K E F H -F M  radio station Thurs­
day night, but it's not known for sure 
whether the two are related.
