Firemen question city about budget cuts
Members of the Clarendon Vol­

unteer Fire Department showed up en 
masse at C ity Hall last week to ques­
tion the Board of Aldermen’s deci­
sion to cut funds for training firemen 
-  a decision that was made a year 
ago.

Fire Chief Delbert Robertson 
said the city had cut approximately 
$1,500 for training and $300 for 
the department's annual steak dinner 
and questioned why the cuts were 
made. Aldermen did not have a ready 
answer for that question.

The cuts were made in the 
2000-2001 city budget and were not

noticed by department officials until 
they received their last quarterly pay­
ment from the city. C ity Secretary 
Janice Barbee said City Hall sent 
a letter to the department last year 
notifying them of the cuts, but fire 
officials say they never received the 
letter.

According to records from the 
fire department, the City of Clarendon 
has paid $12,250 annually from 1993 
to 2000. Total payments from the last 
fiscal year were $9,959.30.

‘T h e  city didn’t raise us in nearly 
10 years, and now you're going back­
wards,” Robertson said at last Tues­

day night’s regular board meeting.
O f  the current board members, 

only two aldermen and the mayor 
were present at the time of the cuts. 
Mayor Tex Selvidge said he couldn’t 
remember exactly what the reasoning 
was behind the cuts, but he thought 
it had something to do with the city 
perceiving the county as not paying 
its fair share of the department’s 
expenses.

Firefighter Patrick Robertson 
responded that Donley County is 
unlike any place he’s ever seen. ’T h e  
county doesn’t want to do anything 
that might benefit the city, and the

city doesn't want to do anything that 
might help the county. But 85 percent 
of county residents live in the city!”

Department officials pointed out 
that the county pays more per year for 
fire protection. They also said while 
the number of fires may be higher 
outside the city, more water is used 
inside the city. Firefighters also said 
training for firemen has a direct finan­
cial impact on every city resident 
because it affects insurance rates.

Aldermen agreed to restore 
$ 1.555.96 to the fire department from 
the city’s improvement fund and 
asked that a representative meet with

the board monthly to answer ques­
tions and improve communications.

At press time, it was unclear 
whether the $1,555.96, which makes 
up for the shortfall in the last fiscal 
year, had any bearing on the depart­
ment's budget for the 2001-2002 
fiscal year. The current budget also 
does not provide funding for train­
ing.

In other city business last week, 
the board discussed street repairs and 
the possibility of a new paving pro­
gram. Board consultant Colby Waters 
talked about rough cost estimates for

Texas agriculture in transition 
Combs tells state cattle feeders

“One hundred years ago. approx­
imately 85% of Texans lived in the 
country, and 15% lived in the city. 
Today, the reverse is true— approx­
imately 14% of us live in the coun­
try, and 86%; live in cities. And of all 
Texans, only 1.9% are still in produc­
tion agriculture.”

That, according to Texas A gri­
culture Commissioner Susan Combs, 
presents both a challenge and an 
opportunity.

Combs spoke this weekend to 
cattle feeders on “Texas Agriculture 
in Transition” during the 2001 Annual 
Convention of the Texas Cattle Feed­
ers Association in Dallas .

“ It’s a challenge in the sense that, 
because we are a smaller percentage 
of the state’s population, we need to 
be sure we are both connected to our 
urban cousins and understood by our 
urban cousins,” she said. That crops 
up in several different ways.

“You have folks moving to the 
country who sometimes don’t come 
from a rural background and don’t 
understand the rural way of life.” So

when a neighbor's calf is out on the 
road, or dust is blowing from a cotton 
gin, or a slow-moving tractor blocks 
the driving lane, conflicts can arise.

Another major area is water. “As 
the state's need for water continues to 
grow, one place it will be looked for is 
from agriculture.” she told cattle feed­
ers. “Whether that means increased 
conservation, which is always a desir­
able goal, or from a reduction in agri­
culture, which is not a desirable goal, 
the question is, ‘How do we demon­
strate that agriculture's need for water 
has merit?'”

But a challenge and an oppor­
tunity are usually the same thing in 
different clothes, she said, and that’s 
why agriculture needs to do a better 
job in neighbor relations, community 
relations, and in reaching urban cen­
ters. The question that ag producers 
must answer, she said, is this: “ How 
can we explain who we are and why 
it’s important for our neighbors and 
our rural and metropolitan communi­
ties to protect and preserve agricul­
ture?”

