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Treasurer: ‘County budget is in the black’

Note to GOP: 
‘Dance with one 
who brung ya’

It was just a few weeks ago that my office received 
an e-mail from the Texas Republican Party proclaiming 
that in the arena o f redistricting “ it's all over but the 
crying." The news release predicted an end to Speaker 
Pete Laney’s reign and went on to say, “The dominoes 
are beginning to fall as reality sets in among Texas Dem­
ocrats.”

But the GOP shouldn't count its chickens just yet. 
There are still lots of Democrats in this state, and more 
importantly there are lots o f Republicans in West Texas 
who are still fuming over the way the GOP ham-fisted its 
w ill on rural folks during redistricting.

You may recall that when the Legislature failed to 
redraw political districts across the state before its 
session ended, the decennial task was taken up by 
the Legislative Redistricting Board (LRB). That board 
is composed o f Attorney General John Comyn, Lieuten­
ant Governor B ill Ratliff, Speaker Laney. Comptroller 
Carol Keeton Rylander. and Land Commissioner David 
Dewhurst. A ll o f them are Republicans except Laney.
And most of them are bitterly partisan, again except 
Laney.

The board set about eliminating rural Democratic 
districts and drawing lines that w ill insure Republican 
majorities in the State House and Senate. They suc­
ceeded. Despite a court battle and loud cries from West 
Texas Republicans, the balance o f power w ill be tilted 
toward urban Republicans.

It is true that the last US Census found a decrease 
in rural Texas' population, and it should therefore be 
expected as a political reality that rural Texas w ill lose 
representation. That's just the way things work. But what 
the Republican Party seems to have forgotten is that 
much o f rural Texas is its base. The Panhandle and West 
Texas are where conservative values flourish; and while 
many folks out here may be registered as Democrats, 
they by and large vote conservatively. Speaker Laney, for 
instance, is not some flaming H illary Clinton liberal.

Until the LRB's action, I was a dues paying member 
of the Texas Republican Party. But I would take a conser­
vative Democrat from Hale Center over a Rylander or 
Dewhurst Republican any day o f the week.

GOP State Chairman Susan Weddington said in the 
press release that Democrats had used “ gerrymandered 
districts... to suppress the w ill o f Texas voters.”

That statement is laughable. For years Donley 
County has been represented in Senate District 30, which 
encompassed the majority o f the Rolling Plains -  an area 
which shares much o f our history and our way o f life.
Now under the new plan, we’re in District 28, which 
stretches as far south as Schleicher County and is held by 
Sen. Robert L. Duncan (R-Lubbock).

Duncan's a nice enough guy, but frankly I just don’t 
want to be represented by him. He’s the genius who in 
the last session authored legislation making it illegal to 
carry someone younger than 18 years old in the back 
o f a pickup -  an act which would have made my dad a 
criminal 20 years ago.

Despite Weddington's statement, it is, in fact, the 
Republicans who are now forcing their w ill on this state 
thanks to a burning desire to unseat Speaker Laney.

But w ill they succeed? Maybe... or maybe not. At 
last count, there are five Republicans running for the 
Speaker’s job, including our own Rep. Wanen Chisum 
o f Pampa.

On the surface, i t ’s curious that Chisum would run 
against Laney -  a man he has supported and praised.

"I have nothing but good things to say about 
Pete Laney.”  Chisum has been quoted as saying. “ He’s 
brought a lot o f credibility to the House and operated 
with a fair hand.”

So why run against the Hale Center cotton farmer?
“We d idn 't do particularly well in redistricting up 

here, so it might be in our best interest to have the 
speaker from this area," Chisum said.

Reading between the lines, the casual observer must 
wonder i f  Chisum is trying to set up a scenario whereby 
the Republican vote is fractured and a united Democratic 
front combined with disenfranchised West Texas Repub­
licans elects Laney to a sixth term as Speaker o f the 
House.

Whatever his intentions, Donley County and rural 
West Texas is going to be much better o ff with Chisum 
in this race. I f  he's elected, it w ill bolster the Panhandle's 
sagging power and influence in the State Capitol, and 
local folks w ill benefit from having the Speaker living 
literally right next door.

