USDA releases $12.5 million for grasslands
WASHINGTON - US Agri­

culture Secretary Ann M. Veneman 
announced last week the release of an 
additional $12.5 million for the new 
Grassland Reserve Program (GRP).

“Grasslands play an important 
role in environmental quality by 
providing biodiversity of plant and 
animal populations,” said Veneman. 
"These funds will help landowners 
protect grasslands to maintain viable 
ranching operations.”

The Farm Service Agency and 
the Natural Resources Conserva­
tion Service, in cooperation with 
the Forest Service, administer this 
voluntary program to help landown­
ers and operators restore and protect 
grassland, rangeland, pastureland. 
shrubland, and certain other lands

and provides assistance for rehabili­
tating grasslands.

Authorized in the 2002 Farm 
Bill, these funds, combined with 
the $37.2 million released earlier 
this year, will allow USDA to enroll 
additional acreage in the program in 
fiscal 2003.

Landowners submitted more 
than 13,000 applications representing 
requests for more than $1.7 billion on 
approximately 9.5 million acres.

Applications were rated using 
state specific evaluation criteria 
developed with input from the State 
Technical Committee. State Tech­
nical Committees advise USDA at 
the state level on implementation of 
conservation programs in the 2002 
Farm Bill.

The membership of the com­
mittee includes representatives of 
federal, state and local government 
agencies; tribes; nongovernmental 
organizations; conservation districts; 
businesses; agricultural producers; 
and individuals interested in natural 
resource conservation with expertise 
in soil, water, wetland, and wildlife 
management.

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There was good news for the 
Donley County economy when Texas 
Comptroller Carole Keeton Strayhom 
delivered monthly sales tax payments 
to local municipalities last week.

The October sales tax rebates 
showed increases for the cities of 
Clarendon. Hedley, and Howardwick. 
The rebates include local sales taxes 
collected in August and reported to 
the Comptroller in September.

Clarendon's rebate was up almost 
four percent for a total of $ 18.269.75. 
Hedley received $601.69 compared 
to $403.53 for the same period last 
year, and Howardwick’s rebate was 
$1,172.10 compared to $818.52 one 
year ago.

Comptroller Strayhom sent sales 
tax rebates of $207.6 million to Texas 
cities, 2.9 percent more than October 
2002. Calendar year-to-date, city 
sales tax rebates are up 0.9 percent.

The state’s share of sales tax 
reported in September was $1.12 
billion, up 2.1 percent compared to 
a year ago.

“The September 2003 up tick

in sales tax receipts may be largely 
attributable to the Advance Child 
Tax Credits that the U.S. Treasury 
mailed out to 1.8 million Texas fami­
lies in late July and early August.” 
Strayhom said. “This pumped about 
$1.12 billion into the Texas economy. 
“In addition, the Sales Tax Holiday 
during the first weekend of August 
was once again a success. Sales tax 
reported by clothing and apparel 
stores rose 3.6 percent, or $1.6 mil­
lion, for the month.”

Since January, local sales tax 
rebates statewide are down 0.3 per­
cent compared to the same period 
in 2002. But the news is better here 
where Clarendon is up 3.33 percent 
for the year to date, Hedley is up 17.9 
percent, and Howardwick is slightly 
ahead with a gain of 1.95 percent.

So far this year. Clarendon is 
slightly ahead of its nearest neigh­
boring county seats in Armstrong and 
Hall counties. Claude is down 4.99 
percent for the year to date, and the 
total for Memphis has dropped 2.6 
percent.

Autry resigns CEDC job
The Board of the Clarendon 

Economic Development Corporation 
accepted with regret the resignation 
of Executive Director Dee Dee Autry 
during their regular meeting last 
Tuesday.

Autry last month had announced 
her resignation to pursue other 
opportunities effective October 1, 
but board members were hoping she 
would reconsider.

The board will consider how to 
fill Autry’s position when they meet 
next month.

Also at last Tuesday's meeting, 
CEDC President Bob Watson sub­
mitted his resignation, saying his job

at Amarillo’s Rick Husband Inter­
national Airport made it difficult for 
him to attend the board meetings.