City - county 
alliances aren’t 
always ideal

Kudos to local fireman Patrick Robertson, who 
finally said what really needed to be said. (See story on 
page one.) Was it courage that led Robertson to make that 
emphatic statement to the mayor and board of aldermen? 
O r was he simply fed up with what one friend of mine 
calls "more typical D .C ." -  a localized synonym for what 
most Texans call B.S. In any case, Robertson did not 
just hit the nail on the head -  he drove it clean through 
the board.

“Donley County is the damnedest place I ’ve ever 
seen," Robertson said. “The county doesn’t want to do 
anything that might benefit the city, and the city doesn't 
want to do anything that might help the county. But 83 
percent of county residents live in the city!”

I'm  not sure about his math, but the sentiment is 100 
percent accurate. I ’ve attended a lot of meetings of both 
the city aldermen and the county commissioners over the 
last six years, and each always seems to think the other 
isn’t paying its fair share of something. This most recent 
deal with the Clarendon Volunteer Fire Department is 
just one example. Earlier this year county commissioners 
were wondering how much “county” time Justice of the 
Peace Jimmy Johnson spent on “municipal” court duties. 
Last year, it was the city saying the “county” was not 
paying enough for the municipal “airport."

There seems to be a lot of overlap or of co-mingling 
of funds where local services are concerned. The fact 
of the matter is that often times one entity ought to 
be the responsible party. I suppose the thought is that 
by combining the resources of local governments things 
can be done more economically. But is it really more 
economical? Don't all of us -  the taxpayers -  end up 
paying for it one way or another? And don’t most of us 
live in the city anyway?

Case in point: Up until two years ago our local 
ambulance service was run by a hodgepodge board cre­
ated by the city, the county, and the hospital district. Each 
entity contributed funds to the service, and each one had 
a say in running the thing. Logic says that the hospital 
district -  under whose authority the ambulance service 
was created anyway -  should really have sole control and 
responsibility for the service. After all, it is a medical 
service. But it took literally years before the hospital 
board realized that fact and finally took over that whole 
responsibility.

Look at the city and county today. The county gives 
the city approximately $28,000 per year for the operation 
of the city-county library. It originally was a “city” 
library, but somewhere along the lines somebody said, 
“Hey, let’s join forces." Now we have a situation where 
everything the librarian wants to do has to be cleared 
by both the board of aldermen and the commissioners’ 
court. I don't envy Mrs. Blackerby 's situation there.

The county also pays $500 per year to the “munici­
pal’’ airport, and the “Clarendon" fire department says 
it gets $16,999.92 per year from the county in monthly 
installments of $1,416.66 each. Then the county turns 
around and charges the city $100,000 a year for police 
protection through the sheriff’s department. That money 
doesn’t go to the sheriff's office or to deputies’ salaries; it 
just goes in the county's general fund.

None of this makes much sense. W hy not just reduce 
the police protection contract to $54,500 annually and 
let the city take care of and provide funds for “city” 
functions? If rural fires are sticking in the craw of the 
city fathers, set up a nominal fee to charge the county for 
each rural fire. But don’t cut off training for firemen just 
to make a statement. That's shonsighted.

The reality of the situation is we are all in this 
together. Yes. county residents enjoy some benefits at the 
expense of city taxpayers. They drive on city streets and 
enjoy the security of our streetlights when they are in 
town. They may even enjoy a picnic .at City Park. But 
county residents also pay taxes for things such as county 
offices, healthcare facilities, schools, and the college, 
which are all located right here in the county seat.

When it makes sense -  such as one central trash 
facility or police protection -  the city and county should 
join forces to provide an improved service for all citi­
zens. Another thing that makes sense is a contract having 
the justice of the peace serve as municipal judge.

Some functions, however, should remain separate.
Clarendon is the county seat; and as such, it will 

always enjoy more convenient county services than rural 
residents by the simple fact that county offices are right 
here in town. But if Clarendon wants to be a progressive, 
growing city, it must provide municipal services to its cit­
izens and visitors -  services including good city streets, 
a city library, a municipal airport, and a city park to 
name a few. And it must do so without whining whenever 
someone from outside the city limits briefly enjoys those 
amenities.