Chisum has done a great job representing us in the 
past, and his talents w ill only be magnified i f  this bid 
is successful.

But a loss by Chisum could be equally as valuable 
i f  the end result is Laney holding on to power. It was his 
leadership and cooperation with Gov. Bush and Lt. Gov. 
Bullock that worked so well in Austin and ultimately 
helped propel Bush into the White House.

I have a feeling that the State GOP, which likes to 
throw around cliches about dominoes and things being 
"all over but the crying," is about to leam a saying we 
have here in West Texas: “ You better dance with the one 
that brung ya." The urban Republicans w ill wish they had 
done just that.

Once again, I am compelled to 
respond to Mr. {Jimmy] Thompson’s letter, 
this one from the December 31, 2001, 
paper.

Mr. Thompson, you stated that in the 
County Budget on page 31 it is written that 
the $550,000.00 that the county borrowed 
was not part o f the County Budget. That 
statement is incorrect. The true and accu­
rate print from the bottom o f page 31 is as 
follows: “ Not pan o f the General Obliga­
tion Budget. This is a separate Grant.”

This Certificate o f Obligation w ill be 
paid out o f the General Revenue Fund in 
a six-year period, and only $100,312.50 
w ill be expended out o f this fiscal year as 
shown on that same page 31 o f the budget. 
The Courthouse Preservation is to be kept 
separate for accounting purposes and w ill 
be audited separately.

Moreover, the Texas Historical Com­
mission requires that the county account 
for the grant funds in accordance with 
the Uniform Grant Management Standards 
(UGMS). The UGMS calls for the county 
to employ a very high standard o f control 
and accountability for these state funds. 
This further strengthens the need for a sep­
arate program account to accurately track 
funds coming in from the state and county 
and funds going out to the project’s payees.

You stated that on page four o f the 
budget there is a tax note to be paid out 
o f the General Fund. Yes, this is true.
In a budget you have to show all debt 
and expense, and the expenditure to be 
made is, as I stated in the first paragraph. 
$100,312.50.

Sir, 1 don’t see anything in the budget 
to laugh about! This is the first time in sev­
eral years that the General Fund is operat­
ing in the black, not the red. That is a good 
thing. Do you not agree?

By law. fees paid by fishermen and 

hunters wind up in the Texas Parks and 
W ildlife Department’s (TPWD’s) “Account 
9,”  the Game, Fish and Water Safety Fund.

Much o f the money ($39.9 m illion for 
Fiscal Year 2000) is used to pay game war­
dens in the Law Enforcement Division to 
enforce state laws. The rest o f the fees 
paid by sportsman pay for most o f the other 
good things TPWD does. Sportsman fees 
go to other divisions in the TPWD, includ­
ing Communications, Finance. W ildlife, 
Resource Protection, and the two fisheries 
divisions. Inland and Coastal. Sportsmen 
pay for most salaries and supplies.

Now the TPW Commissioners are 
about to increase all our fees. Sportsmen 
should complain about the overall use of 
these fees, because Texas' lakes, streams, 
fisheries and anglers are not getting a fair 
share o f what we pay for fishing licenses 
and stamps. That’s true for all sportsmen, 
especially anglers, but inland fishermen are 
getting the worst deal o f all.

Neither are our 
fisheries or our anglers 
getting a fair share 
o f the federal excise 
tax we pay every time 
we buy fishing equip­
ment and certain boat­
ing equipment -  taxes 
sportsmen got Congress 
to implement years ago.

According to the 
TPWD, "anglers and 
commercial fishing 
operations" supplied 
$40 m illion for Fiscal 
Year 2000. (The vast 
majority o f that $40 
m illion came from rec­
reational anglers.)

Anglers also sent 
$12.5 m illion to TPWD 
via the federal excise 
tax.