Vice President Will Thompson 
will serve as the interim head of the 
CEDC pending the election of new 
officers next month.

In other business, the board 
approved the property tax abatement 
application of 786, Inc., the owners 
of the new Best Western hotel being 
built at US 287 and SH 70 North The 
board recommended that city aider- 
men take appropriate action to grant 
786 a full abatement for five years 
and 50 percent abatement the follow­
ing three years.

Environmental 
groups funding 
eco-terrorism

When Americans think of terrorists after Septem­
ber 11, images of Arab men motivated by a perverted 
version of Islam inevitably come to mind. In contrast, 
the moniker “environmentalist" conjures up visions 
of granola-eating, tree-hugging, peace-loving hippies. 
Yet, just like a small number of radical Muslims are 
sullying a great religion, a new breed of eco-terrorists 
is poisoning the once pure environmental movement.

A rising tide of eco-terror is rapidly spread­
ing across America. In August, fires set by the Earth 
Liberation Front (ELF) destroyed dozens of SUV’s 
and a warehouse at an auto dealership where vehicles 
were spray-painted with slogans such as “Fat, Lazy 
Americans.” In September, ELF torched six homes 
under construction in San Diego County. In these two 
months alone, ELF’s acts of eco-terrorism have cost 
individuals and businesses some $54 million. The FBI 
has now declared ELF the nation's top domestic ter­
rorism threat.

The related Animal Liberation Front (ALF) tar­
gets laboratories that conduct vital scientific research 
on animals. For example, Gilbert Low, a researcher 
at a University of Minnesota laboratory, noted that a 
recent ALF attack on his facility “has set back two 
years research conducted there on Alzheimer’s disease 
and cancer.”

ELF and ALF have also taken credit for arsons at 
a Vail, Colorado ski resort, as well as damaging crop 
fields at university research centers in the Midwest, 
fur farms in the Pacific Northwest, meat vendors in the 
San Francisco Bay area, and department stores on the 
East Coast.

However, the plague of eco-terrorism is hardly 
confined to America. In Europe, terrorist incidents 
in the name of animal rights have increased from 39 
in 1999 to 110 in 2002. The European news agency 
Novum recently reported that the damage caused by 
animal rights activists in Europe in the last 20 years 
totals $60 million.

While these acts of eco-terror are themselves 
clearly illegal, few people realize that the money being 
used to commit many of these crimes has itself been 
illegally laundered through tax-exempt organizations 
so donors can receive a tax-deduction. Environmen­
tal organizations designated by the IRS as 501(c)(3) 
groups are illegally transferring funds to non-exempt 
groups, which then use the money for eco-terror cam­
paigns.

These wholesale transfers from more tax-restric­
tive organizations to less-restrictive organizations are 
illegal on their face because there is no way to be sure 
that co-mingled funds won’t be used for non-exempt 
purposes. Furthermore, terrorist acts clearly do not fit 
within any of the legally recognized areas of activity 
for 501(c)(3) groups. Tax-exempt activities are limited 
to: charitable, religious, educational, scientific, literary, 
testing for public safety, fostering national or interna­
tional amateur sports competition, and the prevention 
of cruelty to children or animals.

On September 22, the charitable oversight group 
Public Interest Watch filed a complaint with the 
IRS charging Greenpeace with making such illegal 
transfers. In a report entitled “Green-Peace, Dirty 
Money: Tax Violations in the World of Non-Profits," 
Public Interest Watch found that Greenpeace Fund, 
a 501(c)(3) transferred over $10 million in exempt 
funds to non-exempt Greenpeace organizations such as 
Greenpeace, Inc., between 1998 and 2000.

Greenpeace, Inc., and other non-exempt Green­
peace entities benefiting from these transfers have 
committed numerous acts of eco-terrorism. They have 
blockaded a U.S. naval base, broken into the central 
control building of a nuclear power station in England, 
overrun the Exxon Mobil corporate headquarters in 
Texas, and rammed a ship into the French sailboat 
competing in the 2003 America’s Cup, permanently 
damaging the vessel.