And one m ore th in g ...
The city fathers are right in one respect, though: 

County residents really should have the courtesy to use 
the county dump rather than fill up a city resident’s or 
businessman’s trash bin. It’s just not neighborly to stuff 
another man’s Dumpster

Recently, we celebrated Veterans Day 
- a  day that honors our nation's many mili­
tary veterans. It is on this day that we as a 
nation are to reflect upon the personal sac­
rifice and courage of those involved over 
the years in the struggle to protect our 
liberty. Over the years, the willingness of 
these brave men and women to risk their 
lives has meant we remain free, proud and 
protected.

This year, though, in an all-too-sad 
coincidence. Veterans Day also was the 
two-month mark of the heinous attack 
against us. Unlike years past, when our 
military men and women fought wars on 
foreign shores, this attack brought the from 
lines here to our soil. We are all now called 
to do battle and to defend our hard-won 
principles.

O ur first line of defense is the Office 
of Homeland Security. A  few weeks ago 
the President created this office by execu­
tive order to show Americans that every 
possible step is being taken to ensure their 
security.

The mission of the office is to coor­
dinate federal, state, and local counter­
terrorism efforts to strengthen protections 
against terrorist threats or attacks. It is crit­
ical that we have an organized and compre­
hensive national strategy to help protect the 
United States -  that is. one office that not 
only looks for future attacks, but defends 
us from them and. finally, helps us to 
rebound after them.

President Bush appointed former 
Pennsylvania Governor Tom Ridge, a deco-

rated combat veteran, to head the office. 
Governor Ridge, who will report directly to 
the President, has the strength, experience, 
personal commitment, and authority to take 
on this challenging assignment.

In this time of crisis, your leaders in 
Washington are taking a variety of steps 
to ensure our security and punish those 
responsible. For example, we passed a new 
antiterrorism law to give our law enforce­
ment agencies better capability to respond 
to the new technologies, such as allowing, 
with a court order, wire tapping of a person 
instead of a phone number.

In addition, we are moving to secure 
our airports now and in the future, our 
public health officials responded quickly 
against the anthrax threat, and already the 
Coast Guard and the National Guard have 
expanded their duties both to protect our 
shores and ports and to provide increased 
surveillance at our borders. A t the same 
time, our brave men and women in the 
military are on foreign lands tracking down 
the evildoers.

A ll of us have responsibilities, though, 
in this new war -  we must refuse to 
give terrorists the power they are seeking, 
the power of fear. As the President said 
recently. "There is a difference between

being alert and being intimidated, and this 
great nation will never be intimidated

We must go about our daily lives, and 
at the same time we must remember to 
focus on what truly matters -  we must 
treasure the awakened appreciation tor our 
nation, our values, our neighbors and our 

families.
Make a commitment to this emotion -  

in dedication of the memory of what hap­
pened on September 11 -  and find a way 
to offer service in your community. Detv 
the terrorists by showing how strong our 
spirit and good will are -  how strong our 
American values are.

Our good fortune in never having had 
our shores violated by international ter­
rorism is both a blessing and a curse It 
means that we have, unfortunately, a learn­
ing curve. I assure you, though, we are 
responding rapidly, forcefully and appro­
priately. It is the character of our nation 
and our people -  we can quickly adapt to 
circumstances and always have.

Sam Houston once said. "Texas has 
yet to learn submission to any oppression 
Houston, who spoke during the quest for 
freedom for Texas from Mexico, was think­
ing of the character of our people -  of our 
conviction, determination, and, admittedly, 
our bullheadedness!

Today we are fighting for freedom 
from terrorists, and his thought is apt 
today: America will never learn submission 
to any oppression.

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Reduce junk mail to help cut back on trash
For the past nine years, the State of 

Texas has used November 15, Texas Recy­
cles Day. to acknowledge the many efforts 
being made across the state to reduce the 
amount of trash going into the state's land­
fills. Recycling and waste reduction pro­
grams are alive and well in the Texas 
Panhandle. In recent years, they have 
begun to make a noticeable contribution to 
the waste reduction goals of the Panhandle 
communities that support them.

This year, as part of its annual Pan­
handle Environmental Partnership Award 
Program, the PRPC is recognizing two 
Panhandle communities that have proven 
to be top-achievers in the arena of waste 
reduction. During the past 12 months, resi­
dents of City of Canadian topped all other 
Panhandle communities by recycling on 
the average 259 pounds of tTash per person. 
As a result of their city-wide yard waste 
diversion program, the City of Dalhart was 
able to prevent 332 pounds of grass and 
wood waste per capita from going into its 
landfill.