So, how much o f 
our $52.5 m illion do 
you estimate went to

the Inland Fisheries Division, the Coastal 
Fisheries Division, and the biologists who 
care for our fisheries resources? I f  you 
guess even 50%, you’ ll be wrong. They 
got only $19.9 m illion. The Inland Fish­
eries Division got $10.9 million, while 
the Coastal Fisheries Division got almost 
as much -  $9 million. (Hunters provided 
about $43 million, and the W ild life / 
Conservation Division received $23 m il­
lion o f that.)

In the past. TPWD has asked constitu­
ent groups other than hunters and anglers 
to pay fees to support endangered, threat­
ened. nongame species, and habitat. Each 
request has been rebuffed, so more and 
more sportsman money is spent fo r non- 
sportsman-oriented items.

TPWD has had some success getting 
park fees increased. And, the general 
public does contribute via the $19.8 million 
from the state tax on sporting goods. But 
fishermen, hunters, and boaters pay that 
same tax, pay it more often than the aver­
age Texan, and pay the same park fees.

Now TPW Commissioners are talking 
about increasing fees again in 2003, but 
only for fishermen, hunters, boaters, and 
park users. They don’ t even ask the other 
constituent groups any more -  neither do 
they ask the State o f Texas for much Gen­
eral Revenue money.

Sportsmen tired o f years o f such treat­
ment should send a courteous note to the 
chairman o f the TPW Commission, Katha­
rine Armstrong Idsal, 4200 Smith School 
Road.

Essentially, the current TPW Commis­
sion is a new one, and they’re about to hire 
a new executive director. A better time to 
try to get past mistakes corrected may not 
occur for another decade.

more than one bidder. The board 
also expressed disappointment that 
no local contractors had turned in 
bids.

The project was expected to cost 
nearly $50,000. but the bid from 
Steen Construction o f Am arillo was 
for $38,425.

Plans call for the renovation 
o f storage space, dead space, and 
an unused bathroom to create an 
enlarged meeting area in the rear o f 
the library.

Chief Deputy Randy Bond presented 
the application to the Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commission at 10 
a m. last Thursday, and the PRPC 
notified Sheriff Butch Blackburn his 
department was a winner at 4:30 
Thursday afternoon.

Blackburn said he was surprised 
by how quick the response came 
His office should receive the money 
within 45 to 60 days. He credited 
Malcolm Hartman w ith the PRPC 
for helping to write the department’s 
application and Bond for a successful 
presentation.

The sheriff said he intends to pur­
chase new light bars for four patrol 
cars and five new Colt M4 assault 
rifles.

The department's current assault 
rifles consist o f a Korean War era 
Army surplus M2 rifle and two M l 
rifles that are even older. Blackburn 
said.

Donley County w ill provide a 
$1,282 match for the grant.

safe during holiday entertainingKeep food
COLLEGE STATION -  Food 

and fun, fam ily and friends -  what 
better formula for holiday festivities? 
To insure pleasant holiday memories, 
keep food safety in mind, said Dr. 
Peggy Van Laanen, Texas. Coopera­
tive Extension food and nutrition spe­
cialist.

Foodborne illness, with its symp­
toms o f diarrhea, nausea, fever and 
vomiting, is always an unwanted 
guest, but never is it less welcome 
than during the holiday season, she 
said. Harmful bacteria which grows 
best in moist, protein-based food at 
temperatures between 40 F and 140 F 
is the culprit.

During this time o f year, when 
groups of people get together to cel­
ebrate. large amounts o f food are 
served. To maximize food safety. Van 
Laanen reminded, those responsible 
for the food preparation should keep 
in mind:

• The length of time necessary to 
prepare the food;

• How much refrigerator storage 
space w ill be available to keep food 
cold and how much oven or stove 
space w ill be available for cooking 
and keeping food hot: and

• The practice o f not letting food 
stay at room temperature for more 
than two hours.

Perishable foods, such as meat, 
poultry, seafood.eggs, dressing, gravy 
and dairy products, are included in 
many favorite holiday foods Unfor­
tunately, these foods are also favor­
ites o f the bacteria that cause food 
borne illness -  and this kind o f bacte­
ria grows best at room temperatures. 
That’s why perishable foods should 
be kept in the “danger zone’’ -  40 F 
to 140 F -  for no longer than two 
hours.