In April 2002, Greenpeace activists forcibly 
boarded a cargo ship in Florida carrying Brazilian 
wood. In connection with this incident, federal pros­
ecutors indicted Greenpeace in July for violating an 
1872 law prohibiting the unauthorized boarding of 
“any vessel about to arrive at the place of her destina­
tion." The trial in this case is scheduled for December.

Greenpeace isn’t alone in funneling tax-exempt 
dollars into eco-terrorism efforts. According to the 
Center for Consumer Freedom, People for the Ethi­
cal Treatment of Animals (PETA) has donated at least 
$70,000 from its tax-exempt coffers to the ALF.

Assistant U.S. Attorney Timothy Verhey, who 
prosecuted the 1992 ALF firebombing of a Michigan 
State University laboratory, recently noted the chal­
lenge of prosecuting eco-terrorists because of “a lack 
of witnesses and the group’s ‘cell’ structure that lacks 
centralized leadership or a membership roster.”

The difficulty in nabbing individual eco-terror- 
ists is precisely why it is critically important that the 
IRS do its part to immobilize eco-terror groups by 
investigating the illegal use of tax-exempt funds to 
bankroll their crimes. Eco-terrorism is a scourge on 
society and a sordid stain on the wholesome causes of 
nonviolent environmentalists. Let’s put the peace back 
into Greenpeace and protect the environment through 
vigilance, not vigilantism.

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Legislature delivers DeLay’s ugly baby

Most children are born after nine 
months, but it’s taken 10 long months of 
hard labor to birth Tom DeLay’s baby -  a 
divisive new Congressional map redrawn 
to guarantee him up to seven more votes in 
Washington.

It’s neither boy nor girl -  just plain 
mean, and just plain ugly.

Now, I know that’s not a polite thing to 
say about someone's baby. But Tom’s map 
is a brutal assault on the State of Texas
-  independent voters, rural communities, 
and minority Texas, in particular.

It carves up communities of interest 
and guts rural Texas -  ensuring that rural 
voters cannot control a single Congressio­
nal district in the state.

It actually reduces the number of 
minority districts in Texas and could rob as 
many as 3.6 million Hispanics and African 
Americans of their right to choose their 
own representative in Congress.

And if you're an independent-minded 
Texan who likes to vote for the person, not 
the party, Mr. DeLay’s map ensures that 
your vote cannot possibly make a differ­
ence on Election Day.

It didn't have to be this way, of course. 
There was absolutely no good reason
-  under the law or the established rules 
of politics -  to redo redistricting again 
this year. It had never happened before in 
modem American history. Texas already 
has a legal map, which was drawn just two 
years ago and gives the GOP the advantage 
in 62.5 percent of the districts -  a greater 
percentage than Gov. Rick Perry won in 
2002. Maybe that's why Gov. Perry had 
the state defend the current map before the 
U.S. Supreme Court just last year.

It’s certainly why Mr. DeLay found 
the State of Texas to be such a reluctant 
bride -  with 90 percent of Texans testifying 
against redoing redistricting at the Legisla­
ture’s field hearings.

And it’s probably why he put Texas 
through an extraordinarily painful and 
expensive pregnancy over the past 10 
months.

Birthing DeLay’s baby trashed the 
Texas tradition of bipartisanship that 
George W. Bush rode to the White House. 
And it destroyed the credibility of the 
Republican leadership in Texas.

Rick Perry publicly pledged to not call 
a special session to redo redistricting and 
then called three of them. Speaker Tom 
Craddick ignored the House rules and liter­
ally fled the House Chamber when Demo­
crats mustered the votes to outvote him. 
And after saying that redistricting required 
the support of two-thirds of the Senate, 
‘Hispanic groups’ and minority Senators 
-  support it never gained -  Lt. Gov. David 
Dewhurst flip-flopped and abandoned the 
Senate’s decades-old two-thirds in order to 
do DeLay’s dirty work.