Texas Recycles Day is not just an 
annual event. It is a day to recognize 
and promote efforts that should be on­
going year-round. Surveys have indicated 
that over 85 percent of Texans support the 
concept of recycling. Yet the percentage 
of people that actually recycle on regular 
basis is considerably less. Some people 
may think their lives are simply too fast- 
paced to take the time to recycle. However, 
with a little bit of effort, even busy people 
can make a significant yet painless cut in 
the amount of trash they generate. They 
can start by reducing the amount of junk 
mail they receive. So often, that mail gets

thrown away unopened anyway. Here are 
a number of things that everyone can do 
to lighten their load on their mail carriers, 
garbage haulers, and maybe even their own 
pocketbooks.

• Send a letter requesting that your 
name be removed from D M A ’s database. 
This should help eliminate much of the 
unsolicited marketing material you cur­
rently receive.

Ag bill funds boll weevil battle
Boll weevils, reeling from the 

effective eradication program Texas 
farmers have been waging in the 
nation’s largest cotton state, have new 
reason to fear. The US Senate passed 
H R  2330, the Agriculture Appropria­
tions Act which includes $23 million 
for boll weevil eradication efforts in 
Texas.

"Texas cotton growers have led 
the fight against the boll weevil,” Sen. 
Phil Gramm said. “Now they will 
have the tools to finish off this pest."

In an effort to assist farmers in 
their battle against their crop-destroy­
ing pest, Gramm introduced the Boll 
Weevil Eradication Equity Act last 
year which authorized the federal 
cost share contribution to the states 
and producers fighting the infesta­
tion. This year’s funding will con­
tinue those efforts.

“O ur cotton producers have and 
will save tens of thousands of dollars 
in pesticide and other preventative 
measures, keeping more money in the 
checkbooks of Texas families. I am 
grateful for this funding, especially 
for Senator Hutchison's hard work on 
securing it.” he said.

Eradication efforts throughout 
the state have led to increased pro­
duction and a dramatic reduction of 
the chemicals required to protect the 
state’s cotton crop. The higher yields, 
environmental benefits, and lower 
workloads are welcome results.

"Growers want cotton they can 
market,” Gramm said, "not a govern­
ment bailout for a destroyed crop."

The House of Representatives 
passed H R  2330 on November 13. It 
now goes to the White House for the 
President's signature.

Operating loans available for farmers, ranchers
Low prices, tight markets, and 

reduced yields due to extreme cli­
matic conditions will squeeze profit 
margins for some producers to the 
point where funding needed to pro­
duce next year’s crop will be difficult 
to obtain.

As a result, the Farm Service 
Agency (F S A ) announced the avail­
ability of operating loans for eligible 
farmers to secure next spring's plant­
ing needs. The November interest rate 
is five percent.

FS A  provides low interest loans 
to qualified farmers unable to obtain 
credit form commercial sources. An 
operating loan may be issued directly 
from F S A  or in the form of a guaran­
teed loan secured by the government 
but funded by a conventional agricul­
ture lender.

‘T h e  basis of or loan program 
is to provide temporary credit to 
those who can demonstrate both need

and repayment ability," said Larry J. 
Goetze, Farm Loan Manager. “O ur 
goal is to help farmers so that they 
will be able to obtain credit from pri­
vate lenders when they are financially 
able.”

Operating loans are used to pur­
chase supplies and inputs for farming 
enterprises. Input items may include 
seed, fertilizer, livestock, feed, and 
equipment. Financing may also be 
used to pay for minor improvements 
to buildings and to refinance debt 
under certain conditions.

“Credit is usually extended to 
established farmers who have suf­
fered financial setbacks because of 
economic downturns or natural disas­
ters,” said Goetze. “Farmers who do 
not qualify for conventional loans 
because of insufficient net worth are 
also eligible for the program."

US citizens operating a family 
farm are eligible for a loan if they

are unable to obtain credit from a 
financial institution, have the ability 
to incur debt, can demonstrate ability 
to repay the loan, and are not delin­
quent on any Federal debt.

“FS A  doesn't just disburse 
loans,” added Goetze. “We help our 
customers manage their finances by 
providing credit counseling and super­
vision through required farm and 
financial training course."

Direct operating loans can be 
made for up to $200,000 and F S A  can 
guarantee loans up to $759,000. The 
repayment terms may vary, but typi­
cally will not exceed seven years for 
livestock and equipment. Crop funds 
are generally repaid within twelve 
months or when the commodities are 
sold.