Van Laanen, along with Britta 
Thompson, Extension food and nutri­
tion associate, offer the following rec­
ommendations for keeping holiday 
foods safe from food borne illness- 
causing bacteria:

• Thaw frozen foods in the refrig­
erator. Food thawed in a microwave 
should be cooked immediately. Do 
not interrupt the cooking process and 
never thaw food on the counter.

• Keep hands and preparation 
areas, such as counter tops and stoves, 
clean when preparing food.

• Make sure foods are cooked to 
the proper internal temperature. For 
whole chicken and turkey, that’s an 
internal temperature o f 180 F; raw 
ham. 160 F; beef, veal or lamb, 170 
F for well done: ground beef or pork 
dishes. 160 F; egg casseroles, 160 F; 
and leftovers, 165 F or boiling hot. 
Seafood should become opaque.

• Do not serve egg dishes -  such 
as eggnog -  made with undercooked 
or raw eggs, which may contain the 
harmful bacteria Salmonella.

• Don’t transfer bacteria from 
raw meats to cooked foods or food 
that w ill be eaten fresh.

• I f  cooking large amounts o f 
food ahead, make sure it is cooled

quickly by dividing large portions 
into smaller ones and storing in shal­
low containers (less than 3 inches 
deep) at temperatures o f 40 F or 
below.

• Serve hot foods at or above 140 
F, and cold foods at below 40 F. Make 
sure foods served on a buffet are at 
room temperature for no more than 
two hours.

• I f  serving buffet style, put out 
small quantities of food and replace 
often. I f  a serving dish empties, 
replace it with a fresh one.

• Discard any foods that have 
been at room temperature for more 
than two hours: don’t keep them as 
leftovers. Use refrigerated or frozen 
foods within recommended storage 
times.

For more information about stor­
age times or holiday entertaining, 
contact a county Extension agent and 
ask for the publication. ’ ’Safe Home 
Food Storage’’ or the brochure, “ Hol­
iday Entertaining.”

Houston scholarships 
expanded to all fields

HOUSTON -  More students in 
4-H and FFA programs across Texas 
will have the opportunity to apply for 
Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo 
scholarships due to a change in the 
program.

This change in policy not only 
affects future scholarship recipients, 
but it also is effective for students cur­
rently attending Texas colleges and 
universities on Show 4-H and FFA 
scholarships.

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Alzheimer’s onset tied to cholesterol, brain chemicals
COLLEGE STATION -  Few 

people can look Al/.heimer's disease 
in the lace without flinching. Alzheim­
er s takes from people the things they 
value most: intellect, emotion, inde­
pendence. hope — and eventually, life 
itself.

Now. a group of unlikely 
Alzheimer's researchers — chemical 
engineers in Texas A & M  University's 
Dw ight Look College o f Engineering 
-- are developing new understanding 
of how the disease robs Alzheimer's 
sutterers of their memory and reason. 
They've also found hints o f new 
ways to eventually
prevent its onset.

Laboratory studies conducted by 
chemical engineer Theresa Good, an 
assistant professor in the Department 
o f Chemical Engineering, and Ph.D. 
students Dawn L. Rymer and Steven 
S. Wang, suggest that Alzheimer’s 
onset and the damage it causes to 
memory and cognitive abilities are 
tied to two substances: cholesterol 
(the same cholesterol doctors say 
people have too much of) and a 
complex chemical called ganglioside

G M -I -  found in the brain cells it 
attacks.

Their work centers on an impor­
tant characteristic o f Alzheimer's 
disease, a build-up o f masses o f pro­
tein. known as senile plaques. These 
plaques attach, or bind, to neurons — 
specialized cells that allow informa­
tion to move from place to place in 
the brain. When the plaques attach to 
the neurons, it causes a biochemical 
process to begin that eventually kills 
the neurons. Loss o f neurons is what 
brings on the disease's characteristic 
loss o f memory and cognitive abili­
ties. High levels o f either cholesterol 
or ganglioside GM-1 seem to make it 
easy for the plaques to attach to neu­
rons.