All in all, Texas GOP leaders treated 
the people’s government like a branch of 
the Republican Party. They got a Home­
land Security agency to hunt for their 
legislative rivals, and Tom DeLay tried to 
get the FBI to arrest them. Rick Peny even 
sent Texas Rangers to a hospital neo natal 
unit to search for one legislator whose wife 
had just given birth to premature twins.

Moreover, this new map has saddled 
Texas taxpayers with a costly and unneces-

sary bill -  between $10 million and $20 
million for a political welfare check for 
national Republican Party, all because 
Tom DeLay can’t figure out how to con­
vince Republican voters to elect Republi­
can Members of Congress in the current 
Republican-leaning districts.

Republicans couldn’t find enough 
money for children’s health care or new 
schoolbooks, but they found millions for 
Tom DeLay’s new map. Rick Perry can’t 
find the time for school finance reform
-  despite overburdened local property 
taxpayers and under funded schools -  but 
he wasted months on special sessions for 
redistricting.

For much of this year, GOP leaders 
have turned over the state government to 
Tom DeLay, ignoring all other Texans and 
the real problems of our state while they 
did his political dirty work. Fortunately, 
DeLay’s new map is as illegal as it is 
ugly, and the courts should strike it down
-  saving rural Texas and three-and-a-half 
million minority Texans from the GOP 
plan to disenfranchise them.

But 1 don’t know what will save Texas 
Republicans from the voters they've spent 
the past 10 months ignoring and abusing.

Self-management skills vital to living with diabetes

Mary, a 42-year-old lifelong 
West Texan, recently learned she 
has type 2 diabetes. She understands 
that diabetes can have terrible con­
sequences. She really wants to stay 
around with both eyes, legs and 
kidneys. However, she needs help 
understanding exactly what she 
needs to eat and how best to manage 
her disease.

Diabetes is a disease that affects 
a growing number of Americans like 
Mary. There are now approximately 
17 million people, roughly 6.2 per­
cent of the population, who have 
been diagnosed with the disease-and 
this number is growing rapidly. Edu­
cation and awareness are important 
components to living with diabetes.

Diabetes is a disease that affects

how a person's body processes 
sugars. When a person has diabetes, 
their body does not correctly produce 
the insulin needed to control the 
blood sugar level. When the blood 
sugar stays at too high a level, it can 
cause damage to the eyes, kidneys 
and nerves leading to blindness, 
kidney failure, or amputations. If the 
blood sugar gets too low, then the 
person may go into a coma.

In order to control the effects of 
the disease, it is important patients 
learn to manage their diabetes. Main­
taining appropriate blood sugar levels 
involves making diet changes and 
regularly monitoring those levels.

Individuals who are trained to 
help people manage their diabetes are 
called Certified Diabetes Educators 
or CDEs. These health professionals 
have gone through a certification pro­

cess through the American Diabetes 
Association, gaining knowledge and 
skills in diabetes self-management 
training in addition to clinical hours 
and hands-on experience. They teach 
classes and have one-on-one training 
for people with diabetes and can then 
develop a care plan for the individual 
based on the stage of thier disease.

Because uncontrolled diabetes 
can lead to so many other health 
issues that affect key organs like the 
kidneys and the circulatory system, 
it is extremely important for people 
with diabetes to learn how to manage 
their disease. The doctor can assist 
with treating the disease, but time 
spent with a CDE is crucial to help 
the patient with day-to-day lifestyle 
management.

The concept of diabetes self­
management becomes especially

important when a person with diabe­
tes lives in a rural area with limited 
access to health care services. There 
are more than 108 Texas counties in 
the area that Texas Tech University 
Health Sciences Center serves; and 
in those counties, there are only 17 
Certified Diabetes Educators to serve 
all those people.

Texas Tech Health Sciences 
Center is implementing a new pro­
gram to educate professionals to 
become diabetes educators.

The Diabetes Education for 
Health Care Professionals program 
is a multi-campus initiative that 
will provide an American Diabetes 
Association-approved curriculum for 
diabetes educators. The program also 
will be available through distance 
learning, and there will be some 
scholarships available.