The good news is that Good’s 
research also suggests that reducing 
the amount o f either cholesterol or 
ganglioside G M -I interferes with the 
plaque's ability to attach to the neu­
rons. In fact, simply reducing the 
amount o f cholesterol in the cells 
seems to block attachment by almost 
all o f the plaque.

Good and her students used a

well-known chemical engineering test 
called a diffusion study to under­
stand how this process works. They 
also used analytical techniques such 
as image analysis and mathematical 
modeling o f molecules -- techniques 
more familiar to chemical engineers 
than biochemists or molecular biolo­
gists -  to carry out their studies.

A lot o f research remains to be 
done before the work done by Good 
and her colleagues is translated into 
medications that can prevent or treat 
Alzheimer’s disease The results of 
her studies must be confirmed by 
other scientists. New medications 
must be developed, and they must be 
tested in laboratory animals, then in 
humans. Finally, the indications w ill 
have to be approved by the Federal 
Drug Administration.

In the meantime, what is Good's 
advice to people who want to boost 
their odds against developing 
Alzheimer’s? Use diet to reduce cho­
lesterol levels.

“ Drink your red wine, eat your 
oatmeal, and throw out your butter."
she says.

TDH warns o f dangers o f Hantavirus exposure
The death last month o f an Okla­

homa girl due to Hantavirus Pulmo­
nary Syndrome (HPS) serves as a 
reminder to residents o f the Texas 
Panhandle and South Plains region to 
take precautions when dealing with 
rodent droppings and nests.

At this time o f year, people may 
become at risk for exposure as they 
remove decorations from storage or 
when the items are returned to stor­
age after the holidays. Supplemental 
feeding o f livestock during the winter 
may also increase the risk o f expo­
sure for livestock owners who have to 
load hay or feed that has been stored 
where rodents can have access.

Humans are usually infected 
when they in hale dust contaminated 
by saliva, urine, or feces o f infected 
rodents. Humans may also be infected 
by rodent bites and when material 
contaminated by rodent urine and 
feces is introduced into broken skin.

Anytime evidence o f rodent drop­
pings is seen, or rodent nests are 
encountered, critical steps should be 
taken before any clean up is attempted 
or the area is disturbed.

Self-protection is critical, so the 
use o f rubber gloves, eye protection, 
and a good quality mask are recom­
mended. Prior to initiating the clean­
ing process, open any windows and 
doors in the room to allow the air 
to circulate through the room. Spray 
the area with the solution o f one 
part bleach in nine parts o f water, 
or another disinfectant that w ill k ill 
viruses. I f  rodent carcasses or nest 
materials are found, spray them down 
with the disinfectant, too. A llow  the 
disinfectant to remain on the surfaces 
for at least 30 minutes.

To keep the amount o f dust at 
a minimum, spray the disinfectant a 
second time just pnor to beginning the 
cleaning process and before removing

any nesting materials or carcasses. I f  
a person develops flu-like symptoms 
after cleaning a rodent infested area, 
a physician should be contacted and 
the possibility o f HPS should be eval­
uated.

Preventing HPS also involves 
controlling rodent activity in and out­
side o f the home or storage buildings 
by implementing the following pro­
cedures: keep kitchen and food prep­
aration areas clean and store food and 
trash in containers with tight lids; 
plug potential entry points in the exte­
rior o f the structure with steel wool 
or caulk; eliminate possible nesting 
areas and materials by clearing brush 
from around the yard and foundation; 
keep garbage cans and wood piles o ff 
the ground and away from buildings; 
elevating hay and feed sacks in bams: 
and store pet food in closed contain­
ers and avoid leaving pet food out 
over night.

Helms article makes 
top six in journalism  
writing competition

Clarendon High School senior

First place winners w ill be named 
in three divisions at the Saturday, Jan­
uary 19, awards brunch.

The contest, being held for the 
first ti me this year, is sponsored by the 
TPA and the Interscholastic League 
Press Conference It is designed to 
help newspapers identify prospective 
future journalists and help high school 
students begin to see community jour­
nalism as a career option.

Helms was among 30 students 
from across the state to compete in 
the contest.

Defense bill boosts funding in Panhandle
WASHINGTON, D C . - U S. 

Rep. Mac Thomberry (R-Clarendon) 
and other members o f an Armed Ser­
vices Conference Committee com­
pleted work this week on a b ill that, 
among other things, provides the larg­
est single year increase in defense 
spending since the early 1980's, an 
extra $40 million for the Pantex Plant, 
and $1.8 billion fo r the V-22 Osprey 
program.

The measure, the FY 2002 
Defense Authorization Act, passed 
the .House o f Representatives by a 
vote o f 382 to 40.

“With our nation at war,”  Thorn- 
berry stated, “ this b ill w ill be one of 
the most important we vote on all 
year.

“ It gives more money to our 
troops, strengthens benefits fo r m ili­
tary retirees, and increases our invest­
ment in new weapons systems and 
modern technologies. It also provides 
a shot in the arm to programs and 
facilities that are important to the 
country and located in our area.

“ I ’ m particularly pleased we 
were able to secure an extra $40 m il­
lion for Pantex. This is the biggest 
single-year boost we’ve been able to 
authorize since I ’ve been in Congress 
and w ill help the plant do its job.

“ I ’m also pleased we were able 
to get more money in the bill for the 
Osprey. This has been a tough year 
for the program, but I have complete 
confidence we w ill be able to put 
these difficulties behind us and field 
an aircraft that w ill be a real asset to 
the war on terrorism.”

Thomberry noted that the extra 
$40 million for Pantex w ill be used for 
infrastructure improvements, stock­
pile stewardship, and security at the 
Plant, while the $1.8 billion for 
the V-22 program w ill be used for 
research and development and the 
purchase o f 11 new aircraft.

Beyond these programs and proj­
ects for the area, Thomberry noted, 
the 2002 Defense Authorization b ill 
also includes the largest single-year 
increase in defense spending since the

early 80’s, increased funding for pro­
grams to combat terrorism and defeat 
weapons o f mass destruction, a sig­
nificant military pay raise, an increase 
in critical readiness accounts, and 
new efforts to research tomorrow's 
weapons and equipment while pro­
viding resources the military needs 
today.

On the personnel side, the bill 
raises military pay by between 5 and 
10 percent. The pay raise is part of 
a long-term plan to enhance military 
pay and eliminate the gap between 
civilian and military pay by 2006. 
The bill also authorizes the estab­
lishment o f a program that would 
enable military retirees to receive 
Veteran’s disability benefits without 
losing retirement pay but is contin­
gent upon the Administration finding 
appropriate budget offsets.

This is the fourth year in a row 
that Thomberry served on the House- 
Senate Conference Committee that 
helped wnte the final version o f the 
Defense Authorization b ill.

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Cold weather can create deadly problems
j Cold weather -  with frost, ch ill­
ing winds, ice storms, and snow -  
(can create severe problems that many 
people in the state are not used to 
jdealing with, especially following 
itnonths o f comfortably warm temper­
atures, according to the Texas Depart­
ment Health (TDH).
! Hypothermia, the severe or pro­
longed loss o f body heat, begins 
[when a person’s body temperature 
!falls below 95 degrees F. Because the 
[temperature drop my be gradual and 
lan early symptom o f hypothermia is 
^mental confusion, the victim  may not 
[know there is a problem. And health 
'officials warn that vulnerable people 
can die from cold weather.

In 2000, hypothermia was a con­
tributing factor in 53 Texas deaths.

People most susceptible to hypo­
thermia include those 60 and older, 
infants and small children, people 
who are sick, those taking certain pre­
scription drugs or drinking alcohol, 
the homeless, auto or boating acci­
dent victims, and those unable to find 
temporary shelter in cold weather.

Often an older person’s metabo­
lism is slower than that o f a young 
person, or the older person may 
already be in poor health and taking 
medications that can alter awareness 
o f dangerously low temperatures. 
People 60 and older may not per-

ceive or respond to cold as readily 
as younger people because the body’s 
natural alarm signal -  the reflex of 
shivering that increases blood flow 
-  lessens with age. Some hypother­
mia victims die because they are 
simply unaware o f gradual tempera­
ture changes.

And some people, especially the 
elderly on fixed incomes, may set 
their thermostats dangerously low for 
fear o f high heating bills.

To reduce potential dangers:
• Watch for symptoms o f hypo­

thermia including confusion and 
drowsiness, slurred speech, a drop 
in blood pressure, shallow breathing, 
and pinkish tint to the skin. Anyone 
with these symptoms related to cold 
temperatures is in immediate danger.

• Check on elderly or ill people, 
especially i f  they live alone or in iso­
lated areas.

• Wear loose-fitting clothing in 
layers, gloves, and a face cover to 
block the wind i f  you must be out­
side. Stay dry.

• Be extremely cautious in the 
wind. A  strong wind, even in only 
moderately cool weather, can cause a 
wind chill far below freezing.

• Take extra precautions with 
those most vulnerable.

Winter storms also may cause 
power outages, and food safety

becomes a problem along with heat­
ing. I f  you lose power for more than 
four hours, take the following pre­
cautions with refrigerated food prod­
ucts:

• Keep refrigerator and freezer 
doors closed as much as possible.

• Discard any potentially haz­
ardous foods such as meats, eggs, 
dairy products, and leftovers that may 
have exceeded 45 degrees F. When in 
doubt, throw it out.

• Any frozen food that has thawed 
but not exceeded 45 degrees F should 
be prepared as soon as possible. Do 
not re-freeze.

TDH officials warn that no one at 
any age should underestimate weather 
changes and should dress appropri­
ately. Wind chill refers to the cooling 
effect wind has on the skin. Not only 
can wind chill cause rapid heat loss 
from the body, but it also can cause 
frostbite -  actual freezing o f tissues.

On November 1, the National 
Weather Service updated the chart it 
created to calculate wind chill. The 
new formula makes use o f advances 
in science, technology, and computer 
modeling to provide a more accurate 
way to calculate the dangers from 
winter winds.

Anyone planning outdoor activi­
ties in cold weather should refer to 
local weather for information.

Colder weather means propane safety reminders
AUSTIN -  Texas Railroad Com­

mission Chairman Michael L. W il­
liams, Commissioner Charles L. 
Matthews, and Commissioner Tony 
Garza remind Texans of winter pro­
pane safety procedures now that 
colder temperatures have arrived.

"Most o f the state received the 
season's first blast o f winter weather 
recently,”  said Chairman Williams. 
“ And while the drastic drop in the 
temperature came as a surprise to 
some, it means now is the perfect 
time to make sure every member o f 
your family is up to speed on safety."

"An estimated one-half m illion 
Texas homes use efficient propane as 
their primary energy source,”  Com­
missioner Matthews said. “ Knowing 
what to do if  you smell propane and 
think you may have a leak w ill insure 
reliability and safety for you and your 
fam ily this winter."

“ Knowing in advance what to 
do i f  you smell a propane leak is crit­
ical to ensuring your safety,”  Garza

added. ‘Texans should familiarize 
themselves with basic safety guide­
lines and have their propane equip­
ment regularly inspected by a trained 
service technician."

I f  you think you smell propane 
in your home, camper, RV, or the area 
around any gas equipment, or i f  a 
gas alarm signals the presence of pro­
pane. the Texas Railroad Commis­
sion suggests that you immediately:

• Extinguish all smoking mate­
rial and any other open flames or 
sources o f ignition.

• Vacate the building, vehicle, 
or area. Move everyone away w ith­
out using any electric switches, appli­
ances, thermostats, or telephones.

• Close the supply valve on the 
propane tank or cylinder. Turn the 
valve to the right as far as it w ill go.

• Call your propane supplier 
and/or your local fire department from 
a cell phone or a neighbor’s phone.

• Even i f  you do not continue to 
smell propane, do not open or turn on
